This is what we hope our 

children are doing when offered 

alcohol and/or drugs



Unfortunately they sometimes 

choose to do this instead



How does alcohol and drug use 

impact youth?

Youth who are involved in alcohol and drug 
use are more likely to experience:

Â Physical and Mental Health Issues

Â Behavioral Problems

Â Failing Grades

Â Truancy 

Â Drop Out of School

Â Involvement in Juvenile Justice



Signs to Watch For

Negative changes in schoolwork, missing school, or declining grades 

Increased secrecy about possessions or activities 

Use of incense, room deodorant, or perfume to hide smoke or chemical 
odors 

Changes in friends and subtle changes in conversations with friends, e.g.

Change in clothing choices: new fascination with clothes that highlight 
drug use 

Increase in borrowing money 

Evidence of drug paraphernalia such as pipes, rolling papers, etc. 

Bottles of eye drops, which may be used to mask bloodshot eyes or 
dilated pupils 

New use of mouthwash or breath mints to cover up the smell of alcohol 

Missing prescription drugsτespecially narcotics and mood stabilizers
