A Athletics & Activities –  


 
The Spring Sports Season is upon us, and the Dance Team has the state competition to wrap up 
the Winter Sports Season on March 29. Nearly all of our spring sports programs will be very 
competitive at the varsity level. It should be a fun and intensive few months. Our other extra-
curricular activities have done really well, with the Knowledge Bowl left to represent La Center 
at the State meet. 
 
The Chess Team had a fun, first year as a competitive team. They were able to compete at the 
State Meet in Issaquah on February 28 and March 1. Although, they did not fare well at this 
meet, it was great experience for the returning players next year. There are plans in the works to 
set up a schedule to hold competitive chess matches with local schools in Clark County. The 
team will benefit from the competitions in preparation for post-season. 
 
The Music Department has had some notable success stories, as well. Patrick McConahy 
represented La Center extremely well by placing 1st in Percussion at the Solo Ensemble, which 
will allow him to represent LC at the State Competition. Other excellent performances included 
Blake Johnston who received a Superior Rating in Vocal and Sam Yates who placed 4th, received 
a Superior Rating, and is an alternate to the State competition. La Center will be competing in 
the Instrumental Large Group Festival on March 27 and the Vocal Large Group Festival on April 
17. We expect our students to shine and perform well in both of these competitions. 
 
The Knowledge Bowl Team is sending both varsity teams to the State competition this Saturday, 
March 22. It is quite a feat to send 2 teams from the Regional Meet, which took place on 
February 24. The Stevenson team took first place at Regionals, with the 2 La Center teams 
following in 2nd and 3rd.  
 
The Dance Team was very successful at the District IV meet on March 8. They qualified for state 
in all 3 of their routines: Kick, Pom, and Dance. To my knowledge, this is the first time that the 
LCHS Dance Team has qualified for state in 3 different styles. It is looking possible for the team 
to bring home a championship trophy or at the very least, a top 4 finish.  
 
The Boys Soccer program has already gotten off to a good start. They defeated King’s Way 
Christian School on Monday, March 17, by a score of 4 – 2. The style that the new coach has 
brought to the program is a more controlled and finesse approach to the game. Reece Scragg is 
the new coach, and he comes to us from Wolverhampton, England. He is young, energetic, and 
most importantly, he has a lot of passion for the game. On the down side, we only have 19 out of 
25 players eligible due to grades or not enough practices. This caused the JV games to be 
cancelled for the first week of the season. It is our hope that when all 25 players get eligible, we 
will do a modified 8 verses 8 JV game with the other schools in order to keep the JV team alive 
while the new coach builds the program.  







 
The Girls Golf team is hitting a lull as of late. There were only 6 girls that turned out, where 2 of 
them quit during the first week and 1 student decided to play softball after 2 weeks of practices. 
We will continue to support the girls that are out; all of whom are freshmen. This is good news 
for the future of the program and more efforts will be made in the off-season to get more players 
out. The girls will definitely go through a learning period during this season.  
 
Our Track and Field team will be among the top in Districts again. Our boys’ team is especially 
strong this year with notable LC athletes turning out for the first time. We will be competitive on 
the girls’ team, but probably not contend for the District Title. The District Meet will be held at 
Mackenzie Stadium in Vancouver, which will be a great venue for all athletes. This move was 
decided by the A.D.’s due to some issues with overcrowding and timing devices at Rainier High 
School last year. Since this is a qualifying event to the State Championships, the Trico League 
A.D.’s decided to coordinate with the Evergreen School District to hold the event there, since it 
was the Trico’s turn to host the District Meet. 
 
The Baseball Team started off the season well with strong performances at their Jamboree in 
Battle Ground by winning 1 out of the 2 games on Saturday, March 15.  Their first League 
Double Header against Stevenson on Tuesday, March 18 was a huge success. They won 5-0 in 
the first game, and 14-0 in the second game. Jaimeson Benitez pitched a perfect game in that 
second game, which means no one from Stevenson reached 1st base the entire game.  
 
The Softball Team will have a strong Varsity and JV team. There are many underclassmen that 
are proving to be very valuable to the program.  Both the Varsity and JV teams defeated both of 
their opponents at the Jamboree on March 15. The teams they defeated were Evergreen HS and 
Heritage HS, both 4A schools. There first game is Wednesday, March 19, against Battle Ground.  


T Teachers –  I would like to take this opportunity to thank the teachers that have 


and will continue to participate in the Phoenix programs.  This coming weekend, March 21-23, 
four of our teachers will be chaperoning and participating in Phoenix 7.  The staff participating is  
Minna Thayer, Beth Marshall, Brian Clegg and one of our track coaches, Dennis Dykes.

Project Success is a mentoring program set up by our counselor Kristin Krem. High 
school students are paired with 5-6 middle school students, and come down to the 
middle school to work with the students on an individual basis about once a week. 
During this time they will check grades on Skyward, organize binders and lockers, work 
on specific classwork, and give general support to our middle school students. Currently 
we have 6 high school students working with 32 separate middle school students. 
Overall, this has been a very positive experience for both the high school and middle 
school students. 
 
Peer Mentor Program: We had 30 middle school students first semester and have 32 
students second semester who work with our elementary students during one period 
per day. Each mentor is working with at least 3-5 students per day, serving our younger 
students as their teacher sees fit. The middle school students are required to journal 
about their experiences each week, which contributes to their grade for the class, which 
is monitored by Katie Kipp. This has been a great example of a win-win educational 
experience for all students involved. Our elementary teachers have been most 
complimentary of the work done by our middle school students. 
 
Janice Broten, Language Arts and Leadership Adviser, has been selected as the 2013-
2014 Washington State Middle Level Adviser of the Year. This award is selected by the 
Washington Association of Student Councils and the Association of Washington Middle 
Level Principals. She was recognized at our student of the month assembly at the end 
of February, and will be formally recognized in mid-March at the Washington Activity 
Coordinators Association in Kennewick. We are really proud of her and her work with 
our students. 
 







On March 6, 2014 we held a celebration breakfast for students who improved their GPA 
by .7 or higher. This breakfast was donated and served by Josh, Chris and Eliza Soske. 
We were able to recognize 39 students and had about 75 people attend the breakfast. 
Students were given a certificate and it was really great to see how proud some of these 
students were, not to mention their parents. A genuine thank you to the Soskes.  
 
We also had 204 students named to the first semester honor roll. Their names were 
published in the Reflector and the students were recognized at an assembly where they 
were called down individually to receive a certificate and a mini candy bar. 
 
We held Doernbecher’s week, during which time our students had the goal to raise 
$5,500 to donate to the Children’s Hospital. They raised money through activities such 
as Crush/Fanta sales, Candy Cane sales, Dolly’s for Doernbechers sales, Copper/Silver 
War, holding a Dance on Friday after school, and collecting individual donations 
throughout the week. The students raised just over $4,600 as of this writing, falling short 
of their goal. I believe there will be a last minute effort to reach their goal because they 
are motivated to see their principal “kiss a pig”, as promised if they raise the $5,500.  
 
 








Teaching and Learning Update March 2014 
 


 
Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- You will find in this month’s board packet a memorandum 
detailing the instructional materials that I am asking approval for.  The list includes the K-12 
math materials, 9-12 world languages books and a new text for the business department.  This 
list represents a lot or careful and tedious work by many stakeholders to ensure that our students 
and community have the best possible instructional materials available to help them meet the 
many learning goals in these subjects at all grade levels.  I am anxious for you to grant your final 
approval so that I can begin negotiating with publishers on costs and delivery.   
 
Professional Development- Our professional development over the next six months will focus 
almost exclusively on math.  With new materials at all grade levels it is imperative that we create 
multiple opportunities for staff to familiarize themselves with the new instructional materials, 
create lesson plans using those materials that support our learning model and allow them time to 
meet both within and across grade bands. 
 
ELL- WELPA testing has been completed.  A big thank you to Melissa Flatt who in her first 
year, completed this task flawlessly and on time with minimum interruptions to learning.  We 
will get our results back in early summer at which time I will share them with you. 
 
Career and Technical Education (CTE)- Our second CTE parent advisory meeting for the year 
was last Wednesday, February 26th.  The committee talked about expenditure of Perkin’s Grant 
funds (part of which will be used to purchase the new business books on your list), an 
articulation agreement with Clark College or Lower Columbia College in computer applications, 
forming of a student leadership organization (likely FFA or Skills USA) and the upcoming 
STEM (science, technology, engineering and math) tour to Columbia Machine which is being 
organized by ESD112.  Thank you to community members Dave Kaufman, Duane Neiman and 
Ray De Long for their time serving on this committee. 
 
Title I/LAP- Next up, planning for K-12 summer school opportunities.  I’m really excited about 
the opportunity to polish and improve the programs that we began last summer and expand those 
opportunities to more students with this year’s enhanced LAP budget.  We are currently planning 
for a four week summer school from July 28th through August 21st.  Students would go full days, 
Monday through Thursday.  I’m very excited that it looks like we will have the budget capacity 
this year to provide transportation for students.   
 
From a program offering perspective, we will continue “Hawks Landing” for the incoming 6th 
grade and then expand to serve 7th and 8th grade students in reading and math within a structure 
called “Hawks Landing II”.  We will be expanding the 9th grade program that we ran last year in 
math to also encompass transition issues into the high school and call it “Wildcats Landing”.  We 
will have our same kindergarten program that we ran last year and we will be creating a very 
intense reading support program for all struggling incoming 3rd grade students.  These are just 
the programs that we have solidified for now and others may be added over the next few weeks. 
 
Highly Capable- we are currently in the process of collecting nominations for the highly capable 
program for testing and evaluation.  As I mentioned before, with the changes to the highly 
capable program we will be assessing K-2 grade students this year for the first time.  







Congratulations to our 5th grade “Math is Cool” team which won the Clark County 
championships a couple of weeks ago.  They will be going to Moses Lake in the middle of May 
to compete in the state championships.  You will get to meet them at the board meeting! 
 
Testing/Assessment- At this time we are in the midst of the high school HSPE.  Timm 
DeStefano and the HS staff have done a wonderful job as usual, making this as stress free for 
students as possible and going out of the their way to make sure the students have every 
opportunity to be successful. 
 
Home School Academy- Bonnie Poffenroth was able to attend the state ALE (Alternative 
Learning Experience) conference last week.  This conference had many valuable workshops that 
related to our home school program.  Bonnie brought back some valuable insights into 
documentation, paperwork and keeping the state auditors happy!  We will begin promotion and 
recruiting for next year when we return from spring break in April.

Looking Back 
Wireless Network 
I have been working with HP certified wireless contractors to stabilize our wireless network and have seen quite a bit of 
improvement in that area. It is not yet where it needs to be, but we do have a plan to provide better and faster access to our 
network. We currently plan to offer “public” and “corporate” networks which will be configured quite differently. With the 
SBAC testing (see below) coming up next year, it is vital that we are able to provide dependable and consistent access to 
areas where this testing may occur.  
 
In conjunction with the Teaching and Learning department as well as the superintendent, the contractors and I have 
developed a strategy that gives priority to the instructional use of our wireless network. After allocating the resources 
necessary for a robust and reliable corporate network, we will offer access to personal devices so that they can be used here at 
school. To be clear, it is NOT our priority to provide a great public access experience. The priority is provide solid, reliable, 
and secure connections to the wireless devices we use as part of daily instruction. Though I wish it were as simple as setting 
up a home network, it is an entirely different beast when you have a system this expansive.  
 
All in all, it is going very well. I wish sometimes we could power through this process a little faster, but the work done so far 
has paid off and many more improvements are yet to come. 
 
 
What’s Current 
Internet Connection 
Our Internet connection has been upgraded from 18 Mb/s to 24.5 Mb/s with the addition of four additional T-1 circuits which 
were installed by TDS and paid for by the K20 network. The K20 is responsible for providing every district an Internet 
connection which is sufficient to meet their needs. We pay for the data that goes across that connection but the installation 
and maintenance of that connection is something provided by the state. 
 
There has also been the installation of an even better connection, but it is not yet functional. TDS has installed a DS3 circuit 
which, when made active, will replace our current 20 T-1 circuits. When this comes online (expected to be live in another 
month or so), our bandwidth capacity will be 45 Mb/s. I think that moving from an 18Mb/s to a 45 Mb/s connection within a 
couple of months will be quite an improvement. What we can’t lose sight of is the cost for the data we ultimately use. In 
general, districts across the state are almost doubling their consumption of data each year. With our limiting factor removed, I 
would be quite surprised if we didn’t see a significant increase in our district costs associated with Internet access. While it is 
still a bargain, it is never any fun to have higher bills to pay. 
 
 
Looking Forward 
Smarter Balanced Assessment Consortium (SBAC) 
Next year, we will be required to use the SBAC online test for state testing. The consortium describes itself this way: 


Smarter Balanced is a state-led consortium developing assessments aligned to the Common Core State Standards in 
English language arts/literacy and mathematics that are designed to help prepare all students to graduate high school 
college- and career-ready. 


This testing (which will probably use both iPads and Chromebooks) will place huge demands on our network and specifically 
on our wireless connections. This is one of the design considerations that Dave Holmes and I have been working on as we 
develop our wireless solution with the help of our contractors. I have confidence that they will be able to get us where we 
need to be for this testing. The critical piece is to be able to provide a large number of wireless connections at a single 
location. We will be ready.

BOARD UPDATE 
• National Presenter from Leader 


Dogs for the Blind – We had one of 
Leader Dogs best national speakers 
in the district this week to present to 
our students.  Len Quinn and his 
Leader Dog Slyder gave 
presentations to all of our K-8 
students.  Not only did Len help our 
kids learn about guide dogs and the 
positive impact they have in the lives 
of blind and visually impaired 
individuals or what it is like to be a 
blind person, he shared with our kids 
a very powerful message of believing 
that anything is possible in life if they are willing to work for it.  Our kids did a tremendous 
job of listening and learning to take advantage of the opportunity.  Way to go Bobcats and 
Hawks, along with a huge thanks to Len, Slyder and Leader Dogs for the Blind! 


• Bicycle Grant – As you know, we were awarded a Bicycling Grant from OSPI for 
approximately $28,000.  These funds will purchase at least 30 bicycles, trailers to haul 
bicycles (we ordered our new vans with trailer hitches in anticipation of this program) and to 
provide the training necessary to implement bicycling into our 4th, 5th, 6th & 7th grade 
physical education programs.  The bicycle in the photo is a sample of the bikes we will be 


getting (Trek Shift One).   To say the 
least, we are very excited about being 
awarded these funds and to be on the 
brink of having this program dream turn 
into reality.  Staff will be receiving 
training on the state provided curriculum 
the week we get back from spring break.  
We are also working to finalize a 
purchase agreement that meets the grant 
requirements and maximizes the 
opportunity for our kids.  The photo to 
the left is similar to the bikes we will be 
getting. Our hope is to make the purchase 


of the bicycles a local one in order to not only keep this money in our area, but also to create 
a long-term relationship for support with people we know and can easily go and talk to if we 
need assistance.  More on this effort as it occurs. 


• WSSDA Regional Meeting – I attended the spring WSSDA Regional Meeting in Camas on 
the evening of Wednesday, March 19th.  Other districts in attendance were Vancouver, 
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Kalama, Kelso, Washougal, Battle Ground and of course Camas and La Center.  I didn’t 
learn anything new, but it was interesting to see how the information was presented to other 
school Boards.  FYI. 


• 1,080 Hour Legislation – The legislature did pass a bill that modified the pending changes 
to the required instructional hours.  How they changed the requirements does give us some 
latitude in our options that under the previous law did not.  In the first place, a year latitude 
was given so nothing needs to be changed until the 2015/16 school year.  Additionally, they 
changed the way the 1,080 hours is calculated.  In essence, the law should be changed from 
1,080 hour rule to 1,027 hour rule.  It is a long story, but they are now letting us average the 
high school hours over the entire grade band (K-12) instead of 1,080 hours for each and 
every grade level as was originally the law.  This will yield a net minimum requirement of 
1,027 hours over the course of year as the new time to beat.  Since we are currently above 
this line right now, I believe the law is essentially a moot issue for us.  This then will cause a 
new discussion about RSLSA where we thought it was a dead issue.  So be thinking about 
your perspectives on our Regularly Scheduled Late Student Arrival. 


• Old Dog Learning Team – Back by popular demand, my Old Dog Learning Team has 
requested another session this spring with our first meeting being this week.  Once again, I 
found the experience of learning with our teachers across the district to be both exciting and 
very interesting at the same time.  The team spent the evening connecting what they learned 
from our Making Thinking Visible work that we started last Fall, with the Danielson 
Instructional Framework from TPEP and the District’s Learner Competencies.  Their 
discussions around these connections was fascinating because it showed me how invested our 
teachers are in the mission of the district to develop confident, self-reliant life-long learners.  
I know you would have been pleased with their thinking and their passion as much as I was.

Chair’s Role  GP-5

The Chair of the Board ensures the integrity of the Board’s processes and normally serves as the 
Board’s official spokesperson. Accordingly, the Chair has the following authority and duties:  
 
1.  Monitor Board behavior to ensure that it is consistent with its own rules and policies and 
 those legitimately imposed upon it from outside the organization:  
 a. Conduct and monitor Board meeting deliberations to ensure that only   
  Board issues, as defined in Board policy, are discussed.  
 b. Ensure that Board meeting deliberations are fair, open, and thorough, but also  
  efficient, timely, orderly and to the point. 
 c. Chair Board meetings in accordance with law and Robert’s Rules of Order. 
 d. Provide a means of collecting monitoring data from all board members, collate  
  and present data to the board for discussion and action.  
 
2. Make all interpretive decisions that fall within the topics covered by Board policies on 
 Governance Process and Board/Staff Relationship, except where the Board specifically 
 delegates such authority to others, using any reasonable interpretation of the provisions in 
 those policies:  
 a. Refrain from making any interpretive decisions about policies created by the  
  Board in the Ends and Executive Limitations policy areas. 
 b. Refrain from exercising any authority as an individual to supervise or direct the  
  Superintendent. 
 
3. Represent the Board to outside parties in announcing Board-stated positions and in 
 stating decisions and interpretations within the areas assigned to the Chair, delegating this 
 authority to other Board members when appropriate, but remaining accountable for its 
 use. 
 
4. With the Superintendent, plan and approve the annual meeting schedule and agenda.  
 
5. When necessary, sign documents as required by law and authorized by the Board.  
 
6. Appoint members to Board-approved subcommittees with input from the Board.  
 
In the absence or inability of the Chair, the Vice Chair shall have all of the powers and duties of 
the Chair.

Board Advisory Committee Principles  GP-6

Board advisory committees, when needed, will be used to support the work of the Board and to 
reinforce the wholeness of the Board’s job, and never to interfere with delegation of authority 
from the Board to the Superintendent.  
 
Accordingly:  
1. Board advisory committees are to assist the Board, not to direct or advise the staff. 
 Committees ordinarily will assist the Board by preparing policy alternatives and 
 implications for Board consideration. In keeping with the Board’s broader focus, Board 
 advisory committees will not have direct dealings with staff operations unless specifically 
 given that authority by the Board. 
  
2. Board advisory committees may not speak or act for the Board except when formally 
 given such authority for specific and time-limited purposes. Expectations and authority 
 will be carefully stated by the Board to assure that committee authority will not conflict 
 with authority delegated to the Superintendent. 
  
3. Board advisory committees may not exercise authority over the Superintendent or staff. 
 Because the Superintendent works for the full Board, any direction to the Superintendent 
 related to a committee recommendation must come from the full Board. 
  
4. Board advisory committees are expected to avoid over-identification with organizational 
 parts rather than the whole. Therefore, a Board committee which has helped the Board 
 create policy will not be used to monitor organizational performance on that same 
 subject. 
  
5. This policy applies only to committees which are formed by Board action, whether or not 
 the committees include Board members. It does not apply to committees formed under 
 the authority of the Superintendent.
