Mrs. Yaw opened the Community Linkage with the flag salute at 7 PM.  She then opened the meeting up 
to comments from the floor.  A woman spoke about the math program and Common Core.  She made 
some scary allegations about what the government is trying to do.  Mrs. Yaw and Dr. Mansell both shared 
ways in which we are different than a lot of places and won’t allow the government to do the things she is 
worried about. 
 
Mrs. Yaw then asked for Community input on the Regularly Scheduled Late Student Arrival having been 
moved to Wednesday.  Staff responded that it is a great thing and “teachers love it”.  Mr. Jones shared 
that every community member he has talked to (including his own wife) hate it.  Staff again assured 
everyone it is great. 
 
Mr. Soske shared that the Home School Academy is going great. 
 
A staff member complained about the class sizes in the middle school and the fact that FCRC has been a 
classroom.  Dr. Mansell explained about the “bubble” class going through the middle school and the more 
reasonable class sizes coming behind it. 
 
A different staff member began to complain about the technology in the school and that the 12 computers 
in the library “never work”.  She went on to say how much of her time and energy is taken up and 
expressed how frustrating and embarrassing that is.  Another staff member gave a “blow-by-blow” 
account of how difficult a time she has making even one entry for her job because of the technology 
shortfall. 
 
Mrs. Yaw then attempted to bring the topic back to those community issues the Board had been hearing 
about by asking after the parking issues.  Again, a staff member (likely unaware of the parking issues 
Mrs. Yaw referred to) responded that all parking is fine and wonderful. 
 
Dr. Mansell shared that our busses should be off-site by January and that will free up parking at the K-8.  
He also shared possible new plans for traffic revisions once the busses move. 







A community member shared how pleased she has been by the responsiveness of our staff and 
administrators to problems or concerns she may have.  Also how positive having a nurse on duty 3 days 
per week (up from 2 days per week) is. 
 
Another community member brought up home school academy and how responsive Mrs. Poffenroth and 
Mr. Holmes have been.  They feel like Mrs. Poffenroth is looking at student mastery – not just passing the 
test. 
 
A staff person went back to technology and how obsolete many computers in the district are.  Another 
staff person complained that it has been months that she has been trying to get a simple cord and she 
wants to know how things are prioritized in the tech department. 
 
A community member asked if it was OK to ask a question or if this time was just for staff to “gripe”. 
 
Staff members then said they wanted everyone to know we have an awesome tech staff.  A different staff 
person then stated that the highly capable program was a lot of talk but not a lot of action. 
 
Community meeting ended at 8 pm. 
 
 
The workshop convened at 8:10 pm. 
 


1. Debrief of linkage meeting:  The Board expressed concerns that community members 
were not able to speak because of staff “hi-jacking” the meeting for staff concerns. A 
community member pointed out that some of the staff present are also community 
members.  The Board responded that they did not have community concerns but instead 
expressed staff concerns.  Questions were asked regarding chain of command and 
protocols for dealing with staff concerns (not to mention the staff linkage held each year).  
Dr. Mansell was instructed to look into this matter. 


 
As this was a workshop of the board, no action was taken.

A Paws-itive Learning Community Striving to Meet the Individual Needs of Each Student 
as a Whole Child 
Our theme for the month of October is cooperation.  The following shares some of the many 
efforts we are cooperating on. 
 
Bobcat Walk/Run 
Our 2013 Bobcat Walk/Run was a success.  Students worked hard to support our school and 
complete as many laps as they could within their class’ time.  Many shared their excitement in 
having participated and their amount of laps walked/run.  Twenty laps was a common number 
heard from many hard working walkers/runners.  Our goal for this year was to raise $10,000 to 
support our students in this, our only school fundraiser.  Impressively, our students, families, and 
community members were able to raise over $13,000.  Now, what do we do with all the money?  
Students had previously shared what they would like money to be used for at our school.  Many 
ideas shared by students will be acted upon due to their lower costs.  Some of these ideas include 
purchasing more table games, jumpropes, hula hoops, tetherballs, and finding permanent ways of 
marking a baseball/kickball field.  Students have been voting this past week on which of three 
major categories we will use the majority of the money for; swings on the field side, play 
structure on the field side, or a fancy slide on the field side.  The totals will be compiled on 
Friday.  Students will then be given options and costs and will help us design the final product.  I 
look forward to experiencing how our students help to make our school a better place. 
 
New Opportunities 
 
Walking School Bus 
As you know, our walking school buses give our students opportunities for exercise, to socialize, 
and to get our brains ready for learning.  This year also includes donations for participants which 
were generously provided by Tiffany Pratt.  250 Z Fruit Ropes, reflective tape, safety and 
activity sheets, and more have been donated for our walking students.  Renee Sanders has 
volunteered to start a walking schoolbus in the Stone Creek area.  Flyers and communications 
will be shared with our students and families.  Donations will also be given to all participants.  
We look forward to a great year of exercise and fun. 
 
3-5 Bobcat Computer Programming Club 
Steve Rippl, technology director for the Woodland School District, has been so kind as to 
volunteer to start and lead the new Bobcat Computer Programming Club.  Dan Bentson, our 
technology director, will be working with Steve and our students. This club will start up 
November 5th and will be available free of cost to third through fifth grade students on Tuesdays, 
from 4:00-5:00.  Up to thirty students will use our Google Chromebooks to interface via the 
internet and use Scratch, a graphic-based (drag ‘n’ drop, very little typing) programming 
language to create such things as games, interactive art, stories, simulations, and many other 
possibilities.  They will also be able to work on and share their projects from home.  This is a 
great opportunity for students who are serious about exploring the field of computer 
programming.   
 
Foreign Languages 
Each year we strive to find new ways to challenge our students in their learning.  This year is no 
different.  We are in the process giving our HiCap students the opportunity to learn a foreign 
language.  While we may not have many staff ready to teach various languages, we will have 
Rosetta Stone available online (one calendar year from startup date).  Our plan is to also have a 







one-to-one device available for each student participating to use at school and at home for the 
school year.  If current testing goes well, this could be a Google Chromebook for each.  If 
something like the microphone setup on the Chromebook causes concern, we may need to look 
for another device option.   
  
We will purchase online access for each interested HiCap student soon so that each may start 
accessing and learning from home (those who have internet access) while we work out effective 
devices we may provide.  Each student will choose from numerous languages, ranging from 
Mandarin to Swahili.  Students have the option of changing their language of choice one time 
during the one year license.  Rosetta Stone recommends that students utilize their online service 
at least thirty minutes a day, three times a week.  We look forward to learning from this 
experience.

C Curriculum   - Yeah!  The coffee cart is coming back to LCHS.  Students in Mrs. 


Karukas Transitional classroom have decided they want to further their business skills by 
opening the coffee cart, starting October 31st.  This is a large commitment for the students to 
dedicate their morning time learning how to prepare the station, serve customers, clean-up, 
including getting their food handlers license, learn about shopping, and budgets. In order to help 
students prepare for jobs post high school, this is a great example of that.  
 
College Prep Class - Students enrolled in the College Prep class which meets zero period, 
continue to learn about scholarship opportunities.  The class as a whole has applied for over 275 
scholarships.  Several students are beginning to hear back from the various organizations which 
are granting them scholarships.  Students have also been doing college research and applying for 
a variety of colleges.  This process can be rather difficult, but through this course, students are 
prepared with having their resume, essays, and FAFSA prepared to help make the application 
process less stressful. 
 
Next point of study is to identify sleep hygiene.  As we all know, especially in teens, sleep is 
very important.  In order to give the best one can be in study skills, research, and thinking, a 
clear and rested mind is important.  Students will learn what habits need to be developed during 
the day and at night in order to get the best sleep possible.  Mr. DiStefano will be asking students 
to keep a log of how they are changing their daily routines in order to improve their sleep. 
 
Math Adoption – The high school math teachers are beginning the year long process of research 
for a new math program.  Teachers have been part of meetings with Mr. Holmes, parents and 
students to look at specific positives to the current math curriculum as well as the concerns 
addressed.  Our staff will look a variety of math curriculums that meet the Common Core 
Standards and our district Expectations.   


A Athletics & Activities - As a focus on learning in the extra-curricular 


environments, all fall coaches were asked to list two to three items that they learned halfway 
through the fall sports season. This could be changes they administered to their program; new 
drills or workouts; communication improvement with athletes, parents, and the school; and any 
other situation where they could provide what they learned and evidence to support through 
written response.  Below are a few examples. 







 
Example 1:  “ I asked the girls to tell me what they notice a lot more.  I've even done this in time 
out situations as well as practice situations.  It has come pretty easily to me since this is also the 
way I teach.  I often ask them what they see, how we can change what they notice and where 
they need my help.  They are taking ownership of what they're learning and putting together on 
the floor.” 
 
Example 2:  “I think about things I want to change and adapt.  This year I decided to take a more 
laid-back approach. [Mainly because that is the type of team I have this year.] 
There has been a big push in our program the past couple of years to make all players feel 
included (c, jv, v) in some way.  This year we are doing something called theme cards.  So each 
week there is a "theme" such as one word to describe you, favorite animal, place you would like 
to travel.....  The whole program gets together once a week and we show and tell so to 
speak.  Then, we have a board in the girls locker room that we hang them on.  We have done 4 of 
these so far, and it is a quick and easy way to get to know a little bit about each other.” 
 
The 10th of October was designated as breast cancer awareness day for LCHS students by the 
ASB and the Leadership Class. As a result, the volleyball team and the fans were also in pink 
that evening. An announcement was made at the game to honor those that lost the battle as well 
as the survivors of this horrible disease. 
 
Sports Results: 
Football has 6 wins and 0 losses. If the season ends as is predicted, La Center will host the Trico 
League title game with Woodland on Nov 1. It will be very well attended and steps are being 
taken to ensure the evening goes well with crowd control along with the increase in traffic that 
night. 
 
Volleyball has 8 wins and 2 losses. The team is in first place for the Trico League – South 
Division. This is the only sport that the Trico League is sub-divided between the north and south 
due to number of game restrictions in a season. 
 
Boys Golf ended their season at the District Tournament on Tuesday, October 15. Dustin Ell 
qualified to the state meet in May. The team finished 2nd in the District during match play 
throughout the regular season with a record of 5 wins and 2 losses. 
 
Soccer is currently tied for 6th place in the league with 9 schools participating and a record of 4 
wins and 7 losses.  
 
Cross Country has again been a powerful force in the Trico League. Both the boys and girls 
teams have earned first place at all the league meets. They competed well in Yakima on October 
5 against some of the best schools in the state of all classifications. 
  







T Teachers – Welcome Mrs. Minna Thayer, to the LCHS staff.  Mrs. Thayer teaches 


Math A, Math B, and the COE/Applied Math.  Minna comes to us from the Evergreen School 
District where she worked at Legacy High School for several years and Heritage High School 
this past year.  Mrs. Thayer is also beginning her work on her National Boards Certificate.  We 
are very pleased to have her join our staff. 
 
Also new to the staff is Mr. Brian Clegg.  Mr. Clegg comes to us from the Gardner School where 
he taught 7/8 students core subjects the past 7 years.  Prior to his time at the Gardner School, he 
taught in the Vancouver School District at VSAA and Columbia River High School.  Brian 
received his Masters from WSU – Vancouver.  His commented on how much he “loves it here!”  
He is happy to see the quality of work by our students and their eagerness to discuss new ideas.  
Brian enjoys the new challenges of teaching 10th English, Novel/Short Stories and Health.  Mr. 
Clegg is a great new addition to our staff.  


S Students –  Four students will be attending the 2013 STEM Institute, October 17th 


and 18th.  Mount St. Helens Edition is a two day program designed to give students the 
opportunity to participate in data collection and analysis on Mount St. Helens.  This program is 
also aimed at helping students learn about different careers and career pathways;  students will 
learn about careers in Science, Technology, Engineering and Math, and will get to participate in 
speed networking with local industry professionals.   


The first day students will meet at the Three Rivers Mall in Kelso at 6:45 AM, meeting students 
from other schools from SW WA.  Students will be bused to Mount St. Helens where they will 
collect samples and work on existing biology and geology projects on the Hummocks Trail and 
Coldwater Lake.  Students will also get a chance to hear presentations from scientist working on 
Mount St. Helens and learn about career pathways in STEM fields. 


The second day students will arrive at the Student Center on the Lower Columbia College at 
7:45.  The students will consist of data analysis from the work they had done the previous day 
and participate in an interactive GPS module followed by lunch with industry professionals.   


This is a great experience for our students to support their interests and Pathway.  Students 
attending are Cameren Kuhnhuaser, Brooke Stoddard, Ariel Deschand, and Calvin Tetzlaff. 


Homecoming is this week and the students are having a blast. The theme is “Under the Big Top” 
or basically a circus. The dress-up days included Lazy Day (pajamas), Color War Day (each 







class was given a color to wear), Whacky Day (dress crazy), Animal Day, and Blue/White Day.

Teaching and Learning Update October 2013 
 
Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- The math adoption committee at the HS has begun their 
review of materials this week using our finalized rubric.  Middle school and elementary groups 
will begin in the next couple of weeks.  I will have a couple of other books from high school 
social studies and middle school reading for your review at the November workshop.  These 
books are currently in the hands of the IMC committee.   
 
Professional Development- We had a wonderful professional development day on the 11th 
with 16 teachers playing a significant role in sharing their experiences and insights into 
“Making Thinking Visible- Routines” being used in their classrooms to increase cognitive 
demand.  As a result of the experiences the staff had that day, I’ve had 45 more teacher, from 
all three buildings request to do a follow-up book study covering these ideas and techniques.  
We will begin that book study immediately. 
 
ELL- All of our standard services are up and running and we are in the process of adding the 
Chrome book-Rosetta stone language development program for these students. 
 
Career and Technical Education (CTE)- Our first CTE parent advisory meeting is scheduled 
for this coming Thursday, October 24th @6:30.  We will be talking about an articulation 
agreement with Clark College or Lower Columbia College involving our metals program.  In 
addition we will talk about the expenditure of this years reduced Perkins grant funds. 
 
Title I/LAP- We are in the process of interviewing for an additional certificated teacher in our 
LAP/Title I program.  This position is paid for exclusively from grant dollars and is non-
continuing based on those funds.  The position will expand the role currently held by Colleen 
Wing that helps classroom teachers and paraprofessionals meet the needs of our struggling 
students. 
 
Highly Capable- This grant and our requirements for this program continue to evolve and 
become clearer as we make our way through the full understanding of the new legislation from 
this summer.  I now know that we have to expand our services for highly capable from grades 
3-12 to K-12.  We also have specific responsibilities to provide services to all of our identified 
students during the regular school day either as a pullout or within their regular classrooms.  
Obviously this is a huge shift in philosophy and will require a large amount of learning from 
everyone involved.  We have until next year to make these significant changes and I’ve already 
coordinated professional development opportunities for our elementary staff to facilitate this.  
As you might expect our grant funding has not increased in the face of these new requirements.  
We will maintain our current program this year as it was laid out to you in last months update. 
 
Testing/Assessment-   Here is the latest set of data on assessments that I have been reviewing 
(I know you guys like data!)  This month’s data is from what is called AMO’s (Annual 
Measurable Objectives) AMOs are unique yearly targets in reading and mathematics for each 
subgroup, school and district, as described in Washington’s Elementary and Secondary 
Education Act (ESEA) Flexibility Request. AMOs replace the state uniform bar used under 
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) as previously prescribed in ESEA.  I’m just going to give 
you the link to the page on OSPI’s site where you can look at the state data, our district data 
and any other school or district you’d like to look up.  We have very few categories that we 







have goals or results for, as our number of students in each sub-category is so small that the 
data is not reliable.  You will find, if you look at the data closely, that the groups that we have 
data for is fairly consistent with grade level achievements on the MSP and HSPE.  This is 
logical as those scores are in fact used to both set the goals initially and report achievement 
toward those goals based on current success on those assessments.  Again, in general, we are 
doing better than the state as a whole but have much room for improvement.  This is especially 
true in with low income and special education students.  This is also true for our math scores as 
a district.  We did remarkably well with our graduation rates and “OK” on our reading goals.

Looking  Back
As  you  heard  at  the  Community  Linkage  it  is  clear  that  our  installed  base  of  hardware  is  aging  significantly.  Our
current  approach  to  upgrading  computer  systems  has  been  based  on  a  method  that  is  no  longer  meeting  the  needs  of
our  system.  What  drives  this  in  many  ways  now  is  the  base  operating  system  (OS)  of  the  computer.  The  increased
use  of  Internet-­based  resources  has,  in  many  ways,  shortened  the  functional  life  of  many  systems.  Many  web  sites
require  a  “compatible  browser”  to  perform  acceptably.  Downloading  and  installing  a  “compatible  browser”  is  not
difficult.  The  issue  that  comes  up  is  that  this  new  browser  must  be  compatible  with  the  base  OS  in  use  by  the
computer  running  it.  If  web  sites  didn’t  demand  an  updated  browser,  we  could  use  our  aging  systems  with  a
reasonable  amount  of  facility.  From  the  standpoint  of  controlling  capital  expenditures,  the  requirements  made  by
many  of  these  websites  ends  up  forcing  our  older  systems  out  of  use  at  a  significant  rate.  Providing  such  systems
has  become  a  significant  challenge.  It  is  becoming  less  and  less  possible  to  meet  the  current  demand  with  older  (often
times  donated  or  refurbished)  equipment  as  we  have  been  done    in  the  past.


What’s  Current
Despite  what  you  may  be  hearing,  the  wireless  connectivity  (which  is  central  to  our  student  devices  plan)  has
improved  a  tremendous  amount  in  the  last  six  months  but  is  not  yet  where  we  need  to  be  for  regular,  reliable,  and
effective  use.  The  problems  we  are  experiencing  are  extremely  episodic  in  nature.  Most  recently,  the  issue  seems  to
be  that  we  are  rolling  along  just  as  smoothly  and  quickly  as  a  salmon  through  a  chute,  but  then  all  of  a  sudden  (and
not  everywhere),  the  connection  either  stalls  or  drops  entirely.  Interestingly,  the  wireless  controller  (the  central
device  which  does  all  the  thinking)  reports  that  the  connections  are  fine  and  that  the  sailing  is  smooth.  The  issue  I
have  had  is  that  the  outages  are  usually  brief  in  nature  (5  -­  15  minutes)  and  then  the  problem  resolves  without  any
outside  interdiction.  By  the  time  I  get  the  support  folks  on  the  phone,  there  is  no  longer  a  problem.


Looking  Forward


Wireless
To  resolve  the  lingering  and  unpredictable  wireless  issues,  I  have  made  contact  with  the  regional  sales  rep  for  HP  and
am  working  with  him  to  find  a  contractor  who  has  the  time,  tools  and  expertise  needed  to  identify  the  source  of  our
issues  and  optimize  our  configuration.  The  existing  support  contract  we  already  have  is  limited  to  resolving  existing
problems  and  the  technicians  are  expressly  instructed  to  NOT  make  suggestions  to  their  customers;;  such
improvements  are  the  territory  of  their  authorized  engineers  (private  contractors).  Given  that  stipulation,  I  am  working
now  to  find  a  contractor  to  help  us.


Aging  Systems
Replacing  computers  is  an  clearly  important  duty  and  can  be  a  surprisingly  expensive  proposition  when  it  comes  to
enterprise/corporate  networks  such  as  ours.  Many  times  I’ve  seen  the  face  of  a  person  who  can’t  believe  that  our
needs  are  not  well  met  by  the  weekly  special  offered  at  Office  Depot  or  the  blow  out  sale  at  Target.  The  need  for  our
systems  to  be  consistent  from  machine  to  machine  means  having  very  tight  specifications.  It  is  also  true  that  the
more“selective”  we  are  in  what  we    purchase  comes  at  something  of  a  price.  This  is  something  that  many  find  hard  to
understand  because  of  their  personal  experience  with  computers.


Let’s  consider  a  person  who  has  a  passion  for  those  classic  and  timelessly  stylish  older  Volvos  (especially  the  240
model  of  the  early  90s)..  They  learn  how  to  work  on  the  brakes,  how  to  fix  the  sunroof,  will  have  spare  tires  already  on







the  right  sized  rims  ready  to  put  on  when  the  time  comes.  Take  that  same  passionate  Volvo  owner  and  ask  them  to
also  take  care  of  a  Buick,  Toyota,  a  Jaguar  and  a  Hummer.  Let’s  also  give  this  lucky  guy  a    moped  and  a  snowmobile
just  for  fun.  They  now  have  any  number  of  types  of  oil,  power  steering  hoses,  SAE  and  metric  tools,  and  so  on.  This
once  happy  and  confident  hobbyist  has  become  a  frazzled  wreck  trying  to  figure  out  why  the  Hummer’s  rear
differential  is  making  that  whirring  sound  when  coming  to  a  stop.


One  of  the  goals  we  have  set  for  ourselves  in  the  technology  department  is  to  limit  the  variety  of  “things”  we  have  in
the  field  to  fix.  Saving  money  by  buying  the    best  deal  each  time  it  comes  up  works  swimmingly  when  you  only  have
a  few  of  them  to  manage.  But  a  person  who  works  on  and  can  specialize  in  Volvos  is  going  to  be  far  less  effective
when  they  are  asked  to  work  on  other  rigs  as  well.  In  the  area  of  technology,  it  is  worth  paying  a  premium  to  have
systems  that  are  as  manageable  and  consistent  from  machine  to  machine  as  possible.  Having  this  consistency  can
make  the  chances  of  remaining  sane  much  more  likely.  In  a  field  that  is  known  for  changing  as  quickly  and
dramatically  as  technology,  such  sanity  really  helps.

Leadership Team 
District administrators have been working throughout the fall to improve on their observation 
and evaluation skills as part of the new Teacher-Principal Evaluation Process (TPEP).  They 
have been working hard to improve their skills to the point where any administrator can visit any 
classroom and have a high degree of confidence that a similar evaluation rating could be 
developed.  This goal is called “Inter-rater Reliability”.  I have been impressed by their efforts to 
use the District’s Learning Model as the foundation of their observations.  Then to link these 
observations back to the state approved rating rubric (part of the Danielson Instructional 
Framework). 
 
KWRL Bus Facility at the Junction  
Construction at the new bus 
facility at the La Center junction 
is progressing well.  This in 
spite of a huge amount of rain 
we received in our area in 
September.  The five inches of 
rain cause a huge problem for 
KWRL and Nutter Construction 
but an innovative solution has 
been created.  It was decided to 
mix dry concrete into the wet 
soils in order to produce a very 
solid base for the gravel 


subsurface and the asphalt parking 
lot.  This option was an extra 
expense, but according to our 
engineers will create a much 
stronger substructure and 
therefore increase the value of the 
project.  We covered the extra 
expense for this solution out of 
our contingency fund with the 
assistance of Nutter in striking an 
acceptable cost sharing deal so we 
could continue to move forward.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret mandatory policies to be legal operational parameters established and 
approved by the board of directors that will guide the operational activities of the district.  
I further interpret these mandatory policies to be formally described as District Policies 
and they are separate from those policies defined as Board Policies even though the 
board of directors approves both.  District policies must include the areas of Title I Parent 
Involvement, Health and Nutrition, Use of Pesticides, Alternate Learning Experience 
Programs and all other policies as required. 


REPORT 
 
There are two specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 
specific area of EL-18 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations.

To meet the expectations 
of the Board and state law, all new or updated policies go through a two-step 
approval process before they are implemented, except when required during an 
emergency situation.  During my time as superintendent, there has not been any 
need that would call for an accelerated policy approval and therefore, all have 
moved through the first reading, second reading sequence.  The only exception to 
this two-stage process (other than in emergency conditions) is the allowance made 
by the board to change their annual agenda (GP-8E) due to the sometimes rapid 
nature of some of the necessary changes.
