COMMUNITY MEETING:  This meeting was attended by Board Members Bob Taylor, Cris 
Yaw, John Parsons and Todd Jones.  Superintendent Mark Mansell as well as Aaron McCoy, 
Lauri Landerholm, Carol Patton, Scott Lincoln, Dan Bentson, Staci Firl and Laurie Kansanback 
plus 13 community members were also in attendance. 
 
Everyone present joined one of three groups for discussion and sharing out of the following 
topics:  Levy, Technology and Math. 
 
Levy discussion centered around the following ideas: 


• M & O represents about 15% of total budget and is crucial to the operation of the district 
at its present level. 


• The responsible management of resources by the district. 
• The need to keep the rate “flat” and get the word out to the community. 
• What about a separate levy for the HS Athletic Field? 


 
Technology discussion centered around how exciting the iPad roll-out is and the need for a 
“robust” wireless network to support all this. 
 
Math discussion centered around parental frustration with the math program at the lower grade 
levels. 
 
The community meeting ended at 8:00 pm with Board Members transitioning to the district office 
for their workshop. 
 
WORKSHOP MEETING:  This meeting was attended by Superintendent Mark Mansell and 
Board members Cris Yaw, Todd Jonesd, Bob Taylor and John Parsons.

1. Debrief Community Meeting:  There was a lot of energy around a possible capital levy 
for the athletic field.  Concerns about the costs Architects come up with caused questions 
about going “on our own” for some things.  Mark suggested a “leap of faith” in turning 
Walter Hansen loose to find deals on what he could. 
 
There was also a discussion about the changes in focus of both the Teaching and 
Learning Team and the Technology Team.  In the course of this discussion, Mr. Jones 
made note that the Middle School is still requiring students to leave their personal portals 
in their lockers during school hours.  This seems contradictory to him. 


 







2. Discussion on EL-11 Proposed Change:  The Board would like this to be on the regular 
meeting agenda for first reading. 


3. Information on Linkage with City Council:  This will be on October 30th at 6:30.  Topics 
for discussion might be: 


• Multi-family at the junction 
• Leo Club and the MS Courtyard 
• Trying to expand walking school bus

Elementary Board Report 
 
A Paws-itive Community  Learning and Playing Together 
Our theme for the month of October is cooperation.  As you know, cooperation means being 
willing to work with other people to get something done.  When we cooperate, we are part of a 
team.  We listen to other people’s ideas and we do not always have to be the leader or always be 
right.  Most big jobs, and a lot of small ones, require cooperation.  Being able to cooperate can 
make life easier and more fun.  It can also help us accomplish more.  As you know, our A.C.E. 
(Accelerated Club for Education) team has been working hard to combine services and resources 
to best meet our students’ needs.  The following is an excerpt from a recent e-mail to our staff 
sharing some of what our A.C.E. team has been up to these first few weeks of school. 
 
A.C.E. Theme 
We strive to accelerate learning and meet the needs of each individual student.  
 
Assessments 
-433 students assessed using DIBELS in grades K-3 
-210 K/1 students assessed by K/1 teachers using the math common assessment as A.C.E. staff 
served as substitutes in classrooms 
-120 third grade students given DAZE assessment using our SuccessMaker laptops 
-staff training/support provided on the math common assessment as provided by A.C.E. staff 
-input all assessment data on Excel spreadsheets (including past years' DIBELS scores, common 
assessment scores, MSP scores, etc.), color coded scores by benchmark, strategic, and intensive 
-analyzed/interpreted all data for strengths, areas of need, patterns, year-to-year comparisons, 
and more 
-rank ordered all K-3 students according to assessments and data (as required by Title 1 
regulations for "targeted assistance" schools)  
-analyzing, discussing, and planning learning programs we believe will help meet each student’s 
needs  
 
Program 
-grouped students by such areas as learning needs (always striving to keep groups of students to 
teacher at 3 to 1 or better as shown by research to be best for accelerated learning) 
-worked with classroom teachers to improve schedule for student needs and structure push-
in/pull-out 
-meeting with staff to better understand student needs and how we may best will best meet 
students' needs 
-some of the meetings have included Friday Support meetings (one with each grade level so far), 
Eval team meetings (one each week), and numerous planning meetings with A.C.E. staff and 
classroom teachers  
-assessed students who we believe will best be supported with the Read Well program to 
determine student levels and groupings for instruction 
-15 different Read Well groups created 
-all A.C.E. staff participating in training to support students using the Read Well program 
(includes observations of program in action) 
-developing Language for Learning as a kindergarten assessment 
-Read It Again program chosen to support kindergarten students 
-A.C.E. staff trained on using Read It Again with students 
-parent communication letters and permission slips created and sent home for "qualified" 
students 
-special education portion of A.C.E. started serving students on September 4 







-Title 1/LAP portion of A.C.E. started serving students on October 1 (start date impacted by such 
factors as assessment, recording, analyzing data and patterns, creating programs, scheduling, 
communications, need for parent clearance, staff training, collaboration needs, and more) -we 
believe we have learned effective ways to cut this time down significantly while still 
accomplishing what is needed (a bit more on this shared later) 
-number of students currently being served by A.C.E. is 180 students (50 students have IEPs) 
-special education staff serving students without IEPs, but assessed to have intensive needs 
-Title 1/LAP staff serving students who have IEPs, but assessed to have strategic needs 
-A.C.E. staff created SuccessMaker math schedules in collaboration with classroom teachers 
-A.C.E. staff input student names and passwords in the SuccessMaker program for each student 
in grades 4/5  
-students in grades 4/5 have been working with their classroom teachers using the SuccessMaker 
program three days per week 
 
Appreciation 
We have many things to be thankful for.   The following is only a small sample of the many 
positive efforts.   All of our teachers have worked very hard to support all of our students in the 
classrooms through such efforts as differentiated instruction.   K-3 teachers have worked with 
A.C.E. staff to provide both concerns and solutions for better serving our students and 
scheduling.   4/5 teachers have shown great flexibility in working with A.C.E. and supporting 
our students.   Classified staff and specialists have worked hard to use time efficiently and 
effectively to provide support to our students.   Classroom teachers have been open and 
supportive in sharing student information at such meetings as our Friday Support meetings so 
that we may better serve our students. 
 
Learning 
We have learned a great deal from our experiences so far this school year.  One example is that 
of realizing our need to get into program supporting our students sooner.  We believe it is best 
that our teachers assess our students individually due to the learning gained about each individual 
student.  Having our A.C.E. staff serve as substitutes while teachers assess students has been 
valuable, but has also delayed start of support services.  We have looked for financial resources 
to hire outside substitutes and believe we have found them.  Starting during winter assessments, 
we plan to no longer use our A.C.E. staff to sub and will hire substitutes in their place so that 
students will be served sooner. 
 
We have also learned that we are not required to gain approval/signatures from parents of 
students we believe would benefit from A.C.E. support.  Our A.C.E. programs provide 
interventions which help us to differentiate instruction to better meet the needs of our students.  
We need to be able to support our students with these effective programs and valuable resources.  
Without them, we feel we will be significantly limited in our ability to meet our students’ needs.  
In the near future, we will continue sharing information with our families regarding the programs 
their student(s) will be participating in and seek collaboration on how we may best improve our 
efforts.  We will not seek signatures.   This change will save a significant amount of paperwork, 
energy, time, frustration, and reminders (to families not returning permission slips) so that many 
students will be served much sooner than in the past.

C Curriculum-   


Youth Suicide Prevention Program - Monday’s RSLSA meeting, the high school staff heard a 
wonderful presentation from Mary Jadwisiak, a field coordinator from the Youth Suicide 
Prevention Program in Battle Ground.  Mary used a power point presentation to share examples 
of warning signs staff should be aware of with students contemplating suicide.  It is critical to 
immediately inform a school counselor of any concerns the educator feels are those red flags, so 
the counselor can begin to work with the student.  The counselors will determine whether the 
student is suicidal, contact parents and provide information about local agencies to help the 
student and families. The counselors will also determine if we need to implement a safety plan 
for the student at the school.  A district prodigal is available for use to help those students with 
mental health issues.   
 
Mary Jadwisiak also presented to the Leadership class the Youth Suicide Prevention Program 
which teaches students what to do and where to go for help when a friend is at risk of suicide.  
The program teaches students to recognize when a friend is in trouble, know what you can do as 
a friend and know where to find help.  The goal is to have our Leadership students and 
counselors share this program with each class to help with the suicide awareness issues in our 
society.   
 
Some important facts are: 1) Youth suicide is a problem in Washington State.  2) Bringing up 
suicide will not put the idea in their head and 3) by talking about suicide you may help save a 
life.  The awareness of teaching our staff and students the signs could save a life.  Show you 
care, ask the question and get help!   
 
The goal is to implement this program in grades 6-12. 
 
 
Accreditation Renewal Process – This year the high school is to start the Accreditation 
Renewal Process.  I will be working with Barbara Lomas, from ESD 112 to guide us through the 
process.  This is an important project that will take all year to complete in order to maintain the 
accreditation status with the state of Washington so our students are prepared for college.  I will 
share our findings with the board as we continue our journey through this process. 
 
City Council – This past week I had the privilege of presenting to the La Center City Council 
information about the Phoenix program.  Two students, Olivia Loreth and Tony Sandoval, shared 
their experiences of the Phoenix retreat, follow up meetings and the graduation.  The students 
presented their views on how the program has helped impact individuals and how the results 
have helped to positively change our school climate and culture.  DeAnna Pickett, a counselor 







and representative from Synergo, also shared her thoughts about the need of support from our 
City Council.  I followed up with the request of asking the City Council members to please 
consider helping us with a donation to the LCHS Phoenix Program and possibly as an ongoing 
financial support for the program.  John Parsons, La Center School Board member, also shared 
his thoughts to the City Council, supporting this program and the positive impact it has on our 
students.  We are eagerly awaiting the City Council’s decision! 


A Athletics & Activities-  


Football: The team is still undefeated and beginning their playoff run. This week, October 19th, 
is our Senior Night. The final game of the regular season will be against Woodland on October 
26th and appears that it will be for the TRICO League title. 
 
Volleyball:  This year’s record is currently 7 and 4. The team is holding firm on second place as 
they enter the final week of their regular season. The senior night match is Tuesday, October 
23rd. The volleyball team has qualified for the TRICO League tournament on October 27th in 
Woodland. 
 
Soccer: The varsity program remains undefeated and has its sights on finishing in first place. 
Senior Night for this program is also October 23rd at the football stadium. If the team finishes in 
first place, Districts Championships will be November 1st in Kalama. If they finish second, they 
will host a district play-in game on October 30th in Kalama. 
 
Golf: Golf finished 3rd place in TRICO League and 3rd place in the District 4 Championships. 
Below are the golfers that qualified for the state tournament with the following district places:

HAWK REPORT: OCTOBER 2012 
 
Last week I had the opportunity to attend the WSASCD Conference in Seattle. There are 
many things you can learn from a conference. Some sessions were thought provoking, 
while others needed some work. One of the best things about a conference is the 
opportunity to learn what other schools are doing to help students learn. One of the 
themes that I kept hearing was how to fix problems in their buildings. What was missing 
was the trust between all stakeholders. When one school was telling me about how they 
were hopeful about getting people to work together using the STAR Protocol, I was 
thinking about my staff at the time. We used this protocol over five years ago for a short 
time. What I realized was that our staff have built the trust needed with each other to 
make the changes needed to help our students. You can't have an outside expert 
develop that for you, it has to come from within. The staff and I have to be able to say 
the following statements, "I don't know how....  and "Can you help me?" It takes a lot to 
get there and be that vulnerable to each other.  I am proud of my staff for taking that 
journey with me many years ago as it has built a strong, united team with our kids being 
the beneficiaries of this cohesivensess. I left the conference feeling very proud of my 
staff. 
 
This month our goal has been all about improving the partnership between the school 
and parents. Our October 2nd, I met with 20 parents to address a growing concern with 
kids struggling in school and the ways that they are choosing to cope with their stress, 
including drugs, alcohol, cutting and suicide. My approach was as stated in the first 
paragraph. "I don't know the best way to support our kids" so I asked the parents to help.  
This night turned out to be an amazing, thought provoking night lead by our host, Emily 
Hancock who shared her struggles over the last year. Emily's courage as well as her 
parents created a safe place for parents to share their concerns.  Parents left feeling 
supported especially those who have students who are struggling. This meeting was 
attended by a smaller group as we wanted to create a plan for a much larger forum in 
November. Our goal for this group is 
* Start talking about the issues that we do not feel comfortable talking about 
* Break down the walls of isolation in our community and create safe harbors for parents 
to discuss thier concerns with each other. 
* Create community led support systems including support groups and resources to 
support our parents and students in any struggle that a child has whether it is academic 
or social. 
 
The very next morning, LCMS hosted a parent tour of the school. Parents were made 
aware of our goals for our school with a strong emphasis on students thinking and 
reflecting in the classroom so that they can advocate for thier own learning. I 
emphasised the importance of having conversations with students about thier learning 
instead of their grades. Mrs. Kipp presented a reflection log that students are using in 
classrooms. We then took parents on a tour of the school. When parents toured we 
asked them to focus on whether or not our students were involved in learning activities 
that were of high cognitive demand, had student to student flow of information and 
learning trust. At the end of the tour, parents were asked to reflect on their own learning. 
Many said that they now understood better the importance of focussing on learning 
instead of just grades. This was a very important thought for them to leave with. 
 







During the week of the 15th, we will be hosting Parent Teacher Conferences.  Our goal 
as a staff this year is to give parents more constructive feedback. Instead of success 
being defined by effort, grades and assignment completion, the goal is to be more 
specific. This many include comments such as: 
" Your student is successful at adding voice in their writing" 
" Your child needs to work on completing each step of the math process" 
We are hoping that by doing this, parents leave with a much better understanding of 
what thier child is successful at as a learner and what they can work on to become an 
even better learner. 
 
Fall sports have recently wrapped up. The cross country team once again dominated the 
field. They will be going to districts next week as a heavy favorite. The 8th grade football 
team was undefeated this season as well. Thanks to all of our participants in football, 
volleyball and cross country and also to their hard working coaches. 
Mrs. Broten's leadership class has been working hard. They have been raising money 
for the Quinn Driscoll Foundation by selling cookies at lunchtime. The Quinn Driscoll 
Foundation raises money for heart screenings for teenagers as well as buying AEDs for 
schools. This is our kids' way to continue honoring Cody Sherrell. The leadership 
students were also trained in peer suicide prevention. This was practical advice that will 
be shared with students in advisory classes. The presenter, Mary Jadiwiski, also met 
with staff after school to advise them of the prevention strategies as well. 
This month has been one of reflection so it would not be right to end without doing so. 
Success happens in a school when there is a strong community to support our kids. 
There have been many examples this month to remind me of that. We are determined to 
continue strenghtening the connection between all of our stakeholders. This is a great 
community and we should never take that for granted.

Teaching and Learning Update October 2012 
 
Testing/Assessment-  As some of you, with high school students already know, we were able to 
distribute our HSPE and EOC assessment reports, from last spring, this week to our parents and their 
students.  There were a lot of very proud students at the high school, many of them stopping me to 
show me how well they had done. I am really impressed with the fact that our students now seem to 
take pride in their achievement on these tests.  We are currently getting ready for the fall assessments 
given to a select population of our special needs students. 
 
Curriculum/ Materials Adoption-  Having just assumed the oversight of iPads and cart 
deployment along with application acquisition this month as part of the teaching and learning 
department, I have made this a priority in my schedule.  I've spent a considerable amount of time 
ensuring that these devices are in our classrooms with desired functionality and are being used to 
improve the learning environments for our students.  Our four building “Technology Learning 
Facilitators”, John Johnson, Perry Calabrese, Warren Westerberg, and Sharon Bussler along with 
Beth Marshall in the high school library have done a phenomenal job helping with this process.  I 
would like to recognize Dan Bentson for the huge help and resource he has been to us all in this 
transition.  We are currently focusing on “free” applications and assessing their functionality.  As we 
gather more and more knowledge and skill with the use of the iPads we will begin a formal 
professional development process to share learned expertise between and among all staff. 
 
We will be making a final review next month of the writing assessment we began last year.  We will  
be obtaining copies of instructional materials needed to fill gaps in our  K-8 curriculum identified 
over the summer by our staff.  Those materials will go through the usual approval process with the 
IMC committee and then finally to you for approval. 
 
Also next month we will be beginning a review of our K-12 fine arts curriculum per our adoption 
schedule.  In addition we will begin the evaluation process of our current math adoption per that 
same schedule.  If you have names of stakeholders that you believe would be good representatives to 
take part in that evaluation, please send me their names.  This review is not intended to overturn an 
adoption or argue in favor of such, but to evaluate it's effectiveness to date and look at it's strengths 
and weaknesses.  This input/data will then be used to look for additional resources or techniques that 
strengthen those weaknesses prior to a complete curriculum review in 3 more years. 
 
Professional Development- I just held my second substitute training seminar this week.  As always 
it was a great learning experience for myself and I hope it was for our substitutes.  They really 
appreciate the opportunity for learning and are genuinely thankful that we as a district feel that they 
are important enough to provide this type of opportunity for them as other districts do not.   
 
ELL-  We just posted a second part-time position to serve our English Language Learners as our 
enrollment has doubled from 14 to 29 this fall.  Kellie Braatten is doing a wonderful job juggling 
schedules and grouping these students in the most advantageous ways in order to serve them most 
effectively.  Melissa Flatt has been filling the second position temporarily while we progress through 
the hiring process and has served our older students at the middle and high school extremely well.  
 
Career and Technical Education (CTE)-  We just held our first parent advisory meeting for 
vocational education this week.  Thank you to Duane Neiman who stepped up to be the new parent 
advisory board chairman for this year.  Our primary focus for this year via the board will be to 
establish tours, mentorships and apprenticeships in the trades, in and around our local area for our 
students. 
 
 
 







 
 
Title I/LAP-  Another area that I've assumed oversight of this month.  I can say that I really 
appreciate this opportunity for my own personal growth.  I've met with Scott Lincoln and Colleen 
Wing to discuss program specifics and have met with Brett B. to set up monitoring of both budgets.  
After thorough review of the filed applications and budgets we are making some minor changes this 
year that I believe will lay the ground work for more significant changes going into next year.  I'm 
very excited about those changes and will share them with you as they come closer to adoption. 
 
Highly Capable-  We are in the middle of preparing our 3rd -5th grade HC team to compete in the 
science olympics again this year.  Thank you to Kris Sawyer, Julie Smith and Sharon Bussler for 
once again providing this opportunity.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret mandatory policies to be legal operational parameters established and 
approved by the board of directors that will guide the operational activities of the district.  
I further interpret these mandatory policies to be formally described as District Policies 
and they are separate from those policies defined as Board Policies even though the 
board of directors approves both.  District policies must include the areas of Title I Parent 
Involvement, Health and Nutrition, Use of Pesticides, Alternate Learning Experience 
Programs and all other policies as required. 


REPORT 
 
There are two specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 
specific area of EL-18 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 
 


1. The superintendent shall not fail to create and implement policies as required 
by local, state and federal legislation.  IN COMPLIANCE 
Over the course of the past year, we have worked to update policies as needed.  
Examples of this would most recently include the updating of district policies 
regarding electronic resources (2022 & 2022P), all four Board Ends policies along 
with Executive Limitations EL-13 and EL-14.  To communicate these policies as 
well as share the finished adopted version, all board and district policies are 
available on-line for staff and stakeholder access.   
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2. The superintendent shall not fail to present the proposed policy to the board for 
review, before implementation.  IN COMPLIANCE 
As stated above in #1, there are policies that were updated at various times over 
the course of this past year.  The examples were all placed before the board in 
multiple stages of policy approval/development work.  To meet the expectations 
of the board and state law, all new or updated policies go through a two-step 
approval process before they are implemented, except when required during an 
emergency situation.  During my time as superintendent, there has not been any 
need that would call for an accelerated policy approval and therefore, all have 
moved through the first reading, second reading sequence.  The only exception to 
this two-stage process (other than in emergency conditions) is the allowance made 
by the board to change their annual agenda (GP-8E) due to the sometimes rapid 
nature of some of the necessary changes.

4. Fail to provide for the Board as many staff and external points of view and opinions as 
 needed for fully informed Board decisions. 
  
5. Fail to advise the Board if, in the Superintendent’s opinion, the Board is not in 


compliance with its own policies on Governance Process and Board-Superintendent 
Relations.  


 
6. Present information in unnecessarily complex or lengthy form. 
  
7. Fail to provide a mechanism for official Board or committee communications. 
  
8.  Fail to work with the Board as a whole except when:  
 a.  Fulfilling individual requests for information as long as such requests do not  
  require a material amount of staff time or resources or are not disruptive.  
 b.  Working with officers or committees duly charged by the Board.  
 c.  Communicating with the Chair. 
  
9. Fail to report in a timely manner any actual or anticipated noncompliance with any Board 
 Ends or Executive Limitations policy. 
 
10. Fail to supply for the consent agenda all items delegated to the Superintendent that are 
 required by law or contract to be Board-approved, along with supporting data necessary 
 to keep the Board informed.  
 
11. Fail to provide notification to the Board when a staff member is placed on a formal
