Mr. Taylor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the flag salute. 


AUDIENCE AND BOARD COMMUNICATION: 


“Say Something Positive” 


Mrs. Yaw started off with sharing comments that were made to her during a LCHS Cross 


Country meet. She was told by one of the opponent’s spectators that they were impressed by the 


positive comments that the LCSD students made during the meet. Mrs. Chord wanted to thank 


the Casino Foundation for their generous donation to CISPUS. She had also received many 


remarks complimenting the new Volunteer Training classes. Mrs. Chord wanted to also thank 


Dave Holmes for organizing the Drug & Alcohol Awareness event in advance so more people 


will be able to attend. Mr. Parsons met with Lori Jeske, HS/MS counselor/advisor. She had 


prepared very well for her explanation of what she needed for her credit recovery class. Mr. 


Parsons also wanted to express that he thought Mr. Cooke’s board report gave a very heartfelt 


perspective of our kids and staff. He also said that it was wonderful to see how many parents 


volunteered to help with CISPUS. Mr. Taylor also was impressed with Mr. Cooke’s board report, 


encouraging students to change and to take ownership of their own education. Mr. Taylor also 


wanted to personally thank Lauri Landerholm for taking the time to call his home to talk about a 


schedule change that his daughter had requested. Dr. Mansell was energized by visiting 23 


different classrooms today. All students and staff were focused. He saw teachers doing things 


differently to bring the level of learning “up”. Dr. Mansell mentioned that the LCP teams are up 


and running this year. Twenty-six of the thirty-one original members remained with an additional 


29 new members this year. He also mentioned that his “old dog” group will be video-taping 


volunteer classrooms to study learning environments. Mr. Holmes is having a lot of fun. He has 


trained over 100 volunteers and has signed up 18 more individuals to attend his volunteer 


training class. His second Substitute Seminar will be in October. He is anxious to get into more 


classrooms to watch what is going on and observe the progress. Currently the elementary is 


working on “pushing out” a math program that will be worked on in the homes to allow more 


“in-class” time for students. Mr. McCoy is excited to be a part of the Leadership Team this year 


and learning more about the teaching and learning process. Athletic teams are all doing well. The 







high school is working on designing a logo to go on spirit wear. Ms. Patton is “Happy as a 


clam”.  The high school has an incredible group of kids, learning here is phenomenal with a high 


level of learning and positive interactions. Mr. Lincoln mentioned that he did not have to deal 


with as many discipline issues this year. He attributes this to the change of teaching and learning, 


creating enough variables for students to keep them occupied. “As time goes on it will be 


interesting to see which variables are making the difference.” Mr. Cooke praised Scott Barker for 


being “fantastic”. He also complimented Lori Jeske on being organized and having the February 


Career Fair scheduled in advance with representatives attending from four colleges for our 8
th


 


grade student to explore. The Mt. Hood fieldtrip for the 7
th


 & 8
th


 grade was amazing and it was 


wonderful how many parent volunteers came to help out. Mr. Soske had a daughter attend 


CISPUS this year as a student counselor. He was amazed how the counselors took ownership of 


their duties and that this experience is wonderful for our community. He thanked the Casino 


Foundation for their support of CISPUS. Mr. Soske also commented on how well the students 


are behaving at the football games and is proud to be a member of the community. Mrs. Schrock 


remarked on how much more patient she is to ask students to perform on a higher level and to 


ask questions in her classroom. She is able to sit down with each student to help them 


individually and to have them show their thinking on paper. She appreciates the opportunity to 


teach at a higher level.

Teaching and Learning Update 
October 2010 


 
Volunteers- I have now lost count as to how many volunteer classes I have 
taught.  My number of attendees now exceeds 150 since the beginning of the year 
and there is still a waiting list.  I believe if I schedule another night class I can 
catch back up with that list.  I will continue to hold them as long as there is a 
need.  I feel really good about the connections we are making with the 
community through these classes.  In addition to the mandatory annual training 
checklist I am able to cover AYP (annual yearly progress) and the La Center 
learning model.  As I tell them, I hope to create an army of community 
ambassadors that will be conduits in the community for information that is 
accurate concerning our schools.  
 
Thursday, October 21st I will be holding my first math tutor volunteer training in 
the K-8 Library during 3rd period. (10:30-11:30) At the beginning of the year Mr. 
Cooke sent out emails asking for parents that would be willing to help in the 
classroom as volunteers.  He received back about a dozen responses that I then 
invited to this training.  I was able to get about half of those to commit to coming 
in for the training in preparation to serve in the classroom.  Since there was 
obviously space available beyond 6, I sent out a district wide email inviting any 
parent who would like to either volunteer or would just like to gain some tools to 
help their own student study at home.  I got a great response from parents 
interested in pursuing one or both goals.  I now have a whole library full for 
Thursday.  The goal of this class is to give parents both skills and confidence to 
help tutor in our math classrooms first in the middle school and then in the 
elementary.  In preparation for this class I was able to videotape one of Mr. 
Holland’s 8th grade student math tutors complete with a wireless microphone.  
These 8th graders are superstars!  I will be editing down this footage to present to 
parents along with other learning opportunities so that they can fill these 
support roles on a broader basis.   
 
Substitutes- The second substitute seminar is scheduled for Monday October 
25th, from 5-8 pm in the high school library.  We will continue to work on 
creating or maintaining learning environments that meet the district’s learning 
model.  In addition the attendee’s will create their own evaluation tool for 
teachers to evaluate the substitutes’ work in their classroom, in their absence.  
The substitutes will also create an evaluation tool to give feedback to teachers on 
the lesson plans they were left along with the successes and challenges that they 
encountered during the day.  
 







Math- We are nearing completion of negotiations to buy software that will allow 
us to connect students to “Success Maker”  (the program we currently use in LAP 
math) via the internet at home, outside of normal school hours.  We believe this 
program will be highly effective and beneficial to all of our students.  We are 
currently piloting another web-based math program called “aleks” that we 
believe may be an option for our highly capable students that again, can access 
from home outside of the normal school day. 
 
Lab Classroom Project- All of the groups are up and running, I mean learning! 
 
Grants- We have completed and awarded the first round of “learning conditions 
mini-grants”.  We had 7 different groups apply and a committee made up of 
teacher’s peers and a community member awarded a total of $5000 to 4 different 
groups.  This work is now up and running as well. 
 
The drug and alcohol parent informational night is in the books and was fairly 
well attended with 65 people representing 32 student homes in attendance.  The 
law enforcement officers did a very nice job of presenting valuable information.  
Thank you to David Cooke for his attendance and lending valuable insight to 
parents concerning issues at the middle school.  Next up is the “internet safety” 
parent informational night scheduled for November 18th from 6:30-8:00 pm. 
 
We had our first CTE (formally known as vocational ed.) parent advisory meeting 
on Wednesday night the 19th.  We talked about developing new criteria for 
expending our Perkins grant funds.  Staff will be writing and submitting “mini-
grant” applications to the parent advisory group.  The advisory group with 
oversight from myself will award the Perkins grant dollars based on those grant 
applications.  The goal is to have the money awarded by our December meeting 
so that we can get those dollars working for our students ASAP.  The other big 
goal for the year is to create better pathways for students in CTE that will lead to 
either a certification or training opportunities post LCHS.  This will be the main 
focus of the group and the departments work for this year. 
 
Curriculum adoption- Nothing new, we will be finalizing the work in social 
studies that was started last year, evaluating and adopting K-8 health, evaluating 
and adopting K-12 Fitness and PE and continuing our work with the technology 
for learning task force. (TLTF)  The current district adoption schedule is on-line 
(under curriculum) if anyone wants to see a broader view of both the windshield 
and the rear view mirror.

Elementary Board Report 
 


We continue to have a positive start to the school year.  Conferences are going great.  


Many teachers have made the choice to try conference variations in order to better 


communicate and collaborate to meet our students’ needs.  Our communications have 


also unfortunately included letters home sharing how we continue to strive to meet AYP 


(Adequate Yearly Progress) in areas such as math at the fourth grade (though we did 


make over a 20 percent gain in fourth grade students meeting benchmark in math).  With 


this in mind, and in an effort to support you in communicating with our community, I 


thought it best to share some of the many positive efforts being made which will further 


support our students in meeting benchmark in math. 


 


Investigations 2 Adoption  Investigations 2 was chosen as our core curriculum in part 


because it continued with the original strengths of Investigations in the area of conceptual 


understanding and strengthened such areas of need as facts practice.  No one math 


program has shown to meet all students’ needs and we are aware of this.  We spent a 


great deal of time last year collaborating and learning to effectively implement the 


program while working to strengthen areas of need.  We continue to do so this year.  I 


have found in my research that when a new math program is implemented, there is a 


slight drop in overall test scores and then a consistent rise after year one.  This pattern 


should continue for us. 


 


Power Standards  At least two representatives from each grade level team worked this 


summer to create math power standards and document for teams how they can utilize 


these standards.  With elementary grade levels often having 30-40 state standards to make 


sure every student meets can be very challenging.  We know that every standard is not 


equal in importance to students’ school year, next school year, life, or even for state 


assessments.  We are also very limited on how much time we have to support our 


students in their learning.  Power standards (8-15 core standards) are basically created 


from our longer list of state standards to help our teachers know where to focus and 


emphasize their efforts, while still hitting the rest of the state’s.  Documents were created 


to help each teacher understand where they may spend more time, less time, or even 


delete portions of lessons which may not fully support our students in their learning.  


Power Standards will have a positive impact on student learning in math. 


 


Data Analyzing & Modifications/Changes  Colleen Wing, Christine Matzdorff, and 


Jana Carder put in a great deal of time compiling student math data and analyzing it for 


patterns which will help us make effective modifications and changes to our math 


learning, as well better understand which efforts are worthy of continuing.  I meet with 


Colleen regularly to do the same.  She is quite impressive in her abilities to interpret data 


and realize pertinent patterns.  We share this data with grade level teams.  Our data 


analysis has driven impressive realizations and effective change. 


 


Math Club  I have shared quite a bit regarding our Math Club’s impressive data-driven 


efforts to improve student learning in math.  We started with some core parameters, such 


as our starting year of change and the parameter that nothing should remain the same, and 


have honed into an effective math support team.  Some critical changes include such 


things as only serving students outside their scheduled math time so they do not get 


further behind and they get extra math.  We also do not use the same math materials as 


students use in their homerooms.  All is striving to accelerate students up to grade level 


and out of Math Club. 







 


Common Assessments  All kindergarten and first grade teachers were trained and have 


implemented the use of our highly researched math common assessment interviews for 


each student three times during the year.  Each teacher also has the accompanying 


intervention kit full of specific activities and strategies to support students not meeting 


benchmark in any category.  Common assessments have made a positive impact on 


student learning and have changed how our teachers look at and communicate about 


math.  Our goal is to finalize and implement versions for second and third grades by mid 


year this year. 


 


Xtra Math  A Microsoft engineer created and has allowed us to freely use this effective 


web-based math facts practice program that can be used at school as well as home.  Its 


use has helped to strengthen our math facts accuracy and efficiency. 


 


SuccessMaker  I have spoken of this many times.  It has shown to give individualized 


support for each student enrolled and close gaps when needed.  An interesting data trend 


was shown when the vast majority of students improving from the WASL to the MSP 


were those students who participated in the SuccessMaker program.  Now, to lessen the 


impact on students’ school days, we are working to implement a web-based 


SuccessMaker so that students can work from home outside school hours. 


 


ALEKS  We researched this highly regarded web-based program about two years ago 


and found that it could very effectively support our students who are ahead in math and 


need further challenge.  A second grade student has just started using it and will help us 


to understand its potential.  Our belief is that we will want to soon enroll more students 


and challenge them in their math learning. 


 


Online Support  Our parents have shared that they wanted online math support.  We 


have provided links to our website which take students and parents to student handbooks 


and various math sites for activities and further understanding.  Parents have shared 


positive feedback regarding these links.  Our intent is to continue improving our website. 


 


Vertical Teaming  Last year, we started getting K-6 grade level teams together to realize 


patterns of need for our students who have moved up so that we can make changes for 


future students.  We will continue these efforts for the 2010-2011 school year. 


 


Spring Kindergarten Assessment and Standards Communication  We have made the 


change to assessing incoming kindergarteners in the Spring and any new students after 


that in August.  The Spring assessment helps parents to understand where students need 


to be at the start of the school year while still having time to work toward standards.  The 


assessments also help us to better place students in the best learning environments and 


choose students for Summer kindergarten class. 


 


Summer Kindergarten  Our data patterns show that students who enter school behind 


the norm in learning areas tend to stay behind through their elementary career.  Summer 


kindergarten is in part to help those kindergarteners needing acceleration so that they can 


start their school career at benchmark in areas such as math.  Recent data has shown 


students attending have had much better starts than in the past. 


 


All Day, Tuition-Based Kindergarten  As mentioned, we want to help our students to 


have the best start possible to their school career.  Students being given twice as much 







learning time has shown positive results.  We have already started experiencing positives, 


but need to carefully monitor over the course of the school year. 


 


Expert/Team Teaching Model  We spoke of this at length at the recent 


Community/Board linkage.  Simply stated, expert model teaching can and has led to 


impressive communication, collaboration, teachers teaching where they are passionate, 


and teachers being more focused on their learning areas and better able to differentiate for 


student needs. 


 


Monthly Themes  I wrote about this in the last Board report.  Our monthly themes effort 


started as we worked to better understand our math patterns and needs.  Many of our core 


math needs focused around such areas as the need for perseverance, goal setting, 


collaboration, and problem solving.  Our chosen themes for each month were designed to 


better support our students in math, as well as other curricular and life areas. 


 


I could go into much more detail as to why each of the mentioned efforts was chosen and 


will show to be effective, but this should give a basic understanding of what is 


happening.  If you have any questions, please feel free to contact me.

LEARNING UPDATE 
 


 Creating a Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) list – In our continual effort to think about 


our own practice as learning environment leaders, the district leadership team has begun a 


journey of reflecting upon our base knowledge around our learning model known as Learning 


to Learn.  To assist us in this work, we have begun to develop an FAQ on Learning to Learn 


so others can gain an awareness of how it supports students by thinking differently about how 


we create more engaging, or self-motivating learning environments.  But more importantly it 


is a way for us to organize our own thinking on this topic.  Since we have started to complete 


board member – superintendent learning walks where we have had an opportunity to think 


more deeply about the model and what it looks like in practice, I thought I would share this 


draft FAQ information with you.  I welcome your perspective and whether or not it 


effectively communicates what we are working on and its importance.  Please let me know 


what you are thinking. We see this effort as an ongoing process as new questions arise, the 


list can be expanded.  Below are five initial questions we started with.  FYI. 


 


 Learning To Learn Frequently Asked Questions 
1) How will the district’s learning model help students do well on state exams? 


Response: We’re convinced the district’s learning model we call Learning to Learn will 


help students do better on state tests because the focus is to support students to become 


ever-stronger thinkers rather than simply just knowers of the information that might be on 


a test.  We believe one of the greatest downfalls of high stakes testing is that it forces 


students and teachers to focus more on a narrow band of knowledge around a single 


measure rather than using a wide range of content as the fuel for learning to think.  In 


other words, we see the content as a means to an end rather than the end itself.  Turning 


students into biological file cabinets of knowledge just to pass a high stakes test is the 


exact opposite to what we are working to accomplish within the Learning to Learn 


concept. 


2) Does this mean that the “process” of learning is more important than content? 


Response: No.  Content is absolutely critical because learners must gain a solid and wide 


awareness of, and comfort with using all essential content.  Our board’s Ends policies 


clearly expect this and it is what we are working hard every day to achieve.  With that 


said, how we use the content within the district’s learning model is the fundamental 


difference between a learning to learn classroom and a traditional content delivery 


classroom.  A learning to learn classroom focuses on supporting students to become 


independent thinkers.  Without the use of strong content, what is there for students to 


think about or explore as learners?  In the process of becoming ever-stronger thinkers and 


learners, student’s content knowledge expands as part of their work rather than as the 


only purpose of their work as students. 


3) How do Learning to Learn Classrooms promote thinking? 
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Response: Traditional learning environments are essentially content driven.  What often 


results in these types of classrooms is that the most efficient methods of transferring 


content are usually employed.  This content delivery model typically follows a teach what 


must be taught, provide an activity to deepen understanding and then test to make sure 


students have retained the content.  We believe this process encourages a “memorize, 


regurgitate and forget” cycle that for many students only causes them to learn how to 


endure the experience.  This ultimately causes students to dislike school rather than love 


learning, which should be our ultimate goal in education.  In our district, we are blessed 


to have a strong team of educators who work every day to fight the “know the content” 


pressure and harness the “utilize the content” energy.  Everyday our teachers strive to 


help our students become better thinkers.  Put another way, our teachers are focused on 


helping students become self-directed learners for a lifetime.  Even with this goal in 


mind, without a comprehensive framework for shaping our collective work, it is easy to 


slip into the “teaching to know” mindset and miss the opportunity the “learning to think” 


mindset can offer.  The district’s learning model helps us stay anchored in this work by 


grounding our practice in what we believe are the three key elements of a learning to 


learn classroom that are applicable across the district regardless of grade level or subject 


area.  This unified learning framework invites teamwork by teachers because as learners 


themselves, they strive to become better thinkers too and therefore want to use the same 


learning conditions within their own learning efforts.  Their learning about their practice 


as an educator is therefore focused on providing a high quality, self-motivating learning 


environment for their students rather than simply on delivering the content of their 


respective subject areas. 


4) What are the three conditions for creating a learning to learn classroom? 


Response: The district’s learning model centers on maximizing three learning conditions 


within the classroom: 1) Flow of Information; 2) Cognitive Demand; and 3) Learning 


Trust.  The Flow of Information (FoI) is a look into how information is being exchanged 


within the learning environment.  The main point here is that traditional classrooms are 


very teacher centered (most efficient way to deliver content).  By contrast, a learning to 


learn classroom is strongly student centered where the teacher facilitates a wide range of 


information around the students rather than being the central provider.  The second 


condition is Cognitive Demand (CD), which is built on what is known as Bloom’s 


Taxonomy.  Bloom’s Taxonomy distinguishes between six levels of mental or cognitive 


work: Knowledge, Understanding, Application, Analysis, Evaluation and Creating.  The 


first three (Knowledge, Understanding, Application) are considered low cognitive 


demand efforts.  The last three (Analysis, Evaluation and Creating) are considered high 


cognitive demand efforts.  Low cognitive demand learning is rooted in efforts to “know” 


the content.  High cognitive demand learning assists in efforts to learn to “think” using 


the content.  The third and most important learning condition of a learning to learn 


classroom is known as Learning Trust (LT).  The foundation of learning trust is built 


upon the belief that every human being has an innate need and desire to learn.  Learning 


is part of our human spirit or our DNA so to speak.  When learners are not exhibiting the 


energy behind this human need to learn, learning trust based problem solving lets us 


consider the variables within the learning environment (led by the teacher) that are 


controllable by the teacher.  Without this firm belief we all have an innate need to learn, 
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it’s easy to let our problem-solving energies move into a blame mode set in or around 


either the student and/or the conditions (i.e. parents, home life, economics, etc.) outside 


of the teacher’s control.   


 


 


5) What if, as a teacher, I already use cooperative groups in my classroom?  How is the 


district learning model different? 


Response: Cooperative learning strategies can be very powerful at increasing the flow of 


information within a classroom moving it towards a more student centered rather than 


teacher centered classroom.  With that said, failing to design into each lesson high 


cognitive demand targets, activities and assessments and/or not building from a strong 


learning trust platform often produces limited meaningful learning opportunities for 


students even if a teacher is using thoughtful cooperative learning strategies within his or 


her classroom.  We believe that all three conditions must be considered as part of 


effective lesson planning in order to maximize students’ internal energy for learning. 


 


BOARD UPDATE 


 LCEF Energy Shift – The La Center Educational Foundation is beginning to have a shift of 


energy away from trying to tackle the high school stadium project as one huge project and 


more towards thinking of it in terms of phases.  I also understand they are also thinking about 


joining forces with other school groups such as the music association and the booster club to 


have greater synergy.  I will keep you informed of their work as it progresses and I learn 


more, but I remain supportive and pleased with their consistent energy.  FYI. 


 Appreciation Survey – An educational consultant named Kathy Hagler has been working 


with the Clark County Skills Center regarding their movement towards Policy Governance.  


As a member of the executive committee, I have been involved in this conversation for a 


couple of years now and have been assisting them in this work.  Kathy has been very 


appreciative of the assistance and has offered to spend a day in our district completing what is 


called an Appreciation Survey.  She has done this at the Skills Center and I was very 


impressed with what she learned from the students in the process.  She will be in the district 


to complete a similar survey by talking with groups of students across the district similarly to 


your linkage meetings.  I will provide more information about this as it develops, but the 


information gained from our students should give us a glimpse into their perspectives on their 


learning environments.  P.S. - Kathy is doing this work for FREE as a way of saying thanks 


for our support of her and her work with Policy Governance at the Skills Center.  We 


definitely like FREE 


 Administrative Realignment Reflection – As we wrap up our second month of school, I 


have taken some time to reflect upon the administrative realignment we made for this school 


year.  To start off, I don’t think I could ask any more than what Dave Holmes has provided in 


his new position as assistant superintendent for teaching and learning.  His leadership with 


providing learning environments for teachers (LCP Summer Institutes in August – 55 staff 


trained), substitute training as per board policy EL-3 (8) (28 substitutes trained), volunteer 


training regarding the district learning model (150+ participants to date and counting), 


classified support staff inservice (12 trained to date), parent awareness evenings on drug and 
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alcohol issues (50+ participants) and internet safety (scheduled for November 18
th


) along 


with grants, testing and curricular work in social studies and health.  Finally, Dave is also 


working to re-energize our CTE program that as a high school principal found difficult to 


spend the necessary time to redesign.  This work is now underway and should be very 


exciting to see the results in the months and years ahead.  He is without question laying the 


groundwork for many positive results to come.  Kudos to Dave.  Moving on, as the new high 


school principal, Carol’s work is changing the conversation amongst the high school staff 


around topics ranging from instruction, learning, school spirit and team work that are creating 


an opportunity for staff to rethink why and how they are creating the types of high quality 


learning environments necessary to meet the board’s Ends.  Dave did a great job as high 


school principal, yet a shift in thinking and perspective with new leadership can be a great 


opportunity to recommit to what is working and rethink what could be done differently.  


Carol is loving this new challenge and I feel real positive about the high school team’s energy 


around this work.  Scott (elementary principal) and Bonnie (elementary associate principal) 


are also tackling their new roles with great energy and positive impact.  Just as with Carol at 


the high school, new leadership with some different thinking has resulted in the opportunity 


to recommit and/or rethink the collective practices of staff.  The elementary team’s effort 


around teaming (implementation of the expert model), their work on building-wide character 


themes (appreciation, commitment, etc.) is part of their new “Paw-sitive” Learning 


Environment initiative this year, which is very exciting to be part of.  I am proud of Scott and 


Bonnie’s efforts to support and lead this collective effort by our elementary staff.  All in all, I 


believe the administrative realignments have served us well and the energy amongst the 


leadership team is stronger than ever.

There are two specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 


specific area of EL-18 as best as possible.

Over the course of the past year, we have worked to update policies as needed.  


Examples of this would most recently include the updating of district policies 


regarding online learning (2024 & 2024P), special education (2161 & 2161P), 


maintenance of professional boundaries between students and staff (5253 & 


5253P) and student safety around suicide prevention (3420 & 3420P).  To 


communicate these policies as well as share the finished adopted version, all 


board and district policies are available on-line for staff and stakeholder access.   

The superintendent shall not fail to present the proposed policy to the board for 


review, before implementation.  IN COMPLIANCE 


As stated above in #1, there are policies that are updated and/or created at various 


times throughout the year.  The examples shared above are all before the board in 


various stages of policy approval/development work at the same time as of this 


monitoring report.  All new or updated policies go through a two-step approval 


process before they are implemented, except when required during an emergency 


situation.  During my time as superintendent, there has not been any need that 


would call for an accelerated policy approval and therefore, all have moved 


through the first reading, second reading sequence.
