PART 1.0 – CALL TO ORDER 


Mr. Taylor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the flag salute. 


AUDIENCE AND BOARD COMMUNICATION: 


“Say Something Positive” 


Mr. Jones started us off by stating that he found it easy to think of positives about our district.  


He is new to the Board and considers it an honor to be allowed to help things to continue to go 


right.  Mr. Parsons talked about the math tutoring workshop held by Dave Holmes and how well 


that went.  Also, how much he appreciates the excellence of our website and offered kudos to the 


people responsible for keeping it up.

She was struck by some of the awesome 


opportunities our students have access to.  Mr. Taylor shared how much he appreciates Dr. 


Mansell’s innovative way of thinking and all the stuff he has made happen in the district.  He has 


been really amazed by the movement he has seen in the district from what was a good place to be 


to what he believes is a great place to be.  He also expressed his pleasure with new board 


member Todd Jones for his participation in the discussion with the La Center City Council and 


with his visit to Mrs. Bounds’ class.  He found Mrs. Bounds to be interesting to listen to.  On a 


personal note Mr. Taylor expressed his appreciation for the professionalism of the HS staff (Mrs. 







Landerholm, Ms. Patton and Cathy Osborn) as well as Dave Holmes in helping his family 


through a tough situation with one of his daughters.  He could not have asked for anything more.

Teaching and Learning Update 
November 2010 


 
Volunteers- I have completed my last official volunteer training class unless a 
special need arises.  Thanks to Winnie and Joyce at the elementary and Julie C in 
my office we now have a spreadsheet of 184 trained volunteers with email 
addresses and phone numbers.  I will continue the process of facilitating the 
matching of staff and classroom needs with willing volunteers.  
 
Thursday, October 21st I held my first math tutor volunteer training in the K-8 
Library.   I had 15 parent/community members show up to get either specific 
training to prepare them to tutor in a classroom or to gain skills to help them at 
home with their own student.  From that first training we have so far gained 4 
tutors who are working with Mr. Holland in our 6th grade math classrooms.  We 
have identified his room and this grade level as the best place to begin our 
focused attention.  This is last years’ 5th grade group that struggled on the MSP 
test and we want to assure that they do not miss important skills. 
 
Substitutes- The second substitute seminar was Monday October 25th.  We 
continued our work around mastering skills of creating or maintaining learning 
environments that meet the district’s learning model.  Substitutes created their 
own evaluation framework for teachers to evaluate the substitutes work in their 
classroom, in their absence.  The substitutes also created a list of evidences that 
they felt were important to consider in the development of an evaluation tool to 
give feedback to teachers on the lesson plans they were left, along with the 
successes and challenges that they encountered during the day.  Both of these 
lists and frameworks have been forwarded to the individual building councils for 
their input and review.  This will be followed by the actual implementation of 
those evaluations for daily use. 
 
Math- We have completed the negotiations to buy software that will allow us to 
connect students to “Success Maker” (the program we currently use in LAP math) 
via the Internet, at home, outside of normal school hours.  The server is on order 
and we hope to have this up and running very soon.  We believe this program will 
be highly effective and beneficial to all of our students.  As you may already know 
and/or will hear during our board presentation Tuesday evening, our AYP 
struggles are in special education and low income.  This program has already 
shown great results in math club and since it can be individualized, we believe it 
will have like results for both special needs and highly capable students.  Our 
next big challenge will be to first identify which groups or individual students to 
focus this opportunity with first, and then to facilitate the training and 







implementation.  We will also be scheduling regular after school use of our two 
labs on the K-8 campus for those students who do not have access from home. 
 
Lab Classroom Project- Our LCP “oversight and sharing” team just completed an 
online survey concerning professional development in our district. 54 teachers 
voluntarily took the time to take the survey.  This is very positive, encouraging, 
and positions professional development in this district as the most important 
focus of our teachers and leadership group.  I will let that group share the specific 
results with you later after they have been more closely evaluated.   In addition 
we have had a number of different LCP team meetings over the last month and 
we are, what I would call, in the meat of this process or learning opportunity. 
 
Community/parent linkage- Next up is the “internet safety” parent informational 
night scheduled for November 18th from 6:30-8:00 pm in the middle school choir 
room.  During this presentation I will be conducting a needs/wants survey of the 
attendees so that I can focus in on what other topics and learning opportunities 
our parent/community group would like to have offered.  I will also be taping the 
presentation so that those who are unable to attend will be able to view it later 
(thanks, Wendy!) 
 
Our second CTE (formally known as vocational ed.) parent advisory meeting is 
Wednesday night the 17th.   CTE staff has written and submitted “mini-grant” 
applications to the parent advisory group for expenditure of Perkins grant funds.  
The advisory group with oversight from myself will award the Perkins grant 
dollars based on those grant applications.  The goal is still to have the money 
awarded by our December meeting so that we can get those dollars working for 
our students ASAP.  The other big goal for the year continues to be to create 
better pathways for students in CTE that will lead to either a certification or 
training opportunities post LCHS.  Some of you saw the draft “mock-up” of a tri-
fold that we have done for Mr. Pust’s area at the workshop.  We will be 
developing these for all CTE areas over the next couple of months.   
 
Curriculum adoption- You will see a list of 4 books and one financial program on 
the board agenda for approval.  All 5 of these items were approved this week 
during this year’s first IMC (instructional materials committee) meeting.  The 
four books are part of the social studies adoption that we are finalizing this year.  
All four are being used as supplemental materials.  The financial program 
material will be used in Mrs. Mosby’s independent living class.

In talking with 


students afterwards, I was impressed with how many shared great detail and seemed to 


better comprehend what our veterans have done to support us. 


 


To show our gratitude, we are about to start issuing Paws-itive Bobcat Postcards.  Fun 


and creative versions for our older and younger students have been created by one of our 


artistic teachers.  We want to be able to honor our students for their daily efforts to 


support our Paws-itive Community and our monthly themes.  All students can be honored 


for the great things that they do daily.  Our students’ efforts will be recorded on postcards 


and presented to them.  They will also be congratulated by the principal or associate 


principal.  From there, students will take them home to share with their family.  They 


have also been designed so that they may be mailed home when future budgets may 


allow.   


 


Back by popular demand, our staff will be participating in our second annual La Center 


Elementary Thanksgiving Feast in the cafeteria prior to our Friday early release work.  


Each of us will bring something delectable to add to the feast.  Parent, Sarah Harris, will 


be sharing two fine turkeys she is baking for the occasion.  All have been working so 


hard to support our learning community and we need to celebrate those efforts. 


 


Health 


As you know, we have a fun and challenging traverse climbing wall in the elementary 


gym.  We have been enjoying twenty feet of fun.  On November 2, the company which 


installed the original installed twelve more feet that was purchased by our PTO.  We now 


have 32 feet of climbing wall which can challenge more students at a time.  This also 


includes foam “noodles” which can be used to contribute to the climbing challenge and 


add more three-dimensional loops to climb through for our students’ climbing 


experience. 


 


To further support our students in striving for healthy lives and contribute to positive 


recess experiences, our PTO is working to raise money for our outdoor climbing wall.  


Our hope is to install this Spring.  We have the design possibilities narrowed down to two 







main designs.  One looks more like a gigantic boulder with a flat overhanging top and the 


other is fashioned after a mobius strip (used in math).  Students will help us to choose the 


design which will be purchased and installed. 


  


Early Release 


Our teachers shared their thoughts on what makes learning effective and which 


professional development ideas would be beneficial in supporting our students in their 


learning.  We were impressed with the thoughtfulness of the feedback.  While there were 


more than three ideas for professional learning shared, we will start with three of the top 


responses.   They are learning targets and cognitive demand, team/expert model teaching 


collaboration, and assessment and grading.  We would also like to give some flexibility, 


more ability to choose what is meaningful to teachers, and provide needed time.  So, on 


Friday we will have three options which teachers need to choose one to attend (They may 


attend others if they wish.).  Each optional discussion will take place in our library.  


When teachers are not in attendance, they may choose to do such things as meet with 


others to collaborate, work on projects, work in your classroom, etc.  We hope to model 


more of our professional learning opportunities off of this model and look forward to 


experiencing the impact we have on student learning. 


 


Math 


As mentioned in the last Board report, we have many efforts going on to effectively 


support our students in their learning.  I would like to mention two updates.  Our web-


based version of SuccessMaker is in the process of being purchased.  This will allow us 


to support more students in math beyond the school day, thus having less impact on other 


student learning during the school day.  We still have a lot to do to effectively implement, 


including scheduling students throughout the evening, training parents on effectively 


supporting our students with the program, and loading needed software onto home 


computers.  When implemented, we should soon see a positive impact on student 


learning. 


 


Our math leadership team is working to plan and lead three grade level math support 


meetings for this school year.  They will take place in December, February, and April.  


We have found that we need to support our teachers in keeping our literacy and math 


learning momentum in the non-adoption years.  These workshops will help us to do so by 


collaborating to do such things as realize and strengthen areas of need, continue to 


support our math beliefs, work together as vertical teams to share incoming strengths and 


opportunities, and create letters of support for incoming students and their work over the 


summer months.  These workshops have proven and will continue to prove to be 


effective in continuing successful support of our students in their learning.

Hawk Report: November 2010 


This month I had the opportunity to meet with my fellow administrators in La Center as well as 


around South West Washington. I always enjoy these opportunities because I am able to reflect 


on my own practice and LCMS. As I listen to my peers around the state I wonder if the changes 


that they have made in their schools made a difference in student learning. I also have to ask 


myself the same question. Over the last few years we have had the opportunity to collaborate 


as a staff and make changes to address the needs of our kids. After three years of hard work, we 


are at the point where we have to answer that question.  “Have the changes made a 


difference?"  The first question that has to be asked is "How do we determine what success is?" 


Success for me comes in many different forms.  Here are some of the things that I look for: 


 Student engagement and voice in the classroom. Does the teacher do all the talking 


while the students compliantly listen or lose focus? 


 Are the teachers always talking at the front of the room or are they facilitating 


cooperative learning in the classroom? 


 What sort of conversations do the students have to solve a problem?  


 What sort of conversations are the teachers having together to solve problems with 


their peers? 


 Can the students apply the information that they learn to solve problems? 


 Does the teacher always validate the learning or do the students take responsibility for 


that? 


 Is student discipline and removals from class decreasing? 


 Are GPAs going up and students’ failure rates going down? 


 Are the numbers of students taking the accountability exam going down? 


 Are we improving on the MSP? 


These are many of the questions that are going through my mind as I observe classrooms. While 


the MSP is an important assessment it is important that that is seen as a snapshot of learning 


and not the whole plate. 


As I walk around classrooms I am pleased to see a positive answer to my questions. I am seeing 


a strong partnership between teachers and students which is a credit to teachers for releasing 


control and for the students stepping up. Students are working hard and being challenged by 







the work presented to them. 


One area that I have seen a significant difference is in the Special Education classroom. As a 


former special education teacher I have seen over the years a need to assist special education 


students with additional support in curriculum and teacher involvement. My staff with the 


support of the Special Education team has decided that their students are capable to do more 


and be challenged with work that the regular education students do. The big change has been 


raising the bar and allowing the students to work in groups to support each other and solve the 


problems. The students have learned important group norms and skills which enables them to 


be successful. The big change that I have seen in these classrooms has been what I call the 


'learning buzz' in the classroom where students enthusiastically challenge each other, voice their 


ideas and learn from each other. It is worth a visit and I truly appreciate the efforts of Mr. Sutton 


and Ms.Haynes. 


This month we have been able to give our students some additional opportunities to expand 


their learning outside of the regular classroom. On November 16th, the 8th grade class, as part 


of the Advisory program, was able to tour a college campus. The students had the choice of 


three campuses; WSU Vancouver, Clark College and Everest College. It was important for our 


kids to have that experience as we want them to start thinking about post secondary options 


before they get to high school. Thanks to Ms. Jeske for organizing this event. The 8th grade 


students will also be able to attend a Career Fair at La Center High School on February 17th 


which will also help them to expand their career horizons. 


LCMS students have performed well on the extracurricular front again. We had over thirty 


students on the wrestling team including six girls which is our biggest group so far. Sometimes 


our team wins, sometimes they lose but they give it everything they have and that is all that we 


can ask. The four girls' basketball teams have had a challenging year as there have been many 


close games. I am not sure how much more our coaches' hearts can take. I appreciate all the 


time that our coaches and students put into their sport. 


Mr. Pritchett, Mr. Calabrese and Mrs. Slinkard put on what I believe was our best assembly yet. 


There were so many veterans in attendance and both of the assemblies were packed with 


people honoring them. This inspired the band and choir who I have never heard perform so 


well. The passion that these three teachers put into the assembly comes through every time and 


we greatly appreciate their efforts. Most importantly we appreciate the sacrifices that our 


veterans made and continue to make. 


Two choir students, Hailey Macho and Haley Wilson were named to the All State Choir which is a 


tremendous effort. Kevin Mairose was also named to the All-State Band. This is not an easy 


achievement so it is a testament to the quality of our band and choir programs. 


This month our school is preparing for the Save our Scraps program which has successfully 


started at the high school under the leadership of Rebecca Morris' Project Study group. Three of 


our students and Ms. Tyrrell had the opportunity to separate all of the food scraps from the 







garbage and were amazed by the amount that is thrown out. I met with the SOS team and they 


did a presentation for the school so we are ready to start it on December 1st. We are excited to 


be involved in this as it will make a difference in so many ways. 


We are now a quarter of the way through the year and it has been a good one so far. Our staff 


and students will have a well earned break at Thanksgiving. I wish you and your families a great 


Thanksgiving and will see you in December.

LEARNING UPDATE 
 


 The Board-Superintendent Learning Team  - As you know, the entire school board and I 


attended the annual Washington state school directors’ conference in Spokane on November 


18
th


 through 20
th


.  By the time you read this report you will have already returned from the 


conference and had a chance to reflect upon what you have learned.  The way I look at this is 


that you carried with you all the thinking and work you have done as a board to date to the 


conference and immersed yourself in an environment of other people charged with fulfilling 


the same responsibilities as school directors.  This type of experience can be very thought 


provoking and therefore I would like to use the learning update of my board report as a way 


to prompt your thinking.  To be clear, I have no idea as I write this report what you learned at 


the conference so without question if nothing else this is a wonderful example of learning 


trust as who knows what will develop from this effort.  But I think as you approach this task 


you will experience for yourself the type of open ended, personalized learning opportunities 


we are working to create for all the learners in our organization. 


 


With all this in mind, I would like to begin by reminding you that before we left I sent an 


email where I asked you to complete an informal survey at the conference of board members 


you met there by asking them the following two questions: 


 


A) What percentage of time as a school board is spent directly focusing on student 


achievement (rather than adult or organizational matters/issues)? 


 B) How do you hold your superintendent accountable for meeting board expectations? 


 


What I would ask as you prepare for this board meeting on November 23
rd


 is to consider the 


answers you received to these two questions and reflect upon your own practice as a member 


of our board.  Then I would like for you to answer the following question and share your 


thinking during the WSSDA debrief section of our board meeting agenda: 


 


How does Policy Governance make a difference (if at all) between what you heard from 


those you asked the above questions to at the conference and your own practice as a board 


member of the La Center School District? 


 


BOARD UPDATE 


 WASA Small School Conference – I have been asked if we would be interested in repeating 


our WSSDA conference session on La Center’s Pathways model and graduation requirements 


at the upcoming WASA Small Schools Conference next spring in Wenatchee.  We don’t 


know if we will be formally accepted as presenters to this conference yet, but to receive a 


special request from the conference design committee would seem like a ringing endorsement 
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of our model and its value.  If we are selected to present, not everyone would need to attend 


but I thought I would pass along the information about the request as an FYI item.  


 Appreciation Survey – Dr. Kathy Hagler came to the district and completed the appreciation 


survey with students on Friday, November 5
th


.  She was back in the district on November 16
th


 


to meet with our leadership team and review the results.  What resulted from this discussion 


is that we believe our students are focused on their own learning and feel empowered to be 


strong independent learners.  What results are positive learning environments and strong 


relationships.  Furthermore, students shared how much they appreciate their learning 


environment, both in how safe it is as well as how supportive it is.  Again, this work was 


done for no cost because I have been assisting Kathy with her work on Policy Governance 


with the Clark County Skills Center. 


 Washington State Leadership Academy – The district leadership team had their first 


WSLA meeting of the year on November 8
th


.  As part of this meeting, we self-evaluated our 


work relative to the standards set forth in the program.  The real core of the standards is built 


upon the creation of a learning organization that is focused on serving students.  Across the 


board, our team’s evaluation was at the top end of the scale on each criteria and significantly 


ahead of the other teams in WSLA on almost every count.  I share this information with you 


because it shows that the expectation from the board to building an organization around 


learning by everyone is really beginning to take hold across the district.  I am very happy for 


our team as they could see their work paying off for themselves as learners and most 


importantly for their students.  In addition to this work, we heard a briefing about the 


upcoming teacher and principal evaluation changes that are ahead of all educators in the state.  


This work will not be fully implemented for several years, but it will be something that we 


will need to tackle.  I don’t believe that our current model is far off, but some changes will 


need to be made.  FYI. 


 All-day/Every Day Kindergarten – I just wanted to reiterate what I shared at the last 


workshop to make sure that everyone gets the same message about what I have set for an 


organizational goal.  As you know we continue to face the threat of reduced state funding and 


all signs point toward a significant reduction for the 2011/12 school year.  This reduction 


could be a much as $500,000.  With that said, I believe that in the times of greatest challenge, 


come the opportunity for the greatest change in thinking.  With this in mind, I met with the 


elementary staff and laid down a challenge to them.  This challenge is to develop a way to 


utilize the same certificated staffing as we currently have and yet move all kindergarten 


classes to an all-day, every day kindergarten model.  I believe it is possible and have 


confidence that they can find a way to make this happen.  Therefore, I want you to know that 


for next year I have full intention to implement all-day, every day kindergarten in our schools 


regardless of the threats of reduced funding.

RE:  District-wide change fund 


 


 


As you may be aware, First Independent is closing its La Center branch on 11/24/2010. This 


closure has caused the district to re-examine many of our banking practices, as trips to a physical 


branch will now be more time consuming for our staff and would cause an increase in employee 


mileage reimbursements. 


 


With First Independent’s help, we have found what we think is a very efficient solution for our 


need to make frequent deposits (food service, fines/fees, community ed, etc). For $132/month we 


will have a bank courier visit the district three times/week to collect our deposit and take them 


directly to a secure “counting room” in First Independent’s main downtown branch. 


 


In collaboration with a representative of the State Auditor’s Office, we have worked out internal 


controls and procedures that will properly account for deposits collected internally until the 


courier assumes possession of them. 


 


Although this solution for daily deposits was our biggest obstacle in dealing with the bank’s 


closure, we also had an issue with how to make sure we had adequate change funds for various 


cash-heavy activities throughout the district.  


 


As you may recall, you approve annually change funds for the K-8 Cafeteria ($20) and HS 


Cafeteria ($80). Also, the high school and middle school annually use part of their approved 


imprest account maximums to create change funds for “gates” at the activities in which admission 


is charged. When the bank was close and convenient, secretaries would frequently go to the bank 


and change accumulated large bills for small bills in preparation of the next event. 


 


With our courier arrangement, we will have the capacity to request delivery of these smaller bills, 


which we can in essence trade for the accumulated larger bills. However, given the courier will 


only come three days/week and we will have to provide adequate notice when we need smaller 


bills delivered, we are recommending we create a larger district-wide change fund in the amount 


of $400.  


 


This fund would serve as the bank for the various smaller change funds already established 


throughout the district. This fund would be stored in a safe at the district office, with the district 


office receptionist acting as the custodian. The fund custodian would monitor the capacity of this 


fund to meet the future needs of the smaller change funds, and facilitate the swap of smaller bills 


for larger bills via the courier when necessary.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY  
I interpret Academic Achievement to mean the board expects each student to graduate 


with the essential foundation of academic awareness and cognitive capabilities that will 


support their innate human need to learn for a lifetime. This will be met by students 


achievement of the graduation requirements of the district, which will include the 


necessary knowledge and skills needed to best prepare them for their chosen learning 


pathway and maximize their success at their next step in learning.  As the main measure 


of student success along the journey towards graduation, student groups are expected to 


be above the state averages on the Measure of Student Progress (MSP) and the High 


School Proficiency Exam (HSPE) and/or other state approved measurements for each 


grade level tested.  In addition, other measures are used including but not limited to, 


overall on-time gradation rates, 8
th


 grade promotion rates, DIBELS (Dynamic Indicator 


of Basic Early Literacy) scores, SME testing progress, SAT and ACT test averages, EOC 


(end of course) exams, which will become required this year in math, along with state 


required CBAs (classroom based assessments) in social studies, health and fine arts, and 


AP participation and test success.  Success on some of these measures can be gauged by 


comparing them to the state and national averages and others can be measured by 


evidence of continued linear improvement by grade band or building. Meeting these 


targets is the district’s responsibility to provide the educational opportunities for students 


to successfully prepare themselves to meet the challenges of a complex and rapidly 


changing world.   


 


REPORT  


There are four specific areas described in this policy. The following report will address 


each specific area of E-2 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 


district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations on three of the four expectations.  


 


1. Read with comprehension, write with skill, and communicate effectively and 


responsibly in a variety of ways and settings (reading, writing, and 


communications). IN COMPLIANCE 
  


The following information is a breakdown of the state MSP/HSPE scores for the 
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grades tested (La Center School District compared to State Average).  


 


For the reading portion of the MSP/HSPE, the district is above the state average 


in all grades.  The specific scores for each grade are as follows: 3
rd


 grade (73.2% 


to 72.1%), 4
th


 grade (75.5% to 67.2%), 5
th


 grade (72.9% to 69.6%), 6
th


 
 


grade 


(67.5% to 64.6%), 7
th


 grade (68.5% to 63.4%), 8
th


 
 


grade (85.7% to 69.4%) and 


10
th


 grade (84.4% to 78.9%).   


 


For the writing portion of the MSP/HSPE, the district is above the state average in 


all grades. The specific scores for each grade are as follows: 4
th


 grade (66.2% to 


61.1%), 7
th


 
 


grade (76.4% to 70.3%) and 10
th


 grade (91.7% to 86.0%).  


 


For the graduating class of 2010, 100% of the students were able to ultimately 


achieve success in passing the writing portion of the MSP/HSPE or pass an 


alternative assessment. All but one student was able to ultimately achieve success 


in passing the reading portion of the MSP/HSPE or pass an alternative 


assessment. That student is continuing to work to meet this requirement. 


 


 


2. Effectively integrate the core concepts and principles of mathematics; social, 


physical, and life sciences; civics, history, geography; arts, health and fitness so as 


to support their specific learning pathway.  NOT IN COMPLIANCE 
 


The district has access to state MSP/HSPE testing data in only two of the above 


academic areas. The following is a breakdown of these scores for the grades 


tested in a (La Center School District compared to State Average) format. We 


were above the state average in three of the seven grades tested.  Scores in grades 


3-5 were perplexing in part, but predictable in other ways.  Staff are not only 


implementing new math curriculum as well as restructuring the ways they create 


learning environments.  We fully anticipate more consistent scores next year in 


this grade band as a result of gaining momentum this past year.  Results in the 


middle school scores continue to show growth as they are leading the way in 


creating high cognitive demand learning environments. This is evident in how 


students start to improve math scores in 6
th


 grade and get stronger each year 


through middle school. The 10
th


 grade drop was the first in many years and was 


somewhat predictable based on our first year implementation of our new 


curriculum.  We will also be changing to EOC (end of course) assessments this 


year in high school math, which will give us another “opportunity” to review 


curriculum and state standards.  Our high school math department has already 


begun this work and will assist us in our conversations about our students, the 


curriculum and the state assessments.   


 


For the mathematics portion of the MSP/HSPE, the district is above the state 


average in 4
th


 


grade (61.9% to 53.7%), 7
th


 


grade (64.6% to 55.3%) and 8
th


 grade 


(60.5% to 51.6%).  The district is below the state average in 3
rd


 


grade (52.0% to 


61.8%), 5
th


 grade (31.8% to 53.6%), 6
th


 grade (48.4% to 51.9%) and 10
th


 


grade 
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(37.9% to 41.7%). 


For the science portion of the MSP/HSPE, the district is above the state average in 


8
th


 


grade (65.5% to 51.1%). The district is below the state average in 5
th


 grade 


(26.4% to 34.0%) and 10
th


 grade (44.2% to 44.8%).  


 


It is important to note that we have spent significant energy to increase the 


cognitive demand in our science classrooms as well as across the district as well 


as tighten up our scope and sequence particularly at the high school level with the 


help of Amy Neiman (one of our high school science teachers).  Although the 10
th


 


grade HSPE is a fraction below the state average, it represents the highest 


percentage in the last 6 years and the fourth straight year of improvement. 


 


For the graduating class of 2010, 100% of all students were able to ultimately 


achieve success in passing the math portion of the MSP/HSPE, pass an alternative 


assessment or demonstrate successful continued enrollment in math courses 


through their senior year to meet state graduation requirements.  


 


 


3. Think analytically, logically and creatively, and integrate experiences and 


knowledge to form reasoned judgments and solve problems (critical thinking). 


IN COMPLIANCE  
 


As you are aware from my monthly board reports, our staff continues to work 


hard at creating high cognitive demand – student centered learning environments.  


Other evidence you can reflect upon as verification of the energy spent on 


meeting this expectation would be the classroom visits you have made as board 


members to see for yourself the types of learning environments that are being 


created to foster students’ critical thinking skills.  One particular example lesson 


was observed by at least two board members during a learning walk where 6
th


 


grade math students were studying property maps and comparing one section of 


land to another.  Their work was to determine fractional ownership of land 


sections if property owners combined land and how that compared to other 


fractional ownership in other land sections.  Instead of simply doing fractions as 


equations, students had real life situations to see how the math could be used to 


create meaning.  This type of example is rapidly becoming the norm in 


classrooms rather than the exception as part of our staff creating more and more 


cognitively demanding learning environments.  This example of what we refer to 


as a quadrant 1 classroom is increasing in frequency across the district as a direct 


result of professional development that encourages everyone in the district to be a 


life long learner and to take a scientific approach to their profession.  This year we 


have 47 teachers and all administrators participating in lab classroom projects 


(LCP) and 15 teachers who took advantage of the first round of learning condition 


mini-grants (LCMG) opportunities to work together to improve the learning 


conditions in their rooms.  
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4. Connect the importance of work and how performance, effort, habits and decisions 


regarding school directly affect future learning opportunities within their specific 


career and educational pathway (work awareness and planning).   


IN COMPLIANCE  
 


We continue to engage in work designed to assist students’ connections between 


their course work and the future trajectory they are on relative to their post-


secondary learning choices. The district is in its second year of using the 


Pathways to the Future model to help students prepare for their next step in 


learning relative to their trajectory.  In other words, students are rapidly becoming 


aware that their high school diploma is not an end, but rather the first step in a 


beginning. 


One example of how the pathway model is being woven into the way we do 


business, counselors are communicating with students and parents graduation 


progress relative to their chosen pathway.  Another example is how staff is lining 


up their course options relative to the pathways so as to more clearly help students 


see the sequence necessary to maximize post-secondary success.  Finally, 


brochures are being created to specifically show students career fields they can 


prepare for within the pathways that can help students better connect what they 


are currently taking in school to where they want to go after graduation.  This last 


one is just beginning to develop, beginning in the CTE departments and then 


expanding to pathways that are met primarily through our core curricular areas. I 


see how this could be expanded even further to cover many broad areas of 


interests such as engineering, health, government, business, education, arts/music, 


etc.  The framework is the key to opening up this discussion and it appears to be 


gaining momentum as we are beginning our second year of using it.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret the board‟s expectation regarding communication with the public to mean that the 


district must make intentional and consistent efforts to communicate effectively with all 


stakeholders about the performance of the school district and the value it provides.  


Additionally, this expectation is founded on the board‟s desire to build upon the trust and the 


goodwill the district enjoys with the community. 


REPORT 


 


There are seven specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 


specific area of EL-12 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the district 


is in full compliance with all seven of these Board expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent shall not fail to establish and maintain strong links with 


community support groups and key communicators to ensure they are kept informed 


and are predisposed to provide support within the community on critical district 


issues to include bond/levy needs.  IN COMPLIANCE 


As a district, we work hard to stay connected to stakeholders, support groups and key 


communicators.  We do this through a variety of sources including personal contact, 


phone calls, Skyward, information meetings, open houses, community service 


activities and support of community activities.   


 


As examples of this effort over the past year, district staff has connected to community 


groups/organizations such as North Clark County Chamber, La Center Lions Club 


(health screening, Walk-n-Knock food drive, Fall Carnival, etc.), Elementary PTO, 


Middle School Parent Group, City of La Center, La Center „Our Days‟ Festival, Clark 


County Youth Football, Lewis River Soccer Club, etc. The district‟s offering of 


Community Education programs continues to be strong, and makes many positive 
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connections with students, parents and community members with the district beyond 


the traditional school day.  Each building connects with veterans through their 


Veterans Day programs in November.  We have also held a fall community meeting 


each of the last six years (2005 – Levy, 2006 – Growth Issues, 2007 – Facilities, 2008 


– Graduation Requirements and Growth Issues and 2009 – Fiscal Challenges Caused 


by State & Federal Budget Reductions, 2010 - General updates, funding and concerns) 


to gather feedback from stakeholders on district programs and seeking advise on 


direction.   


 


Each building works hard to connect to parents and community in many ways.  


 


ELEMENTARY: There are many ways in which the elementary school ensures members of 


their learning community are kept informed of critical district issues.  Some of these ways 


include PTO meetings, Fall and Spring conferences, school newsletters, class newsletters, 


school website, concerts, Curriculum Night, meetings with individuals, bulletin boards, and 


mass e-mails. 


 


MIDDLE SCHOOL: The middle school staff communicates with their learning 


community in many different ways.  One key example is the “Principal‟s E-Mail List”.  


At each school event David has a sign up list to get as many parent email addresses as 


possible so as to share information regularly. He has sent out information through this 


conduit beyond the traditional methods of communication used.  Examples of the 


types of information shared via the principal‟s email list are: 


 


 School Board Principal Report 


 Annual Report 


 Reminders to Parents about 3 Hour Study Hall 


 Surveys/Feedback – e.g. Caffeinated drinks, PE Uniforms,  


 School Changes – e.g. Schedule Change in November 


 Upcoming Events – Parent Teacher Night, Welcome Back BBQ, Band Recitals 


 Volunteer Opportunities within our school 


 


HIGH SCHOOL: The high school uses a variety of methods to communicate with 


members of their learning community.  Examples of this are: 


 Skyward – this system provides parents with the ability to see their student‟s 


grades, teacher‟s websites which many include daily lesson plans. 


 School Board Principal Reports – posted on the district website 


 Annual Report – available on the district website and/or in paper form 


provided.  


 Booster Club – newly established and working in tandem with the high school. 


 School Board Showcases – high school presents at least one key point/project 


the students and teachers are working on or have accomplished. 


 Linkage Meetings – provided with the board for students, community, teachers 


and administrators. 


 District Web-pages – the high school website is continually being updated. 


 Parent-Link newsletter. 
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As superintendent, I have personally met with community groups and worked with 


many committed community members as part of past bond and levy campaigns.  I 


have also attended city council meetings, participated in community functions and 


serve as part of the La Center Lions Club.  


 


2. The superintendent shall not fail to publish and distribute a district newsletter at 


least twice a year, reserving a column for a “From the Board of Directors” article. 


IN COMPLIANCE 


The district publishes a fall and spring newsletter that does include a section for the 


board.  Over the past few years, this section has been used to highlight different board 


members rather than a specific topic from the board.  However, if the board chooses to 


have a specific topic to discuss with the community, this could be easily included. 


 


3. The superintendent shall not fail to use multiple media resources including the 


district website to connect with the community and provide essential information.  


IN COMPLIANCE 


The district uses many forms of communication to provide information to students, 


parents and community about school successes, opportunities and future challenges.  


The website once again continues to serve as a key source of both current information 


as well as archival information for patrons.  We also use traditional methods of 


communication via newsletters, traditional letters, post card notices and the district‟s 


reader board.  Additionally, the district continues to use the School Messenger 


phone/email system to communicate with parents regarding emergency situations. 


 


In addition to the above-mentioned methods of communication, we have worked hard 


to provide information to area newspapers (Columbian and Reflector) as requested.  


Examples of this are articles on how we realigned our principals at the start of this 


school year and how the district refinanced bonds to save taxpayers hundreds of 


thousands of dollars. 


 


As superintendent, I have consistently made myself available to reporters to answer 


questions and promote our district.  Examples of this are the recent issue involving the 


lawsuit against the district or the state‟s effort to pressure schools to sign on the Race 


to the “Trough” (RTTT) funds and our resistance to joining. 


 


4. The superintendent shall not fail to promote and enhance the role and public profile 


of the board as the district’s principle connection with the community, and the 


community’s voice in governing the district. IN COMPLIANCE 


Throughout the course of my duties, I have the opportunity to represent the district in 


many different events and various meetings.  In many of these meetings, I have had 


the opportunity to promote the board and detail some of their actions as the governing 


body for the school district.   


 


As an example of this work, we have received many inquiries about our work with 


Policy Governance.  Furthermore, interest in the district‟s new graduation 


requirements has been strong.  I was asked to present to regional superintendents our 
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work on graduation requirements and our pathway model.  As you know, we are also 


presenting this topic at the state school directors‟ annual meeting in Spokane.  I have 


also been asked to present this information at the Small School Conference in 


Wenatchee next spring. 


 


5. The superintendent shall not fail to include in the annual progress report student 


achievement data and graduation rates, disaggregated by gender, ethnic, 


socioeconomic, disability, and other categories, indicating student progress toward 


accomplishing the Board’s Ends policies. IN COMPLIANCE 


The district‟s annual report is available on-line in the community section of the 


district‟s website (www.lacenterschools.org).  As allowable by law, the information 


required of the section is included in my Ends-2 policy monitoring report that is 


available online.  Some data only represents a small number of students, and would 


potentially violate their right to privacy.  Therefore, if any information is left out it is 


only due to this situation. 


 


6. The superintendent shall not fail to include in the annual progress report 


information about school and district strategies intended to address achievement 


problems and to accomplish the Board’s Ends policies. IN COMPLIANCE 


Within the district‟s annual report (available online), it includes a brief description of 


what the district is working on relative to meeting the board Ends policies.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret the board’s expectation regarding academic standards and practices to mean the 


district must implement a coordinated and connected K-12 scope and sequence of 


curriculum that is both rigorous and appropriate to prepare students for their future 


pathways in life.  The curriculum and instructional strategies used by staff must also be 


research based and designed to meet content standards as defined either at the local level, 


state level and/or federal level.  I further interpret this policy to mean the board expects 


timely and effective communication with parents about their student’s progress as well as 


stakeholder involvement in the process of developing new and/or significantly changing 


existing district academic programs and standards. 


REPORT 


 


There are eight specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each of 


the areas of EL-13 as best as possible.  At the time of this report, I believe the district is in 


compliance with all these board expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent shall not fail to implement rigorous academic content 


standards that reflect research based “best practices”.  IN COMPLIANCE 


The district continues to strive to create high quality learning environments that are 


built upon rigorous academic content standards provided to us by the state.  We are 


consistently reviewing best practices and researching curriculum to find what best 


meets the needs of our students.  We are currently operating on a 7-year adoption 


cycle for each of our departments.  The actual adoption process takes three years, 


using the first year to research practices and curriculum, the second year to review 


materials and the third to implement and provide the initial staff development 


around the adoption.   
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Over the past couple or years we have learned a lot relative to our practices in this 


work.  What we have learned from the effort to review and select math curriculum 


materials significantly caused us to reflect on our practice and rethink what and 


why we select and we utilize the content to achieve the board’s Ends.  We were 


able to apply this learning to last year’s social studies adoption and the 9-12 health 


adoption.  The success of the health adoption in particular, in a subject area that can 


be very controversial and contentious, is evidence of our progress and success to 


include all district stakeholders. This learning has helped us really begin to think 


differently about content so as to see it as a “means” to an “end” rather than an 


“end” itself.  This new thinking has allowed for many new and innovate solutions 


to come forward (e.g. SuccessMaker, Bridge Math, Applied Math, etc.) so as to 


wrap around various students rather than working to find a one-size fits all 


curriculum.  To be sure, we always have lots more to learn, but I am confident we 


are headed in the right direction.   


 


2. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure that the district works with staff, 


parents, students, appropriate elements of the community, and others to review, 


and revise content standards to ensure maximum and continuing effectiveness.  


IN COMPLIANCE 
The district follows a seven-year adoption schedule.  The adoption process includes 


the research and review of up-to-date research based materials that meet state and 


national standards in order to maximize the potential for student success.  In 


addition, materials go through a rigorous review and evaluation process to identify 


materials with a maximum level of alignment of standards, assessment and 


instructional strategies, as well as district philosophical stance on the type of 


learning environments we seek to create. When appropriate, materials are piloted 


prior to adoption to identify potential staff development needs and necessary 


support for successful implementation.   


 


As stated in #1 above, we successfully applied what we’ve learned last year for the 


9-12 health adoption and were very happy with the results.  Parents, students and 


engaged community members, along side of staff continue to work on learning 


what content and learning opportunities might be best for students.  This work has 


not always been neat and clean, but my sense is the ownership is high and the 


desire to meet all students where they are rather than expect them to meet us is 


strong and clear.  An example of this is the work the high school is doing to help 


students’ transition from middle school and to adapt the new curriculum to student 


needs.  They are listening to students and parents, creating alternative strategies to 


help students learn, as well as really working hard to reflect on their own practice 


as learning environment leaders.  Again, this work is not always tidy but I believe 


the energy and desire that is necessary to meet the intent of this expectation is 


present and strong. 
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3. The superintendent shall not fail to implement a rigorous and viable curriculum 


and program of instruction aligned with Federal, State, and the District’s 


adopted content standards to provide students with the educational experiences 


needed to achieve the standards.  IN COMPLIANCE 


The district focus is to provide staff with the necessary information and resources 


to implement a rigorous and viable curriculum and program of instruction aligned 


with national, state and district adopted content standards. The primary concern for 


all new courses and the adoption of materials is to support the successful 


implementation of courses that align with standards of the state and national 


organizations and with NCLB in a way that supports student success. 


 


The staff has and continues to connect their work to state standards. An example of 


this is within math where the state not only published new standards aligned with 


national standards, but they are also eliminating the high school HSPE (formerly 


the WASL).  The HSPE is being replaced by end of course (EOC) exams for both 


Math A and B or Algebra I and Algebra II. Staff has reviewed these standards and 


has a plan to weave them into their instruction.   


 


Beyond the standards, as stated previously, our staff is working hard to rethink how 


they create learning environments that help students use the content to learn rather 


than simply using it to know.  Our learning to learn model and their work in the 


professional learning communities and Lab Classroom Project Teams are focused 


on rethinking their practice in order to create 21
st
 century learning environments for 


students.  We have 11 teams, 47 teachers and all administrators involved with LCP 


teams this year.  In addition we have 15 teachers involved in the first round of 


LCMG’s (learning condition mini-grants) that are also designed to improve 


professional practice by teaming around a shared problem of practice. 


 


4. The superintendent shall not fail to develop assessments that will adequately 


measure each student’s progress toward achieving the content standards.   


IN COMPLIANCE 


The district uses annual state assessments as a primary indicator of student progress 


in grades 4-11 (students assessed in the spring of the previous year). In addition, 


classroom based assessments aligned with state grade level expectations (GLEs) 


are used to monitor student progress throughout the year. The district curriculum, 


instruction and assessment (CIA) department provide building support to assess 


student achievement in reading using DIBELS (Dynamic Indicator of Basic Early 


Literacy) assessments three times each year in grades K-6. In grades 7-12, students 


are assessed for reading (other than the WASL) on an as needed basis. Tools such 


as SuccessMaker have been added to provide us important information on student 


progress in 3-6 math.  Additionally we may use other measures to inform student 


progress such as SAT or ACT scores, AP participation and scores, and 8
th


 grade 


promotions policy success rates to name a few. 


 


Staff has been working hard to rethink their use of assessments and how they are 


used to change their practice.  Dave Holmes had 41 staff participate in a formative 
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assessment book study this summer.  This is an example of the shift of mind that is 


occurring from simply using assessments as verification that the content has arrived 


in the students’ minds safely, to using assessment to inform future learning for both 


the teacher and student. 


 


5. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure that parents are kept informed of 


student progress toward achieving content standards and how such progress is 


measured.  IN COMPLIANCE 


Parents are informed of student progress through progress reports, report cards, 


parent conferences, and individual contacts.  Student Learning Plans (SLPs) are 


developed for struggling students to outline ways to adjust instruction and enlist 


parental support to ensure student success toward academic standards is achieved. 


 


Staff also uses their individual teacher web pages, on-line teacher plan books and 


Skyward as additional tools to keep parents well informed on student progress.  


Additionally, parents receive MSP and HSPE scores showing their student’s 


results.   Again, in the elementary, SuccessMaker for math has also been added to 


help show student progress data. 


 


6. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure that all LCSD secondary students 


have an education plan for their high school experience.  IN COMPLIANCE 


We continue to implement, explore and redesign as necessary Navigation 101.  A 


key piece of this work is built around student-led conferences, which continue to be 


highly successful for all involved. Ms. Jeske has begun work with the advisory 


groups at the middle school so that all students beginning in the sixth grade will 


identify a pathway. With the technical, academic and honors pathways now more 


specifically articulated in the graduation requirements, and being introduced in the 


sixth grade, I believe students via their work in Navigation 101 and advisory, will 


have a more solid foundation on which to base their course selection.  Without 


question, there will be lots more to learn in this work yet at this juncture based on 


what we know now I believe we are meeting the intent of this expectation. 


 


7. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure that all LCSD secondary students 


have an education plan for the year following graduation.  IN COMPLIANCE 


As stated in number 6 above, Navigation 101 requires the development of a post-


secondary plan for each student.  This plan is developed currently in 6
th


 grade and 


is used as a tool in the selection of courses and to focus student’s work on their 


pathway to their next learning opportunity.   


 


8. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure that all LCSD students demonstrate 


through a culminating project the comprehensive application of academic and 


work competencies inherent in LCSD Ends.  IN COMPLIANCE 


All high school students are supported in the creation of their own comprehensive 


portfolio throughout their high school years.  Part of this process is the creation of a 


fifth-year plan delineating their post-secondary pathway choices.  As part of 


Navigation 101, students present their plans and portfolio’s to parents, family and 
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faculty advisors.  For seniors, this serves as their culminating project.  This 


program is now entering into its fourth year.  We continue to gather survey data 


from teachers, parents and students around this process and make appropriate 


changes and improvements. We are once again taking a look at the possibility of 


having students create all electronic portfolios. Work to align this process to the 


boards Ends Policies is also underway as we are now entering our fourth full year 


using these polices to guide organizational actions.  The board’s recent revision of 


these policies will also assist us in our work to raise the cognitive demand of 


learning environments and ultimately the culminating project. 


 


With all that said, I know we can and need to make this experience better.  The 


high school Navigation 101 Captains (grade level leaders) are working to develop 


additional ideas to improve the program and I believe in conjunction with our 


technology efforts we will be able to enhance this opportunity even further for 


students.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret the board’s expectation regarding the academic program of the district that it needs 


to be challenging, appropriate, and supportive to a wide-variety of learners.  The academic 


programs must also be regularly evaluated for effectiveness.  This policy also expects that I 


ensure the approved curriculum of the district is what the faculty teaches.  I further interpret 


this policy to expect appropriate and timely notification of pending significant changes and/or 


alterations to programs or course offerings to the board and stakeholders as required.  


REPORT 


 


There are four specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each area of 


EL-14 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the district is in compliance 


with each of these Board expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent shall not fail to develop and implement an academic program 


that is research-based, provides access and challenge for all, is complete, is 


culturally responsive, comprehensively uses resources, encourages innovation, and 


considers class size and organization.  IN COMPLIANCE 


This past year saw continued work in the area of mathematics across the district to 


implement newly adopted curriculum.  As with the prior year’s review and adoption of 


math, this last year was spent pouring over state learning objectives for social studies 


and learning objectives and legal constraints around 9-12 health.  Prior to 


consideration for adoption, all instructional materials were determined to meet 


minimum requirements as defined by NCLB as being scientifically research-based, 


even though these two areas are not covered by this act.  These materials were then 


reviewed through the lens of what the research states as the best instructional practice 


to support learners.  


 


Researching, reviewing and selecting curriculum is a critical step in the process, but it 


is only a part of it.  The instructional materials must then be integrated into the 
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learning environment through the teacher in support of students. Since both of these 


adoptions were upgrades or refreshers of current curriculum, traditional staff 


development was neither required nor would have been beneficial.  The work that staff 


have been doing through the Lab Classroom Project to improve their practice is not 


only timely but is the perfect venue to fine tune the new materials and supplements 


that were adopted.  The district leadership team continues to use the work of these 


teachers as they introduce new content as a focus of our own learning. 


 


Finally, selecting the instructional materials and supporting the teacher through 


professional development must lead to how does it work to help students.  Weaving 


together the professional development as an ongoing journey with collecting evidence 


of student success causes staff to reflect on their practice and change as necessary.  


This continues to be the centerpiece of our learning to learn model.  If we can’t learn 


to improve our own practice as staff, then doesn’t it seem odd that we would expect 


students to learn when we fight it ourselves?  I continue to be pleased with how staff 


have really taken a hold of this concept and are extremely willing to change their 


practice and adjust in how they create learning environments when student evidence 


shows things are not working. In short, we assume learners want to learn and if they 


don’t, then something with the learning environment needs to change. 


 


2. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure that faculty know and teach the adopted 


curriculum.  IN COMPLIANCE 


As stated in #1 above, I have clear evidence that staff continues to work hard to learn 


and harness the potential of our new math instructional materials as well as last year’s 


adjusted/newly adopted social studies and health curriculum.  Built around the concept 


of we need to make sure we are learning about our own practice if we expect to 


maximize the opportunity for students to learn, my greatest opportunity for learning is 


from the district leadership team.  We have spent the bulk of our meeting times 


focused on improving our own instructional practice and ability to learn.  This effort 


has allowed us to become better as instructionally focused leaders rather than simply 


managers.  This shift in our focus creates a learning drive that motivates us to own the 


curriculum along side of staff rather than simply provide quality control.  Evidence of 


this focus can clearly be seen each month in the principals’ board report. 


 


3. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure the regular monitoring and evaluation of 


the academic program and make appropriate modifications in practice and content.  


IN COMPLIANCE 


As stated above, within the social studies and health material adoption process over 


the past year we applied learning from previous adoptions and made adjustments in 


our review, adoption and implementation processes and strategies.  The two biggest 


changes where the relentless pursuit of parent/community involvement and student 


perspectives that had been previously weak. We continue this work in order to provide 


the best instructional materials and instructional practices for students.  Our learning 


focus on our practice is based on the evidence provided by students.  Without 


question, as a collective learning team of professionals we are meeting this expectation 


on a daily basis.   
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I would like to seize this opportunity to point out the fact that this idea of regular 


monitoring and evaluation process is actually built upon the work of the board within 


the Policy Governance model.  I know I have said it previously, but it is worthy of 


repeating, but the board leads the way in this work and it has become more of the rule 


rather than the exception throughout the entire organization.  As a volunteer board, 


you need to know the importance of your commitment to this process at the board 


level creates powerful motivation throughout the entire organization. 


 


4. The superintendent shall not fail to report to the Board (and provide sufficient 


advance notice to the public on) significant changes, deletions or addition of 


programs and courses of study.  IN COMPLIANCE 
Our past experience with the math instructional materials adoption and 


implementation process provided significant energy from stakeholders (i.e. students, 


staff, parents and community members), which definitely stretched our thinking and 


tested our processes.  This last year’s 9-12 health adoption was the perfect scenario to 


test what we learned and our commitment to parent/community and student ownership 


of the process. Based on our success with this process I am confident we have met the 


spirit of this expectation.  Additionally, I would point to board reports by our 


principals as well as Dave Holmes and myself, along with presentations and 


conversations indirectly and directly to the board as further evidence of meeting this 


expectation.  I am confident that when next year’s K-12 language and literacy 


adoption begins we will have a well tested, solid process in place to evaluate, and 


adopt our most comprehensive curricular area that we tackle every seven years.
