PART 3.0 - LINKAGE

3.1

Technology Showcase: Mr. Bentson started off this showcase by expressing his opinion as to
how our learning model relates to technology. To his way of thinking, the biggest challenge is
centered around teachers having to change their way of instruction. At the same time we are
expecting them to master learning to use new tools such as iPads. This can be overwhelming.
He went on to say that the “robustness” of the network (or lack thereof) is a problem. Our
network connection is provided by the state’s K-20 network and they have gone out for bids for
fiber-optics. Every school district in our area received bids except La Center. Mr. Bentson has
not yet heard why that might be but has asked the question. More on this as it develops.

Mr. Holmes then shared that we have 63 out of 87 certified staff trained on iPads. The ELFS
will be starting a program of professional development around iPads next week. Some of the
things he is currently exploring is how do we invite students to be part of this learning.





There were a number of questions regarding bandwidth, legislative help with the fiber optics,
etc. that did not have answers. Dr. Mansell will keep asking the hard questions of the “powers
that be” until we have some answers.

Mr. Soske stated that
WSU-Vancouver has offered to help us track student data on math.

6.1 Debrief of KWRL Co-op Meeting: It was decided that the entire Boards of each KWRL
district would meet on the 29" of November to talk about the plans for a satellite facility.

6.2 Upcoming KWRL Cooperative meeting of the Boards: Everyone will attend.

6.3 Follow-up Discussion Regarding the LCEF Athletic Facility Meeting: This was well attended
and there seems to be a lot of momentum behind this idea.

6.4 Discussion about upcoming Levies: It was decided that the M & O levy would be run for
3 years and at the same amount as the last year of the last levy. The capital fund levy will be
for 6 years at $200,000.00/year. The Board is solidly behind both ideas.

Mr. Soske made a case for running a tech levy again. Dr. Mansell does not feel this is necessary
At this time. He feels the District has adequate resources available to fund what we can handle.
The Board agrees — no tech levy at this time.

6.5 Debrief of Linkage meeting with City Council: While it is helpful to meet with groups such
as the city council to discuss common concerns and interests, meeting once per year seems to
be enough for the time being.

6.6 Debrief of “Building a Village” Meeting: Mr. Parsons attended and thought the meeting was
well attended and successfully run. He was disappointed by the lack of city council
participation. Mr. Cooke stated that he is grateful for the help of Mr. Sean Chavez of ESD112.
Dr. Mansell cautioned the Board that when talking about possible grant dollars to fund various
things Mr. Chavez suggested, it requires participation in the “Healthy Youth Survey”, which
the Board has been reluctant to agree to in the past.

6.7 December Meeting Schedule: This meeting will be on the 18" due to the holiday. There will
be no workshop. The Board instructed Dr. Mansell to have resolutions prepared for the Board
regarding the two levy proposals.

Teaching and Learning Update December 2012
Wow, short month but still some really awesome things going on!

Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- We had our first review meeting for instructional materials in
math this last week. It was a very positive meeting designed to create a process, establish our
learning goals along with our team norms of collaboration for completing the work. The group of
math professionals that have raised their hand to do this work is quite impressive and I’'m really
excited to work with them during this process. In addition to the professional staff I have 6 parents
and 5 students, (2 middle and 3 high school), that are lending their voices and giving their input!
The next step will be to begin meetings in January in building or grade band groups to evaluate our
current instructional materials against the new state common core standards.

Professional Development- The ELF’s (electronic learning facilitators, thank you Cris) have been
leading technology-learning opportunities each Tuesday and Thursday in December. These classes
revolve around using specific applications on iPads for use in their rooms. I have been working with
two of our high school students, Ian and Sean Williams to begin offering technology classes of this
type after school beginning in January. These classes will be open to anyone who wants to attend,
teachers, students, parents etc.

ELL- Our numbers crept up again last month!

Career and Technical Education (CTE)- Last month I noted that we were working in this area
currently to tie our curriculum in our two new classes, Bio-diesel and Power/Energy, to an
established state framework so that on-going CTE funding can be received for these two classes.
I’m happy to note that Mr. Neiman has gotten these curricular frameworks completed so that we can
now complete our application to OSPI.

Title I/LAP- I spent last Friday morning with our title and LAP crew at their regular meeting with
Mrs. Wing so that I might gain a more thorough mastery of the current program and possibilities for
improvement. | must say that I’'m continually impressed by the hard work and caring for student
success that this group exhibits. Mr. Lincoln and I continue to work together to make changes in this
area to improve our impact on student learning.

Highly Capable- Our elementary Science Olympics Team celebrated their recent success at this
year’s competition by participating in a two hour long learning opportunity provided by OMSI in our
K-8 library last week. At the conclusion of the OMSI interactive learning lab, the students received
certificates for their participation and a cupcake!

At the same time, over the last month Mr. Holland has been working with 6 grade students after
school in a new opportunity called “Math is Cool”. He has 16 students representing 4 teams of 4
students that will compete in a “Math is Cool” competition after the first of the year. This last week
we started the same opportunity for 4™ and 5™ grade students as well. We already have 32 students
in these two grades participating requiring us to find some more help for Mr. Holland! A nice
problem to have!

Testing/Assessment-We are preparing for the EOC make-ups in January when we return. This
round will be for students who did not meet standard on last spring’s testing. Luckily this is a very

small number for us!

Superintendent’s Report

December 14", 2012

Since the time between our last meeting and this meeting has been so short, [ wanted to try something
a bit different so the format of my report this month has changed. The following information speaks to
evidences about student success as well as share with you organizational data. In other words, this
report is actually a combination of a Learning Report woven into my traditional Board Report to
produce one document.

In last month’s superintendent’s report [ talked about the concept of Learner Success Indicators (LSI).
The concept stated again is to look at different types of evidences than traditionally used to measure
success in order to show more meaningful connections between data across the grade levels. Within
the sea of performance data such as test scores, attendance rates, athletic participation percentages,
GPAs, etc., which data out of all the avalanche of information shows the strongest correlation to
student success, and students actually graduating? [f we could determine what these specific LSIs
actually are then we could track fewer but more meaningful data points with greater intentionally in
order to sharpen and align our interventions as a K-12 team with greater fidelity. Additionally, other
sources of data might be able to be connected to these LSIs relative to our designed strategies that we
implement in order to more accurately and effectively measure results.

The first point of focus for this work is to find one initial LSI that is strongly linked to the graduation
rate in each class. Since helping students get to graduation on time is the foundational goal of our
collective effort as a district, then what might be the first LSI that has a strong correlation to graduation
rate? We began the search with looking at learner success by determining who was obtaining at least
six credits by the end of their freshman year? The attached information is data regarding this potential
LSI by looking at what happened during the freshman year in the classes of 2012, 2013, 2014 and
2015.

As you look at the freshman success relative to earning at least six credits by the end of their first year
in high school, keep in mind the percentages are connected to their cohort. Additionally. the class of
2012 was the last year of students needing to meet only 23 credits to graduate where the other classes
were required to meet the new graduation requirements of 24 credits. The orange line shows the
difference between the 2012 and 2013 classes. Also please keep in mind that each and every class has
their own unique qualities about them. This being said, in general we are finding that the odds of
graduating in La Center on time go way up for all those students who earn six or more credits as
freshman.

To help you look at the classes in more detail, | have included a breakdown of the class of 2012 and
2013 in additional documents attached. Based on this data, we have begun to look for LSIs in the
middle school data to see if we can link success at that level to success in their 9" grade year. We will
be exploring attendance rates, accountability testing and other data points in the process. 1 am excited
about this new way at looking for learner success because it helps us be more intentional about our
work. More on this as it develops.

These policies will be
developed systematically from the broadest, most general level to more defined
levels, and they will be called Ends policies.

The Board will develop policies which limit the latitude the Superintendent may
exercise in choosing the organizational means. These policies will be developed
systematically from the broadest, most general level to more defined levels, and
they will be called Executive Limitations policies.

As long as the Superintendent uses any reasonable interpretation of the Board’s
Ends and Executive Limitations policies, the Superintendent is authorized, within
the provisions of applicable statutes and regulations, to establish all further
policies, make all decisions, take all actions, establish practices and develop all
activities he/she deems appropriate to achieve the Board’s Ends policies.

The Board may change its Ends and Executive Limitations policies at any time,
thereby shifting the boundary between Board and Superintendent domains. By
doing so, the Board changes the latitude of choice given to the Superintendent.
However, as long as any Board specified delegation of authority is in place, the
Board will respect and support any reasonable interpretation of its policies, even
though Superintendent choices may not be the choices the Board or its members
would have made.
