Mrs. Yaw called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the flag salute.

Mr. Parsons started us off by sharing how impressed he was with all the support for the Sherrell family and their 
recent loss.

Present:  Mark Mansell, John Parsons, Bob Taylor, Cris Yaw, Todd Jones and Wendy Chord  
Minutes taken by:  Laurie Kansanback 
Administrators:  Dave Holmes 
 
The linkage meeting with students began at the high school.  The Board started off asking if students felt 
they are being prepared for the future, what is happening to prepare them and does staff need to look at 
anything differently? 
 
Comments were as follows: 
 


• Navigation time is not very useful 
• Would like to learn more about finances student loans during school day 
• Navigation is the same thing every year 
• More focus on careers is needed 
• Navigation would be more beneficial if it were more personalized 
• Navigation is a waste of time but doesn’t have any ideas for how to change that 
• Would like lessons on how to take a test like the SAT/ACT, etc. 
• Feels prepared academically 
• Would like cooking and sewing classes back 
• Feels the majority of students are being prepared – especially in math 


 
Mr. Taylor shared that he has seen a huge shift in focus of school – it is no longer the old way.  Does that 
seem true to students? 
 


• Seen a change in teaching style of a lot of teachers – not so much read the book and answer the 
questions but more about relevance 


• Career center has trouble getting the word out on college visits – could be in taken care of in 
navigation 


• Could add military information and FAFSA/Scholarship info to navigation 
• Make navigation one hour once per month – less than that is waste of time 
• Doesn’t appear to be much collaboration between the grade levels for navigation 
• Too many worksheets 
• No time given in school to research after career tests are taken 
• Navigation should be a stepping stool 


 
Dr. Mansell asked if there was a student council for navigation that could talk with navigation captains.  
Answer is no.  Suggestion to look into that. 
 
Dr. Mansell asked if there were opportunities for job shadowing.  Suggests to ask at career fair about 
mentorships. 







 
Board asked questions about the graduation requirements and the pathways.  Also, questions about 
technology in the high school.  Comments were as follows: 
 


• Graduation requirements are good and the pathways are great and very helpful 
• (NOTE:  Appears to be much more familiarity this year on these subjects than last) 
• Love that the library has so much technology available 
• Learning tech has been really helpful – second tier internet encourages students to do their work 
• Loves google docs – especially for group work.  No need for a flash drive.  Love to use iPods in 


free work time. 
 
General comments:   
 


• Bring Home Ec classes back.  Don’t know how to do laundry, cook, sew on a button. 
• Music additions are great!  (History of Rock-n-Roll, Media) 


 
Board asked if students feel safe here?  Answer:  Yes.  Do you know how to keep others safe?  Answer:  
No. 
 
What about teenage suicide? 
 


• The Phoenix program is a big help on this front 
• Relationships with teachers 
• Very safe environment 
• More like a family than a school 
• Feels really good here – no fear of being harassed 


 
Can you take what you’ve learned outside of here?  Answer:  Yes. 
 
Board then went to the elementary school where they met with students K-5. 
 
Questions in general and questions from the board about favorite subjects, concerns, who is responsible 
for their learning, etc.  Comments are as follows: 
 


• Why are we meeting in the library? 
• Favorite classes are reading, math, science, social studies, recess and PE 
• Likes WatchDogs, climbing Wall & Sandbox 
• Learning about being safe and not hurting others 
• Need more choices for lunch 
• Likes Team Teaching 
• Can learn more than I know now 
• 1st grader said he is responsible for his learning – because he is the only one who knows if he is 


learning 
• Collaboration means you can help each other 
• Not everybody follows rules 
• 1st grader thinks kindy should only go every other day or little kids get too tired 
• Likes algorithims 
• Science Olympiads was very fun.  Thinks future generations would enjoy.   
• Likes team teaching but switching is a hassle 







• Switching teachers is kind of stressful but he does get to meet knew people 
• Likes having choices 
• Likes the library and the teachers 
• Feels safe 
• Fund raisers need to be different than cookie dough 
• Likes how our community gets together 
• Wants a bigger drink selection at cafeteria 


 
The Board moved last to the middle school.  Mr. Cooke did a nice introduction of the Board and 
cautioned students to be advocates for their own learning and to be honest in their answers/concerns: 
 
The Board asked for students to share what they like and what they think could be improved about their 
school.  Comments are: 
 


• Band program is great 
• Basic knowledge for msp is there 
• Likes advanced math – needs more challenge in other classes 
• More world problems 
• Need more electives 
• More for kinesthetic learners 
• Too follow the book rather than let them discover on their own in science 
• Religion exposure needed 
• Too much group work 
• Health is the same stuff over and over in each grade 
• Need more advisory time for a social end 
• World Cultures 
• Too many worksheets 
• Portfolios for student led conferences – too many teachers don’t know what to do 
• Whole class collaboration is where the most learning occurs 
• Educational leadership needs more time 
• Need more hands on for math 
• Stations works well 
• Not fair grading on group work 
• Suggestion for ASK type thing for ED leadership to continue 
• Pathways……HUH? 
• Need more help about high school and college 
• Don’t feel prepared to go to high school (what to expect) 
• Want more info on futures 
• Planners are under utilized 
• Students don’t feel safe asking teachers questions because they don’t know how teachers might 


respond 
• Counselor is only here part-time 
• Complaints about female science teacher 
• Art class is too unstructured 
• Wants more performance opportunity for band 
• Technology – not enough in school 
• Most have internet at home 
• Some groups have over-lapping projects – poor teacher planning 







• Longer classes for subjects like science 
• Outside activities should be told about in school 
• Students should be allowed to use their own tech devices in school – better than school computers 


 
The Board returned to the district office for lunch, a debrief and a workshop.  There was a lot of 
discussion about what was heard regarding navigation.  It is the general consensus that we have reached a 
tipping point and things need to change around this program. There was some discussion about how to 
empower students and really incorporate self-reflection into the portfolio process and student led 
conferences.  We need to think about how to minimize fear and anxiety for our students about the next 
step and the unknown. 
 
The Board expressed concern about the “cluelessness” of middle school students about the pathways.  Dr. 
Mansell assured the board he would be addressing this issue immediately. 
 
The Board asked for name tags on the students next year.  Please. 
 
Dr. Mansell asked to talk about the questions Mr. Jones had around EL-15.  After discussing the changes 
to the procedure governing curriculum material adoption the Board did not feel EL-15 needed any 
changes. 
 
Mrs. Yaw asked to have staff appreciation added to the next agenda for discussion. 
 
 
As this was a workshop of the board, no action was taken.

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Superintendent’s Report 
February 23rd, 2012 
 
LEARNING UPDATE 
• WASA Smalls Schools Conference – On March 5th, David Cooke and I will be providing a break 


out session at the Small Schools Conference in Yakima about our learning model and what we 
describe as learning confidence.  This will be a great opportunity for David and I to make 
connections with other school leaders across the state and test some of our strategies for sharing the 
model with others.  I really appreciate all the work of our administrators and staff who are working 
to develop and implement new ideas and strategies.  David in particular has been at the forefront of 
this work and his real world experiences of working to create strong learning teams in his building 
and across the district has been extremely valuable to our overall success.   


• Is our Culture one of Compliance or Learning? – Attached you will find a new document that 
helps make the connection between our learning model (as expressed by the variables of learning 
confidence) with what I believe is the difference between the common culture of education (i.e. the 
fix-it mindset) and what we are striving for (i.e. developing confident, self-reliant lifelong 
learners).   
 
We are thinking about it this way, if we spend our energy forcing compliance (external 
motivation), what happens when the external energy is removed?  By contrast, if the motivation is 
internally motivating caused by a self-determination of high value, then the energy is self-
generating.  In other words regarding learning, an externally motivated learner will become 
“dependent” on someone else for motivation, whereas an internally motivated learner is self-reliant 
(which is the expectation stated in the Ends policies).   
 
We are learning to collect evidence, design lessons, create learning teams and build organizational 
structures aimed at strengthening the culture of learning across the district.  This is despite the 
external pressures of state and federal mandates thrust upon all schools to force compliance.  The 
leadership of the Board to focus on their learning is a key driver in this work.  You all set the 
tempo for our learning culture, so thank you for this leadership. 


• Old Dog Four – If you recall, I have been part of a team of learners over the past year and a half 
known as the “Old Dog” team.  I am the “old dog” and the teachers involved are teaching me new 
tricks.  Each of these efforts have lasted about a semester, so we have migrated through OD1, OD2, 
OD3 and now we are starting OD4.  The following is what we will be working on between now 
and the end of the school year: 
1. Intentional Lesson Design - "I want more practice at designing lessons that maximize the 


learning conditions in order to generate stronger Learner Confidence." 
2. Evidence Collection and Usage - "I want to learn how to collect better evidence so as to know 


if my lesson designs are effecting the type of student actions desired." 
3. Moving from Dependency to Self-reliance - "I want to develop a clear awareness that the 


culture within the team I lead (i.e. my classroom) has a culture of Learning over Compliance." 
 


I am very excited about this latest effort that currently will include eight elementary teachers.  We 
may be adding more as we get off the ground, but with administrators added in, we will have more 
than 15% of our staff working on this effort.  The learning that has resulted from the OD teams has 
moved out across the district and I fully expect the learning from OD4 to continue in a similar way. 
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BOARD UPDATE 
• State Budget Update – The state is inching closer to a finalized budget that is shaping up to 


include minimal cuts to our funding.  Due to a slight increase in state revenues, lower case loads 
(therefore less required state spending) and budgetary smoke and mirrors (a.k.a. kicking the can 
down the road), I now believe the amount of cuts will be minimal.  With that said, we have been in 
a cycle over the past four years where our staff have not had any cost of living adjustments on 
either the certificated or classified side of our team.  I know we have not received any state funding 
to do this, but I do believe we are in the solid position that we are due to their collective sacrifices.  
I am not lobbying for a raise for them, but rather I am reminding the Board of the time our staff has 
been caught in this cycle.  At some juncture, this situation will need to be rectified in some way.  
FYI. 


• Teacher Principal Evaluation Pilots (TPEP) – The current law requires all districts to implement 
a new four-tier evaluation system for both teachers and principals by the start of the 2013 school 
year.  A handful of districts around the state are participating in what is known as TPEP to explore 
the various evaluation models being blessed by the state.  I am serving as the chair of a state-wide 
committee for WASA (Washington Association of School Administrators) to follow the work of 
these pilot districts and learn from their efforts.  In our district, we felt that using our own model 
for learning was better (even though the district Leadership Team has studied the other models) 
and we continue on our own to move forward with creating a new evaluation system of our own to 
meet the current state law.  With that said, there is a bill moving through the legislature that 
appears to have a solid head of steam that would require all districts to use only an approved 
system for evaluation.  My opinion is that this will not knock us off course and we will adjust their 
system to meet our need around our learning model.  I am sharing this with you because if you hear 
about TPEP and new legislation to drive districts into only approved models, I would encourage 
you to simply nod and smile (and not worry) because we will make it work for us and at the same 
time meet the letter of the law. 


• Federal Audit Results – As you know, we once again passed with flying colors our most recent 
federal audit.  I would like to thank John Parsons for coming in and being part of the exit 
conference.  Additionally, thanks John for his consistent and thoughtful questioning of the auditor 
as to the need for so many audits given our history of excellent results.  I do believe that John’s 
previous efforts lowered our costs this year because the auditor’s office had an intern do some of 
the nuts and bolts work of the audit, which significantly lowered our hourly billing rate.

Elementary Board Report 
 
A Paws-itive Community  Learning and Playing Together 
Our theme for the month of February is goal setting.  Setting goals helps us decide what we want 
and how to make a plan to make it happen.  Setting goals sometimes requires us to think about 
our areas of strengths and weaknesses and where we need to improve.  Some goals are long term 
and take longer to accomplish.  Some goals are short term and can be accomplished more 
quickly. The following shares just a bit of work towards goals by some in our Paws-itive 
learning community. 
 
3rd Graders on SOS 
Our students want to help make our school a better place.  Third grader Amy Chisholm saw an 
opportunity for improvement at our school and set a goal to act on it.  She wanted to find how 
she could help improve how effectively our S.O.S. (Save Our Scraps) program runs so that we 
can do such things as better utilize our food scraps at lunchtime and cut down on waste being 
sent to the landfill.  This has included presenting on her ideas, building a team to develop and act 
on the ideas, and following through with the plan.  She and her teammates, Hannah Graham, 
Kelly Biscieglia, Kassidy Toepper, and Kylie Ballard, are creating a video to help our students 
better understand how to work with the S.O.S. program.  They have created a storyboard, 
developed and revised scripts, practiced, presented a run-through, scheduled and planned events, 
found a photographer, and have listed out all props needed.  Their scheduled filming date is fast 
approaching.  Editing and production will take place soon after.  I look forward to seeing their 
video, the impact on our students, and the positive effects on our S.O.S. program. 
 
Chess Club, Weaving, and Math  with Mrs. Smith 
Our teachers want to make our school a better place.  Fifth grade teacher Julie Smith saw an 
opportunity to further support our fifth grade students and set a goal to act on it.  She wanted to 
provide an opportunity that students may not have at school otherwise.  She started a chess club 
after Winter Break.  Thursdays, during lunch and recess (about 35 minutes after transitions), the 
students she works with in math (around 76 students) can join her for chess.  So far she has 
averaged 30 students excited to play chess each meeting.  They are consistently quiet and in 
control when attending.  Players have never had a problem that cannot be settled.  A Watch 
D.O.G. and another dad have helped those who have not played before to learn.  Dave Holmes 
has also helped to teach strategies.  Students may learn to play on chess club days or have their 
names put into a drawing for match play.  A tournament will start the beginning of March.  
Though Mrs. Smith is not currently a chess player herself, she says she enjoys the chance to see 
students beyond the academic setting.  Chess club was twice a week, but with weaving on 
Mondays, and math support other recesses, time was becoming limited.  During weaving, 
students may choose to come in during recess to create lanyards and key chains.  This has been 
going on for some time.  To give a little context, Harley Robertson, who attended weaving in 
kindergarten, is now taking time to lead weaving as a fifth grader.  I am proud of the efforts of 
Mrs. Smith and our many other staff who go above and beyond to provide further opportunities 
for our students. 
 
New Club 
Our parents want to make our school a better place.  Two parents, Melissa Flatt and Lisa 
D’Emilio, saw an opportunity to further support our third through fifth grade students and set a 
goal to act on it.  They have started an after school club (soon to be named by students) to 
challenge students in such areas as math, science, and chess.  Around 24 students have signed up 
for and have attended the free of charge meetings after school on Thursdays.  Our school district 
is also providing support.  Kris Sawyer is adding her care and talents at meetings starting this 







week. Other parents are helping out at the meetings by doing such things as supporting chess 
games and strategies and an egg drop challenge.  Math challenges and science experiments are 
soon to come.  I look forward to seeing some of the great opportunities offered for our students 
through the end of May. 
 
Attendance 
We do a great deal to support our students, but our efforts can obviously be impacted if students 
do not attend.  Sherri Birgensmith, our counselor, has headed up efforts to help support our 
students in getting to school on time.  A portion of her efforts has included checking all students’ 
attendance at 90 days and communicating with families to offer support when attendance is a 
concern.  Efforts appear to be paying off.  The following shares a bit of attendance data:

The kid did not realize he had won until the ref 
raised his hand.  At that point, the kid raised his other hand and started jumping up and 
down and screaming for joy.

Teaching and Learning Update February 2012 
 
Testing/Assessment- We are currently in the middle of our WELPA (Washington 
English Language Proficiency Assessment) testing across K-12.  We are testing 16 
students this year.  I’m anxious to see the results as Kellie Braaten has worked very 
hard this year in her new position as the ELL (English Language Learner) 
paraprofessional to transition our students out of the program. 
 
High School HSPE (High School Proficiency Exam) testing in reading and writing 
begins the second week of March, 3/13-3/15.  Juniors and seniors who have already 
passed the test and all freshmen will have a late start on those days.  The library will 
be open for study space and the gym for activities for those students who must ride the 
bus but who are not testing.   
 
MSP (Measurements of Student Progress) in grades 3-8 will begin later in April.  We 
will be expanding our pilot of on-line testing to include 7th grade reading this year 
along with the 6th grade reading that we began last year. 
 
Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- We just completed the creation of a historical 
master adoption list for literacy along with all other adoption cycle materials.  The list 
goes back 18 years and includes all reading and writing materials adopted by the 
board during that time period.  I have begun to collect the locations and numbers of 
copies that reside within our district for all of the materials on that list.  The ultimate 
goal is to have not only an accurate inventory but also a tool with which a teacher can 
identify resources throughout the district that will support the creation of better 
learning opportunities for their students.  
 
I have posted our work on the district website on the curriculum page!  You’ll find it 
under the heading “Instructional Materials Adoption List”.  Feel free to browse if you 
have the time and are so inclined. 
 
We just received our samples of K-3 math practice/homework support materials from 
Saxon math.  Those grade level teachers will be reviewing them with the hope of 
confirming our previous work, that indicated that these materials would be a great 
supplement to address many of the parent concerns we all heard in the fall.  I would 
hope that we would have these materials in place for the beginning of school in the 
fall, at the latest. 
 
 
Professional Development- The final class of our winter technology series concluded 
this Thursday with a class on “iPad applications for education”.  Mark’s group of nine 
elementary teachers which he affectionately refers to as “Old Dog III” just finished up 
with twelve clock hours of work around the La Center learning model.  They must 
really appreciate the learning or just like the name, as they’ve all signed up for a 
fourth round and are recruiting new members!   







 
Woodland’s high school principal will be bringing his leadership team to the high 
school next week to meet with Carol and I and do learning walks through the high 
school.  This will be a great opportunity for us to learn from them how they view the 
work we’ve done on our learning model.  We hope to gain insights into how we can 
make our work more accessible to not only them but also some of our own staff 
members who are just beginning to take notice and to consider serious changes to the 
learning environments that they lead.  
 
 
Highly Capable- We have started a new after school club called the “Galileo” club.  
This was the brainchild of two of our parent volunteers, Melissa Flatt and Lisa 
D’Emilio.  The club will meet every Thursday after school for one hour and focus on 
activities that challenge students to think.  Even though it is being funded and 
designed as a highly capable activity it is open to all students grades three through 
five.  With the help of parent volunteers, I organized a chess competition during week 
one and during week two Mr. Lincoln ran an “egg drop” challenge.  Kris Sawyer will 
be taking over leadership of the club as of this week and will organize the activities 
through the remainder of the year.  There is no cost to our families and we had over 
twenty students sign up! 
 
CTE (career and technical education)- Jim Neiman and Carol have been working 
very hard at creating new CTE class offerings for students to consider this spring to 
schedule for the fall.  I’m sure Carol will share with you her excitement over bio-
diesel, power-energy-transportation and automotive technology offerings! 
 
ELL- Just testing as mentioned above. 
 
Grants- We just completed our application for carryover funds for title II part A.  
These are state funds that provide dollars for professional development.  We were able 
to almost double our available funds with this process and now can begin to plan a 
very aggressive schedule of learning opportunities for our staff through the spring and 
summer. 
 
Library- I met with our library staff and the data entry person from each building last 
week.  We were able to standardize our data input into Skyward, our student 
information system, across the district in all fields.  This will allow us to coordinate 
the data in the Skyward system and data within the Destiny program which is our 
library data system.  I know this may seem trivial and mundane but this work will 
make us much more efficient and allow for more accurate and timely information for 
our whole educational community that work with these systems.

I interpret the board’s expectation regarding student conduct and discipline to mean that the 
district must make intentional and consistent efforts to create and enforce student behavior 
standards that are conducive to a high quality learning environment and support the 
accomplishment of the board’s Ends policies.  I further interpret this expectation to mean that 
if the behavior of a student is inappropriate, district staff must design and implement 
discipline action(s) aimed at changing student behavior in a manner that quickly refocus the 
student back onto their responsibility as a learner.

There are two broad expectations with a total of thirteen specific sub-areas described in this 
policy.  The following will address each area of EL-17 as best as possible. At the time of this 
report, I believe that the district is in compliance with each of these Board expectations. 
 
1. The Superintendent may not fail to adopt an age-appropriate, written, student conduct 


and discipline code that complies with state and federal laws, nor fail to: 
  


a. Consult with staff, students, and the community in developing the code. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
Each school has a student conduct code that is modified as needed and submitted to 
the board for approval prior to being printed and distributed to students, staff and 
parents.  Our principals work hard to listen to staff, students and parents in regards to 
determining acceptable behaviors, effective discipline and in the development of 
appropriate solutions.  These discussions occur in a variety of settings including 
building council meetings, parent meetings, board meetings and linkages with 
students, parents and community.  These conversations, both directly and indirectly 
about student conduct provide opportunities for learning about how the code is 
working and/or how to make it better.  Our principals also use periodic surveys 
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(internal and external) to gathering information from stakeholders on school 
environment and discipline concerns.  Student linkage meetings and school leadership 
groups continue to be the best and strongest sources of feedback to our principals in 
their efforts to listen to students about the type of school environment that will best 
serve the broader student population. 
 


b. Establish procedures to prohibit the use of drugs, alcohol, or tobacco products on 
school property, at school-sponsored events, and on school buses. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
The current code of conduct in our student handbooks articulate the expectations that 
school buildings and grounds are drug-free, alcohol-free and tobacco-free zones.  As 
per state law, all school facilities are marked with appropriate signage displaying this 
expectation.  The district also has written policy (district policies 3240, 3240P and 
4215) detailing this expectation as per state law.  
 


c. Establish procedures to prohibit the presence of firearms or other dangerous 
weapons on school property, at school-sponsored events, and on school buses.  IN 
COMPLIANCE 
The code of conduct and district policy are very clear about the expectation that the 
school building and grounds are gun-free and weapon-free zones.  As per state law, all 
school facilities are marked with appropriate signage displaying this expectation.  As 
stated above, the district also has a written policy (district policy 4210) detailing this 
expectation as per state law.  
 


d. Establish an appropriate dress code that is enforced. IN COMPLIANCE 
Dress code enforcement is usually a hot topic in many of the district’s I have served 
in.  However, over the seven years that I have served here in the district, this topic has 
rarely been an issue.  Staff, students and parents as a general rule have a common 
sense of what is appropriate attire for school.  When we do have situations when 
students might push the limits, I feel our principals handle it appropriately and swiftly.  
With all this common effort, we continue to enjoy limited issues with dress code 
violations. 
 


e. Establish procedures to afford students, parents, and school personnel equitable 
treatment and due process with regard to student conduct and discipline issues. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
We continue to be very fortunate to have a preponderance of students and parents who 
take seriously the concept of personal responsibility.  As a result, a culture of informal 
processes has become the rule rather than the exception when working with students 
and parents on violations of the code of conduct.  This effort to keep focused on 
solutions to support student success rather than punishment to provide external 
motivation to comply has resulted in many customized solutions to keep everyone on 
track in order to do their respective jobs in the learning process.  This model still 
honors the student’s due process rights because it is woven into an informal process in 
a way that works.    
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f. Establish procedures for student interrogations, searches, and arrests. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
Our principals continue to work hard to find the balance between respecting student 
rights and ensuring that all students are safe.  They consistently work closely with the 
La Center police department when serious issues arise.  They also take appropriate and 
responsible steps when doing investigations.  As an example of this, our 
administrators have two or more adults present (with at least one being of the gender 
of the student) during searches.  With this in mind, our students consistently are very 
forthcoming with information when confronted, which I believe is a reflection of the 
relationship staff and administrators have with students and parents.  In short, I 
continue to be very pleased with the common respect stakeholders have for each other 
and our school environment. 


 
g. Establish procedures for written appeal to the Board from a decision to expel, 


suspend, or deny admission to a student. IN COMPLIANCE  
District policy (3241P) details the process for appealing a decision to expel, suspend, 
or deny admission to a student.  As stated above, issues are almost always addressed at 
the building level in informal ways through joint efforts with the student, parents and 
the principal.  When they do reach the district office level, I have consistently found 
parents and students to be solution focused and as a general rule very willing to do the 
right thing regardless of whether it makes their path easier or not. 


 
h. Distribute the conduct and discipline code to each student. IN COMPLIANCE  


All students receive a copy of the student handbook at the start of the year (or when 
they enroll as a new student during the school year).  For both middle school and high 
school students, the handbook is part of their required planners.  In the elementary, our 
teachers go over the handbook with students in class.  For the middle school, teachers 
also go over the handbook with students at the start of the year.  At the high school, 
administrators go around to each of the classes to review the handbook.  Any new 
students who arrive after the start of the school year also receive this information as 
part of their registration process.   


 
i. Distribute to each student copies of any significant changes in the code, to include 


changes at the school level. IN COMPLIANCE  
Because our processes are well established, only minor changes are made each year, 
which occur when the student handbooks are published for the upcoming year.  
Therefore, all changes are communicated with students and staff during each 
building’s start-up processes. 


 
 
 
 
 
2. The Superintendent may not fail to ensure that the code is enforced, nor fail to: 
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a. Take appropriate measures to eliminate student behavior that is deemed to be 
habitually disruptive of school operations or the learning process. IN 
COMPLIANCE  
With our focus on student centered learning environments and high student 
engagement in addressing any school issues, a collective effort of students and staff 
with lots of parental engagement occurs in our schools around finding solutions to 
conflicts.  Each building takes on this work in different ways, but the general 
motivation is the same.  We see challenges or conflicts within our schools as learning 
opportunities for everyone and the best way to turn the negative energy behind many 
of these issues into positive requires a team effort rather than a top-down process.  I 
continue to be very proud of our students and staff in their work to transform many 
issues into learning opportunities and thereby not only make the learning environment 
better, but more focused on learning. 


 
b. Identify students at risk of failure due to their conduct, and to provide for support 


services which may help them avoid such failure. IN COMPLIANCE  
We use a RTI (Response To Intervention) process to identify and support struggling 
students before failure occurs.  Whether it is at the elementary, middle or high school 
level, our staff and administrators continue to work hard to be proactive in taking 
action in advance of failure.  


 
c. Discipline a special education student in accordance with the student’s IEP. IN 


COMPLIANCE  
The district continues to be part of the ESD 112 Special Education Co-op to provide 
services for our high needs students.  We continue to focus on putting the student back 
into the center of our IEP (Individual Education Plan) process rather than doing the 
paperwork to drive compliance or protect the district.  This is another example of our 
culture moving towards Learning instead of Compliance.  Put simply, we believe that 
if learning is our focus and the student is central to the process, the legalistic 
(compliance focused) way of doing business will diminish and the energy required to 
achieve a level of “protection” for the district can be spent on supporting the student.  


 
d. Ensure that appropriate disciplinary information is communicated to staff members 


who have direct contact with the student being disciplined. IN COMPLIANCE  
For those staff members needing to know about discipline actions beyond student 
intervention teams, principals use a variety of communication options (e.g. via email, 
staff meetings and/or individual conferences) depending on the severity of the 
situation and the staff’s need to know.

approximately $0.29 per $1,000 of assessed value), 2017 (at a rate of approximately $0.28 per $1,000 of assessed 
value), 2018 (at a rate of approximately $0.27 per $1,000 of assessed value), and 2019 (at a rate of approximately 
$0.27 per $1,000 of assessed value), the proceeds of such levies to be used to build new Sports Facilities on the 
high school campus.
