1.  The meeting was called to order at 7:03 by Mrs. Yaw. Dr. Mansell then explained that this 


workshop was going to be devoted to budget information and designed in a way that would help 


board members understand budget data. The board members would spend approximately ten 


minutes at five different stations with one or more administrator to discuss and ask questions 


around six different budget variables. He asked the Board to keep in mind that we may face 


reduced state funding in next year’s budget and how could we think differently about the learning 


environments we create that would not cause a negative impact. With that, the board members 


began their “rounds” at 7:08 and participated in this exercise until 8:10 when they came back 


together as a board. Dr. Mansell asked for quick feedback about the process and the board shared 


the following: 


A. Liked the format but felt there wasn’t enough time at each station. 


B. Would have like to “teamed-up” with another board member to collaborate on each of the 


questions. 


C. Workshop was well-planned. 


2. The board members also discussed ideas of keeping up with technology, different ways to staff 


classrooms, and reviewing policies to determine if the policy is effective. (E2 & EL3) 


3. The board had a discussion about how to be sure that their policies reflect the board’s desire to 


monitor student pathways (to graduation) and track student progress.  They determined that a 


modification to EL-3 may be in order and asked Dr. Mansell to bring something back for first 


reading at the regular March meeting. 


   


The board did not adjourn to executive session since there was no new information to discuss.  


 


As this was a workshop meeting of the board, no action was taken.

HAWK REPORT MARCH 2011 


 


I would like to dedicate this Hawk Report to Greg Oden. His knee has become an 


educational metaphor in my learning journey the last couple of months. This may sound 


weird but the following analogy has made me think about how we address issues in 


education. While I was listening to sports radio, the question was asked to a trainer, 


“How would you fix Greg Oden‟s knee?” The response was that he would not focus his 


energy on the knee but on the rest of the body as the knee problem was really the result of 


a much bigger problem. The therapist said he would look at Greg‟s ankles, feet, wide 


gait, curved spine and weight to see the impact that it had on the knee. By fixing the rest 


of the body, then effect of the knee would be fixed. 


 


Often the problems (knee) in schools are due to the overall school climate and systems in 


place (rest of the body). A case in point would be bullying. On March 4
th


, Katie Tyrrell, 


Andrea Austad and I presented to the WSU Vancouver campus about bullying. The first 


speaker talked about her program and how she is brought into schools to deal with 


serious bullying issues. On most occasions she comes in for a while, implements her 


programs and goes on her ways. Our approach was different. We said that bullying is a 


by product of a much wider problem which is a school culture. If a school creates a 


climate for students that they feel valued, have a voice and are engaged, then students 


focus on positive elements of education and don‟t get into bullying. Are we perfect? No. 


We still have bullying concerns but we have in my opinion a small scale and a method to 


address it when it comes up. 


 


Another example of a sustaining culture would be our music programs. LCMS hosted the 


Lower Columbia River Music Educator's Association choir festival this year on 


Wednesday March 17
th


 again this year.  Nine schools participated in this event. The choir 


received a 1 and 1- which is an outstanding score. Jefferson MS and Alki MS stayed an 


extra 1/2 hour just to watch our group perform.  The judges commented not on how well 


our students sung but how they presented themselves all day. This is another example of 


the results that occur for students (knee) who live their school lives in a culture of respect 


and high expectations (body). Students are not told „you better behave‟. It is just what 


they do. Thanks to Mrs. Slinkard, the custodial team and the flexible PE teachers for 


making it all come together.  


 


In another choir event, 23 choir students, grades 6-8, participated in the LCRMEA 


(Lower Columbia River Music Educator's Association) Solo/Ensemble festival on 


Saturday March 5th.  The students sang a memorized art song or Italian Aria in front of a 


judge and received advice and a score.  All 23 students received either a 2 or a 1 (with a 1 


being the highest score.)  


 


On March 10th the Jazz Choir was the first middle school invited to participate in the 


Clark College Jazz Festival which has been going for over 50 years.  They also 


performed at Clark College's Evening Concert through a "special guest invitation" and 







performed between the college's women's chorale and their jazz group.  This was a great 


honor and the girls performed very well.  


 


Earlier in the year the Special Education staff were having concerns with a particular 


Special Education student. He was getting kicked out daily and was on the verge of a 


long term suspension. The special education team and I decided to see what we could 


learn from this situation. What we saw was a young man trying to express his frustrations 


at the fact that he was in the same classroom for four periods a day. The structure 


provided was not a supportive environment for the students or the paraprofessional 


working with them. This incident has led to a significant overhaul of our special 


education program. The way that we „did business‟ in Special Education was reviewed 


and subsequently changed. We have moved this students and his peers out of this 


classroom and integrated them back into the regular classrooms. The special education 


para professionals have also gone out into the classrooms to support the students. We are 


currently developing our new special education integration model for our incoming 6
th


 


graders. We also realized that we need to put the Individual back into the Individual 


Education Plan. As we evaluated our procedures we realized that the current model „does 


things to the kids‟ instead of helping the student be an advocate for their own education. 


Working with Special education teachers and administrators from the ESD, Kalama, 


Hockinson and the three La Center Schools we are developing a Student Led IEP 


process. We are also addressing the amount of time that Special Education teachers are 


spending on compliance matters and reducing that time so that they can focus on learning 


as well as having more balance in their lives. Our district, with the support of the ESD 


and other districts has made the choice to address the struggling students in Special 


Education (knee) by addressing the system that supports their learning (body). It is really 


exciting to be a part of it. I would like to thank Michelle Murer and Kristin Lawrence for 


all of their hard work with this project. 


 


Dave Holmes, Jeremy Ecklund and I addressed another issue in our school this month 


which is that highly capable students are not being challenged. During this meeting the 


students analyzed a variety of assessments provided by the staff members for cognitive 


demand. They also gave feedback on how to make it challenging. The next part of the 


seminar was to make their own challenging assignment. I really enjoyed the energy of the 


students when they were given an opportunity to design a challenging project. I am 


looking forward to presenting the final assignments to teachers as there is a lot to learn 


from their example assignments. 


 


A great accomplishment this month was Kristy Schneider and Laurie Cripe receiving a 


grant from the STEM foundation to make Rovers (Remote Operated Vehicles) for the 


new Discovering Engineering class next year. The grant was for $10,500. In true Kristy 


form, minutes after winning the grant, she told me that she had another great idea that she 


was working. I wouldn‟t have it any other way with Kristy. 


 


We are currently in the middle of our Doernbecher Hospital Penny Drive. This year‟s 


drive is more personal this year after the great efforts of Doernbecher to nurse Max and 


Lance Cooke back to health. The devious plot of the students this year is to raise $5,000 







to not only help students but to turn me into a human Rice Krispie Treat. Personally, I am 


rooting for the kids to raise $4,999 so I get out of this sticky predicament. The students 


also held a Doernbecher fund raiser at the Salmon Creek Burgerville. It always blows me 


away that kids will donate their allowances to a cause that many of them have no 


connection. It is once again, the right thing to do Thanks to Mrs. Broten and the ASB for 


another great fundraiser.  


 


One thing that I have learned from the Differentiated Instruction workshop last month, 


this month‟s student led conferences and conversations with students and staff is the need 


for students to understand how they learn and how they can improve on their learning. 


Students see success or failure as effort or not handing things in. They will say that they 


got a low grade because they did not do well on the test. They do not articulate the actual 


skill or concept weakness that they have. This in my opinion is the result of how teachers 


grade and give feedback, not just at LCMS but nationwide. If you look at the average 


grading system of a teacher it will have projects, tests, daily work and participation. The 


system needs to be focused on the actual skills and abilities that they need to develop (see 


Core Competencies and Power Standards) so that students can really know how to 


improve their abilities. This is a discussion that we are starting to have at LCMS and I am 


really excited about where this is heading. 


 


The month will end for me at White Salmon Valley School District to see what their 


schools are working on.  I always enjoy looking at other schools to get new ideas and see 


what other middle school principals are coming from. 


 


If we are looking at another example of high achievement then look no further then the 


8
th


 grade basketball team who had an undefeated season. I would like to say that this run 


will end when the staff plays them on April 1
st
 but it is fair to say that the staff may be in 


trouble this year. My goal on April 1
st
 is to find as many 6ft 5 in substitute for the day

Teaching and Learning Update 


March 2011 


We have had 68, fifth and sixth grade parents attend a SuccessMaker home access 


meeting to pickup software. We will be holding these meetings the rest of the school 


year on the 2
nd


 and 4
th
 Tuesdays of every month at 6 pm so that we can get as many 


students as possible working on this program over the summer.  I spent some time last 


week recreating log-ins and passwords for Pearson On-Line so that they match our 


SuccessMaker log-ins and passwords.  Pearson On-Line is the on-line resource for our 


in classroom math adoption. Parents and students can access their complete textbook, 


print worksheets if lost and get extra help and instruction along with games that focus 


on the current concept they are studying.  This was done for grades 3-5 and teachers 


made an effort to promote this at the conferences this week. 


We have finished the WLPT-II testing (Washington language proficiency test) for all 


of our ELL (English language learners) students and they are off to OSPI. We will get 


results about the same time as we get results from MSP testing. Tina Moore did a very 


good job with this task as the long-term substitute for Sally Doss. 


The first round of HSPE (high school proficiency exam) reading and writing tests are 


in the books. (No pun intended!) Everyone involved, Mrs. Landerholm, the counselors 


and Julie Campbell did a great job of watching the details to provide an errorless 


administration of these tests! Also, we had the best attendance by our 10
th
 graders that 


we've ever experienced. Our next round of testing is for the science HSPE that will be 


on April 12
th
. 


Our “Love and Logic” parenting class for our parents has finished with great success. 


Parents were so appreciative and moved by the class that almost the entire class 


donated back their registration deposit to purchase a library of love and logic materials 


that can be checked out by parents for future use. So… Joni has $795 to create a love 


and logic support library. We are in the process of trying to offer a second class for 


parents beginning on April 11
th
. We are about 1/3 of the way to our enrollment 


minimum right now. 


We just completed our on-line technology assessment of teachers and students. We 


test our students at the 8
th


 grade level and we had 121 complete the survey/assessment.  


In addition 66 certificated staff completed a survey on classroom integration and a 


self-assessment on personal proficiency.  Dan and I will present the results and our 


analysis during the teaching and learning showcase on Tuesday night. 


 
Curriculum adoption work has concluded for the year for all practical purposes.  The 







final social studies purchase will be for a few maps at the secondary level that we will 


acquire over the summer for use beginning in the fall.  We are looking at the 


possibility of changing out one of our current 5
th


 grade science kits for one that ESD 


just developed and Mrs. Bussler tested this fall.  Other than those couple of loose ends 


our focus for the rest of this year will be identifying, recruiting and organizing teams 


from each building to begin the process of reviewing our current K-12 literacy 


adoption along with the latest research and state learning goals.  Again I will give you 


a more detailed picture of this Tuesday night along with a window into the process for 


next year.

LEARNING UPDATE 
 


 WASA Small Schools Conference Presentations – On Monday and Tuesday (March 


14
th


 and 15
th


) I had the chance to attend the Washington Association of School 


Administrators (WASA) Small Schools Conference in Wenatchee.  Small schools in the 


state of Washington are defined as those serving 2,000 or less FTE student populations.  I 


have been attending this conference for many years and find the sessions to be both timely 


and very targeted for the challenges we face in our size of district.  As I had shared 


previously with you, I was asked to present two different sessions at the conference about 


our work in La Center.  The first session was on our efforts to meet the proposed new state 


graduation requirements (a.k.a. CORE-24).  I used the presentation that we created for the 


WSSDA conference last year.  The second presentation was around my dissertation work 


on Policy Governance and how the policies of the board can influence an entire 


organization through the process of creating a board-superintendent learning team.  I 


believe both presentations were well received.  I believe the concepts presented and our 


pathway model resonated with conference participants.   


 


BOARD UPDATE 


 State Budget Update – Yesterday (March 17
th


) the state released its financial forecast for 


projected revenues for the 2011-2013 biennial budget.  The news is not good as they 


continue to project less revenue (approximately $700 million).  This brings their projected 


budget deficit to more than $5 billion dollars.  In short, I believe we will be able to meet 


the challenges the state throws at us with minimal impact to students unless LEA (Levy 


Equalization) is significantly impacted.  This is a huge part of our budget (in excess of 


$550K).  All other cuts will be spread across the board, such as pay cuts or a reduced 


school year.  Furthermore, the “word on the street” in Olympia is that the legislature may 


not come out with their budget until June, which puts us in a real predicament since we 


will have to issue teacher contracts by May 15
th


.  I will keep you informed (as usual) on 


this as the picture develops further.  FYI. 


 Special Education Funding Shortfall for 2011/12 School Year – I serve on our Special 


Education Cooperative Advisory Board at the ESD.  Over the past several months we 


have been working to sort through a significant budget reduction headed our way for next 


year.  We are preparing to cut around $1.5 million dollars from the cooperative budget.  


At our most recent meeting, it was determined that about half of this loss in revenue from 


the state should come from reductions in expenditures and the other half come from an 


increase in fees to co-op member districts.  This increase in fees will result in about a 


$50K increase in expenses to our district.  As we move deeper into the budget 


development process, we will have many areas that will need to be adjusted up and down 


along the way.  Our goals will remain consistent however, and that is to provide services 


to students in order to meet the board’s Ends goals and at the same time stay within your 
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expectations articulated in the Executive Limitations.  Many of my colleagues are 


wrestling with the same challenges/opportunities as we are, but I just have to say that the 


policy framework you have provided me to work within as your superintendent allows me 


to move forward and make decisions in a much more efficient manner because of your 


articulation within your policies.  I just wanted to take this opportunity to not only provide 


you information about the pending changes in special education funding, but to also 


express my appreciation for your clear delineations of what you need me to accomplish in 


my work.  Thank you for giving me such great direction! 


 District Core Competencies and Power Standards – Several weeks ago I mentioned at 


the student linkage meeting debrief that we were working on creating core competencies 


and power standards for all grade bands and subject areas.  We continue to progress with 


this idea and I have shared with all staff a draft of the core competencies.  They are below: 
 


Core Competencies 


1. Students will develop thinking abilities (Cognitive Demand): 


A. Higher thinking (analyze, evaluate, classify, predict, decide, estimate, generalize, 


solve, compare, simplify, design, cause/effect, etc.). 


B. Communications (present, persuade, collaborate, publish, recommend, 


demonstrate, describe, debate, explain, describe, elaborate, etc.). 


C. Goal setting/attainment (brainstorm, envision, research, plan, organize, persist, 


etc.).  


D. Use a quality process (plan, draft, analyze, and revise) when producing products. 


2. Students will become an effective navigator (consumer and producer) of 


information within the collective body of knowledge (Flow of Information): 


A. Be able to use a five-step problem-solving process (identify variables, locate facts, 


evaluate information, create solutions/opinions and test concepts). 


B. Be able to conduct, produce and present research (locate and organize information, 


write, support, present thinking in a varieties of mediums). 


C. Be able to utilize charts, graphs, tables, manipulatives, equipment, models and 


other resources within the problem-solving process. 


D. Possess technical skills to:  


- Read/write with skill and present with confidence: instructions, charts, thank you 


letters, letter of requests, letter of responses, proposals, lab reports, research 


reports, technical documents, summaries, graphs, etc. 


-  Utilize technology: word processing, database, Internet, AV production, etc. 


 


These core competencies in conjunction with course content standards (known as “Power 


Standards”) will focus all of our learning environments in a way that we have not ever 


been able to do before.  I believe this move will be the next leap forward in meeting the 


board’s Ends policies.  In short, this effort will make more visible the types of skills and 


abilities students need not only for success in the information age, but also to become self-


directed independent learners.  To help test these core competencies in designing lessons, 


both of my LCMG groups (a.k.a. Old Dog Teams) will help me learn how to best design 


lessons using these core competencies.  Our belief is that by designing lessons from a 


foundation of the core competencies using the course specific Power Standards will assist 
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us in creating quadrant 1 learning environments to a greater degree.  It should be very 


exciting to see how this effort develops.  


 Bi-annual District Financial Audit – As you know, we are in process with our regularly 


scheduled bi-annual audit.  So far so good as the auditor works to review our fiscal 


records for the past two years.  No news in the past has been good news and so far the 


auditor seems happy.  It is our understanding that their preliminary work should be done 


shortly and we will be having an exit interview within the next few weeks.  Board 


members will be invited to the exit interview and Laurie will let you know when that 


meeting will be.  FYI. 


 WSU’s Rural Education Center – The REC is an organization connected with 


Washington State University that supports small school districts in our state.  Currently, 


the REC has 75 member districts from all across the state of which La Center is a 


member.  I have served on the executive board of this organization over the years and 


have served as the REC executive board president back in 2000 through 2002.  I have 


again been elected to serve as president of the REC executive board for the 2011/12 


school year.  I guess they didn’t learn the last time I served in this position;-)  Anyway, 


this point of service is very timely given the economic issues we are facing in the state as 


well as pressure from some legislators for districts to consolidate.  I am looking forward to 


serving in this capacity, as I believe it is another opportunity (just like the work for the 


State Board of Education on graduation requirements and the associated policy changes) 


for La Center to in the middle of the conversation.

With respect to interactions with stakeholders (parents, students, and the public), the 


Superintendent shall not fail to ensure that parents, students and the public are treated 


with respect and dignity at the district level and within each school and classroom.  


 


Accordingly, the Superintendent may not:  


 


1. Use methods of managing that fail to protect confidential information. 


  


2. Fail to provide for effective handling of complaints.  


 


3. Fail to appropriately involve stakeholders in an advisory capacity in important 


 issues which impact them directly; nor fail to provide to district advisory groups, 


 such as those formed for curriculum, facilities, and levy/bond matters, a formal 


 charter document advising each such group of its purpose, organization and 


 functions. 


  


4. Fail to take reasonable steps to inform stakeholders of those policies and 


 procedures that impact them. 


  


5. Fail to offer a nutritious school breakfast/lunch program which incorporates 


 federal/state guidelines and includes age-appropriate measures to encourage 


 healthy eating habits. 


  


6. Fail to facilitate orderly and appropriate public access to the Board, and to ensure 


 timely and appropriate follow-up in response to expressed public input.  


 


7. Fail to take proactive steps to train teachers to provide appropriate and adequate 


lesson plans for substitutes. 


 


8. Fail to take proactive steps to prepare substitutes to effectively lead a student-


centered classroom in the absence of the regular classroom teacher. 


 


9.  Fail to ensure students starting in grades 9 through 12 have a current high school 


and beyond plan, including a chosen pathway to graduation. 


 


10. Fail to ensure students in grades 9 through 12 make adequate progress toward 


graduation within their chosen pathway.

Chair’s Role  GP-5

The Chair of the Board ensures the integrity of the Board’s processes and normally serves as the 
Board’s official spokesperson. Accordingly, the Chair has the following authority and duties:  
 
1.  Monitor Board behavior to ensure that it is consistent with its own rules and policies and 
 those legitimately imposed upon it from outside the organization:  
 a. Conduct and monitor Board meeting deliberations to ensure that only   
  Board issues, as defined in Board policy, are discussed.  
 b. Ensure that Board meeting deliberations are fair, open, and thorough, but also  
  efficient, timely, orderly and to the point. 
 c. Chair Board meetings in accordance with law and Robert’s Rules of Order. 
 d. Provide a means of collecting monitoring data from all board members, collate  
  and present data to the board for discussion and action.  
 
2. Make all interpretive decisions that fall within the topics covered by Board policies on 
 Governance Process and Board/Staff Relationship, except where the Board specifically 
 delegates such authority to others, using any reasonable interpretation of the provisions in 
 those policies:  
 a. Refrain from making any interpretive decisions about policies created by the  
  Board in the Ends and Executive Limitations policy areas. 
 b. Refrain from exercising any authority as an individual to supervise or direct the  
  Superintendent. 
 
3. Represent the Board to outside parties in announcing Board-stated positions and in 
 stating decisions and interpretations within the areas assigned to the Chair, delegating this 
 authority to other Board members when appropriate, but remaining accountable for its 
 use. 
 
4. With the Superintendent, plan and approve the annual meeting schedule and agenda.  
 
5. When necessary, sign documents as required by law and authorized by the Board.  
 
6. Appoint members to Board-approved subcommittees with input from the Board.  
 
In the absence or inability of the Chair, the Vice Chair shall have all of the powers and duties of 
the Chair.

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Board advisory committees, when needed, will be used to support the work of the Board and to 
reinforce the wholeness of the Board’s job, and never to interfere with delegation of authority 
from the Board to the Superintendent.  
 
Accordingly:  
1. Board advisory committees are to assist the Board, not to direct or advise the staff. 
 Committees ordinarily will assist the Board by preparing policy alternatives and 
 implications for Board consideration. In keeping with the Board’s broader focus, Board 
 advisory committees will not have direct dealings with staff operations unless specifically 
 given that authority by the Board. 
  
2. Board advisory committees may not speak or act for the Board except when formally 
 given such authority for specific and time-limited purposes. Expectations and authority 
 will be carefully stated by the Board to assure that committee authority will not conflict 
 with authority delegated to the Superintendent. 
  
3. Board advisory committees may not exercise authority over the Superintendent or staff. 
 Because the Superintendent works for the full Board, any direction to the Superintendent 
 related to a committee recommendation must come from the full Board. 
  
4. Board advisory committees are expected to avoid over-identification with organizational 
 parts rather than the whole. Therefore, a Board committee which has helped the Board 
 create policy will not be used to monitor organizational performance on that same 
 subject. 
  
5. This policy applies only to committees which are formed by Board action, whether or not 
 the committees include Board members. It does not apply to committees formed under 
 the authority of the Superintendent.
