Elementary Board Report

A Paws-itive Learning Community Striving to Meet the Individual Needs of Each Student
as a Whole Child

Our theme for the month of March is perseverance. Perseverance means not giving up easily.
Even if we have problems, it is difficult or we fail at first, we keep trying. We try hard because
we know we can do it. We can do it! We can do it! The following shares two of our recent
efforts to persevere.

Kindergarten Supporting Our 4-Year-Old Future Kindergartners

Our kindergarten team has been preparing to help support our incoming four-year-olds. We have
scheduled two evenings with our incoming Bobcat Cubs and their parents, April 25 and May 23,
5:30-7:00. There will be childcare provided for siblings. Each of our kindergarten teachers will
join in for the evening to support and get acquainted with our future Bobcats. Our April evening
will start with all in attendance enjoying a dinner of lasagna, bread, salad, and drinks. Those
who choose to drink milk will also have the opportunity to learn how to open the same milk
containers our “big” school students use daily. Our Bobcat Cubs will then work with their
parents to create their own dessert of “dirt” with gummy worms. We will then move on to
working together on activities which will help our future Bobcats prepare their going to school
skills, fine and major motor skills, and learning the alphabet letters basics. All Bobcat Cubs will
be able to go home with their own schoolboxes, pencils, pencil grips, scissors, and crayons, as
well as activities to do at home to further help them be Bobcat ready.

Communication and getting the word out about these events will be very important. We plan to
do such things as send flyers home with our current students, provide flyers to our local
preschools, daycares, and churches (also inviting preschool staff to attend), post messages on our
readerboard, distribute e-mails to those we have on file, and request that the city post a message
on the electronic sternwheeler sign near the bridge in town. If you know of any future Bobcats
or have other ideas for getting the word out, please feel free to share.

A.C.E. Update
The following shares information reported by our K-3 A.C.E. team in February:

In the time we were “off “ for testing, Teresa Smith kept providing special education services and did
some testing. We had 2 classified A.C.E. team teachers attend a math workshop. They will train the
rest of our A.C.E. team on what they learned. We trained/refreshed our A.C.E. team staff on
DIBELSNEXT. Our staff provided three Read Naturally trainings for middle school tutors. We
corrected 467 math tests (some multiple pages), set up spreadsheets, and entered scores for each
student in K-3 for math (Please note: K & 1st =2,170 entries, 2" & 3™=1,400 entries). For DIBELS,
we exported each class to a spreadsheet, cut and pasted to create a ranking sheet for the grade level (a
little time consuming-still looking for a better option). We tested qualified screened students K-3 for
placement in Barton/Read Well programs. Our staff also set up all third graders to use SuccessMaker
Enterprise (name, user name and password for each teacher and student).

K-1 math common assessments given by classroom teachers =217 (Thank you, teachers!)
Number of assessment scores entered for kindergarten & 1% =2,170 (9 subtests and total)

Curriculum - Students have completed this year’s HSPE testing for reading and

writing. Testing took three days for our sophomores and those students that needed to retake the
test. Passing the HSPE is part of the graduation requirements. Results will be posted this
coming fall.

Mock Interviews - This year we tried a new idea for the junior class during HSPE testing. Our
Navigation Captains and Mindy Payne, Career Specialist for the Student Service Center,
designed mock interviews for all the juniors. The teachers prepared students for the mock
interviews with question/answer techniques, resumes, and interviewing skills. Mrs. Payne
organized a panel of interviewers over the three days, giving every student in the junior class an
opportunity to experience what an interview looks like. Thank you to the Board members,
district employees, and community members that helped our students over the three days. It was
a fantastic experience for our students . . . and one student even managed to get a job with the
individual that interviewed him!

Coping with Adolescent Stress and Depression workshop -

Mary Jadwisiak, a field coordinator from the Youth Suicide Prevention Program presented a
workshop for parents and community members on “Coping with Adolescent Stress and
Depression — Preventing Youth Suicide.” Approximately 50 parents attended. Mary provided
valuable information to identify when a child is in crisis and/or heading in that direction. She
also provided informational handouts of organizations to contact for additional information and
support. There is also an upcoming training for teachers and law enforcement, April 9 & 10 for
ASSIST training. I am planning on sending our two counselors and two teachers to attend this
workshop. The LCHS staff attending will share valuable information through a professional
development during our regularly scheduled late student arrival Monday.

Athletics & Activities

Boys Basketball: The boys finished their season with a lost to the Cedar Park Christian who
went on to place 3 in the state playoffs. La Center ended up ranked as one of the top 16 1A
teams in the state!! Austin “AJ” Myers was awarded the sportsmanship award in his final game
as a Wildcat.

Fast Pitch: Has almost 30 young ladies playing and has started the season with 1 — 1 record.

Baseball: s a pre-season favorite to win the league. They are 2-1 in league so far.





Track: has yet to compete in a meet but the boys team is looking strong and the girls team has
some notable talent also. Their first meet is on 3/21 at Woodland.

Boys Soccer: has had a rough start to the season with a 1-2 record but the boys are playing hard
and expecting to see the rewards of their hard work soon.

Teri is excited to
be able to share her information and lab experience with her life science classes. This is a two-
year summer research project. Following each summer of research, Teri will have the
experience of sharing this research at both regional and national Partners in Science conferences.

Students — Congratulations to two of our Skills Center students for their

accomplishments in a mock trial competition. Craig Murray received 2™ place for his defense
on Crisis Intervention (Domestic Violence) and to Samantha Zumstein who received 3™ place on
Problem Oriented Policing.

Students Receiving Awards — Students in the Environmental Studies Class recently completed
Clark County Master Composter/Recycler Jr. Training and all steps in the certification process.
MC/R Jr. is a program of the Clark County Environmental Services Department. Typically an
employee of the Clark County Environmental Services Department instructs a class of high





school students through six established lessons. Some classroom teachers use this experience as
a unit within a science or Civics Class, others use it as a spring board for a project they intend to
do with the instructed class or stimulate interest for an Environmental or Garden Club with their
schools. The Environmental Studies Class used the MC/R training to obtain direct information
to answer questions they had about our class garden and to better understand and expand upon
the class’s waste reduction program within LCHS. Students within ESC completed the six
training sessions, assignments and homework, coordinated and completed class outreach
activities and an independent off-campus project as well. The class is the only one in the county
in which all members were certified, leading the class to be the first Certified Jr. Master
Composter/Recyclers Class!

This past Tuesday, a representative from the Clark County Department of Environmental
Services awarded the members of the class with a certificate of completion. Each class member
is now a registered Composter and Recycler! Fantastic work! This event was held in the LCHS
Library.

Quarantine- The Leadership class had another successful year with the fundraiser game called
“Quarantine!.” Students register in teams of five and compete with each other to make it through
the maze of zombies to help save our planet from a ‘terrible’ outburst of diseases. The goal is to
get five salt packets each and make it to the station that gives you the key antidote. (The antidote
are mentos.) The team then races out of the building to the top of the hill (by the challenge
course) to put the antidote into the special liquid (a litter of Coke) to win the challenge. Over
100 students participated in this fundraiser and had a fabulous time!

Choir/Band Concert — The music department presented an outstanding concert to a full house.
New to the show was a small jazz ensemble that consisted of 6 students. These students met
three times to rehearse and mastered three song selections to share with the audience. One of the
songs was an original composition by two of the students. I am thrilled that students are using
the skills they are learning in the music department to compose and perform their own work.

The Jazz Band, Choir and Concert Band also performed exciting songs. It’s always great to hear
the improvement of each group as the year progresses. Last night’s concert was exciting!

Music Award — Blake Johnston, a sophomore, received a superior rating at the Lower Columbia
River Music Educators Association’s Solo/Ensemble Festival. He competed in the Vocal — Bass
category. In the league, only one student is selected to go to state. Out of all the high schools in
Clark County, Blake was selected to represent the league at state in the Vocal — Bass category.
Congratulations to him!

Board Report: March 2013

This month our students are completing their student led conferences and our staff has worked hard to
support our kids in reflecting on their learning this year. This has also been the theme for our staff this
year.

| have also been doing a lot of reflecting recently in regards to my future career plans. As | look back on
my own life, | have realized that your life is determined by the decisions that you make. In my life that
includes moving to the United States to follow a girl that | was pretty keen on. Another big decision was
leaving a wonderful job at La Center High School in late August 2005 to become the principal at La
Center Middle School. Both of these decisions have brought me a great deal of happiness and | would
not change a thing.

Making these decisions are difficult as | had to leave many wonderful people behind that | was deeply
attached to. So here | am again, making another big decision in my life with a mixture of emotions. While |
am excited about the opportunity to be closer to my family and a new challenge, | am sad to be leaving
my second family in La Center. The way that the students, staff, parents, school board and community
have embraced and supported me is so overwhelming and it will be a hard act to top in any future
position that | have.

So, enough about me and on with the report.

The eighth grade class went to the "College Exploration Day" at WSUV. Students learned about WSUV,
college requirements, what you need to do in high school to prepare for college, and the financial
independence that college can bring. The event was led by college students so students could also ask
questions. It was perfect timing for the students since we have been talking about selecting their HS
courses based on different pathways.

Mrs. Slinkard and her choir have been extremely busy this month. Seven choir students participated in
the Region's Solo/Ensemble Festival, which took place in Vancouver on Sat., March 3rd. Each prepared,
memorized, and performed a challenging solo (some in a different language) in front of an adjudicator;
this judge gave them a score ranging from 1-5 (1 being the best); each solo is judged on every aspect of
their performance (notes, rhythm, dynamics, diction, phrasing, interpretation, appearance of performer,
etc.) All 7 choir students received 1's for their performances.

LCMS is hosting the Region's Choir Festival again this year (4 years in a row) on Tues., 3/26 from
9:30am-1:30pm. Twelve choirs from local schools are participating in this event. This is the highest
amount of choirs at the festival in the past 13 years. Each choir will perform for all the other schools as
well as an adjudicator; just like the Solo/Ensemble Festival. The judge will give the group a score ranging
from 1-5 (1 being the best); each group is judged on every detail of their performance (stage etiquette,
notes, rhythm, dynamics, diction, phrasing, interpretation, facial expressions, blend and balance of
harmony sections, difficulty of song selection, etc.). The festival is highly competitive but a healthy
competition that fosters learning, growth, and support of other performing groups. La Center is a
community that has always supported our band and choir programs so we are proud to host this
competition at at our school.

Due to the large numbers in the drama, Mrs. Slinkard has her students working on 3 different plays at
once. Performances will be sometime in May. There will be some props and concepts added to these
plays. Larry Schneider is currently building an elevator for for one of the plays (called "Trapped"). One





play will take place on a "boat", and some "statues" come alive in a museum during a class field trip for
the third play.

Mike Holland has done a wonderful job this year starting the Math is Cool program at the 6th grade level.
He has worked closely with elementary teachers Julie Smith, Jason Grotte, Karen Alanko and Bonnie
Poffenroth. Here are the results of their efforts.

Fourteen 6th graders participated in practices from November through February 8th when we went to the
competition at Fort Vancouver High School. The team did well competitively (4th place) and had a good
time as well. The team members are excited to compete again next year. Eighteen 5th graders were
practicing from mid- December until their competition on March 15th at Skyview High School. 14 of the
students were at the competition and again competed strongly (4th place again) and felt good about the
time spent and look forward to being on the team again next year. Sixteen 4th grade students have been
practicing since mid-December and will have their competition April 19, again at Skyview. Julie Smith,
Jason Grotte, and Karen Alanko as well as Bonnie Poffenroth have been working with the 4th and 5th
grade teams as well.

Mr. Holland would like to thank parents Betsy Hoppe, Jennie Martin and Rebecca Blanshan for
chaperoning the competitions and have been very helpful making the kids feel comfortable.

As mentioned earlier the Student Led Conferences were held this week. The goal for this year is for our
students to reflect on how they are improving as a learner. Our goal is for our kids to successfully analyze
their work and assess what they do well in their assignments and what they need to improve on. They
must then come up with strategies to improve their work. This has been a struggle at times to get
students to think about more than just putting in more effort to get better grades. When | ask students
what putting more effort into your work means, they are now able to give actually strategies. This is a
critical skill to master and we are working hard to ensure that the students can do that. Our parent
attendance has been great so far for this event. | have been able to host some conferences and really
enjoy seeing the growth in the students. The kids feel pretty good about themselves as they show off their
hard work to their parents.

Our students raised $6,100 for Doernbecher this year. This means that we have now raised over $30,000
over the last six years for the hospital.

Teaching and Learning Update March 2013

Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- Math, math, math! This will be my presentation to the board on
Tuesday night. I will cover the process to this point, the data I’ve collected and the next steps.

Professional Development- 21 teachers and administrators spent the last two Saturdays working
with Mark Church the author of the book, “Making Thinking Visible”. This was one of the best
workshops I have attended in years. Staff learned specific techniques designed to improve or
increase the cognitive demand of their lessons and their learning environments. The staff will now
spend the next five weeks apply these techniques in their classroom. We will meet again on
Saturday, April 27" to share what we learned and make plans to lead a district wide summer institute
in August around these same techniques which will be led by these 21 staff members. This is a
perfect model of peer leadership, collegial sharing and ownership of ones professional abilities and
improvement.

ELL- There is really nothing new to report here. Having lost one family of 6 students our FTE’s
have dropped to a more manageable level but we now have to watch our funding and staffing level
very carefully through the remainder of the year.

Career and Technical Education (CTE)- We have completed our second or mid-year “Community
Advisory” meeting for this year. The group approved the proposed Perkins grant fund expenditures
presented by Mr. Lambert and Mr. Neiman. We will be purchasing a new laptop (pc) for the
business lab that will allow Mr. Lambert to monitor all workstations from one location. (In addition
to other applications) We will be purchasing a number of tools and smaller items for the bio-diesel
program and the automotive class in Mr. Neiman’s area. In addition we talked about and took initial
steps toward creating a better connection with the Student Services Center to facilitate job shadows,
mentorships and tours for our CTE students in local businesses that relate to our classes.

Title I/LAP- We just learned this past week that we were able to re-coup a large portion of last years
budget that we believed had become unavailable in this budget cycle. This will allow us to not only
continue our traditional summer school for K-1 students but we are now able to create a second
summer school opportunity for incoming kindergarteners who we identify as needing a “leg-up!”

Highly Capable- The 5™ grade group of “Math is Cool” students placed 4" in the county in our first
ever contests at that grade level. Our 6™ grade group previously placed 4™ also and our 4™ grade
students are now beginning their work with Mr. Holland, Mr. Grotte, Mrs. Smith and Mrs. Alanko.
A big thanks you to those teachers for their time and energy to offer this opportunity to our students.
Our weekly chess club continues in the K-8 library under the watchful eye of Mrs. Sawyer. We will
be planning a few field trips this spring when the weather clears and “Math is Cool” and Chess club
end. UL laboratories in Camas and the acoustics lab at WSUV are two or our initial destinations for
trips.

Testing/Assessment- Having just completed the high school HSPE (high school proficiency exam)
in reading and writing on March 12" through the 14™, we will now be looking toward the MSP
(grades 3-8) testing window between April 24™ and May 16", This will be followed by the EOC’s
(end-of-course assessments) in math and Biology for high school at the very end of the year. This
last round of HS HSPE testing went very well from an organizational and student focus perspective.
So, a big thank you to Lauri Landerholm and Julie Bentson for their organization and a thank you to
the HS staff and the student services center for their work to prepare students!

BOARD UPDATE

Mr. Cooke — As you know Mr. Cooke is leaving our
district after nine years of service (eight years at the
MS and one at the HS). His passion, energy and
enthusiasm for learning and supporting learners
(students and adults) have been much appreciated. He
will definitely be missed in our district and our
leadership team. We will also miss his humor and his
affinity for motivating students in interesting ways.
The La Center Family owes Mr. Cooke a huge debt of
thanks for his self-less and positively impactful
service.

FCRC Concept — FCRC stands for Family
Community Resource Center and is a concept that was
developed by the Vancouver School District within
schools with the greatest poverty to support students to
build internal and external (relative to the school
environment) learning assets.
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Sherri Birgensmith (elementary counselor) and I have been working on an idea based on
Vancouver’s FCRC model as well as the Boys and Girls Club concept. Sherri, Scott Lincoln,
David Cooke, Kristin Krem (HS/MS counselor) and myself have made visits to Vancouver to
see how FCRCs and their Boys and Girls Clubs work. We observed first hand how these
programs are making a difference in the lives of children and their families that directly

relate to student learning.

We certainly don’t have the levels of poverty that Vancouver has, but the concept of
increasing the learning assets for all students and their families we serve is the foundation of
our research into FCRCs. But imagine taking many of the current supports/opportunities
students now have available to them after school on our K-8 campus (i.e. ASK, Community
Education, Math is Cool, Science Olympiad, Chess Club, etc.) and put them together in a
way that is more intentional at providing learning experiences that build skills and
knowledge as part of a more complete program rather than stand alone efforts as they are

now.

We would build the La Center FCRC using a STEM framework (or better yet STEAM —
Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts and Mathematics) mixed with tutoring supports
using more of a seminar like format. Students would be able to choose to participate in a
variety of learning experiences that interest them thus building greater learner success that

translate over into their regular core classroom work.

The funding for this would come from a variety of sources including student tuition (on a
sliding scale from Free to amounts equal to ASK funding). We could also use LAP funding,
Talented and Gifted (TAG) funding or Levy funds to provide these additional supports.
Furthermore, we could possibly enlist volunteers to teach special classes such as bicycling,
computers, writing, etc. or maybe even provide experiences such as author visits or other
special guest presenters, which will help us keep our costs lower.

In addition to these types of STEAM experiences, the La Center FCRC could also engage
community resources to help students of poverty by providing food, clothing, school
supplies, etc. necessary for students to be successful in school. Parents could also receive
assistance through the La Center FCRC regardless of financial need in classes such as Love
and Logic training, Suicide Prevention, Internet Safety, Help Your Student with Math
Homework, Job Interview Skills and so on. Both parents and students could also be
supported through outside partnership with Mental Health or family counseling, job
assistance or any number of needs based services that will build the external (to school)
learning assets that supports student learning.

Finally, building a La Center version of an FCRC would be a terrific way of engaging
community partners and volunteers in a new way. These partners could include businesses,
Faith Based groups, Service Clubs, HOAs to name a few. We could also use the FCRC
concept to harness the power of volunteers available to us now to a greater degree. These
volunteers could be other students, parents and/or community members. If nothing else, this
research effort into the FCRC model has made me stop and reflect upon how we are
engaging volunteers currently and there is a lot of room for improvement in this area.

In closing, we are actually providing many services to students and families currently, but we
can do even more if we become more connected and intentional with our vision for building
external learning assets for students. This is the foundation of the La Center FCRC concept.
Our FCRC effort won’t happen overnight, but I believe this is a project we need to begin
moving on. I just wanted to share this concept with you so you have a better understanding
of what we are working on as we begin this journey. Like much of our successful efforts
over the past eight years, first comes the idea in concept, then the organization will begin to
move towards the goal in an organic and powerful way... The La Center Way!

Chair’s Role GP-5

The Chair of the Board ensures the integrity of the Board’s processes and normally serves as the
Board’s official spokesperson. Accordingly, the Chair has the following authority and duties:

1. Monitor Board behavior to ensure that it is consistent with its own rules and policies and

those legitimately imposed upon it from outside the organization:

a. Conduct and monitor Board meeting deliberations to ensure that only
Board issues, as defined in Board policy, are discussed.

b. Ensure that Board meeting deliberations are fair, open, and thorough, but also
efficient, timely, orderly and to the point.

c. Chair Board meetings in accordance with law and Robert’s Rules of Order.

d. Provide a means of collecting monitoring data from all board members, collate

and present data to the board for discussion and action.

2. Make all interpretive decisions that fall within the topics covered by Board policies on
Governance Process and Board/Staff Relationship, except where the Board specifically
delegates such authority to others, using any reasonable interpretation of the provisions in
those policies:

a. Refrain from making any interpretive decisions about policies created by the
Board in the Ends and Executive Limitations policy areas.
b. Refrain from exercising any authority as an individual to supervise or direct the
Superintendent.
3. Represent the Board to outside parties in announcing Board-stated positions and in

stating decisions and interpretations within the areas assigned to the Chair, delegating this
authority to other Board members when appropriate, but remaining accountable for its

use.

4. With the Superintendent, plan and approve the annual meeting schedule and agenda.
5. When necessary, sign documents as required by law and authorized by the Board.

6. Appoint members to Board-approved subcommittees with input from the Board.

In the absence or inability of the Chair, the Vice Chair shall have all of the powers and duties of
the Chair.

Board Advisory Committee Principles GP-6

Board advisory committees, when needed, will be used to support the work of the Board and to
reinforce the wholeness of the Board’s job, and never to interfere with delegation of authority
from the Board to the Superintendent.

Accordingly:

1.

Board advisory committees are to assist the Board, not to direct or advise the staff.
Committees ordinarily will assist the Board by preparing policy alternatives and
implications for Board consideration. In keeping with the Board’s broader focus, Board
advisory committees will not have direct dealings with staff operations unless specifically
given that authority by the Board.

Board advisory committees may not speak or act for the Board except when formally
given such authority for specific and time-limited purposes. Expectations and authority
will be carefully stated by the Board to assure that committee authority will not conflict
with authority delegated to the Superintendent.

Board advisory committees may not exercise authority over the Superintendent or staff.
Because the Superintendent works for the full Board, any direction to the Superintendent
related to a committee recommendation must come from the full Board.

Board advisory committees are expected to avoid over-identification with organizational
parts rather than the whole. Therefore, a Board committee which has helped the Board
create policy will not be used to monitor organizational performance on that same
subject.

This policy applies only to committees which are formed by Board action, whether or not
the committees include Board members. It does not apply to committees formed under
the authority of the Superintendent.
