  The following shares some of our 
community’s efforts to improve upon on behavioral environment: 
 
School-Wide Behavior Support Plan Work 
As you know, our behavior and the behavior of those around us impact our learning.  We want to 
continue in our efforts to grow in the area of supporting positive behavior and have been working 
weekly these past weeks (and next few weeks) to develop our school-wide behavior support 
plan. We will have our proposal ready to share with Mark, the Board, and our learning 
community by June 1.  Our main goal has been to create a school-wide proactive behavior 
support system where we all work together to effectively support our students in positive 
behavior. 
 
Our first phase has focused on the proactive support portion of the system.  Our work in this area 
has centered on supporting our students and learning community school-wide in knowing our 
expectations, students learning positive behavior skills, and celebrating success.   
 
Efforts in the area of our community knowing our expectations has included work to develop one 
core behavior expectation/rule for our school, posters sharing simple visuals and text of “looks 
like” and “sounds like” for given areas in our school, a plan for new students to receive a school 
expectations orientation prior to starting school, monthly school assemblies to celebrate positive 
behaviors and experience positive behavior skits, and a student/parent/teacher contract 
understood, signed, and followed by those involved. 
 
Our efforts in the area of learning positive behavior skills has included researching and piloting 
the “Mind Up” brain researched program to help students and staff learn positive behavior skills, 
researching another program to help our learning community become more aware of how our 
body feels during certain experiences and how to adjust when needed, planning how to give 
students regular practice using our problem-solving wheel, planning for locations for students to 
go when they feel they need time to process prior to problems occurring, and creating known 
resources for all community members to access more information on our expectations and 
positive behavior skills when wanted. 
 
Efforts to develop how we will celebrate students’ behavior successes has included work to 
develop personalized monthly certificates, participating in the already mentioned monthly 
assemblies, reformatting our Bobcat slips to better tie into our behavior support system, and 
potentially utilizing our Bobcat slips to work more towards purchasing power with special 
experiences at school. 
 
Our upcoming work starting next week will involve developing our school-wide behavior 
response portion of the system.  I look forward to experiencing how our school-wide behavior 
support plan will better support our students and learning community starting next school year.

C Curriculum -  The Biology and teachers are working together to support students 


in their writing of a biology essay.  The topics are ecology, energy matter and organization, and 
homeostasis, which they call the “Critter Project.”  The students receive support and credit in 
both biology and English from their essay.  English teachers are working with students on 
outlining, drafting and revising their writing.  This has been an exciting cross-curricular 
endeavor done by our two departments.  What we are finding out is by working together our 
students are transferring skills and making connections.  


A Athletics & Activities – We have had a fulfilling month for spring sports with 


some joys as well as some disappointments. The rains continue to cause rescheduling with 
baseball and softball. Ironically, some of the best weather we have had was during spring break 
when no events were scheduled with the exception of one baseball game. Being flexible with the 
schedule has been the most important lesson learned. Unlike the winter season where everything 
is indoors, the spring schedule must be done in pencil.  
 
The Knowledge Bowl Team went to the state meet on Friday, March 21. They competed well on 
Saturday, March 22, but they came away a little disappointed in their placing. How the State 
Meet operates is there is a written round followed by one oral round. Following this, the top 9 
schools enter the semi-finals. In this round, three schools compete against one another. The 
winning school goes to the finals against 2 other schools. Our Varsity Team 2 tied for 10th place 
(one place away from going to the semis). Our Varsity Team 1 qualified for the semis, and in this 
round they tied for the spot to go to the finals. They had to compete in two additional rounds of 
questions before breaking the tie, essential they lost in Double Overtime. Pretty exciting for 
them, but they were a little disappointed in placing 8th in the state. The team was hoping to bring 
home a trophy and they were one place away from doing so. 
 
The Dance Team finished their season in exciting form. They performed very well at the state 
meet on March 29 in Yakima at the Sundome. This team qualified in 3 routines, which no other 
school at the meet could say this. There were 47 schools from the 1A – 3A classifications, and 
about half of the schools qualified in only 1 routine. In order to compete at the state meet, a team 
needs to reach a certain score at the district meet. Our girls competed against 2A schools in the 
Dance routine and the Kick routine since not enough schools qualified from the 1A 
classification. The placed 7th in Kick and 5th in Dance. Our girls had the best chance to bring 







home a state title in the Pom routine since they were only competing against 1A schools and 
there were only 5 schools that qualified. They ended up getting 3rd in Pom and missed out on the 
title by only 1.6 points out of 300 total points. So, they were happy with the score they earned, 
but disappointed with the placing.  
 
 
The Girls Golf Team continues to struggle with wins since we only have 3 girls that have 
continued this far into the season. The good news is that they are all freshmen and have 
committed to finishing all 4 years while helping build the program.  
 
Our Track and Field Team continues to do well. The main competition is Woodland, which 
brings some great conversations up between the two head coaches for each program, to be sure. 
In case you are not aware, the head coach for Woodland is Dave Holmes’ daughter. Our boys 
track team is one of the best we have had in years. They will be pushed on April 18 when the 
team travels to Columbia River to compete in the John Ingram Invitational. This is one of the 
biggest meets in Clark County where are kids can see how they stack up against the bigger 
schools. 
 
The Baseball Team is currently tied with Kalama for 2nd place in the Trico League, with a record 
of 5-2. They have one loss to Woodland, which was a heartbreaker on March 24. We were down 
3-1 in the 6th inning and then we were able to manufacture 2 runs and tie it.  In the top of the 7th, 
Connor Fulton hits a solo homerun to go ahead 4-3 only to have our hearts broken when a walk-
off 2 run homerun is hit in the bottom of the 7th. We will have a chance to get back at them on 
our field, May 2. Our other loss came from Toledo, who is 5th in the league. This loss was 
difficult to take.  
 
The Softball Team is also currently tied, but with Woodland for 2nd place. Woodland, Kalama, 
and La Center all have an undefeated season in league so far. However, since Kalama has more 
wins (6) than Woodland and us (4), they are seated in first place. These 3 teams will be the 
powerhouses not only in our league, but also in District IV. Hoquiam is the other tough team 
from the Evergreen League. And with only 3 spots available to the state meet, it will be difficult 
to see who makes it out of these 4 teams.  
 
The Boys Soccer Team has improved drastically from a year ago. Our new coach has got the 
athletes hooked into his philosophy and strategy of the game. Last year, the team finished 2nd to 
last out of 8 schools. This year, we are currently tied for 1st with Seton Catholic. They, 
unfortunately, have the tie breaker on us, since they beat us on April 14. However, we get to 
have a rematch on May 8 for the last league game of the year. This could be the deciding factor 
on who takes the League Title. Our current record is 6-1. Seton’s record is also 6-1, with their 
only lost to Toledo by a score of 3-1, and we handled Toledo 5-1.  







T Teachers –  Kathy Bounds has had a dream of connecting LCHS to a sister school 


that is from the inner city of Vancouver.  As educators in a small, rural school with little 
diversity, we face a challenge in preparing our students for success beyond this small town.  The 
world IS a diverse place.  The goal of this project is to break down our isolation by establishing a 
sister school with Fort Vancouver High School, which is the most diverse high school in the 
Vancouver School District.  A well-planned sister school program would remove stereotypes for 
BOTH student bodies.  
 
I was able to meet with the Scott Parker, Principal from Fort Vancouver High School.  We set up 
a meeting that took place at LCHS this week.  He brought to the meeting Elizabeth Prager, a 
social studies teacher and Steven Brannon, LAP Advisor.  Attending our meeting was Kathy 
Bounds, Shawn Link, Pete Rosenkranz, Matt Cooke and myself.  
 
Mrs. Prager from FVHS brought a stack of student surveys to the meeting where questions were 
asked of them about LCHS.  We found that the assumptions are pretty much what we expected.  
Many responses were very comical such as ‘do they ride horses to school?’ and ‘there are some 
casinos out there that my parents go to.’  What they know of our school, students and community 
is very limited.  The same goes for our students at LCHS.  Some of our students felt ‘there are a 
lot of gangs that go there.’  Others said ‘they would be afraid to go to that school.’   
 
The first step we are planning is to bring a group of our students from the Leadership and 
Beyond Phoenix class together with the Leadership students from FVHS.  On April 30th, our 
students, Mrs. Link, Mrs. Bounds, Mrs. Stevens and I will spend the day at FVHS.  Mrs. Link 
will have her students help with interactive icebreaker activities.  The students have a goal to 
create a mission statement and name for the group.  Lunch will be provided by FVHS. 
 
The second meeting we plan on bringing FVHS to LCHS so all students can experience the 
challenge course.  This will lead into other student group leaders meeting such as the captains 
from the various upcoming fall sports teams meeting together, bridging the gap between our two 
schools from multiple avenues:  sports, choir, band, art, etc. 
 


S Students - The La Center High School senior class of 2014 has accomplished many 


incredible feats within the scholarship realm. We have between 30-40 students that have been 
accepted to a major university of their choice and are now trying to figure out ways to cover 
expenses. Between 10-15 of our seniors plan to enlist or already have enlisted into the military:  
Army, Navy, Marines, Air Force, and Coast Guard are all represented. We have around 20 







students that have committed to a community college or trade school next year.  Some of the 
school’s students are planning to attend are  Clark College or Mt. Hood Community College as 
well as the International Air and Hospitality School right here in Vancouver, WA. 
  
While not all of our students will receive the grant and scholarship money needed to cover the 
entire cost of attendance, many students have received scholarships and grants that will cover 
some or all for their freshman year of college. Many of us are aware of Kristen Nye acceptance 
into the Air Force Academy, a scholarship worth around $450,000 and an amazing career 
opportunity. Other students worth noting are Sean Williams receiving the WSU Regent Scholars 
award worth $16,000/year up to 4 years which he will use this fall at WSU Pullman. We also 
have several College Bound seniors attending four-year schools next fall including Omer 
Ahmad, Tony Sandoval, and Samantha Adams. The College Bound Scholarship covers the full 
cost of tuition at most two-four year colleges in the state of Washington. Omer Ahmad has 
received several other scholarships worth several thousands of dollars and he should be able to 
attend his first year of school entirely free. 
 
Tony Sandoval was accepted to the University of Washington, Omer Ahmad will attend 
Washington State University in Pullman, and Samantha Adams was accepted to Western 
Washington University and WSU-V. Samantha is a finalist for the YWCA Young Women of 
Achievement Scholarship worth $2,500 and is a finalist for the Rotary Scholarship worth $4,000 
Tony Sandoval is also a finalist for this award and both are interviewing today.   
   
Of the seniors planning to attend a two or four year school, Timm DiStefano was able to have 
about 60%  of the seniors sign up for FAFSA before February 1st. The significance of that date is 
that is when the Washington State Need grant closes. While many of our students did not receive 
funds from FAFSA, typical awards ranged from $1,000-$5,000 with the Pell Grant and an 
additional $2,000-$10,000 from the Washington State Need Grant. Several students received the 
entire $16,000/year from grants alone just for filing FAFSA before February 1st. 
  
One major change this year from last is our seniors were strongly encouraged to apply earlier 
than ever before to four year schools and as early as possible to as many scholarships as possible. 
Offering the College Prep class in the fall as a pilot course proved to be positive for many 
students.  This class prepared students to research a variety of colleges, apply to the college, find 
scholarships that were applicable to their needs, complete the application process and begin to 
learn about the financial needs.  Mr. DiStefano recognized that we were not able to get all 
students the funds needed to attend the college of their choice, but his class took big steps this 
year in the attempt to assist as many seniors as possible.   Students were taught to not only have a 
plan but to put their plan into action. We still are waiting to hear back from several major 
scholarship foundations and our La Center Community Scholarship Foundation.  April and May 
are critical months as scholarships are awarded to students during this time.

Teaching and Learning Update April 2014 
 


*With spring break this report is short both because I don’t want to bore you with 
mundane items, but most because the activity over the last month was simply “doing the 
work”!  This has been a good thing. 
 
Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- After you gave your final approval of the math materials I 
have begun the process of negotiating the actual purchase of those materials.  This is not difficult 
but it is time consuming and very important because of the value of these contracts. 
 
I have completed the district technology availability survey.  This survey focuses on the 
technology that our students have available to them away from school and at home.  You will 
find a link to this report in your packet.  I apologize for the rough formatting of the data but my 
technological savvy wasn’t up to the conversion from Google forms to pdf to word for 
formatting and back to pdf.  That said the information is both accurate and insightful.  We will be 
using this information moving forward when making a number of decisions around adoptions 
and access to instructional materials.  I think you’ll find it very interesting. 
 
Professional Development- We just completed our two-day bicycle-training seminar that I 
know Mark is including in his report so I won’t beat a dead horse. (or bicycle)  Next up, math 
instructional materials use across all three buildings!  These training will be ongoing and much 
of it will occur over the summer preparing for the fall implementation. 
 
ELL- Nothing new to report! 
 
Career and Technical Education (CTE)- We are in the process of starting a “Leos” club (junior 
Lions) to serve as our leadership and service club for all of our CTE students in both the metals 
and woods programs.  The club will be open to all students. 
 
Title I/LAP- Same as last month, planning for K-12 summer school opportunities.  I’m really 
excited about the opportunity to polish and improve the programs that we began last summer 
and expand those opportunities to more students with this year’s enhanced LAP budget.  We are 
currently planning for a four-week summer school from July 28th through August 21st.  Students 
would go full days, Monday through Thursday.  I’m very excited that it looks like we will have 
the budget capacity this year to provide transportation for students.   
 
Highly Capable- The fourth grade math is cool team is competing this Friday and I hope to have 
results to share with you at the board meeting. 
 
We are just beginning our evaluation of students for the highly capable program.  This is a very 
important learning opportunity for us as this will be the first time we’ve assessed K-2 so we will 
have a keen eye on the process and the results that will inform future processes. 
 
Home School Academy- We will be having two parent linkage meetings this coming week to 
gather information and ideas from our current parents as they look back over the current year’s 
successes and challenges.  From those meetings we will implement the appropriate changes to 
program and curriculum and then begin our promotion and recruiting for next year.

BOARD UPDATE 
• Bicycle Grant Training 


Program – As you know, 
we received at $28,000 grant 
from OSPI (Office of 
Superintendent of Public 
Instruction) to implement 
bicycling and safe walking 
to school into our PE 
programs in the middle 
school.  To get ready for 
implementing this new 
program we needed to go 
through a bicycle training 
program. We were allowed 
to have ten people be part of 
this program.  Four teachers 
(Rob Bucklin, Tammy 
Brightbill, Katie Kipp and Mark Totten), two community members (Jen and Tod Surdam) as 
well as four administrators (Lauri Landerholm, Scott Lincoln, Dave Holmes and myself) 
completed the course on April 16th and 17th.  The course included classroom instruction on 
lessons and background information as well as outdoor experiences just like our kids will get 


to experience.  Despite the rainy weather, it 
was a fun experience and everyone involved is 
really excited to have this opportunity 
available for our kids. 


• Bicycle Purchase – The bicycle grant will pay 
for a fleet of 30 bicycles, a trailer to store/haul 
the bicycles, training (see above) and 
curriculum/supplies to bring bicycling into our 
PE programs in the middle school.  I know 
you won’t be surprised, but we will be doing 
things a bit differently.  We have a storage 
facility (the old maintenance shed) so we will 
be purchasing two smaller trailers as 
transporters for off-site trips.  They will be 
pulled behind our new vans.  Also, we are 
partnering with Vancouver Cyclery to 
purchase our 30 bicycles, but we have worked 
out a better deal where they will not only sell 
us the required 30 bicycles, but will donate 10 
additional bikes that are smaller in size.  We 
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will then buy 20 more bicycles of the smaller size from another funding source, which will 
give us two fleets of 30 bicycles.  This will allow us to expand our program from middle 
school (grades 6 & 7) to include fourth and fifth graders as well.  A huge thank you to 
Vancouver Cyclery (www.vancouvercycleryinc.com) for their generous support of our new 
bicycle program. 


• New Executive Limitation Policies – We have been working hard to ready the new 
Executive Limitations for first reading since the last Board meeting.  This work included not 
only the rewrites of these policies, but many other connected policies that delineate the 
process of using the ELs, the superintendent evaluation rubric and associate process as well 
as the annual agenda for organizing the work to get it all done.  I am sure there will be 
corrections and/or adjustments that will need to be made as there always is with these sorts of 
efforts.  This has been a good opportunity to review and rethink our processes.  I hope as a 
Board, you will find it to your expectations. 


• Bicycling In Texas – On a personal note, over spring break I flew to Texas for a four-day 
bicycle tour leadership training from Adventure Cycling Association (a nationally recognized 
touring and bicycle advocacy organization – www.adventurecycling.org). It provided an 
opportunity to meet people from around the country interested in bicycle touring and bicycle 
advocacy).  I met retired teachers, business owners, entrepreneurs and even a nuclear 
engineer, all passionate about bicycling.  I had a chance to meet and learn from a person who 
has led many groups of teens on bicycle tours including across the country rides.  What was 
also interesting, the model they used to create these tours aligned very well with our district 
learning model, which I found fascinating.  It was not only a wonderful get-away, but it was 
a terrific learning experience that I have already found has impacted my practice.  There is no 
doubt that you will hear me talk more about this wonderful learning opportunity.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret this expectation regarding community relationships to mean the Board believes 
the district must interact, support and communicate with the community stakeholders in a 
positive and supportive manner.  In general, using the district’s learning model to engage 
the learning energy of the community in a similar way that we expect staff to use it for 
students. Operating in this way will increase the likelihood that a positive and supportive 
learning culture will be developed for students and therefore maximize the opportunity 
students will have to accomplish the expectations set forth in the Board’s Ends Policies. 


REPORT 
 
There are seven specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 
specific area of EL-2 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 
 


1. Fail to build upon the positive image of the district. IN COMPLIANCE 
I believe we have done an excellent job of building upon the positive image of the 
district over the past year.  Whether that occurred through the media stories about 
achievements of our students or our technological enhancements and the impacts 
it has in the lives of students, to the tremendous partnerships that have occurred as 
a result of the work to improve our sports fields; our district enjoys a very positive 
opinion of the services and value we provide to the citizens of our district. 


 
2. Fail to take reasonable steps to communicate with stakeholders through regular 


communications (e.g. newsletters, website, email, etc.). IN COMPLIANCE 
Over the past year, our key sources of outgoing communication with stakeholders 
has occurred through our website, school and classroom newsletters, as well as 
parent emails.  We are also working to revamp our district-wide newsletter with 
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our first edition coming out this spring.  Additionally, we have used School 
Messenger (telephone communication system) on several occasions to inform 
parents of important news such as when we had a student who brought an airsoft 
handgun to school.  All in all, we receive very positive feedback from 
stakeholders about our communications and responsiveness to inquires.   
 
To facilitate inflowing of feedback from stakeholders as part of essential two-way 
communications, we have organized many different linkage meetings throughout 
the year.  Whether this is with students, parents, staff, community or elected 
officials, linkage meetings provide not only the Board but also the organization 
with valuable perspectives, ideas and feedback from those we serve.  Finally, we 
have put forward many different surveys to stakeholders on various topics such as 
technology, curricular material adoptions and/or scheduling ideas.  Therefore I am 
confident there is ample evidence of not only reasonable steps have been taken, 
but that significant opportunities have been implemented to provide many 
examples of strong two-way communication with stakeholders. 
 


3. Fail to appropriately involve stakeholders in an advisory capacity in important 
issues which impact them directly; nor fail to provide to district advisory groups, 
such as those formed for curriculum, facilities, and levy/bond matters, a formal 
charter document advising each such group of its purpose, organization and 
functions. IN COMPLIANCE 
Over the past year, we have had several stakeholder groups working on various 
projects.  First and foremost we have as a district spent a huge amount of time 
working on the math curriculum adoption process.  Many, many meetings, 
surveys and conversations have occurred.  In the end, I believe the ideas, 
perspectives and energies of all interested stakeholders were included and listened 
to in the process.  As detailed in #2 above, we have worked hard to create 
meaningful two-forms of communication as a way to learn from and 
communicate with district stakeholders. 
 
Additionally, we have worked for a very long time with a group of stakeholders to 
enhance our sports facilities at the high school.  These individuals have worked 
tirelessly and with great passion to see the dream of having a quality field here at 
the high school comes to fruition. This effort didn’t happen without a supportive 
structure and openness to engaging their energies to accomplish these ends. 
 
Finally, we have worked for many years up until this last August with a group of 
enthusiastic patrons regarding our food services program.  This group has worked 
diligently and our staff has taken many of their suggestions to heart and tried 
many new ideas.  With that said, the energy of this joint work seemed to have run 
its course and needed a reset.  Therefore, I disbanded the group and allowed for a 
respite so we could all rethink the direction we are headed.  I fully anticipate this 
group restarting again and serves as a clear example that efforts have been made, 
but they don’t always work out exactly as hoped. But it definitely shows a strong 
desire to engage stakeholder energy that is expected in this policy. 
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4. Fail to build positive relationships with the media as an important conduit of 


communication with the public. IN COMPLIANCE 
As the district spokesperson, I have had many opportunities to interact with the 
media this past year.  This has been through media initiated requests as well as 
district initiated ideas for articles/stories.   The primary media connection over the 
past twelve months as been with the Reflector Newspaper, but have also provided 
information support for the Columbian as well as television stations from 
Portland.   
 
Because of the recent auto accident on I-5 where one of our students was killed 
another was severely injured (along with his mother), we needed to provide 
information as well as coach the media through this stressful time.  We provided 
all the necessary information in a timely manner and did so in a way that 
protected confidentiality of families.  Additionally, we were able to accomplish 
this information transfer in a way that did not disrupt the school environment. 
 
On a positive note, we have had many media interactions about exciting 
happenings in the district that included stories on our students, technology 
enhancements, sports field improvements and alumni connections.  All these news 
stories have served to give information to stakeholders as well as build on the 
positive image of the district to many beyond our district. 
 


5. Fail to build positive relationships with community businesses, service and 
community groups and other community groups involved in building a positive 
school community.  IN COMPLIANCE 
Probably the greatest example of meeting this expectation is our partnership with 
the Lions of La Center.  They have helped in so many ways to enhance the 
learning experience for our kids and make our school community stronger.  From 
their Health Screen Van to partnering with our student food drives; from 
providing resources for making available student backpacks with school supplies 
to making available the crew for football chain gangs, the Lions have worked 
tirelessly to support our students. 
 
Another example of meeting this expectation would be all the partnerships that 
have been engaged to develop our sports field at the high school.  There have 
been so many successful outcomes from these partnerships.  This includes 
funding, grants, equipment, expertise, and technical expertise.  We could not have 
reached the point we are at currently without all these partnerships. 
 
Other positive relationships that have occurred that enrich our school community 
include the Community Foundation, the Casino Charitable Trust, ESD 112 and La 
Center City and La Center Police Department.

2. When Board members incur expenses in carrying out their responsibilities as 
 Board members, they may be reimbursed from District funds upon submission of 
 vouchers and supporting receipts consistent with District requirements. Such 
 vouchers must be acknowledged by the Board Chair or Vice-Chair. In addition:  
 a. Board members will submit vouchers for travel within 30 days of the  
  completion of  travel.  
 b. Board members will submit meeting reimbursement claims within 30 days 
  of the date of expenditure.

 a. By internal report, in which the Superintendent discloses and certifies compliance  
  information to the Board. 
 b. By external report, in which an external, disinterested third party selected by the  
  Board assesses compliance with Board policies.  
 c. By direct Board inspection, in which the Board assesses compliance with the 
  appropriate policy criteria. 
 
3. In every case, the standard for compliance shall be whether the Superintendent has 


reasonably interpreted the Board policy being monitored. The Board will make the final 
decision as to whether a Superintendent interpretation is reasonable.  At the meeting the 
monitoring report is presented, the board will either accept the report as written or table it 
for discussion at the next board workshop.  When approved, the chair is authorized to 
sign the appropriate response document (B/SR-5 ENDS or B/SR5 MEANS) signifying 
the monitoring report meets the expectations of the board or that corrective action by the 
superintendent must be taken to meet board expectations. 


  
4. All policies which instructs the Superintendent will be monitored on schedule according 


to a frequency and by a method chosen by the Board. The Board may monitor any policy 
at any time by any method, but ordinarily will depend upon the following schedule and 
method:

a. All eleven criterion rubric rating sheets with the individual Board members 


ratings shown as an overall framework.  
b. For any rating above or below proficient, specific evidences from monitoring 


reports and/or direct inspections will be included. 
c. And include an improvement plan if less then proficient rating is used that 


addresses the policy implications stemming from insufficient progress toward 
meeting the Ends, or failure to operate within the boundaries of the Executive 
Limitations policies.  


 Nothing in this policy will be construed to imply in any manner the establishment of any 
 personal rights not explicitly established by statute, Board policy, or contract. All 
 employment decisions regarding the Superintendent remain within the sole and 
 continuing discretion of the Board.

The Board’s Policy B/SR-6 provides:  
 
As part of the ongoing monitoring process, each month (except December) as per Board policy 
B/SR-5, Board members will provide to the Board chairperson the required evaluation rubric 
document on the corresponding superintendent evaluation criterion no later then five (5) calendar 
days from the date the monitoring report is due to the Board.  The Board chairperson shall then 
provide to the superintendent copies of all submitted reviews within five (5) calendar days in 
order to provide timely feedback so any necessary changes in superintendent performance can be 
made.  If discussion is needed regarding superintendent performance, it shall be done in 
executive session at the soonest available opportunity. 
 
Annually during the month of January, the Board will produce a formal summative evaluation 
report on overall superintendent performance using the individual criterion reviews that were 
provided throughout the year.  The summative evaluation write-up will be based upon the 
accumulated data derived from monitoring reports on the Board’s Ends and Executive 
Limitations policies during the previous calendar year along with the average of the individual 
criterion reviews provided throughout the year.  However, the Board retains the right to make 
adjustments to all previous monthly assessments if additional information is made available. 
 
The Board chair using the entire superintendent evaluation rubric document will prepare a 
summative written evaluation document that will serve as the official evaluation of 
superintendent performance.  The superintendent and Board shall review this final summative 
evaluation document in executive session. Additionally, the Board and superintendent will have 
an informal end of school year review in June as a mid-year check in, but no summative write-up 
is required.  
 
The purpose of the formal annual evaluation (and end of year review) of the superintendent is to 
summarize actions previously taken by the Board as it monitored Ends and Executive 
Limitations policies throughout the previous twelve months.  This evaluation write-up is to 
provide a systematic review of the superintendent’s performance over time as part of an on-going 
monitoring process relative to organizational performance and consequently the superintendent’s 
performance. Nothing in this policy prevents the Board from not extending the superintendent’s 
contract or terminating with cause.  It is fully understood that the superintendent serves at the 
will of the Board.
