Mr. Taylor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the flag salute. 


AUDIENCE AND BOARD COMMUNICATION: 


 “Say Something Positive” 


Mr. Taylor started us off by talking about the student led conferences at the middle school.  He felt they 


were very successful and his daughter learned a lot.  Mrs. Yaw wished to publicly thank Mrs. Barnes for 


all her years of dedication and service to the district and wish her all the best in her retirement.  We will 


all miss her.  Also, Mrs. Yaw shared that in her view middle school has always been viewed as a time and 


place to be “got through” (hopefully unscathed) but never as very productive.  She is amazed and 


delighted at the work being accomplished at the middle school by our staff and students where great 


things are happening and the attitude is one of “can do”.  Mrs. Chord offered kudos to Lynne Adams for 


all the hard work she puts in and the great job she does with athletics.  She also talked about the work 


going on in MS special education and went on to acknowledge all the many positive contributions made 


by Dr. Mansell.  Mr. Parsons thanked those folks responsible for providing the financial reports the board 


sees each month.  They are informative and well done (good job Mr. Blechschmidt).  He was also 


impressed with the 8
th
 grade parent meeting about registering for high school.  He heard many positives 


about this event from community members.  Mr. Parsons also shared his enthusiasm for the Phoenix 


program recently begun at the high school.  By all accounts the first weekend participation was very 


positive for both students and staff.  Mr. Jones talked about how good he is feeling about the 


WATCHDOGS program at the elementary school.  He feels this is tapping into a huge resource the 


district has not yet accessed.  Dr. Mansell was going to show a video about the wetlands but software is 


not cooperating so he will send it to board members to watch on their own.  He did share the “No, not 


exactly” video with the board.  Mr. Holmes publicly thanked Joni Hancock for teaching the Love & Logic 


class these past few months.  It was a great success and parents participated donated $795 back to the 


program for materials for a parent library.  Very exciting.  Ms. Patton is excited about the in-service the 


high school staff had last week.  The staff thought of 101 positive things to celebrate at the high school – 


even in these tough economic times!  Mr. Lincoln shared that the recent book fair was responsible for 


“gifting” approximately $4,000 worth of books to students, teachers and the K-8 library.  Mr. Cooke 


thanked Mr. Holmes for all his help this year.  He shared that having Mr. Holmes in the position he is in 







has allowed significantly more access to his expertise which has been wonderful.  The impact Mr. Holmes 


is making is showing up across the district.  Also, he is really pleased that kids are still fully engaged at a 


time of year when typically their interest in school starts to wane.

Present:  Mark Mansell, Bob Taylor, Wendy Chord, John Parsons, Todd Jones and Cris Yaw

The annual staff linkage began at 3:15 pm with Mr. Taylor introducing Dr. Mansell.  Dr. Mansell gave a 


brief update on the state of the budget and the state funding as we know it right now.  Mr. Taylor then 


asked board members to introduce themselves before asking that staff introduce themselves.  Topics 


discussed at this meeting were as follows: 


 


1. Math across the district:  Mr. Jones asked about the math curriculum from a staff perspective.  


Mr. Johnson (high school math teacher) answered Mr. Jones’ questions. 


2. Mr. Taylor asked for a perspective on the possibility of a regularly scheduled, late student 


arrival.  The consensus was that collaborative time is definitely needed and will reap rewards 


for students but the elementary staff expressed a few concerns such as the need to not suck up 


the time with staff meetings and the concern that if it is in the morning that is the most 


productive time for most elementary school children.  Of course, the flip side of that is 


research that shows afternoons are much more productive for older students. 


3. Shawn Link talked to the Board about the technology needs of the district.  The current level 


of support for the technology we have is inadequate (in her opinion).  She feels we do not 


even have basic functionality of web-based stuff. 


4. The request for a place to do art was again raised. 


5. There was some discussion about the pathways and graduation requirements. 


6. A plea was made on behalf of keeping class sizes small at the elementary level. 


 


Mr. Taylor thanked staff for sharing and expressed gratitude for all they do. 


 


The annual staff linkage meeting ended at approximately 4:20 pm.  The Board then took a 10 minute 


break before beginning their workshop.  The workshop began at 4:30.  The board debriefed the staff 


linkage, talked some about the pending state budget and it’s possible impacts and adjourned at 5:30.

Our theme for the month of April is diversity.  Some people have different feelings and 


beliefs than I do.  Some people dress and act differently than I do.  Although there are 


many ways we are all the same, I can learn from and respect people who are different 


than me.  The following shares a just a bit of our diverse happenings: 


 


Incoming Kindergarten Parents Round Up 


As you know, we are looking into the options of every other day kindergarten and four 


day kindergarten so that we may better be able to meet our students’ needs in the future.  


In order to gain further parent feedback, we are inviting all potential incoming 


kindergarten parents to our Incoming Kindergarten Parent Round Up on Thursday, April 


21, 6:30-7:30, in the K-8 library.  Those who attend will have opportunities to learn about 


our potential kindergarten models for next year and share feedback.  This is more of an 


informal affair, with attendees choosing table discussions to participate in with our 


kindergarten teachers, current all day kindergarten parents, and incoming kindergarten 


parents who have observed both of our kindergarten models.  We will ask that those in 


attendance share their thoughts regarding the models by filling out a quick exit survey 


prior to leaving.

Teaching and Learning Update April 2011 


 


Testing- We just finished the HSPE (high school proficiency 


exam) science testing at the high school!  This concludes the HSPE 


testing for the year.  They are boxed and shipped!  Thank you to 


Julie Campbell who has done a wonderful job with all of the 


details around this process. We will be doing the EOC (end of 


course) assessments for Math A and Math B starting about June 1st.  


As you are probably aware the state changed graduation 


requirements so that students need only pass one of these EOC 


tests to graduate.  This is a big win for all of our students in their 


pursuit of a diploma. 


 


We are beginning the process of preparing our 6th graders to take 


this year’s MSP (measurement of student progress) in reading on-


line.  This will be the first time we’ve completed any state testing 


in this manner.  Dan Bentson and crew did a great job of preparing 


the lab with the software installs and Tammy Brightbill and myself 


have worked with students to familiarize them with the use of the 


interface.  Once these students are familiar with this format we will 


continue to use the on-line delivery with them as they progress 


through the grade levels.  By doing this and training each group as 


they come through this plan should give us a controlled and 


successful transition to full implementation by the deadline that the 


state is forecasting. 


 


Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- We have completed the review 


and approval of all materials for use during this year.  We will be 


reviewing a group of texts over the next eight weeks to select an 


AP statistics text for next fall.  If anyone knows of a community 


statistician (or closely related field) that you might suggest I 


contact for involvement in this process, I would appreciate the 


referral.   







The final work in this area for the spring is to identify and confirm 


members for an organizational meeting around next year’s literacy 


adoption process. 


 


Professional Development- I just completed and sent out my 


spring/summer professional development needs survey.

LEARNING UPDATE 
 


 Self-reflection on our learning efforts – During the spring of each year, April consistently 


serves as a great time to do some self-reflection.  I believe the reason for this is our work to 


finish the current school year (and fiscal year) with the greatest value and at the same time 


“lay the tracks in front of the train” for the next school (and fiscal) year.  With our focus as 


an organization consistently on learning, I thought it might be a great time to organize my 


thoughts around our learning efforts as a way to both celebrate the work and articulate the 


vision for where we are headed. 


 


Two years ago when the state eliminated our Learning Improvement Days (LID) for 


professional development, many other districts either backfilled this loss or eliminated the 


days altogether.  I’m sure this will not surprise you, but in La Center we approached this 


process a bit differently.  What we did was engage those who were willing (rather than 


herding everyone along) around the idea of the Lab Classroom Project (LCP).  This is where 


teachers learned to change their practice as a learning environment leader rather than as 


deliverers of content.  We started out with five teams that first year and last year the LCP 


idea grew to encompass eleven teams across the district and one team from the Green 


Mountain School District.  The learning these educators accomplished was incredible and has 


served as a key spark of energy that has carried us through the tough times economically we 


all have faced to stay both excited and focused on our mission as a district.  This work has 


been instrumental in not only changing our collective practices, but has also been key to 


eroding so many barriers of isolation that have kept teachers separated and isolated as 


learners. 


 


This year in addition to LCPs there has been an opportunity to form other learning teams 


funded through money set aside in the budget to support teacher learning efforts in what is 


known as Learning Conditions Mini-Grant (LCMG).  The focus of this learning effort was to 


learn how to implement the district’s learning model into the classroom.  I had the pleasure 


of leading two of these LCMG funded teams and they were known as the Old Dog teams (as 


I am the “Old Dog”).  The aim of our learning work was to explore how to intentionally 


create lessons within the district learning model in order to better meet the board’s Ends 


policies.  One of these teams is an elementary level team and the other is a high school level 


team.  I am learning a great deal from these educators about how to help teachers learn to 


intentionally create learning environments specifically focused on meeting the board’s Ends 


policies.  What they have taught me and what we have developed together will lead to a 


systemic effort to align our learning efforts across the district to an even greater degree.  It is 


very exciting work and I believe the dividends we will all gain (especially our students) will 


be profound.  We need to think of LCMG money as seed money similar to Venture Capital 


funds in business, but this seed money is around creating stronger learning environments.  


Not every expenditure will be a winner, but some will change the system. 
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Beyond LCPs and Old Dog teams, I have learned a great deal from those schools that have 


come to La Center to visit and learn about our learning model.  Over the past year we have 


become much more skilled in helping others experience the learning environments we create 


for our students in quick and understandable ways through learning walks.  The most 


interesting part of these experiences is how self-reflective these visitors become after 


learning how to use the processes and tools we have developed as a district team of learners.  


To tap into this experience for all of our own teachers, I have begun a process of scheduling 


learning walks with each of our teachers so everyone can experience the same self-reflective 


experience as well as better understand our learning model in action.  This work will take a 


lot of time and energy, but I think the learning opportunities this effort will generate for all of 


us will be just as impactful as LCPs and Old Dog learning. 


 


Finally, I have learned a great deal from the presentations we have given at conferences over 


the past year.  Our presentation at the WSSDA conference and at ESD 112 on the district’s 


Pathways Model, three presentations for the Washington Association of School Principals 


(AWSP) on Learning Walk and their impacts on our practice as school leaders, and two 


presentations for the Washington Association of School Administrators (WASA) on 


Pathways model and Policy Governance have all added to my learning.  Connecting all this 


work through these presentations clearly show just how much Learning is embedded within 


our culture here in La Center. 


 


Looking forward, I am very excited about the energy building around the idea of a regularly 


scheduled, late student arrival.  As you know, this idea simply takes small chunks of time 


teachers already have (5 minutes before the start of school and 5 minutes after the start of 


school) and coalesces the time into a usable hour each week for staff to use to improve their 


own practice.  How staff utilize this time would be up to them, but I have extreme confidence 


that their hunger for collaboration time to improve their practice is so strong as a result of the 


LCP, LCMG (i.e. Old Dog team) efforts that it will be fun to watch and learn from them in 


the process.   


 


All this energy is directly connected to your work as a board through your own learning 


process embedded within Policy Governance.  Thank you for your leadership, your own 


drive to learn as board members and your clearly articulated expectations around everyone 


learning. 


 


BOARD UPDATE 


 State Budget Update – As you are probably aware, the Senate has now passed its budget 


and it is actually less favorable to K-12 education than the House budget.  From the district’s 


perspective, the biggest negative impact in its original form was the introduction of Average 


Daily Attendance (ADA).  The good news is the backlash was so strong last week against 


this idea that the Senate took that idea off the table.  Once this occurred, I believe that the 


biggest pieces of the puzzle are now in place, but the Senate and the House must now decide 


how to arrange the pieces to make a final budget.  With that in mind, we are now thinking 


there will not be any need for a Reduction In Force (RIF) for staff.  Brett and I feel strongly 


that our previous actions have positioned us well to address the reduced revenues headed our 


way.  Good news to be sure!

Beyond the district budget, the legislature is considering impacting teacher wages in one of 


two ways, so we may be still needing to be cognizant of how this could impact our programs.  


The House is considering freezing all teacher wages and step increases.  The Senate is 


proposing a 3% wage reduction for all teachers.  Since our teachers have not had any cost of 


living adjustments (COLAs) for the past several years, either of these options could have 


significant impacts on our staff, especially our newest and least senior teachers.  How exactly 


this will impact the district is not clear, as our staff as you know are very selfless and 


dedicated.  But at some point I am concerned that these types of financial impacts on our 


teachers will impact our ability to meet the mission.  More on this concern, if and when 


something happens.  


 


 WASA Board Position – I have been elected to serve our ESD 112 region as a board 


member for the Washington Association of School Administrators (WASA).  I have served 


in this capacity previously and have found the connections and opportunities to express 


positions our district faces to be of good value for the time and energy.  Many of their 


meetings are connected to other meetings and/or conferences I attend.  FYI.

CHILD ABUSE, NEGLECT AND 
EXPLOITATION PREVENTION 


Child abuse, neglect and exploitation are violations of children's human rights and an obstacle to 
their educational development. The board directs that staff shall be alert for any evidence of such 
abuse, neglect or exploitation. For purposes of this policy, "child abuse, neglect or exploitation" 
shall mean: 


A. Inflicting physical injury on a child by other than accidental means, causing death, disfig-
urement, skin bruising, impairment of physical or emotional health, or loss or impairment of 
any bodily function. 


B. Creating a substantial risk of physical harm to a child’s bodily functioning. 


C. Committing or allowing to be committed any sexual offense against a child as defined in the 
criminal code, or intentionally touching, either directly or through the clothing, the genitals, 
anus or breasts of a child for other than hygiene, child care or health care purposes.  


D. Committing acts which are cruel or inhumane regardless of observable injury. Such acts may 
include, but are not limited to, instances of extreme discipline demonstrating a disregard of a 
child’s pain or mental suffering.  


E. Assaulting or criminally mistreating a child as defined by the criminal code.  


F. Failing to provide food, shelter, clothing, supervision or health care necessary to a child’s 
health or safety.  


G. Engaging in actions or omissions resulting in injury to, or creating a substantial risk to the 
physical or mental health or development of a child. 


H. Failing to take reasonable steps to prevent the occurrence of the preceding actions. 


Child abuse can include abuse by another minor and so may be included in incidents of student 
misconduct. 


When feasible, the district will provide community education programs for prospective parents, 
foster parents and adoptive parents on parenting skills and on the problems of child abuse and 
methods to avoid child abuse situations. The district shall also encourage staff to participate in 
in-service programs that deal with the issues surrounding child abuse.  


The superintendent shall develop reporting procedures, including sample indicators of abuse and 
neglect, and shall disseminate the procedures to all staff. The purpose is to identify and report as 
soon as possible to the proper authorities all evidence of child abuse or neglect. Staff shall re-
ceive training regarding reporting obligations during their initial orientation and at least every 
three years after initial employment. 


Professional staff is legally responsible for reporting all suspected cases of child abuse and ne-
glect, and all staff members are required to by the district. A certificated or classified school em-
ployee who has knowledge or reasonable cause to believe that a student has been a victim of 
physical abuse or sexual misconduct by another school employee shall report such abuse or mis-
conduct to the appropriate school administrator. Under state law, staff members are free from li-
ability for good faith reporting of instances of abuse or neglect and professional staff are crimi-
nally liable for failure to do so.

Students 


Staff need not verify that a child has in fact been abused or neglected. Any conditions or infor-
mation that may reasonably be related to abuse or neglect should be reported. Legal authorities 
have the responsibility for investigating each case and taking such action as is appropriate under 
the circumstances.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret staff compensations and benefits to be the compensation and support provided 


by the district to its employees in exchange for the services provided to accomplish the 


board’s Ends policies.  This effort manifests itself through the creation of equitable and 


appropriate wage schedules and benefit language within the negotiated agreements and in 


district policies. 


REPORT 


 


There are two specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 


specific area of EL-5 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 


district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent shall not change his or her own compensation and benefits, 


as evidenced by the annual contract and district records. IN COMPLIANCE 


The board approves the compensation and benefits for the superintendent through 


a written contract.  The district fiscal officer and payroll clerk oversees the 


execution of the written contract and follows district policies and the state 


accounting manual for appropriately documenting all fiscal transactions, 


including superintendent compensation and benefits.  State audits of these 


transactions also verify appropriate procedures and protocols are being followed. 


 


2. The Superintendent shall not fail to recommend for board approval salary 


schedules that represent fair and competitive compensation for all employees. 


IN COMPLIANCE 
Each year, a recommendation is made to the board on wage/salary schedules for 


staff (typically in May or June depending on any contract negotiations and/or the 


budgeting timeline).  Certificated staff (teachers) are paid from the state salary 
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schedule so there is no approval of their salary schedule required by the board 


other than the board’s approval of a multi-year collective bargaining agreement 


that calls for paying teachers from the state salary schedule (which has already 


been accomplished).  The board each year, as stated above, approves classified 


staff and administrative staff wages/salaries annually when changes are 


recommended.  With the legislature of late consistently failing to approve their 


budgets on schedule, my recommendations to the board for wages and salaries has 


usually occurred at the June board meeting. 


 


Recommendations for certificated administrative staff are based on a formula that 


is linked to the state teacher’s salary scale that takes into account their longer 


work year and additional position responsibilities (a.k.a. the “headache factor”).  


Classified staff wage recommendations are made as per the collective bargaining 


agreement using the SIRS state-wide survey data to determine appropriate wages 


by comparing what our district pays relative to similar sized school districts 


around the state.  The goal of this effort for classified staff is to make sure the 


wages we offer are maintained at just slightly above the average (mean) 


compensation for our employees relative to their peers throughout the state 


serving in districts of similar size (1,000 FTE to 1,999 FTE students).   


 


With this in mind, the district is not bound to provide wage increases to classified 


staff, but use the SIRS data as a benchmark tool to objectively provide such 


increases as a goal.  With teachers not receiving any cost of living allowances 


(COLAs) over the past couple of years, administrator salaries have not changed 


either.  For all staff (classified and certificated), step increases for years of service 


and educational advancement (teachers only) have been provided in past years 


when called for within the wage/salary schedules. 


 


A special note regarding classified wages:  Since the district has faced significant 


budget reductions from the state over the past several years, we have simply 


worked to maintain the present wage schedule (including step increases) and did 


not utilize the SIRS data this past school year. The goal of this was to maintain 


services and hold onto our classified staff so as to avoid layoffs.  It wasn’t until 


February 2011 that we had to reduce classified staff hours to address the mid-year 


loss of K-4 enhancement funds from the state that we were promised when our 


budget was created in June of 2010.  This reduction in hours impacted ten 


classified employees overall and resulted in two classified staff being laid-off 


from their positions as playground/cafeteria monitors.

Each year, the school calendar is provided at the time of enrollment to each 


household.

Whenever there is a need to change a school calendar (i.e. due to school closures 


for weather, etc.), we use multiple forms of communication such as the district’s 


website, newsletters, notes home or email lists.  Other than school calendar 


adjustments due to weather closures, there were no changes to the calendar this 


past year. 
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3. The superintendent shall not fail to consider a reasonable balance between the 


instructional needs and the extracurricular involvement of students. IN 


COMPLIANCE 


We continue to work hard to maximize learning and minimize impacts on the 


instructional day by extracurricular activities.  Even though we see our 


extracurricular activities as extensions of the learning experiences provided 


students (as expected in Ends Policy E-3), protecting the core of the instructional 


day is essential in meeting the board’s Ends Policies.  With that said, this work is 


an ongoing effort and one that can ebb and flow depending on schedules, league 


changes, home-away game commitments, play-off participation and overall 


participation by students, etc. 


 


4. The superintendent shall not fail to appropriately involve staff in the 


preparation of the calendar. IN COMPLIANCE 


We have used similar processes over the past six years to create calendar 


proposals.  Once a draft calendar is created at the leadership team level, the 


building principals work with staff to gain their feedback.  Sometimes this 


conversation at the staff level generates additional ideas for other calendar 


options, which are considered.  When this conversation is finished, each building 


then votes to decide their recommendation on the calendar.  Once this process is 


complete, a final recommendation is presented to the board for approval.  We are 


required to have calendars for two years ahead.  This process includes the review 


of the previously approved second year calendar (which will become next year’s 


calendar) and a proposed new second year calendar.   


 


This year has taken a more significant investment of energy to create a proposed 


school calendar due to the idea of seeking a regularly scheduled weekly late 


student arrival to support staff collaboration efforts.  This work has taken many 


meetings with a district-wide team of teachers to develop a proposal for parents 


and the board to consider.  With that said, even though it is more complex it still 


follows the expectations of this executive limitation by appropriately involving 


staff in the process of preparing a calendar for the upcoming school year.

Child Abuse, Neglect and Exploitation Prevention 


Each school principal shall develop and implement an instructional program that will teach stu-


dents:  


A. How to recognize the factors that may cause people to abuse others; 


B. How one may protect oneself from incurring abuse; and, 


C. What resources are available to assist an individual who does or may encounter an abuse sit-


uation. 


To facilitate such a program, staff development activities may include such topics as: 


 Child growth and development 


 Identification of child abuse and neglect 


 Effects of child abuse and neglect on child growth and development 


 Personal safety as it relates to potential child abuse and neglect 


 Parenting skills 


 Life situations/stressors which may lead to child maltreatment 


 Substance abuse 


Reporting Responsibilities 


Staff are expected to report every instance of suspected child abuse or neglect. Since protection 


of children is the paramount concern, all staff should first discuss any suspected evidence with 


the principal or school nurse regardless of whether the condition is listed among the indicators of 


abuse or neglect. 


All staff are reminded of their obligation as district employees to report suspected child abuse, 


and professional staff are reminded of their legal obligation to make such reports. Staff are also 


reminded of their immunity from potential liability for making such reports in good faith. The 


following procedures are to be used in reporting instances of suspected child abuse:  


A. Staff shall advise the principal or designee regarding instances of suspected abuse or neglect 


and who reports of suspected abuse prior to contacting state authorities or law enforcement if 


at all possible. In the principal’s absence the information shall be discussed with the school 


nurse or counselor.   


B. The principal or designee shall be responsible for making the CPS contact and must in-


form the staff member that a contact with CPS has been made.  Principals/staff members 


are encouraged to discuss the circumstances with an employee of CPS for assistance in de-


termining if a formal report should be made. The Child Protective Service has the responsi-


bility of determining the fact of child abuse or neglect. Any doubt about the child's condition 


shall be resolved in favor of making the report.  


C. When there is reasonable cause to believe that a student has suffered abuse or neglect, staff 


the principal or designee shall immediately contact the nearest office of the child protective 


services (CPS) of the department of social and health services (DSHS).  If this agency cannot 


be reached, the report shall be submitted to the police, sheriff, or prosecutor's office. Such 


contact must be made within forty-eight (48) hours. 


D. A written report shall be submitted promptly to the agency to which the phone report was 


made. The report shall include: 


1. The name, address and age of the child; 
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Procedure 3421P 


2. The name and address of the parent or person having custody of the child;  


3. The nature and extent of the suspected abuse or neglect; 


4. Any evidence of previous abuse or any other factual information that may relate to the 


cause or extent of the abuse or neglect; and 


5. The identity, if known, of the person accused of inflicting the abuse. 
 


E. Once the principal or designee has made a CPS report, the superintendent shall be noti-


fied.  


Abuse Indicators 


Physical abuse indicators: 


A. Bilateral bruises, extensive bruises, bruises of different ages, patterns of bruises caused by a 


particular instrument (belt buckle, wire, straight edge, coat hanger, etc.).  


B. Burn patterns consistent with forced immersion in a hot liquid (a distinct boundary line 


where the burn stops), burn patterns consistent with a spattering by hot liquids, patterns 


caused by a particular kind of implement (electric iron, etc.) or instrument (circular cigarette 


burns, etc.).  


C. Lacerations, welts, abrasions.  


D. Injuries inconsistent with information offered by the child.  


E. Injuries inconsistent with the child's age.  


F. Injuries that regularly appear after absence or vacation. 


Emotional Abuse Indicators: 


A. Lags in physical development. 


B. Extreme behavior disorder. 


C. Fearfulness of adults or authority figures. 


D. Revelations of highly inappropriate adult behavior, i.e., being enclosed in a dark closet, 


forced to drink or eat inedible items. 


Sexual Abuse Indicators  


Sexual abuse, whether physical injuries are sustained or not, is any act or acts involving sexual 


molestation or exploitation, including but not limited to incest, rape, carnal knowledge, sodomy 


or unnatural or perverted sexual practices. Indicators include:  


A. Child having difficulty sitting down.  


B. Child refusing to change into gym clothes (when he/she has been willing to change clothes in 


the past).  


C. Venereal disease in a child of any age. 


D. Evidence of physical trauma or bleeding to the oral, genital or anal areas. 


E. Child running away from home and not giving any specific complaint about what is wrong at 


home.  


F. Pregnancy at 11 or 12 with no history of peer socialization. 
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Neglect Indicators 


Physical Neglect Indicators: 


A. Lack of basic needs (food, clothing, shelter).  


B. Inadequate supervision (unattended).  


C. Lack of essential health care and high incidence of illness.  


D. Poor hygiene on a regular basis. 


E. Inappropriate clothing in inclement weather. 


F. Abandonment. 


Some Behavioral Indicators of Abuse: 


A. Wary of adult contact. 


B. Frightened of parents. 


C. Afraid to go home. 


D. Habitually truant or late to school. 


E. Arrives at school early and remains after school later than other students. 


F. Wary of physical contact by adults. 


G. Shows evidence of overall poor care. 


H. Parents describe child as "difficult" or "bad". 


I. Inappropriately dressed for the weather -- no coat or shoes in cold weather or long sleeves 


and high necklines in hot weather (possibly hiding marks of abuse). 


J. Exhibit behavioral extremes: crying often or never, unusually aggressive or withdrawn and 


fearful. 


NOTE: Behavioral indicators in and of themselves do not prove abuse has occurred. Together 


with other indicators they may warrant a referral. 


Child abuse as defined by the statutes can be inflicted “by any person” and may include student-


on-student abuse. These cases also require reporting to CPS, DSHS or law enforcement. Child 


abuse in this and all other cases requires two elements. First, there must be injury, sexual abuse, 


sexual exploitation, negligent treatment or maltreatment. Second, there must be harm to the 


child’s health, welfare or safety.

Pre-authorization is not 
 required for instate attendance of meetings or training sessions sponsored by the 
 Washington State School Directors Association (WSSDA).  
 
2. When Board members incur expenses in carrying out their responsibilities as 
 Board members, they may be reimbursed from District funds upon submission of 
 vouchers and supporting receipts consistent with District requirements. Such 
 vouchers must be acknowledged by the Board Chair or Vice-Chair. In addition:  
 a. Board members will submit vouchers for travel within 30 days of the  
  completion of  travel.  
 b. Board members will submit meeting reimbursement claims within 30 days 
  of the date of expenditure.
