Elementary Board Report 
 


A Paws-itive Community  Learning and Playing Together 


Our theme for the month of May is citizenship.  I have an important role in creating a 


paws-itive community for my classroom, school, neighborhood, and town.  I show I am a 


good citizen by following the rules, being kind, and helping others.  The following shares 


just a bit of what has been happening with our citizens: 


 


Kindergarten  


Our 4-Day-K (Kindergarten) team has come together and is already working hard to 


prepare for a great year with our students.  Our teammates are Shawna Dawson, Colleen 


Johnson, Lynette Lindblom, Lola Nordstrom, and Laura Tomberlin.  A recent half-day 


meeting helped them to kick off their effective planning for such things as our upcoming 


parent orientation, June assessments, monthly themes, balanced daily schedules, and 


potential lab classroom work.  As you may have heard, they are also working to better 


support the whole child by preparing to act as specialists for their children in the areas of 


physical education, music, drama and Second Step, and art.  Each will develop their skills 


in an area and support all kindergarten students in their areas of expertise.  Our current 


music and p.e. specialists will support them weekly as coaches/consultants.  Each teacher 


will spend four days of the week without standard specialist supported planning time, 


which will allow them five hours and five minutes on one day each week to collaborate 


and plan to better support our students.  Our 4-Day-K is passionate and ready to roll. 


 


Our kindergarten orientation will take place on May 19.  Incoming parents and 


kindergarteners will attend and learn more about what to expect next year.  This includes 


learning about the 4-Day-K model, meeting the kindergarten teachers and staff, learning 


about our PTO, and hearing about childcare possibilities.  Parents and future students will 


also participate in stations which gain them stamps on their cards for prizes at the end.  


Stations include fun activities in the areas of reading, math, fine motor, life skills, and 


administration.  The activities help participants create a better understanding of where our 


children are in their journey to be ready for kindergarten with activities to experience 


such things as recognizing and writing letters, coloring, and tying shoes.  It should be 


enjoyable for all. 


 


Our June assessments will take place on June 8 and 9.  All registered students will be 


signed up for assessments in the areas of math, reading, speech, and social skills.  These 


assessments will help us to better understand where our students are at in their 


development, share this information with parents, provide ideas to parents so that they 


may help their children grow over the summer, realize who could use the further support 


of our pre-kindergarten summer school, and place students into the classes which may 


best support them in their learning.  Our June assessments have been very valuable in 


helping to get our students off to a great start in their elementary school learning journey. 


 


Students Taking Charge 


Our students continue to help us in our efforts to improve our recess and playground 


experiences.  They have shared how they want to give more immediate feedback.  Our 


playground teachers have created colorfully decorated “Seeds for Thought” feedback 


boxes and sheets which students can utilize at recess to offer advice as to what is going 


well on the playground and what they feel we can do to help improve the experience.  







Numerous ideas have been shared in recent days.  They vary from adding a water slide, 


chocolate fountain, or lemonade stand, to how we can support one another when someone 


does not treat a person with respect.  Idea patterns are beginning to emerge and will help 


us to better improve conditions for the people they matter most. 


 


Student advice has also motivated our playground teachers to create feedback forms to 


better understand how we are supporting our substitute playground teachers and how well 


they are working with our students.  These are reminiscent of the feedback forms being 


used by our certificated staff for substitute information, but with a bit more student input 


involved.  I look forward to experiencing how it helps us out on the playground. 


 


Math and Reading Clubs to Merge Under a New Structure and Name  


You may have heard how we are re-organizing our Math and Reading Clubs.  Next 


school year they will be merged into one learning club (new name still in process) under 


the leadership of Colleen Wing.  There are many reasons for doing this.  Three of those 


reasons include improving effectiveness, efficiency, and collaboration.  Our learning club 


will be moved together into the portable currently used by Math Club and Mrs. Klump.  


Mrs. Klump will be moving into the Round Building and the learning club will be joined 


by Mr. Hall’s special education services.  This combined location will allow all three 


intervention services to work and collaborate together more fluidly.  Our current Math 


Club and Reading Club staff are also currently “cross training” so any member can 


effectively support students in reading and math.  This will add to our flexibility and 


combine our learned wisdom.  We will also be able to do such things as save time by 


having students potentially transition only once if they previously attended both clubs 


separately.  Both clubs have been working hard together recently and will continue in 


order to better create a smooth transition to one effective learning group for next year.  I 


look forward to experiencing how much more effective we will be in supporting our 


students.

C Curriculum-   The AP Biology class will be taking two field trips this 


spring.  The first trip is to WSU Vancouver’s bat lab.  On this excursion, the AP students 


will experience real research.  The WSU-V student who is presenting the information to 


the AP class is a former student of La Center High School, Elana Mart.  The AP students 


will observe ongoing research on the neurology of brain processes in bats.  The hope is 


that this research will open a door to greater understanding of human audiological design. 


 


In June, the AP Biology class will also have the privilege to be a guest group at the 


cadaver lab at Clark College.  The AP students will study human anatomy and 


physiology before attending this presentation.  This is an excellent opportunity for those 


students interested in going into careers as healthcare providers.

We have completed the MSP (measure of student progress) for 


grades K-8.  This is a great feeling to have this behind us and we 


can now get back to focusing on learning.  Thank you to everyone 


involved for the diligent work throughout this process.  I need to 


single out Winnie and Bonnie in the elementary, Jan at the middle 


school and Julie Campbell in the district office for their great 


attention to detail.  We do still have to complete the EOC (end of 


course) assessment for math in grades 8-12.  This will occur during 


the last week of school. 


 


Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- As you may remember from 


my earlier teaching and learning presentation, the updated 


instructional materials adoption cycle, calls for us to begin the 


review of our K-12 Literacy curriculum starting in the fall.  I have 


already begun the process of working with the building principals 


to identify team members from each building to be part of that 


work.  We will also be adding student representation from 


buildings and I will ensure that we have plentiful 


parent/community membership as usual. 


 


Professional Development- As last months attempt to link files 


from this report for your viewing was less than successful; I will 


provide those to you on Tuesday in hard copy.   


 


One of those files was the summary of the professional 


development survey that I did just prior to last month’s meeting.  


The results of that survey will drive my efforts in some way to 


provide what the staff feels they need.

We will 


cover the material between June 7th and August 1st. (give or take a 


little)  


 


CTE (career and technical education)- I would like to thank Mr. 


Pust for all he has done for our students over the years in the 


vocational department.  He was one of the first teachers that I 


substituted for in 1992.  He was our vocational director for a 


number of years and was a real champion for vocational education 


in our district.   


 


We have posted a 1.0 FTE position for welding and woods.  If we 


don’t find the right person to fill this position we may structure it 


as a job share in order to accommodate available talent. 


 


Highly Capable- We have identified a number of areas to use our 


highly capable resources in for this coming year.  We will be 


purchasing accelerated mathematics instructional materials for 







each classroom, grade 1-5, in the elementary.  We are purchasing a 


classroom set of “BotBrain” engineering components designed to 


instruct students in robotics.  These will be used in our high school 


in the physic’s classroom.  Lastly Kristy Schneider will be using 


the remaining funds to supplement her young astronauts club 


curriculum for middle school students. 


 


Ad-Hoc committee to explore Boundary exceptions- I have done 


some work to look at the reasons and frequency with which 


students leave our district for “other” educational opportunities.  I 


have observed for a couple of years with unrest as these numbers 


have grown.  Many of the reasons, fire science or ROTC programs, 


are legitimate reasons that we cannot control, or want to.

LEARNING UPDATE 
 


 What is Quality Learning? – The following is a copy of an article I was asked to write for the 


Washington State Association for Supervision & Curriculum Development (WSASCD) that I 


thought you might be interested in reading. 


    


What is Quality Learning for the Information Age? 
Rethinking how we create learning environments 


 


In the 21
st
 century, the body of knowledge humankind has at its disposal is growing exponentially.  


The “half-life” of knowledge continues to shrink as the overall expansion of knowledge occurs.  


Put another way, this means that what may be considered the “truth” or correct information one 


day may become outdated and replaced the next day.  Just look at a world map from a couple of 


years ago and compare it to today.  Now expand this idea to science, art, literature, mathematics, 


music, engineering, technology, etc. and you will quickly see that simply teaching students what 


they need to “know” doesn’t cut it any more.   


 
Our students must be able to “think” in a process where they are perpetually learning and un-


learning in an ongoing cycle rather than simply learning to know.  Therefore, learning 


environments that are built on a teacher/textbook centered learning model that expects students to 


memorize rapidly decaying information that is disconnected from the learners’ life trajectory or 


fails to engage the learner in meaningful high cognitive demanding work is at best a futile 


educational effort and at worst a monumental disservice to the learner and to our society.  In order 


for quality learning to prepare students for a rapidly changing world, the learning environments we 


create for students must also change. 


 


To achieve this end, our practice as educators must change to support this shift in learner needs.  


The educational opportunity our students need today must be more of a learning platform that 


assists them to learn how to think independently rather than simply perpetuate the factory learning 


model designed to transfer knowledge from the teacher or textbook to the student as if their minds 


are some sort of biological file cabinet.  To do this, we must create powerful, internally motivating 


learning environments that harness the energy behind every learner’s innate human need to learn. 


This work must begin with a redefinition of our roles as teachers from being simply deliverers of 


content (sage on the stage) to seeing ourselves as learning environment leaders (guide on the side) 


who use the content to develop independent life-long learners.  Put simply, quality learning 


environments must be refocused to help students learn how to think rather than learn what to know. 


 


A Learning to Think classroom (or better seen as a learning team rather than as a classroom) must 


be focused on assisting all learners to learn to think by using the content as compared to learning to 


know the content.  The content remains vitally important but for a very different reason than we 


previously thought. Think of the content as more of a learning topography that the learners 


immerse themselves into so as to learn to think and thereby be able to learn anything (beyond the  
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content used) independently of the teacher.  In other words, the content is a means to an end rather 


than the end itself.  A Learning to Think classroom is: 1) Designed to consistently engage the 


learner in both real and meaningful learning endeavors that expect the learner to have cognition 


beyond the memorization level; 2) Allow learners to receive and add on to multiple flows of 


information within and around the learning targets/objectives; and 3) Be built upon a foundation of 


trust that everyone within the learning team (learner and leader) has an innate need to own their 


own learning. 


In conclusion, as educators we need to have a shift in thinking around how we create learning 


environments for our students.  Failing to do so is similar to trying to teach someone how to drive a 


car by only seeing the image from the “rear view mirror”.  As leaders of learning environments, we 


ourselves must look through the “windshield” and into the future and recognize that all signs point 


to a rapidly changing body of knowledge that our students must face.  In other words, our students 


must become independent learners (i.e. thinkers) for a lifetime rather than simply knowers of 


information.  This outcome can only occur if we ourselves as educators examine and change as 


needed first so as to create quality learning environments that are built upon learning how to think. 


Then and only then will our students have a real opportunity for quality learning for the 


information age. 


 


 


BOARD UPDATE 


 State Budget Update – Well, we continue to wait for the legislature to make their mind up about 


which way they will be headed for next year’s budget.  Several times over the past couple of weeks 


we got some indication that there may be some movement and a “behind the scenes” deal would 


appear to have been struck to break the log-jam.  Then the word would come out that progress has 


stalled once again.  Yesterday we started to hear news about the strong likelihood that there would 


need to be a second special session in order to get all the work done that must be accomplished 


even if there were an agreement.  However, today we heard that the House has called all of its 


members in to work through the weekend to get the necessary bills passed to be able to get done 


and go home.  This may once again be a sign that a “deal” has been reached and a budget is on the 


horizon.  But we certainly have seen this movie before so I hope no one is holding their breath on 


this latest version of “As Olympia Turns”.

Charitable Trust the Washington Association of School Administrators’ (WASA) Community 


Service award at an ESD awards ceremony.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret the board’s expectation regarding instructional materials to mean that the 


district must make intentional and consistent efforts to obtain appropriate and effective 


curricular resources that will be used by staff to fuel the process of creating life long 


learners. This will be done through a transparent and inclusive process involving 


representation of all stakeholders of the district. 


REPORT 


 


There are seven specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 


specific area of EL-15 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 


district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure appropriate input from the following 


groups as instructional materials are reviewed and selected: students, parents, 


teachers, administrators, and other staff members involved in developing the 


educational program.  IN COMPLIANCE 


This school year saw the district in a transitional year for materials adoption.  


Dave Holmes now organizes and oversees the adoption of all instructional 


materials.  We have adopted a new instructional materials adoption schedule that 


he presented to the board during his April teaching and learning update.  It can be 


viewed on-line and the actual link is included later in this report.   


 


This year was used to conclude our adoption of K-12 social studies materials that 


was begun last year.  As a result of this work Dave now has confirmed past and/or 


established new practices and procedures for adoptions of materials to meet this 


expectation.  This includes the recruitment and involvement of multiple 


stakeholders representing all owners of the district in the two-year process of 


review and selection of all instructional materials. 
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2. The superintendent shall not fail to address age-appropriateness in the use of 


instructional materials, to include videos.  IN COMPLIANCE 


During review of all curriculum materials, the review teams take into 


consideration age and developmental appropriateness for the targeted student 


population, ability level, as well as being sensitive to any gender bias of the 


reviewed materials.  District policies and procedures (2020, 2020P, 2021 and 


2021P) are guides to help stakeholders with the review of all instructional 


materials and textbooks we use with students.  We have developed guidelines and 


printed guides that encompass the previous policies that our teams use to 


systematically review all materials.  Additionally, trusted outside resources such 


as Horn Book, American Library Association Booklists, and national professional 


organization reviews are used to provide additional information on the 


appropriateness of non-graded materials.  The district also uses materials and 


videos reviewed and provided by ESD 112.  All instructional materials other than 


the traditional print format are also reviewed for appropriateness.  This would 


include videos, on-line resources and other non-traditional formats.  Finally, each 


building administrator is required to review all supplemental instructional 


materials that are not officially adopted to ensure developmental and program 


appropriateness.  


 


3. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure sufficient instructional materials to 


support student needs or to adjust to changes in enrollment. IN 


COMPLIANCE 


When new instructional materials are adopted, an initial implementation-year 


purchase is made based on the projected student enrollment of the first year of 


implementation.  To order adequate materials, the district has found that using the 


projected implementation year student enrollment and adding an additional 5% 


has shown to provide a sufficient quantity of materials.  When the increase in the 


number of students enrolled exceeds the 5%, additional texts are purchased to 


meet the demand.  


 


An inventory of approved instructional materials, along with the required ordering 


information, are kept on file within the curriculum department. This list is used to 


identify the required purchases of necessary classroom instructional materials 


when new classrooms are added. Upon notification of the addition of a classroom, 


the curriculum secretary provides to each building secretary a list of the necessary 


instructional materials that are then ordered by the designated building staff.   


 


When additional texts are needed, post adoption, we focus our efforts on 


obtaining used texts to match the shelf life of our existing texts in an effort to 


efficiently see us through to the next like content adoption cycle. This can be done 


by contacting neighboring districts with larger enrollments or from numerous 


“used textbook” suppliers that specialize in this specific need.  
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4. The superintendent shall not fail to recommend developmentally appropriate 


instructional materials that advance the achievement of the Board’s Ends 


policies and contribute toward continuity, integration, and alignment of the 


curriculum by course and program.  IN COMPLIANCE 


Every effort is made to review all instructional materials and textbooks for core 


courses using research-based criteria that have been identified to meet district, 


state and national standards for the selected content area.  The first year of every 


content adoption begins with the review of the latest research in that content area 


and how that relates to the current goals and needs of the district.  Representation 


of our K-12 professional staff bring their experience, background and 


understanding of this research to the table which merges with the values and 


perspectives of our parent, student and community stakeholders whose insight 


into the materials is invaluable.  The spectrum of both personal and professional 


perspectives shapes the lens that we use to review and select the most effective 


instructional materials.  The second year of the process involves the review of 


specific instructional materials which were identified as meeting the research-


based criteria in year one and then evaluating each publisher or sources material 


for best fit. 


 


5. The superintendent shall not fail to consider the needs of all learners, including 


all levels of ability, when recommending instructional materials. IN 


COMPLIANCE 


For all adopted instructional materials and textbooks, the needs of all learners 


(including all levels of ability) are considered when recommending instructional 


materials. If not already defined in the selection criteria, additional elements are 


developed and defined by staff qualified to address the needs of our special needs 


children (i.e. ELL, gifted, struggling readers, etc.).  As articulated in #4 above, the 


spectrum of perspectives (e.g. students, parents, community members and staff) is 


key to selecting the right materials for the range of learners who will need to use 


the instructional materials chosen. 


 


6. The superintendent shall not fail to conduct a systematic review of materials on 


a scheduled basis or upon formal request by a district stakeholder.  IN 


COMPLIANCE 


An adoption schedule has been developed and is available on the district’s 


website under the curriculum link.  This schedule shows the cyclical nature of the 


timeline where each curricular area gets an appropriate and timely analysis. 


 


The adoption cycle can be viewed on-line at the district website 


(www.lacenterschools.org) and click on the “Curriculum” link on the sidebar.  


From this page you will see the link to the “Curriculum Review Cycle”. 


 


Any request for the review of materials by a district stakeholder may be submitted 


via the “Request for Reconsideration of Materials” form available through the 


curriculum department or the district office.

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In addition any teacher may request the review of specific grade or content area 


material for special or specific needs at any time.  The building principal and the 


instructional materials committee (IMC) would review those requests in a timely 


manner and then submit them to the board for approval. 


 


This past year we had two requests to review the appropriateness of materials 


within the K-8 library.  One occurred informally and the book as moved to the 


high school where it was deemed to be more appropriate.  The second request 


went through the formal process and was reviewed by our librarian, the building 


principal and Dave Holmes as per district policy.  It was determined that the book 


was appropriately placed and the requesting party was officially notified of the 


decision along with their right to appeal it to the IMC for follow-up review.  Both 


of these examples show that the system is responsive to requests for action as 


called for in this expectation.  


 


7. The superintendent shall not fail to develop and implement appropriate policies 


governing access to and utilization of electronically distributed information or 


to develop and implement an Internet Use Policy.  IN COMPLIANCE 


District policies 2022 and 2022P establish the expectations regarding access and 


use of electronically distributed materials and Internet use. These policies govern 


access to and utilization of electronically distributed information in classrooms, 


labs and media centers and to develop and implement the District Internet Use 


Policy.  In reference to curriculum materials, the instructional material selection 


teams worked closely again this year with the technology department and building 


administrators to support and implement these district policies.  The installation of 


a new internet filter this month which is in the implementation and fine tuning 


phase, will further help with the monitoring of the appropriateness of all 


electronic material transfers through the district’s network.

HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS 
High School Graduation Requirements 
 
Each student who has successfully completed an instructional program appropriate to his/her in-
terests and needs shall be awarded a diploma at graduation ceremonies.  The board shall award a 
regular high school diploma to every student enrolled in the district who meets the requirements 
of graduation established by the district.  Only one diploma shall be awarded. 
 
The board shall establish graduation requirements, which as a minimum, satisfy those established 
by the state board of education:

Culminating Project Requirement: 
Each student shall present a completed culminating project for graduation.  The project consists 
of the student demonstrating both their learning competencies and preparations related to state 
learning goals three and four. 
 
Portfolio Requirement: 
Each student as a part of his or her culminating project shall develop and maintain a portfolio to 
be used as a compilation of individual work over their high school career. 
 
5th Year Plan Requirement The High School and Beyond Plan: 
Each student shall have an education plan for their high school experience including what he or 
she expect to do the year following graduation.  
 
Certificate of Academic Achievement: 
Each student shall obtain a cCertificate of mastery Academic Achievement.  The cCertificate of 
mastery Academic Achievement will be issued to those students who successfully pass the 
WASL HSPE exam comprised of in reading, and writing and along with the current state des-
ignated assessment in mathematics.  As called for in state law, students will also be required 
to successfully pass the current state designated assessment in science when it becomes 
available. 
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CCAA Bridges Academy Program: 


The Center for Career and Academic Advancement (CCAA), Bridges Academy is a program of-
fered through the Clark County Skills Center in partnership with ESD 112, and is designed to 
provide high quality vocational and technical education to students who have dropped out of 
high school or are in danger of dropping out due to credit deficiency.  If a student residing in the 
district fails to thrive in regular high school course work and is in danger of dropping out of 
school, they may take advantage of the CCAA Bridges Academy program.  If the student suc-
cessfully completes the CCAA Bridges Academy program, the district Skills Center will award 
the student a state diploma (meeting the state required minimum credits). All students complet-
ing this program are eligible for participation in any graduation ceremony offered through the 
Clark County Skills Center and/or ESD 112. 
 
Credits: 


A credit is defined as 180 (50 minute) hours of planned in-school instruction excluding passing 
time.  No student may earn more than one credit/year to satisfy the state board requirements in 
English, Mathematics and Science except as provided in WAC 180-51-065.   
 
Graduation Requirement Procedure: 


The board shall approve graduation requirements as recommended by the superintendent.  The 
superintendent shall develop procedures for implementing this policy which include: 
 


A. Recommending course and credit requirements which satisfy the state board of educa-
tion requirements and recognize the desires of the citizens of the district; 


 
B. Determining which courses satisfy particular subject area requirements and whether a 


particular course may satisfy more than one subject area requirement; 
 
C. Making graduation requirements available in writing to students, parents and members 


of the public; 
 
D. Granting credit for learning experiences conducted away from school, including Na-


tional Guard high school career training; 
 
E. Granting credit for correspondence, vocational-technical institutes, and/or college 


courses; 
 
F. Granting credit for work experience within an approved vocational program; 
 
G. Granting credit based upon competence testing, in lieu of enrollment; 


 
H. Granting credit for high school courses completed before a student attended high 


school, to the extent that the course work exceeded the requirements for seventh or 
eighth grade. 
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I. Counseling of students to know what is expected of them for completion of their 
schooling; 


 
J. Preparing a list of all graduating students for the information of the board and release to 


the public; 
 
K. Preparing suitable diplomas and final transcripts for graduating seniors; and, 
 
L. Planning and executing graduation ceremonies; 


 
M. Annually notifying 10th and 11th grade students and their parents of the Running Start 


Program and the availability of high-school credit for community college and/or voca-
tional-technical institute coursework; 


 
In the event that the board adopts minimum test requirements, a student who possesses a handi-
capping condition shall satisfy those competency requirements, which are incorporated into the 
Individualized Education Program (IEP).  Satisfactory completion of the objectives incorporated 
into the IEP shall serve as the basis for determining completion of a course. 


 
A student shall be issued a diploma after completing the district’s requirements for graduation.  
A student shall also be advised that he/she may receive a final transcript if requested prior to 
 July 1, following graduation. 
 
However, a student’s diploma may be withheld until the student pays for any school property 
that has been lost or willfully damaged.  Upon payment for damages, or the equivalency through 
voluntary work, the diploma will be released.  The student or his/her parents may appeal the im-
position of a charge for damages to the superintendent and the board of directors.  The student 
and his/her parents shall be notified regarding the nature of the violation or damage, how restitu-
tion may be made, and how an appeal may be instituted.  When the damages or fines do not ex-
ceed $100, the student or his/her parents shall have the right to an informal conference with the 
principal.  As is the case for appealing a short-term suspension, the principal’s decision may be 
appealed to the superintendent and to the board of directors.  When damages are in excess of 
$100, the appeal process for long-term suspension shall apply. 
 
Graduation requirements in effect when a student first enrolls in high school shall be in effect un-
til that student graduates unless such period is in excess of ten years. 
 
In the event that other forms of corrective actions are imposed for violations of school rules, the 
student may be denied participation in graduation ceremonies.  Such exclusion shall be regarded 
as a school suspension.  In such instances, the diploma will be granted.

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High School Graduation Requirements 
 
Publication of Graduation Requirements 
 
Prior to registering in high school, and each year thereafter each student and his/her parents or 
guardians will be provided with a copy of the current graduation requirements.  Graduation re-
quirements shall also be included in the student handbook. 
 
High School Completion 
 
Each student is to develop, update as necessary, and initially have on file a high school comple-
tion plan approved by the parent.  Counselors will provide assistance to incoming ninth graders 
and their families in developing educational plans.  Changes in plans should normally reflect 
parent consent and should be submitted to the appropriate counselor.  At the conclusion of each 
year the school will provide the student and his/her parents or guardians with a report, which re-
flects the progress that has been made toward satisfying the graduation requirements.  If progress 
is not normal, the school will identify alternative courses that can be taken to correct the defi-
ciencies.

Credits 
 
Students shall be expected to earn a total of 24 credits for the class of 2013 and thereafter in or-
der to complete graduation requirements.  For credit purposes, a class must meet for a total of 
180 (50 minute) hours of planned in-school instruction. 
 
Waiver EXEMPTION of Graduation Requirements 
 
The following procedure shall be followed in graduation waiver exemption requests: 
 


A. The principal is responsible for evaluation of educational experiences of individual stu-
dents and recommending graduation to the superintendent when requirements have 
been met. 
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An individual student may be granted an exemption from any requirement in this policy if such 
requirement impedes the progress toward graduation provided there is a direct relationship be-
tween the failure to meet the requirement and the student’s ability.  When a 12th grade student 
transfers from another high school, the student may be permitted to graduate with a lesser num-
ber of credits provided that minimum state-course and credit requirements are satisfied and the 
student successfully passes a full schedule of classes during his/her 12th year of school. 
 


B. Waiver Exemption of graduation requirements is determined by the principal.  The pro-
cedure for processing requests for waiver an exemption shall be as follows: 


1. Request shall be initiated by the parent or the eligible student. 
2. The principal shall investigate the request for waiver an exemption of gradua-


tion requirements. 
3. The principal shall make a determination in writing based upon appropriate data 


and upon conclusions of the investigation. 
4. The principal shall develop appropriate recordkeeping procedures for storage of 


all pertinent data relating to each waiver exemption request. 
5. The parent or eligible student shall be notified that an appeal to the decision on 


waiver exemption requests may be made in writing to the superintendent no 
later than 30 days prior to the anticipated graduation date. 


6. All state statutory requirements must be satisfied except that of Washington his-
tory and government, pursuant to WAC 180-51-075, and physical education, 
pursuant to RCW 28A.230.050, may be waived exempted.  In the latter in-
stance, an individual student may be excused from physical education upon writ-
ten request of a parent or guardian on account of physical disability, employ-
ment or religious belief or because of participation in directed athletics or mili-
tary science and tactics, or for other good cause.  This shall not alter the credit 
requirements established by the board. 


7. A maximum of 1 (one) physical education credit may be waived exempted for 
participation in directed athletics.  A minimum of 75 (seventy-five) logged hours 
in one directed district sponsored athletic activity will be the equivalent of ½ 
(one-half) credit.  An waiver exemption of up to 1-1/2 (one and one-half) physi-
cal education credit for good cause will be granted in hardship circumstances as 
determined by the principal. 


8. A maximum of 1 (one) Fine, Visual or Performing Arts credit may be sub-
stituted with another credit that aligns with the students High School and 
Beyond Plan. 


 
Alternative Programs 
 
Credit toward graduation requirements may be granted for planned learning experiences primar-
ily conducted away from the facilities owned, operated or supervised by a district.  A maximum 
of three credits that are earned from off-site or alternative courses, not including “Running Start” 
or Clark County Skill Center programs, may be applied to a student’s minimum requirements for 
graduation. 
 
A proposal for approval of out-of-school learning activities shall be submitted prior to the expe-
rience, shall be at no additional cost to the district, and shall include at least the following infor-
mation: 


A. The objective(s) of the program; 
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B. The teaching component(s) of the program, including where and when teaching activi-
ties will be conducted by school district certificated staff; 


C. A schedule of the duration of the program, including beginning and ending dates within 
the school year; 


D. A description of how student performance will be supervised, evaluated, and recorded 
by the certificated staff or by qualified school district employees under the direct super-
vision of the certificated staff; 


E. A description of intervention techniques and criteria for their use; 
F. Description of how student performance will be assessed; 
G. Qualifications of instructional personnel; and, 
H. Plans for evaluation of program. 


 
A list of approved programs shall be kept on file in the superintendent’s office.  Reasons for ap-
proval or disapproval shall be communicated to those making the request. 
 
CCAA Bridges Academy Program: 


The Center for Career and Academic Advancement (CCAA), Bridges Academy is a program of-
fered through the Clark County Skills Center in partnership with ESD 112, and is designed to 
provide high quality vocational and technical education to students who have dropped out of 
high school or are in danger of dropping out due to credit deficiency.  If a student residing in the 
district fails to thrive in regular high school course work and is in danger of dropping out of 
school, they may take advantage of the CCAA Bridges Academy program.  If the student suc-
cessfully completes the CCAA Bridges Academy program, the district will award the student a 
state diploma (meeting the state required minimum credits). All students completing this pro-
gram are eligible for participation in any graduation ceremony offered through the Clark County 
Skills Center and/or ESD 112. 
 
Credit for Work Experience 
 
The use of work experience as a part of the educational program of students should be regarded 
as part of the secondary school curriculum rather than just a device to relieve a manpower short-
age. 
 
The following are the bases upon which credit may be granted for work experience: 
 


A. The work program shall be supervised by the school; 
B. The work experience shall be definitely related to the school program of the student; 
C. Credit given for work experience shall represent growth in the student, and the type of 


work done should have definite educational value; 
D. The job in which experience is gained shall provide varied experience; 
E. A work experience program shall be supplemented by an adequate program of guid-


ance, placement, follow-up and coordination between job and school by the career 
placement counselor; 


F. Work experience as a planned part of a school subject may be included in the credit 
given for that subject (e.g., sales training class). 


G. One work credit may be granted for not less than 405 hours of work experience related 
to a student’s school program. 
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H. A student participating shall be legally employed and must have passed his/her six-
teenth birthday. 


I. An employer’s report of the student’s work record, indicating satisfactory progress on 
the job, shall be filed with the school; 


J. The regular state apprenticeship program, where the training is worked out coopera-
tively with the school and meets the standards for graduation requirements, is accept-
able. 


 
Correspondence Courses 
 
Credit for correspondence courses may be granted within the three-credit limitation, provided the 
following requirements are met: 
 


A. Prior permission has been granted by the principal; 
B. The program fits the educational plan submitted by the student; 
C. Credit is granted for the following approved schools; 


1. Schools approved by the National University Continuing Education Association, 
or accredited by the National Home Study Council, 


2. Community colleges, vocational-technical institutes, four-year colleges and uni-
versities and approved private schools in the state of Washington, and 


3. Other schools or institutions that are approved by the district after evaluation for 
a particular course offering. 


 
Graduation Ceremonies 
 
If students fulfill graduation requirements by the end of the last term of their senior year, they 
may participate in graduation ceremonies.  Foreign exchange students with senior status who 
complete a full year experience in good standing will be considered to have met local graduation 
requirements.  Verification of completion for all outside credits from correspondence courses 
must be received in the counseling department prior to graduation rehearsal.  Each student shall 
be awarded a diploma after satisfactorily completing local and state requirements.  Upon request, 
each graduating student shall receive a final transcript.  Each student shall be notified of this op-
portunity at least one month prior to the close of the school term. 
 
Graduation ceremonies will be conducted in the following manner: 
 


A. Each participating student must participate in the graduation ceremony rehearsal.  Each 
student who participates will purchase or rent the proper cap and gown as designated by 
the school administration and the class advisor and officers. 


B. Cap and gown will be worn in the proper manner, as designated by the school admini-
stration and class advisor. 


C. Students who participate will be expected to use good taste in their choice of accesso-
ries for their attire. 


D. Each student who participates will be expected to cooperate with the class advisor and 
to participate in all parts of the graduation ceremonies. 


E. Failure to comply with the above requirements will automatically forfeit a student’s 
privilege of participation in the graduation ceremonies.

The Superintendent shall not fail to recommend to the Board for approval the instructional 
materials and textbooks to be used in the district.  
 
Accordingly, the Superintendent may not:  
1. Fail to ensure appropriate input from the following groups as instructional materials are 
 reviewed and selected: students, parents, teachers, administrators, and other staff 
 members involved in developing the educational program. 
  
2. Fail to address age-appropriateness in the use of instructional materials, to include videos.  
 
3. Fail to ensure sufficient instructional materials to support student needs or to adjust to 
 changes in enrollment. 
 
4. Fail to recommend developmentally appropriate instructional materials that advance the 
 achievement of the Board’s Ends policies and contribute toward continuity, integration, 
 and alignment of the curriculum by course and program. 
  
5. Fail to consider the needs of all learners, including all levels of ability, when 
 recommending instructional materials.  
 
6. Fail to conduct a systematic review of materials on a scheduled basis or upon formal 
 request by a district stakeholder. 
  
7. Fail to develop and implement appropriate policies governing access to and utilization of 


electronically distributed information or to develop and implement an Internet Use 
Policy. 


 
8. Fail to develop a multi-year curriculum adoption cycle and to disseminate each fall the 


specific curricular area(s) under review for that year so that students, parents and/or 
community members may have ample notice of opportunity to participate in the review 
and selection process.

In order to build and maintain productive and effective relationships, Board members shall 
establish a system of communication that builds upon mutual respect and trust.  
 
Accordingly, members will:  
1. Exercise honesty in all communication.  
2. Demonstrate respect for each other.  
3. Focus on issues, not on personalities.  
4. Assume and practice trust.  
5. Maintain focus on shared goals.  
6. Communicate in a timely manner to avoid surprises.  
7. Support majority decisions of the Board.  
8. Withhold judgment on issues until fully informed.  
9. Seek first to understand rather than to be understood.  
10. Criticize privately, praise publicly.  
11. Maintain confidentiality.  
12. Openly share concerns, issues, and interests.  
13. Assume a non-defensive posture, taking the initiative to communicate and ask questions 
 for clarification.  
14. Share information and knowledge.  
15. Give direction as the whole, not as individuals.  
16. Protect and promote the integrity and reputation of the district.  
17. Support the Superintendent/staff in their roles.

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The Board commits itself and its members to ethical, businesslike and lawful conduct, including 
proper use of authority and appropriate decorum when acting as Board members.  The Board 
acting in its legislative capacity shall have the authority and responsibility to interpret and apply 
these standards of conduct.  
 
Accordingly:  
1. Board members will represent the interests of the citizens of the entire school district. 
 This accountability to the whole district supersedes any conflicting loyalty to other 
 advocacy or interest groups or membership on other boards or staffs or the personal 
 interest of any Board member who is also a parent of a student in the district or a relative 
 of an employee of the  district.  
 
2.  Board members may not attempt to exercise individual authority over the organization 
 except as explicitly set forth in Board policies. 
 a. Members’ interaction with the Superintendent or with staff must recognize the  
  lack of authority vested in individuals except when explicitly authorized by the  
  Board. 
 b. Members’ interaction with the public, press or other entities must recognize the  
  same limitation and the inability of any Board member to speak for the Board  
  except to repeat explicitly stated Board decisions. 
 c. Members will not publicly express individual negative judgments about   
  Superintendent or staff performance. Any such judgments of Superintendent or  
  staff performance will be made only by the full Board, meeting in executive  
  session as appropriate. 
 d. Members will refer to the Superintendent or to his/her designated representative  
  any complaints or concerns about operational issues.  
 
3. Board members shall maintain the confidentiality appropriate to issues of a sensitive 
 nature, especially those discussed in executive session.
