Teaching and Learning Update 
August 2010 


 
Volunteers- I have been working with Principals, primarily at the K-8 campus to 
recruit and communicate with new and returning volunteers. The ultimate goal is 
to increase both the number of volunteer hours spent in classrooms and other 
areas as well as the effectiveness of those hours.  I will be designing and leading a 
number of volunteer institutes as the year gets underway to help support our 
volunteers in their work in the classroom.  I plan to start with basic issues like, 
do’s and don’ts in the classroom, boundary invasion, confidentiality etc.  I will 
follow this up with actual learning opportunities around questioning techniques, 
small group instruction, promoting student confidence and expression etc. 
 
Substitutes- Like volunteers, substitutes have a huge, cumulative impact on our 
learning environments.  Last year, substitutes had in excess of 250,000 student 
contact hours with our students.  The goal is to offer a number of seminars for 
substitutes that will focus on our district learning model which will help them 
lead quality quadrant one learning environments.  Even though we will not be 
paying substitutes to attend, we will be offering clock hours to help them 
maintain certification.  I believe we may be able to attract the best subs from 
surrounding districts to bolster our ranks and give us choice in future 
assignments based on both participation in the seminars and success in the 
classroom.  The first seminar is scheduled for Sept. 2nd from 5-8 pm in the HS 
library.  We already have over 20 substitutes signed up.  Anyone who is curious is 
invited.   
 
HSPE/MSP Testing- I just received access to our grade level reports from OSPI 
and we are in the process of reviewing all of the results.  In general, we made nice 
improvements in most grade levels and subjects.  There are also a few grade level 
subjects that show a need for continued focused work.  That said there are many 
areas for celebration of success from past focused efforts.  I will have a detailed 
report for you at the November board meeting.  At that point in time we will have 
a full analysis of the results and will likely have plans in place to address the 
identified goals that evolve from our analysis.  The state results will be 
announced on August 31st.  I do not have access to these at this time. 
 
Lab Classroom Project- We had our first LCP summer seminar on 8/10 and our 
next one is this Thursday, 8/19.  We have a total of 50 teachers participating in 
this professional development opportunity this year.  The first seminar was very 
successful based on participant reviews. Like we expect from our teachers, I will 
be making minor changes to the 8/19 seminar in response to their experiences 







and suggestions.  The energy and professional work that is coming out of these 
seminars and the LCP in general is very exciting. 
 
ACT test score results- Check out the link to this report!  Our students did very 
well scoring well above the state average on the composite index and way, way 
above the national average.  The ACT is, unlike the SAT, generally only taken by 
the 4 year university bound student.  Although we only had 10 students take the 
test, their scores indicate that this subgroup is achieving at very high levels and 
is, as “Making Learning Whole” describes, playing well “out of town”! 
 
I have nothing currently to report on title IIa, ESL/ELL, vocational education, 
curriculum adoptions, igrants, or highly capable.

The high school staff and administration moved 


to meet these concerns by providing additional supports, creating new classes and 


schedules as well as provide summer fill-in session to help those recover both 


missed skills and meet their credit requirements without having to take the whole 


course over again for those who did not pass freshman math.  All this shows that 


district staff listened, modified and supported when concerns were raised.

As superintendent, I approve all hires before I formally recommend them to the 


board for final approval.  We have a good track record of being able to find 


candidates with the needed qualifications or develop a plan to get new staff hires 


that match our needs ready to meet both state and national highly qualified status, 
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even in specialty areas where we have traditionally struggled to find ample 


candidates.  


 


3. The Superintendent shall not fail to operate with written personnel policies 


which:  


  a. Clarify personnel rules and procedures for staff.  


  b. Provide for effective handling of grievances.  


  c. Include adequate job descriptions for all staff positions.  


  d. Protect against discrimination, harassment, or other mistreatment.  


IN COMPLIANCE 


District policies and procedures are available on-line and accessible to all staff.  


 


4. The Superintendent shall not prevent employees from grieving to the Board 


when internal grievance procedures have been exhausted and the employee 


alleges that Board policy has been violated. IN COMPLIANCE 


We had one grievance this year from a classified employee.  There are multiple 


steps agreed upon in collective bargaining language as part of the grievance 


process and the board gets involved at step 4.  This grievance progressed to step 3 


when at such time the Union failed to timely progress the grievance to the next 


step.  Therefore, as per the contract, the grievance became null and void.   


 


5. The Superintendent shall not fail to protect confidential information. IN 


COMPLIANCE 


Staff records and information are kept confidential and are secured in locked 


cabinets and/or within secure rooms with limited access.  As stated in EL-3 


monitoring report, the district continues to work hard to make sure confidential 


information is secured and managed effectively.  As confidential documents 


become out of date or non-useful, the district uses the service of a secure 


shredding company to further protect this information from being accessed by 


unauthorized individuals. 


 


6. The Superintendent shall not fail to establish and maintain a working 


environment for staff that is safe, civil and conducive to teaching and learning. 


IN COMPLIANCE 


This expectation is sometimes difficult to show examples for, but I would offer as 


evidence of the effectiveness of our collective efforts to meet this expectation the 


conversations that occurred at this year’s staff-board linkage meeting.  From my 


perspective, these conversations continue to be focused on students and our 


collective learning efforts.  This type of focus was not always the case as many 


years ago the topics were more around the issues of staff and not students.  I 


believe each year we become more and more student centric as a system and this 


helps us more efficiently work through staff issues when they develop rather than 


let them build into significant problems that impact the working environment.  I 


would therefore present this evidence as indicative of the type of safe, civil and 


teaching and learning centered environment for staff that is described in this 


expectation. 
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7. The Superintendent shall not fail to ensure that all staff are informed of the 


provisions of this policy. IN COMPLIANCE 


This policy is available on-line as well as being included in the required training 


for all staff at the start of the year.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret budget planning to mean that the board expects me to prepare the annual 


district budget to meet their Ends policies, account for all the variables of funding and 


expenditures for both the short and long-term, and to communicate the budget in a clear 


and concise manner to the board and all interested stakeholders.  


REPORT 


 


There are ten specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 


specific area of EL-7 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 


district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent may not present a budget which is not consistent with the 


board’s established priorities. IN COMPLIANCE 


Once again this year, our budget planning required significant attention to the 


reduced revenues coming from the state.  I am pleased to report that due to 


continued effort by our staff, we have been able to maintain and in some cases 


expand services by thinking differently about how we provide these services to 


students without the same revenues.  As one consequence, our class sizes in some 


grades in the elementary may need to increase slightly as a result of less revenues 


from the state, but I feel confident that the impact will be minimized by changes 


in class organization and teamwork by our teachers.  With that said, our class 


sizes are still reasonable and in several cases I would describe them as optimal. 


 


2. The superintendent may not present a budget which is not in a comprehensive 


summary format understandable to the Board and community.  IN 


COMPLIANCE 


Probably the most important document given annually to the board that provides a 


fiscal overview is the F-196 document. We have also supplemented these state 


reports with locally produced summary spreadsheets, graphs and narratives on a 
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monthly basis in order to provide the board with a variety of fiscal perspectives 


about the budget.  


 


3. The superintendent shall not fail to adequately describe major budget initiatives 


and funding sources.   IN COMPLIANCE 


Within our planning processes for considering new proposals to improve services, 


provide greater support or to create new opportunities, we always determine how 


the funding will be provided to support this change.  During our budget briefings 


with the board this year, we went beyond this expectation by designing work 


sessions that got beyond the bottom line numbers and helped uncover the values 


behind our collective decisions.  This was very helpful for both Brett and I as we 


worked to produce the 2010/11 budget. 


 


4. The superintendent shall not fail to compare, for each major fund type and 


activity, the amount of actual expenditures for the most recently closed fiscal 


year, budgeted expenditures for the current fiscal year, and proposed budget 


expenditures for the next fiscal year.  IN COMPLIANCE 


The district’s effort to meet this expectation is contained in the annual F-196 


report provided to the board.  


 


5. The superintendent shall not fail to disclose major budget development 


assumptions, including anticipated changes in state funding.  IN 


COMPLIANCE 


Through a variety of communication mechanisms (face-to-face, reports, 


presentations, email, phone calls, etc.), I have communicated fiscal issues with the 


board and with all stakeholder groups about major fiscal challenges that have 


occurred.  Just like last year, we started our conversations early with not only the 


board, but with stakeholder groups and with association leadership. 


 


6. The superintendent may not present a budget which plans for the expenditure 


in any fiscal year of more funds than are conservatively projected to be received 


or appropriated during the year unless otherwise approved by the Board in a 


multi-year projection. IN COMPLIANCE 


Due to the continued reduction of funding from the state, the 2010/11 school 


budget once again plans for a draw into reserves by about $200K.  Just like last 


year, our conservative budget estimates have tried to show the board that a draw 


into reserves may be necessary.  However, last year showed that no draw down of 


the district reserves was necessary and in fact we were able to bolster it slightly as 


we brace for further state cuts in the future.  The board was briefed that an 


imbalance in expenditures to revenues was once again planned for in the 


upcoming budget, therefore even though this projected imbalance in the budget 


planning process did occur, I believe I am still in compliance with this 


expectation.
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The superintendent may not present a budget which plans for the reduction, 


without approval of the Board, of the unreserved and undesignated general 


fund balance for any fiscal year to less than 5.0 percent of total expenditures.  


IN COMPLIANCE 


Even with our anticipated draw into our unrestricted fund balance for the 2010/11 


school year, the budget presented to the board once again exceeds the 5.0 percent 


ending fund balance expectation. 


 


7. The superintendent may not present a budget which fails to provide adequate 


and reasonable budget support for Board development and other governance 


priorities, including the costs of fiscal audits, Board and committee meetings, 


Board memberships and district legal fees.  IN COMPLIANCE 


As stated above, we traditionally budget conservatively in most areas so despite 


the fiscal issues facing the district, we have once again fully planned for the 


expenses the board needs to fulfill its responsibilities.  


 


8. The superintendent may not present a budget which fails to take into 


consideration fiscal soundness in future years or ignores the building of 


organizational capabilities sufficient to achieve Ends in future years. IN 


COMPLIANCE 


The district uses a comprehensive forecasting model that uses a base five-year 


projection that gathers and quantifies the fiscal impacts of variables used to create 


our budgets.  The district’s strong track record of fiscal stability provides ample 


evidence of the effectiveness of this model and the reliability of the data used.  


With our recent economic challenges across the state and the nation, our models 


and variables have been tested once again.  I am confident our fiscal system and 


the people who use and manage these tools have adapted well to these challenges 


so as to continue our record of fiscal success. 


 


9. The superintendent may not present a budget which fails to reflect anticipated 


changes in employee compensation including inflationary adjustments, step 


increases, and benefits. IN COMPLIANCE 


Our system of changes in employee compensation continues to serve us well, 


while at the same time greatly reducing traditional personnel conflicts associated 


with these types of annual compensation adjustments.  All of our contractual 


agreements have in place a system of adjustment (classified – SIRS data, 


certificated – teachers’ salary schedule) that are as objective as possible and 


makes changes while reducing the likelihood of conflict.  Even though we have 


this system in place, due to the economic conditions and ever-growing state 


budget shortfalls, the employee wages/salaries recommended to the board showed 


no increase other that those called for as a result of longevity or certificated 


staffing continuing education pay increases.

I interpret budget execution to mean the board expects me to follow the approved budget, 


protect the fiscal stability of the district, ensure the district adheres to sound fiscal 


practices and verify through independent audits that the public’s trust in its fiscal 


oversight is well founded. 


REPORT 


 


There are nine specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 


specific area of EL-8 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 


district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent may not expend more funds than are anticipated to be 


received in the fiscal year unless authorized by the Board through utilization of 


available reserves or unless resources are made available through other legal 


means.  IN COMPLIANCE 


We were once again able to meet our fiscal targets with success.  No budget 


extension was called for and we ended up with a stronger fiscal position than 


originally anticipated in the 2009/10 budget. 
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2. The superintendent shall not fail to maintain and protect the minimum 


maintenance of year-end general fund balance as budgeted. IN 


COMPLIANCE 


As called for in policy, the ending fund balance shall be no less than 5% of the 


budgeted amount.  For fiscal year 2009/2010 the ending fund balance is projected 


to be approximately 7.7% of budget. 


 


3. The superintendent shall not fail to settle payroll and debts in a timely manner. 


IN COMPLIANCE 


Through the efforts of our accounts payable and payroll departments, along with 


the County Treasurer’s office, the district has completed all payments in a timely 


manner.   


 


4. The superintendent shall not allow reports or filings required by any state or 


federal agency to be overdue or inaccurately filed.  IN COMPLIANCE 


Due to our size, either the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction 


(OSPI) or the Educational Service District (ESD) to ensure timely and appropriate 


submission of necessary information monitors virtually all reports required of the 


district.  Additionally, with our fiscal officer services being contracted through the 


ESD, we have significant access to the most current information on reporting and 


documentation requirements. 


 


5. The superintendent shall not fail to arrange for the bi-annual audit of all 


district funds and accounts.  IN COMPLIANCE 


The district once again received a clean audit report from the state’s auditor’s 


office when they needed to review our federal funds expended as part of the 


stimulus funding received by the state.  The board received a report on these audit 


results previously. 


 


6. The superintendent shall not fail to aggressively pursue receivables after a 


reasonable grace period.  IN COMPLIANCE 


The district has very little receivables, but those reimbursable expenses and grants 


that we do have, we diligently bill and pursue payment within a reasonable grace 


period.  To assist in our record keeping so as to provide the most up-to-date 


information to patrons owing for fees and fines, the district upgraded to a digital 


receipting system this past year in all of our buildings. 
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7. The superintendent shall not fail to keep complete and accurate financial 


records by funds and accounts in accordance with established fiscal accounting 


procedures as reflected in generally accepted accounting principles. IN 


COMPLIANCE 


The district is on a bi-annual fiscal audit system with the State Auditor’s Office 


and this was the off year.  As stated above, we received an extra audit this year of 


our federal funds due to stimulus money being funneled from through the state 


from the federal government to pay for basic education expenses.  Even though 


this move pushed us above the threshold for being audited and cost us extra funds 


just to receive what the state was obligated to provide us any way, we did have an 


extra opportunity to demonstrate that the district follows good accounting 


principles as proven through another positive and clean audit report. 


 


8. The superintendent shall not fail to publish a financial condition statement 


annually as a part of the district’s annual report to the public. IN 


COMPLIANCE 


The state mandated, designed and published F-196 is the key document to verify 


to the public that the district is faithfully managing and overseeing their money.  


This document will be made available to stakeholders via the district website 


(linked to the community section). 


 


9. The superintendent shall not allow commercial entities to advertise or imply the 


endorsement of any product without board approval. IN COMPLIANCE 


The district has received no requests that were pursued to promote a commercial 


entity for advertisement or seek endorsement of the district over the past year.

To accomplish its stated objectives, the Board will follow an annual schedule which includes 
continuing review, monitoring and refinement of Ends policies and continually improves Board 
performance through education and enriched input and deliberation.

Board’s intentions to follow the annual agenda, there may be circumstances that require a 
change.  If this change is not made during a board meeting and documented in the 
minutes, the chair is authorized to approve a superintendent recommended change to the 
annual agenda given that the full board is notified of the annual agenda change in 
advance of implementation.  Changes to the annual agenda GP-8-E following notification 
of the board will not require a first and second policy reading before implementation. 


 
4. The Board will meet at least once a month to conduct a business meeting, with work 
 sessions scheduled as needed.  
 
5. Guided by the annual board agenda, the Board chair and Superintendent, with input from 
 Board members and the public, will set the agenda for Board meetings.  The agenda will 
 be based upon the Board’s annual schedule (GP-8-E) and will be structured as follows:    


Part 1.0 – Call to order (including flag salute, welcoming of guests, approval of 
agenda, Say Something Positive – SSP, and public comments;  
Part 2.0 – Consent Agenda;  
Part 3.0 – Linkage;  
Part 4.0 - Assurance of organizational performance (including monitoring reports, 
board response, board self-monitoring);  
Part 5.0 – Written policy (including review/discussion/revision of policy);  
Part 6.0 – Other items needing Board Approval/Discussion;  
Part 7.0 – Executive Session (if needed); and  
Part 8.0 – Adjournment (including announcements and quarterly board self-
assessment).

ONLINE LEARNING 
 


The La Center School District board of directors believes that a variety of learning options, 


including online courses and programs, are critical for 21st Century learners. The board 


recognizes that the online learning environment provides students with unique opportunities to 


become self-directed learners with life-long learning skills. Therefore the board directs the 


superintendent to provide information to parents, students and staff regarding online learning 


options and the guidelines for participation. 


 


The superintendent or designee will develop procedures to implement this policy. The 


procedures will include, but not be limited to, a description of student access to online learning 


courses/programs, student eligibility criteria, the types of online courses available to students, 


methods the district will use to support student success, payment of course fees and other costs, 


granting of course credit and conditions under which no credit will be awarded.

Definitions 


 
Online Courses: An “online course” is one in which more than half of the content is 


delivered online and more than half of the instruction is delivered online by a teacher 


from a different location than that of the student. 


 


Online School Program: “Online school program” is delivered by a school district or 


cooperative of school districts, and provides an online, comprehensive and sequential 


program of courses or grade level coursework and instruction in which more than half of 


the program is delivered online and more than half of the instruction is delivered online 


by a teacher from a different location than that of the student. 


 


Online Learning Support Team: For in district online courses the building principal or 


designee will provide assistance to the student in accessing courses, understanding 


coursework and maintaining successful progress in the course. For online 


courses/programs outside of the district, the support team will be provided by the online 


program staff. 


 


Student Access to Online Courses and Online School Programs 


 
The district will facilitate access to the following types of online learning opportunities: 


1. Online courses: 


a. District-created and taught online courses; and 


b. OSPI-approved online courses created and taught by third-party course providers. 


2. Online school programs: 


a. Out-of-district online school programs accessed through an inter district transfer. 


 


Types of Online Courses Available 
 


The district may facilitate access to the following types of online courses:  


1. Credit recovery courses allowing students to make up failed credits needed for 


graduation; 


2. Advanced Placement courses; 


3. Foreign language courses; 


4. Courses which may already be offered in the student’s school but are inaccessible to 


the student due to scheduling or other factors; 


5. Courses not available at the student’s school that meet four-year college entrance 


requirements; 


6. Elective and Career and Technical courses; and 


7. Standard-level courses meeting high school graduation requirements; 
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Student Eligibility Criteria 
 


The district may facilitate access to online learning courses and programs for students 


enrolled in grades 8-12 that are countable towards graduation. Students taking an online 


course or participating in a district-created online school program must adhere to the 


following criteria: 


1. Have completed any required prerequisites and provide teacher/counselor 


recommendations to confirm that he/she possesses the academic level needed to 


function effectively in an online learning environment; 


2. Comply with existing district policies for registering/enrolling in a course or district 


program. 


3. Students interested in attending an online school program in another district must 


follow the inter district transfer procedures prior to entering that program. 


 


Supporting Student Success 
 


The district will provide the following support to students to help ensure a successful 


online learning experience for online courses/programs provided by the district: 


1. All online students will receive assistance from the local online learning support staff 


member as designated by the building principal; and 


2. The registrar will advise students in selecting and registering for online learning 


options to which the district facilitates access. 


 


Costs/Fees 
1. Courses offered to students for which the district claims state education funding or 


that are included as part of the legally-required annual average total instructional hour 


offering of one thousand (1,000) hours will be paid for by the school district.  


Students/families may be responsible for fees as specified by the district fee schedule. 


2. Courses offered to students for which the district claims no state education funding 


and that are not included as part of the legally-required annual average total 


instructional hour offering of one thousand (1,000) hours will be paid for by 


students/families. Students/families may also be responsible for fees as specified by 


the district fee schedule. 


  


Granting of High School Credit for Online Courses 


 
1. Credit for online courses will be granted in the same manner as other course offerings 


in the district. 


2. Currently enrolled students should notify the district prior to enrolling in an online 


course provided outside of the district. The student will be informed, in writing, 


whether or not the course is eligible for academic credit from the district. 


3. For students transferring credit from online courses or programs taken while enrolled 


outside of the district, credit will be granted according to the district transfer credit 


policy. 


4. For eligible courses, if course credit is earned, the course will be recorded on the 


transcript using the standardized identifier for online courses provided in the 
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Comprehensive Education Data Research System (CEDARS). 


5. Prior to enrollment, students and/or parents will be informed in writing whether a 


course is eligible for academic credit. 


 


Information to Students and Parents or Guardians 


 
The district will use a variety of methods to provide information to parents/guardians and 


students regarding online learning opportunities. Information will be provided through 


the district Web page, counseling office brochures, newsletters, the student handbook and 


other appropriate district communication resources. Information provided will include 


descriptions of online courses or online school programs offered by the district, 


enrollment information, potential fees, a description of credit awarded for courses and 


student eligibility requirements. 


 


Student Responsibilities 


 
1. Adhere to the district’s code of conduct for academic integrity; 


2. Comply with course/program participation and completion requirements; 


3. Maintain high academic involvement; 


4. Notify the district if participation in an online course/program ceases or changes; 


5. Maintain agreed-upon levels and kinds of communication with the local advisor 


through out the term of the online course; and 


6. Participate in an online course/program orientation. 


 


Parent or Guardian Responsibilities 
 


1. Parents or guardians are responsible for costs/fees as outlined in the Cost/Fees section 


above; and 


2. Parents or guardians are responsible for seeking appropriate technology – per district 


recommendations – for student participation in coursework outside of the school day 


or designated online learning period. 


 


District Responsibilities 


 
1. Inform staff, parents/guardians and students of the district’s online course/online 


school program prerequisites, technology requirements, course outlines, syllabi and 


possible fees; 


2. Provide students taking district created online courses/programs with an online 


learning support staff member; 


3. Ensure online courses are appropriately identified with CEDARS coding; and 


4. The district will inform students and their parent/guardian of rescheduling options or 


grade impacts in the event a student withdraws from an online course or online school 


program prior to completion.

SPECIAL EDUCATION AND RELATED SERVICES FOR 


ELIGIBLE STUDENTS 


The District is a member of the Educational Service District 112 (ESD 112) Special Education 


Cooperative.  ESD 112 provides special education services to all eligible individuals with 


disabilities who reside in the Cooperative Member Districts.   


Free Appropriate Public Education and Specially Designed Instruction 


Educational Service District 112 provides a free appropriate public education with specially 


designed instruction (special education) for all eligible individuals with disabilities, ages 3 to 21, 


who reside in the district.   


It is the policy of the district that special education services shall be provided in accordance with 


ESD 112 special education policies and operational guidelines (or procedures).  


Not all students with disabilities are eligible for special education.  The needs of disabled 


students who are not eligible for special education will be addressed individually.  If a student 


qualifies, and as appropriate, the student will be provided accommodations and/or modifications 


required under Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act, in accordance with the district's Section 


504 Rehabilitation Act policy and procedures.   


Mediation or Resolution Sessions and Related Agreements 


The board grants the ESD 112 superintendent or designee decision-making authority for the 


purpose of participating in and entering binding agreements in the course of resolution sessions 


pursuant to WAC 392-172A-05090 and/or mediations pursuant to WAC 392-172A-05060. 


Graduation Ceremonies and Certificate of Attendance 


Generally, in order to participate in commencement exercises, students must have met the 


minimum criteria for graduation prior to the date of the exercise and otherwise be in good 


standing with their school through the commencement date.  Minimum criteria for participation 


may be adjusted for special education students whose disabilities have impacted their 


opportunity to accumulate credits.  Each student's Individual Education Plan (IEP) team will 


determine the student's graduation plan, including graduation date.  Special education students 


who have attended four years of high school and need additional time to complete IEP goals 


and/or credits may request participation in commencement exercises.  IEP students will receive a 


certificate of attendance until they complete their credits for graduation.   


The district superintendent shall develop and maintain procedures necessary to implement this 


policy.  This policy, ESD 112's Special Education Policy and ESD 112's special education 


operational guidelines shall be available to the public.

Special Education and Related Services for Eligible Students 


 


The District is a member of the Educational Service District 112 (ESD 112) Special Education 


Cooperative.  ESD 112 provides special education services to all eligible individuals with dis-


abilities who reside in the Cooperative Member Districts.   


ESD 112 has adopted Special Education and Related Services for Eligible Students Procedures, 


which are attached hereto.  The ESD 112 Special Education Procedures will be followed in the 


district.   


 


As reflected in the ESD 112 Special Education Procedures: 


 


1. The District will notify the special education team assigned to a building where a student 


is enrolled if any of the District personnel have reason to suspect the student may be 


eligible for special education or related services. 


 


2.  The District will provide nonacademic and extracurricular activities and services to 


students that are eligible for special education services, affording all students an equal 


opporutnity to participate in nonacademic and extracurricular activities and services. 


 


3. A general education teacher and an administrator or an administrator's designee will 


particpate in student evaluations, development of the Individualized Education Program 


(IEP) and IEP team meetings.   


 


4. If the District removes a special education student from the school setting or placement 


identified in the student's IEP because the student violated the District's code of student 


conduct: 


a. The District's building administrator and/or the Superintendent will consult with 


the special education team that provides services in the building where the student 


is educated to determine what, if any, special education procedures or require-


ments apply; if emergency circumstances prevent the administrator or superinten-


dent from consulting with the team prior to removing the student, the administra-


tor or superintendent will notify the team immediately following the student's re-


moval; 


b. After a student has been removed from his or her current placement for ten school 


days in the same school year, during any subsequent days of removal the District 


must provide educational services so as to enable the student to continue to partic-


ipate in the general education curriculum and to progress toward meeting the 


goals set out in the student's IEP; 


c. When the disciplinary removal is ten school days or less in a school year, the Dis-


trict will provide services during periods of removal to a student eligible for spe-


cial education to the same extent and in the same manner as it provides services to 


a student without disabilities who is similarly removed; 


d. When disciplinary changes in placement exceed ten consecutive school days, and 


the special education team that provides services in the building where the student 


is educated determine that the behavior that gave rise to the violation of the school 


code is not a manifestation of the student's disability, the District may apply the 


relevant disciplinary procedures to students eligible for special education in the 
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same manner and for the same duration as a district would apply discipline proce-


dures to students without disabilities, except that the District must provide educa-


tional services so as to enable the student to continue to participate in the general 


education curriculum and to progress toward meeting the goals set out in the stu-


dent's IEP; 


e. When disciplinary changes in placement exceed ten consecutive school days, and 


the special education team that provides services in the building where the student 


is educated determine that the behavior that gave rise to the violation of the school 


code is a manifestation of the student's disability, the District may not apply its 


regular disciplinary procedures; instead, the student must be returned to the 


placement specified in the IEP or, if the parents agree, to a different placement 


developed through the IEP process. 


  


6. The District personnel will notify the building special education team when the District 


receives: 


a. A complaint from or about a special education student; 


b. A request for a student evaluation for eligibility or a referral for special education 


and related services; 


c. A request for a reevaluation; and 


d. A request for a change of placement and/or placement in a private school. 


 


7. The District will notify the building special education team, who will notify the ESD 


Special Education Cooperative Director, when the District receives a request for any of 


the following:   


 


a. An independent educational evaluation for a student receiving special education 


or related services; 


b. A due process hearing; 


c. Mediation; 


d. Copies of IEPs or educational records for students that are receiving special edu-


cation or related services; 


e. Revocation of consent to an initial evaluation or to the continued provision of 


special education services. 


 


8. The District will notify the ESD Special Education Cooperative Director when it receives 


notice that a student that is eligible for special education services may be transferring to 


the District under a boundary exception.

MAINTAINING PROFESSIONAL 


STAFF/STUDENT BOUNDARIES 


The purpose of this policy is to provide all staff, students, volunteers and community members 


with information to increase their awareness of their role in protecting children from 


inappropriate conduct by adults.  


The La Center School District board of directors expects all staff members to maintain the 


highest professional, moral and ethical standards in their interaction with students. Staff 


members are required to maintain an atmosphere conducive to learning, through consistently and 


fairly applied discipline and established and maintained professional boundaries.  


The interactions and relationships between staff members and students should be based upon 


mutual respect and trust, an understanding of the appropriate boundaries between adults and 


students in and outside of the educational setting, and consistency with the educational mission 


of the schools. 


Staff members will not intrude on a student’s physical and emotional boundaries unless the 


intrusion is necessary to serve an educational or physical, mental and/or emotional health 


purpose. An educational purpose is one that relates to the staff member’s duties in the district. 


Additionally, staff members are expected to be sensitive to the appearance of impropriety in their 


own conduct and the conduct of other staff when interacting with students. Staff members will 


discuss issues with their building administrator or supervisor whenever they suspect or are 


unsure whether conduct is inappropriate or constitutes a violation of this policy.   


The La Center School District board of directors supports the use of technology to communicate 


for educational purposes. However, district employees are prohibited from inappropriate online 


socializing or from engaging in any conduct on social networking Web sites that violates the law, 


district policies or other generally recognized professional standards. Employees whose conduct 


violates this policy may face discipline and/or termination, consistent with the district’s policies, 


acceptable use agreement and collective bargaining agreements, as applicable. 


The superintendent or designee will develop staff protocols for reporting and investigating 


allegations and develop procedures and training to accompany this policy.

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Maintaining Professional Staff /Student Boundaries 


The purpose of this procedure is to provide all staff, students, volunteers and community 


members with information to increase their awareness of their role in protecting children from 


inappropriate conduct by adults.  


In a professional staff/student relationship, school employees maintain boundaries that are 


consistent with the legal and ethical duty of care that school personnel have for students. 


A boundary invasion is an act or omission by a school employee that violates professional 


staff/student boundaries and has the potential to abuse the staff/student relationship. 


An inappropriate boundary invasion means an act, omission, or pattern of such behavior by a 


school employee that does not have an educational purpose; and results in abuse of the 


staff/student professional relationship. 


Unacceptable Conduct 


Examples of inappropriate boundary invasions by staff members include but are not limited to 


the following: 


 Any type of inappropriate physical contact with a student or any other conduct that might be 


considered harassment under the Board’s policy on Harassment and Sexual Harassment of 


Students; 


 Showing pornography to a student; 


 Singling out a particular student or students for personal attention and friendship beyond the 


professional staff-student relationship; 


 Socializing where students are consuming alcohol, drugs or tobacco,  


 For non-guidance/counseling staff, encouraging students to confide their personal or family 


problems and/or relationships. If a student initiates such discussions, staff members are 


expected to refer the student to appropriate guidance/counseling staff. In either case, staff 


involvement should be limited to a direct connection to the student’s school performance; 


 Sending students on personal errands unrelated to any educational purpose; 


 Banter, allusions, jokes or innuendos of a sexual nature with students; 


 Disclosing personal, sexual, family, employment concerns, or other private matters to one or 


more students; 


 Addressing students, or permitting students to address staff members with personalized terms 


of endearment, pet names, or otherwise in an overly familiar manner; 


 Maintaining personal contact with a student outside of school by phone, email, Instant 


Messenger or Internet chat rooms, social networking Web sites, or letters (beyond homework 


or other legitimate school business) without including the parent/guardian. 


 Exchanging personal gifts, cards or letters with an individual student;  


 Socializing or spending time with students (including but not limited to activities such as 


going out for beverages, meals or movies, shopping, traveling, and recreational activities) 


outside of school-sponsored events, except as participants in organized community activities; 


 Giving a student a ride alone in a vehicle in a non-emergency situation; and/or 


 Unnecessarily invading a student’s privacy, (e.g. walking in on the student in the bathroom) 
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Appearances of Impropriety 


The following activities are boundary invasions and can create an actual impropriety or the 


appearance of impropriety. Whenever possible, staff should avoid these situations. If 


unavoidable these activities should be pre-approved by the appropriate administrator. If not pre-


approved, the staff person must report the occurrence, to the appropriate administrator, as soon 


as possible.  


 Being alone with an individual student out of the view of others; 


 Inviting or allowing individual students to visit the staff member’s home;  


 Visiting a student’s home; and/or 


 Social networking with students for non-educational purposes. 


Reporting Violations 


Students and their parents/guardians are strongly encouraged to notify the principal (or other 


administrator) if they believe a teacher or other staff member may be engaging in conduct that 


violates this policy. 


Staff members are required to promptly notify the principal (or other administrator) or the 


superintendent if they become aware of a situation that may constitute a violation of this policy. 


Disciplinary Action 


Staff violations of this policy may result in disciplinary action up to and including dismissal. The 


violation will also be reported to the state Office of Professional Practices. Violations involving 


sexual or other abuse will also result in referral to Child Protective Services and/or law 


enforcement in accordance with the board’s policy on Reporting Child Abuse and Neglect. 


Training 


All new employees and volunteers will receive training on appropriate staff /student boundaries 


within three months of employment. Continuing employees will receive training every three 


years.   


Dissemination of Policy and Reporting Protocols 


This policy and procedure shall be included on the district Web site and in all employee, student 


and volunteer handbooks. Annually, all administrators and staff will receive copies of the 


district’s reporting protocol.

STUDENT SAFETY--SUICIDE PREVENTION AND RESPONSE 
 


Suicide Awareness 


All staff members and volunteers shall be made aware of their responsibilities in the event of a 


potential, attempted, or actual suicide incident. Staff and volunteers are expected to follow the 


procedures as specified.  


 


Suicide Ideation – No Physical Evidence 


Any staff member or volunteer who receives from any source or discovers information about a 


potential suicide ideation (notes, threats, conversations, and/or indications of thoughts of killing 


oneself) will immediately notify the principal or designee as soon as possible, but no later than 


the end of the school day. 


 


Attempted Suicide 


Any staff member or volunteer who discovers or is informed of physical evidence relating to an 


attempted suicide (drug overdose, self-mutilation, etc.) by a student at school, on school district 


property, or at school-sponsored events, shall take, or arrange for another adult to escort, the stu-


dent immediately to the office and inform the principal or designee. 


 


The superintendent shall develop procedures to implement this policy.

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Student Safety--Suicide Prevention and Response 
 


Suicide Awareness 


All staff members and volunteers shall be made aware of their responsibilities in the event of a 


potential, attempted, or actual suicide incident. Staff and volunteers are expected to follow the 


procedures as specified. Three steps are vital in a suicide prevention program: 


1. Ensuring the short-term physical safety of the student; 


2. Referring to appropriate professional or agency; and 


3. Communicating with appropriate school personnel, parents/guardians/ custodians and local 


support personnel and establishing an interim plan of action. 


 


Suicide Ideation – No Physical Evidence 


Any staff member or volunteer who receives from any source or discovers information about a 


potential suicide ideation (notes, threats, conversations, and/or indications of thoughts of killing 


oneself) will immediately notify the principal or designee as soon as possible, but no later than 


the end of the school day. 


1. Any suggestion, demonstration, or communication of an intention to commit suicide must be 


taken seriously. 


2. Such information shall be reported to the principal or designee. The situation will be re-


viewed by the principal in consultation with appropriate staff and with Community Crisis 


Mental Health Services personnel. 


3. Parents/Guardians/Custodians shall be notified unless contraindicated by a mental health pro-


fessional. 


4. Confidentiality is not applicable when the student threatens or harms him/herself (or others). 


In such circumstances, no matter what guarantees of privacy have been given the student, the 


information must be discussed with the appropriate staff. Community Crisis Mental Health 


Services shall be contacted for consultation and recommendation. 


5. Referral for a mental health evaluation to a mental health agency shall be made in coopera-


tion with the parent/guardian/custodian. If it is determined that the student is seriously in 


need of professional intervention, and the parent/ guardian/custodian refuses to cooperate, 


appropriate agencies (law enforcement, Child Protective Services) shall be contacted by the 


principal or designee to intervene on the student’s behalf. 


6. Following the crisis, staff will:  


a. Contact the parent/guardian/custodian for a follow-up; 


b. Contact other professionals involved in the case for educational planning and follow -up 


services; 


c. Develop and monitor a follow-up plan. 


 


Attempted Suicide 


Any staff member or volunteer who discovers or is informed of physical evidence relating to an 


attempted suicide (drug overdose, self-mutilation, etc.) by a student at school, on school district 


property, or at school-sponsored events, shall take, or arrange for another adult to escort if safe to 


do so, the student immediately to the office and inform the principal or designee. 


 


The following actions shall be taken by the principal or designee: 


1. Contact 911 if there is any question that a life-threatening situation is involved; 


2. Assign a staff member or volunteer who will remain with the student at all times; 


3. If warranted, clear the immediate area; 


4. Contact and advise the parent/guardian/custodian of the situation and what actions are being 
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taken; 


5. Notify appropriate staff members for consultation during the crisis; 


6. Community Crisis Mental Health Services shall be contacted for consultation and recom-


mendation. 


7. Accompany the student to the hospital, if such action is necessary; and 


8. Following the crisis, staff will:  


a. Contact the parent/guardian/custodian for a follow-up; 


b. Contact other professionals involved in the case for educational planning and follow -up 


services; 


c. Develop and monitor a follow-up plan. 


 


Before readmission, the appropriate health care provider must provide a risk assessment and a 


statement that the student is suitable for readmission. 


 


Failure to Report 


Any staff member who has knowledge of suicide ideation and/or suicide attempt and fails to act 


on the knowledge is failing to supervise students, which is subject to sanctions. Certificated staff 


is subject to WAC Chapter 180-87, Acts of Unprofessional Conduct.

Accordingly, the Superintendent may not:  
 
1. Use methods of managing that fail to protect confidential information. 
  
2. Fail to provide for effective handling of complaints.  
 
3. Fail to appropriately involve stakeholders in an advisory capacity in important 
 issues which impact them directly; nor fail to provide to district advisory groups, 
 such as those formed for curriculum, facilities, and levy/bond matters, a formal 
 charter document advising each such group of its purpose, organization and 
 functions. 
  
4. Fail to take reasonable steps to inform stakeholders of those policies and 
 procedures that impact them. 
  
5. Fail to offer a nutritious school breakfast/lunch program which incorporates 
 federal/state guidelines and includes age-appropriate measures to encourage 
 healthy eating habits. 
  
6. Fail to facilitate orderly and appropriate public access to the Board, and to ensure 
 timely and appropriate follow-up in response to expressed public input.  
 
7. Fail to take proactive steps to train teachers to provide appropriate and adequate 


lesson plans for substitutes. 
 
8. Fail to take proactive steps to prepare substitutes to effectively lead a student-


centered classroom in the absence of the regular classroom teacher.

With respect to treatment of staff, the Superintendent shall not fail to ensure that staff are treated 
with respect and dignity.

2. Fail to recommend only highly qualified candidates to the Board for approval of staff 
 appointment, nor fail to actively implement the district’s affirmative action plan.  
 
3. Operate without written personnel policies which:  
 a. Clarify personnel rules and procedures for staff.  
 b. Provide for effective handling of grievances.  
 c. Include adequate job descriptions for all staff positions.  
 d. Protect against discrimination, harassment, or other mistreatment.  
 
4. Prevent employees from grieving to the Board when internal grievance procedures have 
 been exhausted and the employee alleges that Board policy has been violated.  
 
5. Fail to protect confidential information.  
 
6. Fail to establish and maintain a working environment for staff that is safe, civil and
 conducive to teaching and learning.  
 
7. Fail to ensure that all staff are informed of the provisions of this policy.

Financial planning for any fiscal year shall not deviate materially from the Board’s Ends 
policies, risk fiscal jeopardy to the district, or fail to be derived from a multi-year plan.  
Accordingly, the Superintendent may not present to the Board a recommended budget which:  
 
1. Is not consistent with the board’s established priorities. 
 
2. Is not in a comprehensive summary format understandable to the Board and community. 
  
3. Fails to adequately describe major budget initiatives and funding sources. 
  
4. Fails to compare, for each major fund type and activity, the amount of actual 
 expenditures for the most recently closed fiscal year, budgeted expenditures for the 
 current fiscal year, and proposed budget expenditures for the next fiscal year. 
 
5. Fails to disclose major budget development assumptions, including anticipated changes 
 in state funding. 
  
6. Plans for the expenditure in any fiscal year of more funds than are conservatively 
 projected to be received or appropriated during the year unless otherwise approved by the 
 Board in a multi-year projection. 
  
7. Plans for the reduction, without approval of the Board, of the unreserved and 
 undesignated general fund balance for any fiscal year to less than 5.0 percent of total 
 expenditures. 
  
8. Fails to provide adequate and reasonable budget support for Board development and 
 other governance priorities, including the costs of fiscal audits, Board and committee 
 meetings, Board memberships and district legal fees. 
  
9. Fails to take into consideration fiscal soundness in future years or ignores the building of 
 organizational capabilities sufficient to achieve Ends in future years. 
  
10. Fails to reflect anticipated changes in employee compensation including inflationary 
 adjustments, step increases, and benefits.

With respect to execution of the budget and the actual, ongoing condition of the district’s 
financial health, the Superintendent shall not cause or allow a material deviation from the annual 
budget or budget policy adopted by the Board, cause or allow any fiscal condition that is 
inconsistent with achieving the Board’s Ends, or places the long-term financial health of the 
district in jeopardy.  
 
Accordingly, the Superintendent may not:  
 
1. Expend more funds than are anticipated to be received in the fiscal year unless authorized 
 by the Board through utilization of available reserves or unless resources are made 
 available through other legal means. 
  
2. Fail to maintain and protect the minimum maintenance of year-end general fund balance 
 as budgeted. 
  
3. Fail to settle payroll and debts in a timely manner.  
 
4. Allow reports or filings required by any state or federal agency to be overdue or 
 inaccurately filed. 
  
5. Fail to arrange for the bi-annual audit of all district funds and accounts. 
  
6. Fail to aggressively pursue receivables after a reasonable grace period. 
  
7. Fail to keep complete and accurate financial records by funds and accounts in accordance 
 with established fiscal accounting procedures as reflected in generally accepted 
 accounting principles.  
 
8. Fail to publish a financial condition statement annually as a part of the district’s annual 
 report to the public. 
  
9. Allow commercial entities to advertise or imply the endorsement of any product without 
 Board approval.
