LEARNING UPDATE 
• District Leadership Retreat – On August 21st, the entire administrative leadership team held 


our annual retreat for the day.  Our work was to focus ourselves on Board Policy Ends-1, the 
District Mission and our game plan as a team to further meet these expectations.  From the 
mission, we worked to deepen the connection to our learning model and our daily practice as 
administrators.  Then we spent a significant portion of the rest of the day working on studying 
the new evaluation framework provided from the state, looking for how it can be a value add to 
our work on the mission through the lens of the learning model.  I was very proud of our 
leadership team and their deep thinking about their own practice as educators and 
administrators.  We are very fortunate to have such a talented, skilled and stable group of 
administrators in the district.  This team has been together for many years and their collective 
wisdom is a tremendous key to our overall success. 
 


• Learner Competencies – As you are aware, our focus that is clearly stated in Board Policy 
Ends-1 is to develop confident, self-reliant, lifelong learners.  Last year as part of our learning 
progression in this work, we developed what we called Core Competencies in order to be more 
specific about what learner skills students needed to work on in order to maximize their success 
at becoming confident, self-reliant, lifelong learners.  This was a work in progress, and still is.   
 
Over the course of this past year we have continued to modify and enhance these competencies.  
As part of this work to make the document even better, we changed the name from “Core 
Competencies” to “Learner Competencies” for two reasons.  The first reason is we feel this 
better communicates what we are trying to achieve (e.g. “Learning” and not “Core”).  
Secondly, the state is working to roll out what they are calling “Common Core State 
Standards” (CCSS) as part of a nationwide push to develop a national curriculum.  The word 
“Core” in the CCSS has caused some confusion in staff will most likely to the same for 
students and parents.  Therefore, the need for a name change become clearly evident to us. 


 
With all this in mind, the following is our current articulation of the Learner Competencies that 
we have developed over the past couple of years and will be used in our work to achieve the 
expectations of the Board Ends-1 policy during the coming school year.  This continues to be a 
work in progress as we further use these competencies to learn ourselves as educators.  
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La Center School District’s Learner Competencies 
Within each of the three learning conditions of the district’s learning model, the following learner 
competencies are to be practiced in every learning environment throughout the district.  This is in 
support of the Board’s Ends-1 policy expectation to develop confident, self-reliant life-long 
learners.  
 
1. Flow of Information 
Confident self-reliant lifelong learners are effective consumers and producers of information.  To do 
this they can… 


A. Use a five-step problem-solving process: 1) identify variables; 2) locate facts; 3) analyze and 
evaluate information; 4) create solutions/opinions; and 5) test solutions/opinions. 


B. Conduct, produce and present research (i.e. locate and organize information, write, support 
and present thinking in diverse mediums) in a variety of forums. 


C. Use multiple forms of information such as charts, graphs, tables, manipulatives, equipment, 
models and other resources within the problem-solving process. 


D. Implement the technical skills necessary to:  
- Read/write with skill and present with confidence (e.g. instructions, charts, thank you 


letters, letters of request, letters of response, proposals, lab reports, research reports, 
technical documents, summaries and graphs). 


- Use multiple types of technology (e.g. word processing, database, Internet, AV 
production and CNC machine tools). 


·  
2. Cognitive Demand 
Confident self-reliant lifelong learners are able to thrive in uncertain and rapidly changing 
environments.  To do this they can… 


A. Initiate high-level thinking processes (e.g. analyze, evaluate, classify, predict, decide, 
estimate, generalize, solve, compare, simplify, design, and cause/effect) to solve problems 
and/or develop appropriate new strategies. 


B. Continually use a self-evaluation/reflection process to enhance their learning. 
C. Create goals and effectively work to achieve them (e.g. brainstorm, envision, research, plan, 


organize and persist). 
D. Implement a continuous improvement process (i.e. plan, draft, analyze, and revise) when 


creating products.

3. Learning Trust

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BOARD UPDATE 
• K-8 Parking Lot Enhancement – Oh what a difference a year makes.  Below are pictures 


from one year ago showing the progress of the new connector road from the K-8 parking lot to 
Ivy Street.  This picture was taken just a handful of days before school started in 2011. 
 


 
 


Below is the current picture from the same spot.  Over the course of the summer, we have 
added safety poles to further delineate the walking path from the roadway for greater safety.  
We have also added additional arrows on the roadway and signs designating this area as a no 
parking zone, as it quickly became a “new favorite illegal parking” spot during packed events.  
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Furthermore, we have added an additional handicap parking spot and will be adding even more 
temporary handicap parking spots for football games in support of patrons who need them. 


 


 
 


• Energy Upgrades – Our energy upgrades projects we’ve been working on over the summer 
continues to progress well.  The plumbing and lighting portions are nearing completion.  The 
mechanical upgrades to the high school boiler and hot water system have made it through 
engineering and design phases, and should be completed in plenty of time before it turns cold.  
I am particularly impressed with the lighting upgrades as not only are they more efficient, they 
are much brighter as well.  As you can see with the new football field lights, they provide a 
much better illumination of the field than the previous light fixtures.  
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One final point about the football field lights… Just in case you get asked about these lights 
being left on for multiple nights, please know that we had to leave them on for three straight 
days (and nights) to accomplish what the engineers call “burning them in” in order to maximize 
their overall life span.  Odd?   Kind of, but that is what they needed us to do.  FYI.  


 
• Technology Enhancements – All the iCarts and iPads are onsite and in the process of being 


prepped for student use.  The high school business lab has been upgraded and a significant 
amount of refurbishing and redeployment of computers throughout the district has been 
accomplished.  As part of the roll out of the iCarts and to create additional classroom space we 
needed in the middle school, the old MS computer lab with its very old (used to us from 
Vancouver Public Schools) computers has been dismantled.  The iCarts and the library lab and 
in-library computers are the access points for students in the middle school.  The old MS 
computer lab room (due to its large size) has now become the 6th grade science room with Mrs. 
Schneider moving into it. This will be a huge plus for our science program, as they will now 
have the much-needed space for their lab projects. 
 


• Middle School Lockers – This summer we have added additional lockers in the 6th grade 
wing.  This has been needed for some time, but became absolutely necessary this year due to 
the increase in the number of students in the middle school (large classes that used to be in the 
elementary have now fully arrived in the middle school).   


 
• Summer Maintenance Progress – As usual, our maintenance and custodial staff have worked 


hard at preparing all three schools for students and staff.  Their effort to clean, repair, paint and 
update whatever is needed has been much appreciated.  Some of the major projects this 
summer included re-decking and repairing many of the ramps on the portables at the K-8 
campus including new traction paper, new hand railing on the portable between the round 
building and the cafeteria (the bees love the wood so we are trying to see if this will reduce the 
number of bee stings we have had in the past (this particular portable is where they usually 
occur).  Additionally, as we do every year we refinish all the gym floors, do routine 
maintenance on HVAC systems and complete all of our usual grounds maintenance projects.  I 
am very pleased with their work, as I am sure the Board will be as well.  FYI.

The results are to be 
derived from the creation and/or maintenance of a supportive learning environment 
for students, which connects and harnesses the energy of the adults around the 
students (staff, parents and community members) in a way that garners a broad 
based effort to prepare students for a future where their ability to learn will be more 
valued than their accumulated knowledge. 
 
REPORT – IN COMPLIANCE 
There are no specific delineated requirements with this Ends policy as there are 
with all the others.  However, to fully give a report on this expectation I would like 
to discuss the two major sections within this expectation that I believe serve as the 
twin pillars of our work as an educational team.  Broadly stated, these relate to a 
partnership with stakeholders in achieving the  central focus of our work which is 
to develop confident, self-reliant, life-long learners. 
 
Working in partnership with stakeholders is the cornerstone of the La Center Way 
of doing the primary work of developing confident, self-reliant, lifelong learners.   I 
truly believe our actions match up with our words in this area consistently.  You can 
see this in how we reach out to students, staff, parents and community members to 
seek their perspectives consistently and in meaningful ways.  Examples of this 
would be our annual linkage meetings with all the stakeholder groups, principal 
chats with parents, regular surveys of stakeholders to students and parents on 
meaningful topics (almost always aimed at learning topics) as well as consistent 
openness at all levels of the organization to listen to needs and perspectives of 
stakeholders.  A simple, but powerful piece of evidence that we listen well as an 
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organization to our stakeholders is the consistent lack of issues being brought up by 
the public at Board meetings.  What we often hear shared are positive perspectives.  
By what I hear from my colleagues in other districts across the state, this is not the 
norm.  I know as Board members you too have heard similar stories from other 
Board members from around the state at the annual WSSDA conferences we have 
attended in past years.  This consistency I believe is rooted in our sincere desire to 
listen, learn and work with stakeholders throughout the district at all levels. 
 
The second pillar of this expectation is the stated mandate to develop confident, 
self-reliant, lifelong learners.  As you know, this is the backbone of all our work 
and this effort is not simply aimed at students.  We believe in order to really achieve 
this expectation it must start with us as adults too.  Simply put, this part of the 
mission will never be achieved if we as educators operate from a “Do as I say, not 
as I do” mindset relative to learning.  To be a confident, self-reliant, lifelong learner 
ourselves around our practice as educators and as humans is essential to the creation 
of effective learning environments for students aimed at helping them develop the 
skills to do the same thing.  That is why everything we do must be built on learning.  
How we connect with stakeholders as stated above is a key example of this.  If we 
only work with stakeholders because we have to by simply going through the 
motions, we are failing to learn and would be hypocritical if we expected students 
to do any different to us as their teachers.  By contrast, we see stakeholder connects 
at all levels as a rich opportunity to learn and improve our own practice; A practice 
that is in the service of our students. 
 
To help us in this work of creating powerful learning environments for all humans 
part of our schools, we have been working for many years to develop a learning 
model that helps us engage the natural human energy in all of us.  Last year as part 
of our learning progression in this work, we developed what we called Core 
Competencies in order to be more specific in what learner skills students needed to 
work on to become confident, self-reliant, lifelong learners.  This articulation was a 
work in progress, and still is.  With that said, over the course of this past year we 
have continued to modify and enhance these competencies.  Additionally, we have 
changed the name of this from “Core Competencies” to “Learner Competencies” 
for two reasons.  The first reason is we feel this better communicates what we are 
trying to achieve (e.g. “Learning” and not “Core”).  Secondly, the state is working 
to roll out what they call “Common Core State Standards” (CCSS) as part of a 
nationwide push for a national curriculum.  The word “Core” in the CCSS has 
caused some confusion in staff so the name change clearly has become evident to 
us. 
 
With all this in mind, below is our current articulation of the Learner Competencies 
that we developed over this past year and will be using in our work to achieve the 
expectations of this policy during the coming year.   
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La Center School District’s Learner Competencies 


Within each of the three learning conditions of the district’s learning model, the 
following learner competencies are to be practiced in every learning environment 
throughout the district.  This is in support of the Board’s Ends-1 policy expectation 
to develop confident, self-reliant life-long learners.  
 
1. Flow of Information 
Confident self-reliant lifelong learners are effective consumers and producers of 
information.  To do this they can… 


A. Use a five-step problem-solving process: 1) identify variables; 2) locate 
facts; 3) analyze and evaluate information; 4) create solutions/opinions; and 
5) test solutions/opinions. 


B. Conduct, produce and present research (i.e. locate and organize information, 
write, support and present thinking in diverse mediums) in a variety of 
forums. 


C. Use multiple forms of information such as charts, graphs, tables, 
manipulatives, equipment, models and other resources within the problem-
solving process. 


D. Implement the technical skills necessary to:  
- Read/write with skill and present with confidence (e.g. instructions, 


charts, thank you letters, letters of request, letters of response, proposals, 
lab reports, research reports, technical documents, summaries and 
graphs). 


- Use multiple types of technology (e.g. word processing, database, 
Internet, AV production and CNC machine tools). 


 
2. Cognitive Demand 
Confident self-reliant lifelong learners are able to thrive in uncertain and rapidly 
changing environments.  To do this they can… 


A. Initiate high-level thinking processes (e.g. analyze, evaluate, classify, 
predict, decide, estimate, generalize, solve, compare, simplify, design, and 
cause/effect) to solve problems and/or develop appropriate new strategies. 


B. Continually use a self-evaluation/reflection process to enhance their 
learning. 


C. Create goals and effectively work to achieve them (e.g. brainstorm, 
envision, research, plan, organize and persist). 


D. Implement a continuous improvement process (i.e. plan, draft, analyze, and 
revise) when creating products. 


	
  
3. Learning Trust 
Confident self-reliant lifelong learners can create and use effective learning support 
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networks.  To do this they can… 
A. Use their interpersonal skills in order to: 


- Establish communication linkages with other learners. 
- Use effective listening strategies in a variety of settings. 
- Resolve conflicts that disrupt communications. 
- Develop positive learning feedback connections with other learners. 


B. Communicate their thinking with clarity and precision to test their 
ideas/strategies. 


C. Effectively provide constructive feedback to other learners within their 
network. 


D. Consistently demonstrate their strong learning confidence in a variety of 
different settings

Evidence of achievement could manifest itself in countless ways and I 
could offer many examples for your review.  The following are a few such examples that 
I would offer for your consideration of me meeting this expectation:

2) Good relationships with our employees through consistent and professional 


implementation of both collective bargaining agreements we have with unions; 
3) The effective and appropriate handling of all student discipline issues; 
4) Appropriate handling of all legal issues that have faced the district; 
5) Organizing and truly learning from linkage meetings with students, staff, parents 


and other stakeholders of the district; and

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret this expectation regarding the Treatment of Parents, Students, and the Public to 
mean the board believes the district must interact, support and communicate with the 
stakeholders of the district in a positive and supportive manner.  This way of doing 
business must be done in a manner that builds upon the good will the district enjoys and 
further strengthens the partnerships that will enhance student success. 


REPORT 
 
There are six specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 
specific area of EL-3 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 
 


1. The superintendent shall not use methods of managing that fail to protect 
confidential information. IN COMPLIANCE 
To meet the expectations of this policy, we have several records storage areas 
throughout the district that are secure and locked as part of the normal business 
operations.  File cabinets containing confidential information are also locked and 
secured in a manner consistent with this expectation.  During my building 
walkthroughs, I continue to find these areas secured and staff attentive to 
maintaining security of confidential information. We continue to dispose of 
properly all confidential information once it has surpassed its useful and 
regulatory life through contracting with a commercial shredding company.  This 
on-site disposal of documents at the end of the record cycle further reduces the 
likelihood of any loss of security.  All these evidences give me confidence that I 
am in compliance with this Board expectation. 
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2. The Superintendent shall not fail to provide for effective handling of 
complaints. IN COMPLIANCE 
This is my seventh full year of serving as superintendent.  Over this time I have 
seen a significant shift in how staff in general now see complaints.  Even though 
we traditionally receive very few complaints relatively speaking, I believe there 
used to be a common reaction that complaints were bad and there was a need to 
react in a way that smoothed the upset quickly.  By contrast, I now believe the 
general mindset of staff is that when a complaint occurs more often than not we 
see it as a good opportunity to get better.  Put another way, we went from seeing 
complaints as an unpleasant experience to thinking of them as an avenue to new 
learning.  I believe this is directly related to the shift of mind that occurs with our 
learning model, which creates the realization that we will never be perfect, but we 
have the capacity to always get better.  The key is that we approach our work to 
improve as a journey instead of a destination.  This shift of mind helps make the 
way we handle complaints become more effective. 
 


3. The Superintendent shall not fail to appropriately involve stakeholders in an 
advisory capacity in important issues which impact them directly; nor fail to 
provide to district advisory groups, such as those formed for curriculum, 
facilities, and levy/bond matters, a formal charter document advising each such 
group of its purpose, organization and functions. IN COMPLIANCE 
Without question, our patrons are very involved in La Center Schools. In fact, as 
stated in #2 above, perspectives about the district (good or not so good) are seen 
as essential in shaping the positive future of the district through a process of 
learning.  Whether it is through PTO, District Advisory Committee, Food 
Services Advisory Committee, Community, Staff and Student Linkage meetings, 
Town Hall meetings, Student Learning Improvement Committee, Curriculum 
Advisory Committees, etc., we seek stakeholders involvement and absolutely 
need their help to make recommendations and provide perspectives during 
decisions that impact them directly.  
 


4. The Superintendent shall not fail to take reasonable steps to inform 
stakeholders of those policies and procedures that impact them. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
Even though the Board has given the superintendent the preauthorization to 
develop and implement district policies and procedures within the limits of the 
executive limitation policies, we still follow the two-step policy process for 
review and approval.  This is an example of broadening the review and 
development process.  These policy changes are therefore communicated via the 
district website for all stakeholders to review.  For other policy changes that have 
significant potential changes, drafts are shared to interested stakeholders.  For 
example, when the Board recently changed their Ends policies and several 
executive limitations, students and staff were included in the process and given 
the opportunity to express their perspectives at linkage meetings with the Board 
this past spring.  Only after this thorough vetting of these policies did the final 
decision get made by the Board.  
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5. The Superintendent shall not fail to offer a nutritious school breakfast/lunch 


program, which incorporates federal/state guidelines and includes age-
appropriate measures to encourage  healthy eating habits. IN COMPLIANCE 
We have once again met our legal guidelines with the state and federal 
governments regarding our food service program.  In addition to this, through our 
food service advisory committee and staff efforts, we continue to work to try to 
go beyond these standards and provide even greater and more nutritious school 
breakfast and lunch options.  Examples of this would include the addition of a 
much improved salad bar option for high school students and focusing on 
providing only regular milk (no chocolate milk) in order to provide greater 
nutritional offerings.  There have also been other efforts to provide healthier 
options such as fruit smoothies and lower calorie versions of popular items such 
as cinnamon rolls.  We certainly have much more learning ahead of us, but I 
believe stakeholders are being engaged and are working hard to continue to go 
above and beyond the minimum requirements set forth by the state and federal 
governments for nutritional breakfast and lunch offerings. 
 


6. The Superintendent shall not fail to facilitate orderly and appropriate public 
access to the Board, and to ensure timely and appropriate follow-up in response 
to expressed public input. IN COMPLIANCE 
As you know, your board agenda provides significant opportunity for public 
comments and access.  Your linkage meetings are a clear example of the public’s 
opportunity to provide input.  Additional to this, since the entire board packets are 
now shared in a digital form accessible online, the public’s information base from 
which to make comments have also gained strength through greater access.  All 
this has allowed for the facilitation of orderly and appropriate public access to the 
board in order to be compliant with this expectation. 
 


7. Fail to take proactive steps to train teachers to provide appropriate and 
adequate lesson plans for substitutes. IN COMPLIANCE 
Two years ago we did a significant amount of work to raise the awareness and 
develop processes to create feedback loops by teachers and substitutes about 
lesson plans and lesson plan implementation.  This past year, the number of issues 
and/or questions about lesson planning and implementation of lesson plans was 
greatly reduced.  We again plan to work this year with our staff and with 
substitutes through the planned substitute institutes to reinforce the expectations 
about having quality lesson plans for substitutes and effective implementation of 
these plans during a teacher’s absence. 


 
8. Fail to take proactive steps to prepare substitutes to effectively lead a student-


centered classroom in the absence of the regular classroom teacher. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
As a district, we have offered “substitute institutes” to provide our subs with 
specific training on the La Center Learning Model and classroom expectations.  
These institutes (led by Dave Holmes) have been very popular.  As one piece of 
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evidence of the impact these trainings have had in the classroom for students, I 
would remind the Board that unlike past years we received no complaints during 
student linkages about substitutes.  Additionally, we have received calls from 
neighboring districts inquiring whether or not we are once again offering this 
training as they have noticed a difference in substitutes who have attended. 
 


9. Fail to ensure students starting in grades 9 through 12 have a current high 
school and beyond plan, including a chosen pathway to graduation. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
At the conclusion of the 8th grade year, all students have worked with their 
teachers and our career counselor to discuss the district’s graduation 
requirements, including their choice of learning pathways as part of the 
Navigation program.  Furthermore, all 8th graders attend an assembly explaining 
the pathways model that helps them determine the appropriate courses they need 
take in order to maximize the success of their learning trajectory.  Parents and 
students also attend an orientation/information evening to explain the pathway 
model in further detail.  For all new students to the high school, during the 
registration process our counselors review the pathways and help students review 
their learning options relative to the post-secondary learning opportunity they are 
seeking.  Finally, since all students attending the high school (either full time and 
part-time) participate in the Navigation 101 program, students utilize the 
pathways model as a framework for their work.  Ultimately, all this is 
incorporated into all students’ High School and Beyond Plan so as to help them 
decide how to best prepare themselves as learners and for where they want to 
head after graduation. This plan is fully completed during their senior year 
through a finished HS and Beyond Plan that is presented through their Student 
Led Conferences. 
 


10. Fail to ensure students in grades 9 through 12 make adequate progress toward 
graduation within their chosen pathway. IN COMPLIANCE 
Through Navigation 101, along with the help of the counselors, each student 
receives notification of the progress they are making towards graduation at the 
end of the school year.  This packet of student information shows what credits 
students have earned towards graduation and what still needs to be completed 
within the specific pathway they have chosen.  This allows parents and students to 
both see their progress and whether adjustments need to be made. 
 
The following are the current selected pathways students are choosing per 
graduating class.  These numbers are sorted by the credits earned to place the 
students rather than their cohort. 


  
There are 153 students who by credit are in 9th grade.  The pathways selected by 
these students are: 


Academic Pathway       95 students    62% 
Honors Pathway             40 students    26% 
Technical Pathway           18 students        12% 
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There are 141 students who by credit are in 10th grade.  The pathways selected by 
these students are: 


Academic Pathway       102 students     72% 
Honors Pathway              36 students        26% 
Technical Pathway              3 students        2% 


 
There are 105 students who by credit are in 11th grade.  The pathways selected by 
these students are: 


Academic Pathway      63 students     60% 
Honors Pathway          35 students     33% 
Technical Pathway          7 students         7% 


 
There are 112 students that by credit are in 12th grade. The pathways selected by 
these students are: 


Academic Pathway      87 students     78% 
Honors Pathway            15 students     13% 
Technical Pathway          10 students                    9% 


 
 


The following is a look at the cohorts of students that are based on their expected 
on-time graduation year.   
 
2012/13 FRESHMAN CLASS – Graduating Class of 2016 Cohort 
There are 132 incoming freshman students with less than 6 high school credits.  
Since they are just entering, no students are behind in expected credits. 


  
2012/13 SOPHOMORE CLASS – Graduating Class of 2015 Cohort 
There are 134 students enrolled in the district who are or should be in the 
expected graduating class of 2015.  Of this cohort, 19 students have fewer than 6 
credits earned toward graduation. In partnership with the counselors, these 
students have developed a plan to catch up with their cohort before 2015. 


 
2012/13 JUNIOR CLASS – Graduating Class of 2014 Cohort 
There are 128 students enrolled in the district who are or should be in the 
expected graduating class of 2014.  Of this cohort, 27 students have fewer than 12 
credits earned toward graduation. In partnership with the counselors, these 
students have developed a plan to catch up with their cohort before 2014. 


 
2012/13 SENIOR CLASS – Graduating Class of 2013 Cohort 
There are 117 students enrolled in the district who are or should be in the 
expected graduating class of 2013.  Of this cohort, 5 students have fewer than 18 
credits earned toward graduation.  In partnership with the counselors, these 
students have developed a plan to catch up with their cohort before 2013. 
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We do currently have a few students who were part of classes previous to our 
current senior class who continue to work on their diploma.  These students 
sometimes are called “super seniors” and all have specific hurdles that they have 
been working on to achieve their diploma.  Some are special education students, 
some had significant personal challenges, but all continue to work towards their 
diploma.  Our counselors and faculty continue to support these few students 
within the bounds of state law to continue to assist their positive progression 
towards graduation.

I interpret this staff treatment expectation to mean that the board insists the district be 
operated in a manner that ensures the highest quality staff are recruited, hired, retained 
and supported in order to provide the highest quality learning environment possible for 
students. 


REPORT 
 
There are seven specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 
specific area of EL-4 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 
 


1. The superintendent shall not fail to ensure that reasonable background 
inquiries and checks are made prior to hiring any personnel or approving the 
use of volunteers. IN COMPLIANCE 
All applicants are screened through the district office, prior to being interviewed.  
References are checked upon completion of a successful interview. I personally 
meet with the recommended certificated candidates, prior to making a formal 
recommendation to the board.  All volunteers are required to fill out the 
appropriate district volunteer forms, which allow for screening through the 
Washington State Patrol (WSP) on-line background check.   
 


2. The Superintendent shall not fail to recommend only highly qualified 
candidates to the Board for approval of staff appointment, nor fail to actively 
implement the district’s affirmative action plan. IN COMPLIANCE 
As superintendent, I approve all hires before I formally recommend them to the 
board for final approval.  We have a good track record of being able to find 
candidates with the needed qualifications or develop a plan to get new staff hires 
that match our needs ready to meet both state and national highly qualified status, 
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even in specialty areas where we have traditionally struggled to find ample 
candidates.  
 


3. The Superintendent shall not fail to operate with written personnel policies 
which:  


  a. Clarify personnel rules and procedures for staff.  
  b. Provide for effective handling of grievances.  
  c. Include adequate job descriptions for all staff positions.  


d. Protect against discrimination, harassment, or other     
    mistreatment.  


IN COMPLIANCE 
District policies and procedures are available on-line and accessible to all staff.  
 


4. The Superintendent shall not prevent employees from grieving to the Board 
when internal grievance procedures have been exhausted and the employee 
alleges that Board policy has been violated. IN COMPLIANCE 
There were no grievances initiated during the past school year. 
 


5. The Superintendent shall not fail to protect confidential information. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
Staff records and information are kept confidential and are secured in locked 
cabinets and/or within secure rooms with limited access.  As stated in EL-3 
monitoring report, the district continues to work hard to make sure confidential 
information is secured and managed effectively.  As confidential documents 
become out of date or non-useful, the district uses the service of a secure 
shredding company to further protect this information from being accessed by 
unauthorized individuals. 
 


6. The Superintendent shall not fail to establish and maintain a working 
environment for staff that is safe, civil and conducive to teaching and learning. 
IN COMPLIANCE 
This expectation is sometimes difficult to show examples for, especially since all 
is going well.  I would point out though, that the consistent lack of grievances is a 
positive sign that at least a base level of effective and professional working 
environment exists within the district.  To add to this, I would point to the history 
of effectively moving through the challenging economic conditions of the past 
few years without cuts to student services, layoffs of teachers or have to deal with 
any labor work stoppages or slowdowns.  These are all further evidences that this 
expectation is being achieved. 
 


7. The Superintendent shall not fail to ensure that all staff is informed of the 
provisions of this policy. IN COMPLIANCE 
This policy is available on-line as well as being included in the required training 
for all staff at the start of the year.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret budget planning to mean that the board expects me to prepare the annual 
district budget to meet their Ends policies, account for all the variables of funding and 
expenditures for both the short and long-term, and to communicate the budget in a clear 
and concise manner to the board and all interested stakeholders.  


REPORT 
 
There are ten specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 
specific area of EL-7 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 
 


1. The superintendent may not present a budget which is not consistent with the 
board’s established priorities. IN COMPLIANCE 
Once again, we have built a budget with less state funding but have done so in a 
way to maintain or expand our services to students.  An example of this is to 
complete an internal loan from our reserve fund to our capital projects fund in 
order to pay off the non-voted debt of the district.  This move freed up resources 
that needed to be set aside within the annual budget to fund any possible shortfall 
in impact fees to pay for the non-voted debt loans.  This freeing of funds has 
allowed us to expand our resources in the area of technology.  This reallocation of 
funds will provide students with greater access to technology and information 
through the purchase and implementation of seven portable iCart moble iPad labs 
spread across the district. 


 
2. The superintendent may not present a budget which is not in a comprehensive 


summary format understandable to the Board and community.  IN 
COMPLIANCE 
Probably the most important document given annually to the board that provides a 
fiscal overview is the F-196 document. We have also supplemented these state 
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reports with locally produced summary spreadsheets, graphs and narratives on a 
monthly basis in order to provide the board with a variety of fiscal perspectives 
about the budget.  
 


3. The superintendent shall not fail to adequately describe major budget initiatives 
and funding sources.   IN COMPLIANCE 
Within our planning processes for considering new proposals to improve services, 
provide greater support or to create new opportunities, we always determine how 
the funding will be provided to support this change.  Again this year during our 
budget briefings with the board, we went beyond this expectation by designing 
work sessions to go deeper that just the bottom line numbers and explore our 
values and models that drive our budget decisions.  As in past years, this process 
has been of great help to both Brett and I as we developed the final budget 
proposal for the board’s review and approval. 
 


4. The superintendent shall not fail to compare, for each major fund type and 
activity, the amount of actual expenditures for the most recently closed fiscal 
year, budgeted expenditures for the current fiscal year, and proposed budget 
expenditures for the next fiscal year.  IN COMPLIANCE 
The district’s effort to meet this expectation is contained in the annual F-196 
report provided to the board.  
 


5. The superintendent shall not fail to disclose major budget development 
assumptions, including anticipated changes in state funding.  IN 
COMPLIANCE 
As in past years, we have worked to share in advance both the pending and actual 
budgetary impacts from the state in a manner that engages stakeholders in 
meaningful conversations.  Again this year we were able to handle these impacts 
in ways that did not require negative changes to services or programs.  In fact, 
once again the funding changes have encouraged us to rethink how we support 
our students so as to actually enhance our services/programs in many cases. 
 


6. The superintendent may not present a budget which plans for the expenditure 
in any fiscal year of more funds than are conservatively projected to be received 
or appropriated during the year unless otherwise approved by the Board in a 
multi-year projection. IN COMPLIANCE 
Last year the board approved a budget with a pre-authorization to draw into 
reserves by around $150K.  This year, we worked to lower that pre-authorization 
request to around $100K as we continue to move towards what can be described 
as a new normal in funding. The board was briefed in advance of the request to 
approve a budget with an imbalance in expenditures to revenues. Therefore even 
though this projected imbalance in the budget planning process did occur, I 
believe I am still in compliance with this expectation because of the go ahead by 
the board to submit a budget with a pre-authorization built in.
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The superintendent may not present a budget which plans for the reduction, 
without approval of the Board, of the unreserved and undesignated general 
fund balance for any fiscal year to less than 5.0 percent of total expenditures.  
IN COMPLIANCE 
Even with our anticipated draw into our unrestricted fund balance for the 2012/13 
school year and the interfund loan to pay off the non-voted debt, the budget 
presented to the board once again exceeds the 5.0 percent ending fund balance 
expectation. 
 


7. The superintendent may not present a budget which fails to provide adequate 
and reasonable budget support for Board development and other governance 
priorities, including the costs of fiscal audits, Board and committee meetings, 
Board memberships and district legal fees.  IN COMPLIANCE 
As stated above, we traditionally budget conservatively in most areas so despite 
the fiscal issues facing the district, we have confidence we have fully planned for 
the expenses the board needs to fulfill its responsibilities.  
 


8. The superintendent may not present a budget which fails to take into 
consideration fiscal soundness in future years or ignores the building of 
organizational capabilities sufficient to achieve Ends in future years. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
The district uses a comprehensive forecasting model that uses a base five-year 
projection that gathers and quantifies the fiscal impacts of variables used to create 
our budgets.  The district’s strong track record of fiscal stability provides ample 
evidence of the effectiveness of this model and the reliability of the data used.  
With our recent economic challenges across the state and the nation, our models 
and variables have been tested once again.  I am confident our fiscal system and 
the people who use and manage these tools have adapted well to these challenges 
so as to continue our record of fiscal success. 


 
9. The superintendent may not present a budget which fails to reflect anticipated 


changes in employee compensation including inflationary adjustments, step 
increases, and benefits. IN COMPLIANCE 
Our system of changes in employee compensation continues to serve us well, 
while at the same time greatly reducing traditional personnel conflicts associated 
with these types of annual compensation adjustments.  All of our contractual 
agreements have in place a system of adjustment (classified – SIRS data, 
certificated – teachers’ salary schedule) that are as objective as possible and 
makes changes while reducing the likelihood of conflict.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret budget execution to mean the board expects me to follow the approved budget, 
protect the fiscal stability of the district, ensure the district adheres to sound fiscal 
practices and verify through independent audits that the public’s trust in its fiscal 
oversight is well founded. 


REPORT 
 
There are nine specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 
specific area of EL-8 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 
 


1. The superintendent may not expend more funds than are anticipated to be 
received in the fiscal year unless authorized by the Board through utilization of 
available reserves or unless resources are made available through other legal 
means.  IN COMPLIANCE 
We were once again able to meet our fiscal targets with success.  No budget 
extension was called for due to unanticipated changes in revenues or expenditures 
and we anticipate ending up in a stronger fiscal position than originally 
anticipated when the 2011/12 budget was approved in July of 2011.  The Board 
did approve a budget extension in order to implement the interfund loan to retire 
the non-voted debt loans. 
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2. The superintendent shall not fail to maintain and protect the minimum 


maintenance of year-end general fund balance as budgeted. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
As called for in policy, the ending fund balance shall be no less than 5% of the 
budgeted amount.  For fiscal year 2011/2012 the ending fund balance is projected 
to be approximately 7.1% of budget. 
 


3. The superintendent shall not fail to settle payroll and debts in a timely manner. 
IN COMPLIANCE 
Through the efforts of our accounts payable and payroll departments, along with 
the County Treasurer’s office, the district has completed all payments in a timely 
manner.   
 


4. The superintendent shall not allow reports or filings required by any state or 
federal agency to be overdue or inaccurately filed.  IN COMPLIANCE 
Due to our size, either the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction 
(OSPI) or the Educational Service District (ESD) to ensure timely and appropriate 
submission of necessary information monitors virtually all reports required of the 
district.  Additionally, with our fiscal officer services being contracted through the 
ESD, we have significant access to the most current information on reporting and 
documentation requirements. 


 
5. The superintendent shall not fail to arrange for the bi-annual audit of all 


district funds and accounts.  IN COMPLIANCE 
The district once again received a clean audit report from the state’s auditor’s 
office through another federal fiscal audit this past spring.  The board received a 
report on these audit results previously. 
 


6. The superintendent shall not fail to aggressively pursue receivables after a 
reasonable grace period.  IN COMPLIANCE 
The district has very little receivables, but those reimbursable expenses and grants 
that we do have, we diligently bill and pursue payment within a reasonable grace 
period.  To assist in our record keeping so as to provide the most up-to-date 
information to patrons owing for fees and fines, the district upgraded to a digital 
receipting system this past year in all of our buildings. 
 


7. The superintendent shall not fail to keep complete and accurate financial 
records by funds and accounts in accordance with established fiscal accounting 
procedures as reflected in generally accepted accounting principles. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
As detailed in item #5 above, the district once again received a positive and clean 
audit by the state auditor’s office.  This is further evidence that sound fiscal 
accounting procedures are being adhered to. 
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8. The superintendent shall not fail to publish a financial condition statement 
annually as a part of the district’s annual report to the public. IN 
COMPLIANCE 
The state mandated, designed and published F-196 is the key document to verify 
to the public that the district is faithfully managing and overseeing their money.  
This document will be made available to stakeholders via the district website 
(linked to the community section). 
 


9. The superintendent shall not allow commercial entities to advertise or imply the 
endorsement of any product without board approval. IN COMPLIANCE 
The boosters had requested and received approval from the board to place banners 
up on the fences around the athletic fields a year ago and have done so without 
any issues.  Since this was a board approved action and not one that I approved 
unilaterally, I believe I am in compliance with this expectation.
