LEARNING UPDATE

¢ District-wide Learning Initiatives — This year we have several district-wide learning
initiatives that I would like for you to be aware of.

Lab Classroom Project (LCP) — This effort involves approximately 30 staff from
across the district organized in five different teams. Each team is working on a
specific problem of practice and a team-created action hypothesis. They have at their
disposal eight half-day release time (supported by grant funding) to work on their
specific problem of practice. Five teacher leaders (Denise Skufca, Sharon Bussler,
Andrea Austad, Kristy Schneider and Kathy Bounds) along with building
administrators will develop solutions to the problem they have identified. The focus
of their work is to expand their awareness of how to create high cognitive demand
student centered learning environments. What is learned from these teams will then
be shared with other staff in their respective buildings and with the other four teams
involved in this project. I am very excited about learning what they discover about
improving their practice.

Washington State Leadership Academy (WSLA) — Our entire district leadership
team will be joining six other districts in our region to work on our problem of
practice as administrators. The bulk of the cost of this effort is paid for through state
funding and private grant dollars. It will provide us the time and space to go even
deeper as learners ourselves on how we can get better at fostering cognitively
demanding learning environments across the district.

Universal Design for Learning (UDL) — In a joint effort with ESD 112 Special
Education Cooperative staff, we will be working on learning how to provide a higher
quality learning experience for our students with special needs. We will begin this
work by observing learning environments at the high school that include students on
IEPs (Resource and Life-skills students). The initial focus will be in the content area
of social studies (the teachers involved will be Shawn Link and Kathy Bounds). This
effort will be very interesting, because we have a lot to learn in this area.

BOARD UPDATE

® Presentation to the State Board of Education on our Graduation Requirements —
Yesterday I presented to the State Board of Education our Pathways to the Future model and
our new graduation requirements. We are the first district in the state to change our
requirements to meet these new expectations. Attached is a copy of the article from the
Columbian. Since the Associated Press wrote this, the article can also be found in other
papers across the state including the Seattle Times. FYL

® Start of School — It has been a very busy, but great start to school. All of our staff is very
busy, particularly our administrators. Being down what has turned out to be nearly a full
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administrator with the reassignments to save costs, everyone is pulling extra duties, but
learning a lot. We are also down 0.6 FTE in the district office, which especially this time of
year (initial payroll and all the purchasing to get school up and running) is keeping them very
busy. We are also down a full FTE in technology as well. I just want you to know that we
are “great swimmers”, but we are definitely busy©

® Portable Bleachers — Thanks to funding garnered by the La Center Education Foundation
(approx. $40,000), we are now the proud owners of a new set of portable bleachers. I am told
these portable bleachers have a 300-seat capacity and are very mobile. The lower section
hydraulically folds up on the upper section so it can be pulled around with a truck. Our hope
is to use them at fields on both campuses and possibly allow them to be used for other
community events.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY

I interpret district facilities to include all buildings, structures, play fields, parking lots,
etc. owned by the La Center School District. These facilities should be appropriate, well
maintained and cared for as entrusted assets of the patrons of this district. Additionally, I
interpret the expectations set forth in this policy as direction from the Board to complete
the necessary tasks to forecast future growth, plan for anticipated needs, garner support to
fund needed additional new facilities, facility upgrades and/or repairs in order to provide
the highest quality teaching and learning space possible for students, staff and patrons. I
further interpret this expectation to mean the work must be completed in advance of the
actual need for the greatest value to the district at the lowest possible price.

REPORT

There are two specific areas described in this policy. The following will address each
specific area of EL-9 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations.

1. The superintendent shall not fail to maintain a continual ten-year plan
(minimum) for managing and developing facilities. IN COMPLIANCE
Over the course of the past year, the district has continued to work on planning for
future facility needs. Part of this work was to formally complete a district-wide
survey and study for the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI).
This work was paid for by a grant and utilized the services of Northwest
Architectural Company (NAC) to assist us in the creation of this document. This
work included a review of all of our facilities currently in inventory as well as
look ahead for future needs. On the district website, a twenty-year timeline is
available that maps out a possible future facility strategy to meet enrollment
projections. Depending on future direction from the board, this twenty-year
timeline will be adjusted to more accurately reflect a potential strategy for
meeting our facility needs.
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2. With respect to the district’s facilities program, the Superintendent shall not
cause or allow actions that violate or materially deviate from voter-approved
building and renovation projects, state law, state regulations, procurement code,
or building codes. IN COMPLIANCE
We have no current unfinished voter approved projects.

All other projects, such as the installation of portable classrooms, electrical
upgrades, plumbing upgrades, fencing, etc. have been completed in accordance
with state laws and regulations as required. Permits for all projects that required
them were obtained through the City of La Center and/or the State of Washington.
All current projects requiring permits have been inspected, approved and signed
off by building and electrical inspectors.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY

I interpret District assets to include financial assets, real property, facilities, equipment,
staff, elected directors, and the District’s local and statewide reputation as a quality
school district.

REPORT

There are ten specific areas described in this policy. The following will address each
specific area of EL-10 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the
district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations with all ten expectations.

1. The superintendent shall not fail to obtain insurance coverage against thefft,
casualty, and liability losses in accordance with Risk Management Pool
directions. IN COMPLIANCE
The district is part of the Southwest Washington Risk Management Insurance
Cooperative, Southwest Washington Workers” Compensation Trust and
Southwest Washington Unemployment Compensation Pool through ESD112.
The district has liability coverage of $20 million per occurrence, property
coverage of $50 million per incident along with money and securities coverage of
$1 million per occurrence.

2. The superintendent shall not allow un-bonded personnel access to funds in
excess of $50,000. IN COMPLIANCE
The District’s system of financial control tightly limits direct access to cash and
securities by any one person in the District. No one person in the district has
access to that amount of money at any given time. All property tax, state funding
transactions and federal money transactions are handled directly by the Clark
County Treasurer’s Office. Together these sources represent approximately 97%
of all receipts.
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As extra coverage, the district has a blanket public official bond of $50,000 to
cover Brett Blechschmidt as our fiscal officer and myself as superintendent. Our
Insurance Cooperative also provides crime insurance coverage in the amount of
$1 million for money and securities crimes.

3. The superintendent shall not fail to take steps to ensure that a program of
preventive maintenance is in place for district facilities and equipment.
IN COMPLIANCE
This past year the district has completed several projects that reflect our
commitment to maintaining the facilities entrusted to us by the patrons of the
district. The following is a list of some of the most significant projects completed:
- Replaced a large section of fire sprinkler line at the high school that had
been leaking at various times due to rusted pipes. These pipes were
incorrectly installed with un-drainable low spots. This issue was raised by
maintenance during the remodel in 2004/05, but no funds were available at
that time. Our only option is to tackle them as the situation and funding
allows.
- Painted and made repairs as needed to numerous classrooms, offices and
hallways throughout the district over the summer.
- Screened and refinished the high school, middle school and elementary
school gym floors.
- Performed annual maintenance on equipment such as HVAC systems,
emergency generators, etc.
- Trimmed shrubs and trees on both campuses.
- Cleaned parking lots and painted, as needed the striping and/or curbing
identifications.
As part of this effort to maintain our facilities, our maintenance supervisor and
principals touch base weekly to determine any specific needs that should be met
as well as review the progress of any work requested.

4. The superintendent shall not fail to conduct energy assessments and to make
modifications, which result in energy savings. IN COMPLIANCE
Our maintenance department monitors our HVAC equipment through the use of a
computer tracking system and completes system trend analysis as needed. We
also track utility bills to determine if there is any abnormal energy usage.

5. The superintendent shall not recklessly expose the district, its Board, or staff to
legal liability. IN COMPLIANCE
Our district leadership team works hard to follow state statutes, board and district
policies, student and staff handbooks and good professional practices to reduce our
likelihood of exposure to risk. To assist us with some of the legal matters that go
beyond normal issues, the district has access to attorneys with various specialties.
For capital facility plan and growth management issues we use Marnie Allen from
ESD 112. For real estate issues we utilize the expertise of LeAnne Bremer from
Miller Nash, LLP. For student and staff matters, as well as all other legal issues,
we utilize the services of Rockie Hansen, PLLC.
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6. The superintendent shall not approve any purchase in violation of the district’s
procurement code. IN COMPLIANCE
All purchases are approved through the district’s procurement process established
by our fiscal officer, Brett Blechschmidt, and called for in the State of
Washington’s accounting manual. The district’s accounting system and fiscal
processes have consistently passed state audits. The procurement protocol
developed in the spring of 2007 continues to prove itself as a valuable tool for
aligning the actions of staff and ensuring that proper oversight is occurring.

7. The superintendent shall not fail to implement procedures to protect
information, records, and files from loss or damage.
IN COMPLIANCE
As aresult of past efforts, the district’s ability to protect information, records and
files from loss or damage has significantly improved. Examples of this effort are
as follows:

- Created a secure long-term records storage area on the K-8 campus.

- Established a system for safely shredding and disposing of records that are
allowed by law to be destroyed.

- Reorganized district office to more easily store essential records and have
begun a process to move less essential records to the district’s new long-
term storage area at the middle school.

- Initiated a process of formulating a list of critically important documents
and data (hard copies and digital copies) in order to determine security
needs, appropriate handling and data back-up procedures.

Both the middle school and high school have fire-resistant rooms that were
upgraded during the remodeling process just completed on both campuses.
Physical security from theft for all records is now at an acceptable level.
However, the main area of needed improvement at this point is with fire
protection of district records as there is no sprinkler system or fireproof records
storage within the district office.

8. The superintendent shall not receive, process, or disburse funds under controls,
which are insufficient under generally accepted accounting principles for
governments. IN COMPLIANCE
Our controls and procedures follow the state’s accounting manual and auditor
recommendations. As evidence of meeting this expectation, the district has a long
record of successfully passing its bi-annual state audit. This past year was no
different as we successfully passed another state audit as well as received many
commendations for good fiscal practices.

9. The superintendent shall not acquire, encumber, or dispose of real property
without approval of Board. IN COMPLIANCE
Each month, the board agenda includes any and all property and other donated
material/funds for board approval. The agenda also shows requests, as per district
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policy, for board approval when the disposal of district property of significant
value was needed.

10. The superintendent shall not knowingly or recklessly endanger the district’s
public image or credibility, thereby jeopardizing the district’s ability to
accomplish its mission. IN COMPLIANCE
Part of this responsibility is to keep the board and the district leadership informed
of issues and possible issues so proactive steps can be taken. There are many
examples of this type of action that could demonstrate meeting this expectation.
To offer one example of meeting this expectation we can look at when patrons
raised concerns around the advanced lesson plans associated with the President’s
address to students at the start of the year. At one level, we took appropriate
action to listen to stakeholders regarding their concerns. On another level, the
district leadership team took appropriate action to be clear with staff, yet at the
same time provide them the professional latitude to use the speech if they felt
strongly about it supporting their curriculum. Guidance was also provided staff
on how to support any parents who did not want their students to see the speech at
school.

Finding the balance between a variety of stakeholders in a way that supports
students in these types of issues is essential to maintaining and building upon the
good will the district enjoys with stakeholders. Ends policy E-1 clearly articulates
this expectations as well as EL-10 (10) and I believe we have a strong track
record of achieving this expectation.

STUDENT SPORTS — CONCUSSION AND HEAD INJURIES

The board recognizes that concussions and head injuries are commonly reported injuries in
children and adolescents who participate in sports and other recreational activities. The Board
acknowledges the risk of catastrophic injuries or death are significant when a concussion or head
injury is not properly evaluated and managed. Therefore, all competitive sport activities in the
District will be identified by the administration.

Consistent with Washington law, the District will utilize guidelines developed with the
Washington Interscholastic Activities Association (WIAA) and other pertinent information and
forms to inform and educate coaches, youth athletes, and their parents and/or guardians of the
nature and risk of concussions or head injuries, including the dangers associated with continuing
to play after a concussion or head injury.

Annually, the district will distribute a head injury and concussion information sheet to all parents
and guardians of student participants in competitive sport activities. The parent/guardian and
student must return a signed acknowledgement indicating that they have reviewed and
understand the information provided before the student participates in any covered activity. Until
this acknowledgement form is returned and on file with the District, the student may not practice
or compete.

All coaches, including volunteers, will complete training as required in the District procedure.
Additionally, all coaches of competitive sport activities will comply with WIAA guidelines for
the management of head injuries and concussions.

Student Sports Concussion and Head Injuries

Concussion and Head Injury Management in Student Sports
A. Athletic Director or Administrator in Charge of Athletics Duties:

1. Updating: Each spring, the athletic director, or the administrator in charge of athletics
if there is no athletic director, shall review any changes that have been made in forms
required for concussion and head injury management by consulting with the WIAA or
the WIAA Web site. If there are any updated forms, they will be adopted and used for
the upcoming school year.

2. Identifying Sports: All sports offered at La Center School District are considered to
be competitive sports.

B. Coach Training: All coaches shall undergo training in head injury and concussion
management at least once every two years by one of the following means: (1) through
attendance at a WIAA or similar clock hour presentation which uses WIAA guidelines; or (2)
by completing WIAA online training.

C. Parent Information Sheet: On a yearly basis, a concussion and head injury information sheet
shall be signed and returned by the youth athlete and the athlete's parent and/or guardian
prior to the youth athlete's initiating practice or competition. This information sheet may be
incorporated into the parent permission sheet, which allows students to participate in
extracurricular athletics.

D. Coach’s Responsibility: A youth athlete who is suspected of sustaining a concussion or head
injury in a practice or game shall be immediately removed from play.

E. Return to Play After Concussion or Head Injury: A student athlete who has been removed
from play may not return to play until the athlete is evaluated by a licensed health care
provider trained in the evaluation and management of concussion and receives written
clearance to return to play from that health care provider. The health care provider may be a
volunteer.

USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES

The board subscribes to the belief that public schools are owned and operated by and for its
patrons. The public is encouraged to use school facilities but shall be expected to reimburse the
district for such use to insure that funds intended for education are not used for other purposes.

The superintendent is authorized to establish procedures for use of school facilities, including
rental rates, supervisory requirements, safety requirements, restrictions, and security. Those
using school facilities shall maintain insurance for accident and liability covering persons using
the district’s facilities under the sponsorship of the organization. For rental rate purposes,
organizations seeking the use of school facilities have been divided into three categories:

School or Child-related Groups or Other Government Agencies include those organizations
whose main purpose is to promote the welfare of boys and girls or to provide members of the
community access to government programs or opportunities for civic participation. Examples
are: Scouts, Campfire, PTO, 4-H, city or county sponsored recreation groups, polling places,
political caucuses and governmental groups. When facilities are used outside of regular school
hours, or the district incurs extra utility, cleaning or supervision costs, a fee, to be established by
the superintendent, shall be charged to recoup those costs.

Nonprofit Groups includes those organizations which might wish to use school facilities for
lectures, promotional activities, rallies, entertainment, college courses, or other activities for
which public halls or commercial facilities generally are rented or owned. The district shall
charge a rental rate in excess of costs incurred, except that such excess charges may be waived
when a service club or other nonprofit group is raising funds for charitable purposes. To be
granted this exception, the charitable organization must be recognized by the Philanthropic
Division of the Better Business Bureau. Professional fund raisers representing charities must
provide evidence that they are registered and bonded by the state of Washington. Such fund-
raisers must provide evidence that the charity will receive at least sixty (60) percent of the gross
revenues received from the public prior to approval to use the facilities. Similar treatment may be
granted public universities and colleges when offering college courses within the community or
when any university/college is offering a course for staff at the request of the district. Nonprofit
groups of the kind that in most communities have their own facilities (churches, lodges, veterans
groups, granges, etc.) who wish to use district facilities on a regular, but temporary, basis may do
so under this rental rate, but for no more than two years and may not average more than twelve
hours of use per week.

Commercial Enterprises include profit-making organizations and business-related enterprises.
While the district would prefer these organizations use commercial or private facilities, facilities
may be rented for nonregular use at the prevailing rate charged by commercial facilities in the
area.

District-sponsored activities, including curricular and co-curricular functions, retain first priority
in use of facilities. Authorization for use of school facilities shall not be considered as
endorsement of or approval of the activity group or organization nor for the purposes it
represents.

Use of School Facilities
Application for use of school facilities shall be made to the facilities coordinator.

Professional fund raisers representing charities must provide evidence that the fund raiser:
A. Is recognized by the Philanthropic Division of the Better Business Bureau;

B. Is registered and bonded by the state of Washington; and

C. Will give the charity at least sixty (60) percent of the gross revenues.

Sponsoring organizations shall provide sufficient, competent adult and/ or special supervision,
and the amount of adequate supervision shall be agreed upon at the time the authorization is
issued.

Alcoholic beverages and illegal drugs shall not be permitted in school facilities or on school
property at any time. Tobacco use is prohibited in school facilities and on school property.

All applicants for use of school facilities shall hold the district free and without harm from any
loss or damage, liability or expense that may arise during or be caused in any way by such use or
occupancy of school facilities. Also, in the event that property loss or damage is incurred during
such use or occupancy, the amount of damage shall be decided by the superintendent and
approved by the board and a bill for damages shall be presented to the group using or occupying
the facilities during the time the loss or damage was sustained.

All applicants for use of school facilities shall maintain accident and liability insurance for
persons using district facilities under the applicant’s sponsorship in an amount not less than
$50,000 due to bodily injury or death of one person or at least $100,000 due to bodily injury or
death of two or more persons in any incident. If use of the district’s facilities is to be ongoing,
the applicant shall provide evidence to the district once every thirty days that the insurance
remains in effect.

All applicants are required to complete appropriate documentation regarding concussion
training if any athletic activities are part of the facility use request.

The superintendent possesses the authority to make the decision on use of school facilities by a
group. The group may appeal such decision to the board.

Because of the value of district's playing fields to the community's total recreational opportunity,
the fields may be used by all residents. The use must be appropriate and compatible with each
play field and its surrounding area. Such use shall not result in destruction, damages, or undue
wear or pose a hazard to children or others. Activities which endanger others or cause damage to
fields and lawns are restricted. Should damage to fields and lawns occur, the superintendent shall
make reasonable effort to obtain restitution for the damage.

ASSURANCE OF COMPLIANCE STATEMENT FOR HB 1824,
YOUTH SPORTS-HEAD INJURY POLICIES

HB 1824, otherwise known as the Zachery Lystedt Law, was signed into law on
May 14, 2009. It requires, as of July 26, 2009, that additional steps be taken
regarding concussions in school athletic programs and non-profit athletic groups
using school district facilities.

Accordingly, all non-profit youth organizations using school facilities shall:

1. Provide the school with written proof of insurance covering their youth
athletes with limits required by the law; and,

2. All coaches, players and parents of youth teams shall have similar
training as outlined for school coaches, players and parents (information
available at http://www.wiaa.com/) prior to the start of any practice; and,

3. The non-profit youth groups shall submit a statement of compliance with

the insurance coverage and required head injury trainings prior to
receiving access to school facilities.

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AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into by and between LA CENTER SCHOOL
DISTRICT NO. 101, of La Center, Washington, hereinafter referred to as the "employer," and
SERVICE EMPLOYEES INTERNATIONAL UNION, LOCAL NO. 925, hereinafter referred
to as the "union."

WITNESSETH:
That the parties agree that it has been and will continue to be in their mutual interest and
purpose to promote systematic and effective employee-management cooperation; and that they
will confer and negotiate in good faith with respect to grievances and collective negotiations on
personnel matters including wages, hours and working conditions, as outlined in Chapter 41.56
RCW, and will further promote effective methods for the prompt adjustment of differences.

ARTICLE 1:

Union Recognition and Coverage

Section 1. The union is hereby recognized as the sole and exclusive bargaining representative
for all classified employees of the employer, except employees in the district office.

Section 2. All work to be performed in the jurisdiction of this union shall be performed by
members in good standing except for emergencies or other conditions agreed to between the
union and the employer. Services provided by the neighborhood youth corps (NYC) or other
Federal programs will not reduce the work opportunities of regular employees.

Section 3. It is further agreed that supervisory personnel who engage in the process of written
evaluations shall be excluded from this Agreement.

ARTICLE 2:

Union Security

Section 1. Employees who are now members of the union shall, as a condition of continued
employment, remain members of the union unless specifically excluded from this Agreement.
All other employees and all new employees shall, within thirty-one (31) days following
execution of this Agreement or their date of employment, whichever is later, become members
of the union and shall maintain such membership in good standing of the union as a condition
of continued employment.

Section 2. This Agreement safeguards the non-association rights of employees under RCW

41.56.122 (1), who shall pay a like amount in fees and dues each month to a nonreligious
charity. Such employees shall certify to the union that this has been done.
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Section 3. Upon receipt of written notice from the union that an employee has failed to comply
with the requirements as set forth in this Article, the employer shall give each such employee
thirty (30) days to comply with these requirements; if such employee still refuses to comply,
the employer shall terminate that employee.

ARTICLE 3:

Authorized Deductions

Section 1. The employer agrees to deduct monthly union dues and initiation fees from the
wages of employees who voluntarily request in writing their deduction. Any employee who
wishes to have his/her union dues and initiation fee deducted shall sign a form in accordance
with the form as provided by the union. When filed with the employer, the form will be
honored in accordance with its terms.

Section 2. Upon issuance and transmission of a check to the union, the employer's
responsibility shall cease with respect to deductions covered thereby. The union hereby
undertakes to indemnify and hold the employer harmless from all claims against it for or on
account of any deduction made from the wages of any employee.

ARTICLE 4:

Right of Access, Bulletin Boards

Meetings

Section 1. The business representative for the union shall be permitted access to all properties
covered by this Agreement to discharge his/her duties as a representative of the union;
provided, however, that no interference with the work of employees shall result and such right
of entry shall at all times be subject to general rules applicable to non-employees, and approval
from the appropriate administrative or supervisory office be obtained by the business
representative before he/she contacts an employee at work.

Section 2. The employer agrees to provide bulletin board space, a section labeled "SEIU, Local
925," for the posting of official union notices, which shall be signed by a responsible agent of
the union.

Section 3. Upon the request of the union or by a member thereof, a suitable meeting room shall
be provided by the employer for union business.

Section 4. The union shall designate a representative (and an alternate) to the District Safety

Committee. The district shall not incur the requirements to pay the union representative if the
Safety Committee meetings are conducted outside regular work hours.
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ARTICLE 5:

Management Rights

It is expressly agreed that all rights which ordinarily vest in and have been exercised
exclusively by the employer, except those which are clearly and expressly relinquished within
any written Agreement by the employer, shall continue without prior negotiations with the
established representative group either as to the taking of action under such rights or with
respect to the consequences of such action. Such rights shall include, by way of illustration and
not by way of limitation, the right to:

1. Manage and control the district, its facilities, its operations, and to direct the working force
and affairs of the district.

2. Continue its rights of assignment and direction of work to all of its personnel, and hours of
work and starting times and scheduling of the foregoing, and the right to establish, modify, or
change any work or business or school or days.

3. The right to direct the working force, including the right to hire, promote, suspend, and
discharge employees, transfer employees, assign work or extra duties to employees, determine
the size of the work force and lay off employees.

4. Determine the service, supplies and equipment necessary to continue its operations and to
determine the methods, schedules, and standards of operational production, the means,
methods, and processes of carrying on the work including contracting out or automation thereof
or changes therein; provided, however, that if the employer's production standards are
unreasonable, the established representative group shall have recourse to the procedures as
provided for within any written agreement.

5. The union recognizes the exclusive right of the district to establish policies, rules, and
procedures.

6. The district has the exclusive right to schedule overtime work as required in the manner
most advantageous to the district, commensurate with the applicable provisions of this
Agreement.

The district will give first consideration, with when appropriate, to senior employees for
overtime work. (Appropriate factors are distance from job site, knowledge of work to be
performed, and work within the job classification).

7. It is understood by the parties that every duty connected with operations enumerated in job
descriptions is not always specifically described, and it is intended that all such duties be
performed by the employee.

8. The district reserves the right to discipline and discharge for cause. The district reserves the
right to lay off employees who are members of the union.

9. The employer shall retain all rights and authorities to which by law it is entitled.
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ARTICLE 6:

Nondiscrimination

Section 1. In accordance with the policies of the employer and the union, it is agreed that there
will be no discrimination against any employee or applicant for employment because of his/her
race, sex, age, religion, color, ancestry, or political affiliation; provided, however, that such
activities shall not interfere with the employer operation, in the administration of the terms of
this Agreement, or in hiring.

Section 2. Whenever in this Agreement, the masculine gender is used, it shall be deemed to
include the feminine.

Section 3. The employer shall not discriminate against any employee because of his/her
membership in the union or for legitimate union activity; provided, however, that such activity
shall not be conducted during working hours or be allowed to interfere with the conduct of the
employer's operation. Shop Stewards, however, may present grievances during working hours
provided they do not interfere with the employer's operations.

ARTICLE 7:

Job Descriptions and Written Evaluations

Section 1. The composite of all current job descriptions shall be maintained by the District as
an Addendum to the Agreement. To accommodate changing job descriptions, copies of this
Addendum shall be available to employees at each school location.

Section 2. Updated job descriptions shall be reviewed with the union.

Section 3. The employer shall conduct written evaluations of the employee at the end of said
employee's probationary period and at least once annually thereafter. Said evaluations will be in
accordance with "Exhibit B" attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein.

ARTICLE 8:

Notification of Hiring, Layoffs, Terminations, Promotions, and Vacancies

Section 1. The employer will notify the union on a form attached hereto and marked "Exhibit
C" of all hiring, layoffs, and terminations from the payroll, and promotions of employees
subject to this Agreement, together with the reason for any termination.

Section 2. The employer agrees to notify the union immediately when job vacancies occur in
accordance with "Exhibit C."
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Section 3. In the event there shall be layoffs of classified employees, the district shall notify
the employees of the layoff date as soon as possible.

ARTICLE 9:

New Classifications

Section 1. In the event the employer creates a new job title or substantially alters the contents
of an existing job within this bargaining unit, the employer shall notify the business
representative of the union of the wage rate and attach a copy of the new job description.

Section 2. Should the union not be satisfied with the wage rate because it is not in line with the
other jobs in the wage schedule, the union may request a meeting within fifteen (15) days of the

employer's notice, to negotiate.

Section 3. Should the parties not be in agreement within thirty (30) days of the employer's
notice, the union may waive the dispute or exercise its rights under the grievance procedure.

ARTICLE 10:

Classes of Emplovees

Section 1. A full time employee means an employee who is on a regular budgeted position and
whose work schedule is intended to be eight (8) hours per day, forty (40) hours per week, two
thousand eighty (2080) hours per year.

Section 2. A regular part time employee is one who is regularly employed for less than forty
(40) hours per week throughout the year, or functions only part of the year.

Section 3. A temporary employee is one who is employed for a short duration, for whom
employment terminates upon completion of the task.

Section 4. A casual employee is one employed on an intermittent basis. Substitutes are
considered casual employees.

Section 5. Temporary or casual employees shall not gain seniority or other benefits until they

become a regular employee. Temporary or casual employees shall be paid at the probationary
rate for the position in which they are employed on a temporary or casual basis.
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ARTICLE 11:

Seniority

Section 1. Definition.

A. District seniority is defined as the employee's continuous length of service with the
employer, notwithstanding the provisions of Article II, Section 6.

B. Classification seniority is defined as the employee's continuous length of service
within a single job classification. Provisions of Article 11, Section 6 apply.

Section 2. Classification Seniority. The employer shall provide the union representative with a
list of employees in descending order according to seniority by job classification not later than
September 15 of each year. The list will also note each employee’s district seniority.
Employees will retain classification seniority in the one classification in which they spend the
majority of their time.

Section 3. Probationary Employees. There shall be no seniority among probationary
employees. New employees shall be considered probationary employees until they have been
in the employ of the employer four hundred eighty (480) hours or sixty (60) days, whichever is
least. At the end of such period the employee shall acquire seniority from the date hired. Time
lost by a probationary employee for personal or health reasons shall not satisfy the time
requirements for the required probationary period if the lost time exceeds forty-eight (48) hours
or six (6) working days. The retention or termination of a probationary employee during the
probationary period shall be at the sole discretion of the district and not subject to the
Grievance Procedure. Probationary employees shall receive a wage which is ninety percent
(90%) of the Level 1 hourly wage schedule for the appropriate classification during the period
of their probation.

Section 4. Transition Wage: An employee who changes to a higher-paying position shall be
paid ninety percent (90%) of the position Level 1 hourly wage or their old rate of pay,
whichever is greater, for 30 working days. Following the transition period the employee shall
be paid the position’s regular pay rate per the wage scale.

When an employee has worked the position in a temporary or substitute assignment for thirty
(30) or more consecutive days within the past two (2) years, the employee shall be placed
immediately on the wage scale at the regular rate of pay.

Section 5. Job Vacancies and Promotions. Notice of position vacancies which occur within the
Bargaining Unit shall be posted in all district facilities and copies provided both by mail to the
union office and by inter school delivery to the unit president or designee.

All job openings within the bargaining unit shall be posted for a period of five (5) working days
before such openings are filled and prior to notifying any outside people or prior to any outside
advertising.
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An employee who wishes to apply for a job opening must notify the Personnel Office in
accordance with specifications on the position announcement.

Job openings will be filled by the district based on seniority, experience, skills, ability,
qualifications, and other relevant factors of the applicants for the positions.

The district shall consider all district applicants before other applicants. All qualified district
applicants shall be interviewed and all district applicants may request to test for any open
position.

Where such factors as experience, skills, ability, and qualifications are relatively equal, district
seniority will govern.

Any position that may become available due to the absence of a regular employee for a period
of more than thirty (30) working days shall be posted as a temporary assignment. Upon return
of the regular employee, the employee filling the temporary assignment will return to his/her
former position.

An employee who is promoted may be returned or elect to return to the former job without
prejudice within thirty (30) working days from the time of promotion. However, a voluntary
change in classification made after thirty (30) working days will terminate the employee's
seniority in the classification vacated.

For notification of job openings during the summer months, employees may sign a district list
in the Personnel Office the last month before school is out. Job postings shall be mailed to
employees on the list.

Section 6. Lay-off and Recall. In the event the employer determines that the work force must
be reduced, employees will be selected for lay-off in reverse order of seniority within the
classifications of eliminated positions.

Employees who are being laid off within their classifications and who have worked
successfully in another classification, or who have-the-qualifications can demonstrate the
necessary skills and abilities to work in another classification, may "bump" into the lower
classification. An employee will be permitted to bump into a lower-paying classification only.
An employee desiring to bump into a lower-paying classification may do so provided he has
the necessary qualifications and has greater district
seniority than the employee bemg bumped An employee who bumps into a dlfferent ]Ob

exeeptthathe-will receive 100% of the wage-stipulated

for that classification.
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In the event that two or more employees seek placement in the same position through the
bumping process, the employee with the greatest district seniority wil-be-granted-the
probationary-eppertunity shall prevail.

It shall be the responsibility of the employees laid-off to keep the district advised of their
current address. A laid-off employee must return to work within fourteen (14) calendar days
after receipt of written notice from the District that a job is available; except that

Section 7. Seniority Broken

Members of the bargaining unit who leave the bargaining unit to accept a position in the district
which is a non-bargaining unit position, who return to the bargaining unit position, will be
credited with the seniority previously gained. Time spent in a non-bargaining position will not
be counted as seniority for purposes of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 12:

Hours and Overtime

Section 1. Definition of Terms.

A. "Day" as used in this Article shall mean and consist of the twenty-four (24) hour
period beginning at the time the employee commences work.

B. "Workweek" shall mean and consist of the seven (7) days period beginning at 12:01
a.m. Monday.

C. "Overtime" shall mean one and one half (1 1/2) the straight-time rate and shall be

computed to the nearest fifteen (15) minute interval. If the employee works less than
one half (1/2) the fifteen (15) minute interval, he shall receive no pay for that time.
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Section 2. Overtime Payment. Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day for all employees.
Time worked in excess of eight (8) hours in a day shall constitute overtime and shall be paid for
at the overtime rate.

Section 3. Authorization of Overtime. No employee shall be allowed to work overtime unless
the overtime work has been authorized previously in writing by the superintendent. Overtime
is payable only when specified by the superintendent. A request to perform a job does not
imply the approval of overtime when the job is not completed in the regular time. Such
overtime shall be verified in writing by the superintendent on the employee's time record or by
issuance of an overtime slip, in duplicate, one copy for the employee.

Section 4. Starting time, quitting time and workweek shall be established for employees within
the terms of this Agreement.

Section 5. Minimum Time. The employer will make a good faith effort to schedule employees
for not fewer than four (4) hours per day.

When the district has unassigned hours that become available for distribution, qualified
employees with less than four (4) hours per day will be given preference if their schedule will
accommodate the additional hours and school district operation efficiency will not be disrupted.

Section 6. Call Back and Inclement Weather. If an employee is called out on his day off, or is
called back or is otherwise required to work after having checked out and left the premises, he
shall be paid at the overtime rate for all hours worked on such call back, or for a minimum of
two (2) hours, at straight-time rate, whichever is greater.

In the case of inclement weather an employee may use vacation time, e personal leave time, o
leave without pay or comp time.

Section 7. Meal Periods. An uninterrupted meal period of at least one-half (1/2) hour's
duration shall be afforded each full time employee, to be taken at times designated from time to
time by the employer. If an employee is required by the employer to work more than five (5)
consecutive hours without being given an opportunity to eat, he/she shall be paid at the
overtime rate for all time worked in excess of the first five (5) hours until such time as he/she is
given an opportunity to eat.

Section 8. Medical Examinations. All medical examinations required by the employer shall be
paid at the employer's expense and on the employee's time.

Section 9. Appearance in Court. When an employee is required by the employer to appear in
court or before any attorney at law for the purpose of testifying, the employee shall be
reimbursed in full for all costs incurred because of time lost because of his appearance.

Section 10. Change in Work Schedules. The employer shall make every effort to give at least
twenty-four (24) hours' notice of any change in work schedules.
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Section 11. Any employee who works at least a ten (10) hour continuous shift shall be
reimbursed in full for a meal not to exceed four dollars ($4.00) and said reimbursement shall be
upon receipt only.

Section 12. Rest Periods. Employees shall be allowed a rest period of fifteen (15) minutes on
the employer's time, without students present, for each four (4) hours of working time. Rest
periods shall be scheduled as near as possible to the midpoint of the work period. Six-hour or
more employees are entitled to one additional fifteen (15) minute rest period.

Section 13. Custodians will be permitted to work four ten-hour days during the summer
months, Christmas break, and spring break. Article 12, Section 11, will be waived by the union
for food reimbursement for custodians who work the ten-hour shifts during these periods of
time.

Section 14. Work Week. Full-time Regular Employees. A Work Week shall consist of forty
(40) hours per week. This includes the calendar days, of ‘261 and 262’ day-year.

Section 15. Temporary and Substitute Opportunities, Regular Employees.

Regular employees will be considered for temporary and substitute positions provided the
employee is reasonably able to perform the work and there is minimal impact upon the district
operation. When regular employees are assigned temporary work for a period of ninety (90)
working days or longer, the District will provide benefits for the regular employee’s total hours
assigned work. When regular employees are assigned temporary work for less than ninety (90)
days, the employee shall be paid at the regular rate of pay of the temporary position and receive
holiday pay in the amount of their assigned hours. These employees receive other benefits at
the level provided with their regular, not temporary assignment.

Section 16. Hours of Work for Substitute Opportunities. The District agrees to schedule
employees to work in excess of eight hours a day, only for the purpose of providing substitute
opportunities for regular part-time employees. Any regular part-time employee’s hours shall
not exceed a total of 40 hours unless there is a pre-approved overtime assignment.

Section 17. Distribution of Overtime for Custodians. Overtime will be distributed by campus.
The high school and the K-8 will be the designated distribution groups.

A. Overtime will be distributed by a seniority rotation roster on a continuous rotation.

B. If an offer to have overtime is rejected, the employee will go to the bottom of the
rotation as if they had taken the overtime opportunity.

C. When overtime of one hour or less is a continuation of a custodian’s regular work run,
the overtime stays with the regularly assigned custodian.

D. Exception: When overtime results from an incomplete project and circumstances

outside the ordinary, the overtime may be given to the custodian performing the tasks of
the project.
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Section 18. Emergency Late Start and Emergency Early Release, 9: Ten (10) month

employees: Nine(9)-and Ten (10) month employees shall be paid for their regular work
schedule on an emergency late start or an emergency early release day.

ARTICLE 13:

Wages

Section 1. The district shall pass through to all classified employees any general increase in
wages received from the state, based on state allocated funds. In addition, the district shall
provide an increase of similar amount to any classified employee not included in the state
allotted increase.

These state funded wage increases shall be added to the wage scale and the revised wage scale
attached to the contract.

Longevity wage increases shall be given to all employees as follows:

5 years 2%
10 years 2%
15 years 2%
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Attached hereto and made a part hereof and marked “Exhibit A” is the wage schedule for
regular hourly rates for all employees covered by this Agreement. These wages are effective
August 17" of each year.

Section 2. Temporary Transfer. An employee temporarily performing a position of higher
classification shall receive the rate applicable to such higher classification for all work
performed in said higher classification. If an employee is temporarily transferred to a lower
paid classification, the employee shall continue to receive his regular rate of pay.

The Lead Maintenance/Groundsman will receive 75% of the difference between the
supervisor's pay and the Lead Maintenance/Groundsman's pay whenever the supervisor is
absent for any reason for five (5) consecutive days.

Section 3. Required Training. All employees who are required by the employer to participate
in special training programs, meetings, and other school functions shall be paid at the regular
rate of pay. The District shall provide employees and the Union a list of required classes by
October 15™ of each year.

Section 4. Travel Reimbursement. Employees required by the superintendent or his/her
designee to use their personal vehicles for travel shall be reimbursed at the current IRS per mile
rate.

Section 5. Education Fund. The employer may provide for travel allowances and conference
attendance or other educationally broadening opportunities in their budgetary projections for all
employees covered by this Agreement. This may include training classes or coursework at the
local community college. A $2000 account will be established for each year. A joint
union/management committee will be established to set guidelines and make the awards.
Applications may be submitted by classified personnel to the joint committee for the payment
of registration fees. The joint committee has the authority to approve these applications, and all
such courses must be related to a job in the district. Prior course approval by the joint
committee is required. Employees may file a claim for reimbursement at the completion of the
course. Verification of tuition payment along with submission of a course credit transcript or
similar instructor signed certificate indicating successful completion of the course must be on
file before reimbursement will be made.

The joint committee may choose to use these funds for school related employee workshops.

Section 6. No employee shall be required to furnish any personal tools in the performance of
his/her job duties.

Section 7. Employees will receive their paychecks on the day of the month on which the Clark
County Treasurer deposits the apportionment money to the account of the La Center School
District.

Section 8. Ten (10) month employees shall be allowed to have wages prorated over a twelve

(12) month period, eleven equal payments with the twelfth pay period used for any corrections
necessary.
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Section 9. Employees in the position of Para-ed/classroom support Aide will be expected to

meet the NCLB highly qualified requirements. AH-eurrentstatf-has-unti-September1;2007to

ARTICLE 14:

Benefits

Section 1. Vacations.

A. Full-time employees shall be afforded vacations with pay computed at their current
rates in effect at the time vacation is taken on the following schedule:

0 through 1 year of service 5 days' vacation time
1 through 5 years of service 10 days' vacation time
6 through 10 years of service 15 days' vacation time
11 years of service and after 20 days' vacation time

B. In most cases, full vacations will not be taken during the school year; however,
vacation requests of up to five (5) days may be granted during the school year (exceptions must
be arranged with the superintendent). The employee shall make a written request for vacation
time to his/her supervisor at least two (2) weeks before the planned vacation. The
superintendent and/or supervisor will authorize vacation schedules as early as possible after all
requests are in. Full-time employees, O - 1 year, will earn five (5) days vacation following
satisfactory completion of their probation period.
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C. Vacation is to be used during the year it is earned unless application is made in
writing to the superintendent with a copy to their supervisor by May 1 and approved by the
superintendent for carryover of vacation time to accomplish a particular trip or special need.

D. Any person leaving employment and entitled to vacation time will be paid the
balance of his/her accumulated vacation.

E. If a paid holiday occurs while an employee is on vacation, such employee shall
receive an additional day of vacation with pay.

F. If an employee is called back from vacation, he/she shall receive the overtime rate of
pay for all hours worked and shall be given the remainder of his/her vacation with pay at a later

date.

Section 2. Holidays.

A. All full-time employees covered by this Agreement shall receive pay for eleven (11)
holidays as follows: Labor Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day following
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, the day preceding Christmas, New Year's Day, Martin
Luther King Day, President's Day, Memorial Day, and the 4th of July.

B. Regular part-time employees shall receive the following eight (8) paid holidays:
Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day following Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, New
Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, President's Day, and Memorial Day. In addition, part-
time employees shall receive pay for Labor Day when the start of school precedes the Holiday
or when an employee returns to a regularly scheduled work-week or an approved scheduled day
before the Holiday.

C. Employees who commence employment during a school year will receive pay for
those holidays which fall within their employment term for that school year.

D. If an employee is required to work on a paid holiday, he/she shall receive, in
addition to holiday pay, one and one-half (1 1/2) times his/her regular rate of pay for all hours
worked.

Section 3. Sick Leave. All regular employees shall be entitled to sick leave pay based upon the
hours of work performed by them at their classification rate.

A. Sick leave shall accrue at the rate of one day per month. Fwelve-meonth Regular full
time employees shall be entitled to twelve (12) days of sick leave for a full year's work.
Sehoel-year Regular part-time employees shall be entitled to ten (10) days of sick leave for a
full year's work.

B. If a holiday falls while an employee is on sick leave, he/she shall not be charged
with sick leave for that day.
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C. In order to receive benefits under this Section, employees may be required, at the
discretion of the employer, to submit evidence, in writing, from a duly licensed examiner, that
in the opinion of the examiner, the employee was unable to return for work on the day for
which benefits are claimed.

D. The district will institute an "Attendance Incentive Program" subject to the
conditions and restrictions provided in Sections 2 and 3 of SSB 3880. ("Attendance Incentive
Program" is sick leave buyback). Pursuant to current statute, employees may cash in unused
sick leave hours above an accumulation of four hundred and eighty (480) hours at a ratio of one
(1) full hour of compensation for four (4) accumulated sick leave hours. At the employee’s
option, they may cash out their unused sick leave in January of the school year following any
year in which a minimum of four hundred and eighty (480) hours of sick leave has accrued and
each January thereafter, at a rate equal to one (1) hour compensation of the employee’s sick
leave for every four (4) hours “bought back”. The balance shall be reduced four (4) hours for
each hour compensated. No employees may receive compensation for sick leave accumulated
in excess of eight (8) hours per month.

NOTE: Such sick leave not taken during the year shall be accumulated from year to year to a
maximum of one hundred and eighty (180) days.

E. Sickness in Immediate Family. Sick leave may be taken for sickness in the
immediate family. Sickness in immediate family includes father, mother, wife, or husband,
parent-in-laws and the employee's own children.

F. VEBA III Retirement Option Benefits. The District has adopted the VEBA III Sick
Leave Conversion Medical Reimbursement Plan (the “plan”) pursuant to RCW 28A.400.210
and agrees to make contributions to the Plan on behalf on all employees in the Collective
Bargaining Unit who are eligible to participate in the Plan by reason of having excess sick
leave conversion rights. Contributions on behalf of each eligible employee shall be based on
the conversion value of sick leave days accrued by such employee available for contribution at
retirement in accordance with the statute. It is understood that all eligible employees will be
required to sign and submit to the District a hold harmless agreement complying with the
Statute. If an eligible employee fails to sign and submit such agreement to the District, he/she
will not be permitted to participate in the Plan at any time during the term of this agreement,
and any and all excess sick leave which in the absence of this agreement would accrue to such
employee during the term hereof shall be forfeited together with all cash-conversion rights that
pertain to such excess sick leave. For the purpose of retirement contributions to the Plan, all
employees covered by this agreement who retire during the term hereof shall be eligible, and
excess sick leave shall be defined as the unused sick leave day accruing to the credit of such
employee from the date of the agreement.

This agreement is to be negotiated annually.

Section 4. Sick Leave Sharing. Sick leave sharing shall be available per RCW 28A.400.380
and shall be administered as established by district policy.
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Section 5. Industrial Accident.

A. In the case of an on-the-job disability which is covered by State Industrial Insurance
under the Workmen's Compensation Act of the State of Washington, the employer will pay
such disabled employee, out of his or her accumulated sick leave, an allowance equal to the
difference between the State Workmen's Compensation benefits and the employee's regular
straight-time gross pay, less statutory deductions, beginning at the time of disability and
continuing until the accumulated sick leave entitlement is completely expended. If the
employee is still disabled after his/her earned sick leave allowance is expended, the employee
will revert to only the pay coverage afforded by the State Workmen's Compensation Insurance.

B. In order to receive benefits under this Section, employees may be required at the
discretion of the employer, to submit evidence, in writing, from a duly licensed medical
examiner that, in the opinion of the examiner, the employee was unable to return to work on the
day for which benefits are claimed.

Section 6. Additional Leave & Personal Leave. In addition to sick leave at the rate indicated
above, additional leave will also be established subject to the prior written approval and
definition of the superintendent.

B. Personal Leave. Part-time and full-time employees shall be granted a total of three
(3) days per year for absences for personal business unique to the individual employee.
Use of any third personal leave day shall be deducted from the employee’s sick leave
accrual. This leave shall not be taken on the day preceding or following a holiday or
break in the school year (i.e., winter break, spring break). Employees requesting to take
personal leave shall do so en using the appropriate leave form system provided at least
three (3) days in advance, except in unusual situations where prior notice is not
possible. In the latter instance, approval of such leave shall be sought immediately
upon return to work.

Not more than 10% of the classified staff shall be granted use of personal leave on any
one day. Personal leave requests must be approved through the employee’s immediate
supervisor. Personal leave may not be used to extend vacation or holiday periods
without the authorization of the superintendent. Personal leave shall be used to cover
unexpected circumstances or circumstances which cannot be dealt with outside working
hours. Personal leave may be taken in one hour units. Effective August 31 of any year,
unused hours will be credited to the employee’s sick leave.
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C. Leaves of Absence: The district agrees to consider requests from union members
for unpaid leaves of absence. Each request for such leave will be considered on its
individual merits and will be weighed against district needs and priorities, the nature of
the individual's situation, the impact on school programs and the impact on personnel in
the district. The district may offer the employee a leave of absence without pay.
Leaves of absence shall be no longer than one (1) year. Employees will be guaranteed
re-employment. Employees returning from a leave of absence must notify the district
no later than April 1 of their intention to return for the subsequent year. Failure to
notify the district of their intention to return by this date shall free the district of any
obligation to rehire.

Section 7. Jury Duty. All classified employees shall be paid for jury duty at the rate of their
regular pay minus jury duty payment, not including travel allowance.

Section 8. Basic and Optional Benefits. The employer shall pay the maximum state funded
amount per month towards district offered basic benefits and optional benefits including VEBA
I plans on behalf of each full-time employee covered by this Agreement, and prorated, based on
total hours works, for all part-time employees, effective the beginning of each school year. The
union shall annually select from the following which will be considered basic benefits: medical,
dental, vision, group term life, and group long-term disability. Benefit dollars will be pooled
per state law, to provide selected basic benefits to all eligible employees before employees may
contribute to optional benefits including VEBA I Plan. Optional benefits including VEBA I are
available only after all pooling obligations are met. The District will pass through any new
allocations each year. For purposes of this section, fourteen hundred and forty (1440) hours will
constitute a full FTE. If the state changes this definition of FTE, this section will be reopened
for negotiations. Coverage under this section is for twelve (12) months. Employees who work
less than four (4) hours/day, are not eligible for medical/hospital insurance but their prorated
dollars will provide a prorated benefit to the VEBA I Plan after pooling obligations are met.

Section 9. Equipment-Tools-Special Work Clothing. The cost of any safety equipment or
specific tools required to perform a task shall be paid by the employer unless previous
arrangements already exist.

Section 10. Reimburse Fingerprinting Expenses. Upon completion of the probationary period
regular employees will be reimbursed the out of pocket costs of fingerprinting.

Section 11. Deferred Compensation Program. The District will make available to employees
the State of Washington “Deferred Compensation Program”. Participation is voluntary. The
program will be made available as long as there are not costs to the District beyond the cost of
signing up employees and processing warrants to the retirement system.
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ARTICLE 15:

Discipline and Discharge

Section 1. Employees shall be subject to discipline and discharge by the employer for just

Section 2. At any time the employer issues a written discipline memorandum it will be
discussed personally with the employee prior to it being filed in his/her personnel record, and at
the option of the employee, a copy sent to the union.

ARTICLE 16:

Grievance Procedure

Section 1. The purpose of this grievance procedure is to establish effective machinery for the
fair, expeditious and orderly adjustment of grievances. Only matters involving the
interpretation, application, or enforcement of the terms of this Agreement, excluding
management rights, shall constitute a grievance under the provisions of this grievance
procedure.

Section 2. A grievance may be brought under this procedure by one or more aggrieved
employees, without a union representative; or by the union as a class grievance, or by the
district. Union class grievances shall be initially submitted at Step 4 herein below.

Section 3. The aggrieved employee shall bring his/her grievance to his/her immediate
supervisor at Step 1 below, within five (5) working days of its occurrence; or if at the time the
employee is unaware of the grievance, within five (5) days of his/her knowledge of its
occurrence. A grievance not submitted within the time limit prescribed in Step 1, or submitted
within the time limits prescribed for every step thereafter shall not be considered timely and
shall be null and void. A grievance not responded to within the time limits prescribed by the
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appropriate district representative at each step shall entitle the aggrieved employee's grievance
to proceed to the next step. Time limits prescribed herein may be waived by mutual agreement,
in writing, by the aggrieved employee, or the union, in a class grievance, and the appropriate
representative at each step.

Section 4. Steps.

Step 1. The aggrieved employee shall meet with his/her immediate supervisor within the
prescribed time limits, and orally discuss the grievance. The immediate supervisor shall make
a decision and orally communicate this decision to the aggrieved employee within five (5)
working days following the initial presentation of the grievance. Every effort shall be made by
the employee and the immediate supervisor to resolve the grievance at this level.
Step 2. If the grievance is not resolved at Step 1, the aggrieved employee shall submit a written
grievance, on a form attached hereto and marked "Exhibit E," to his/her immediate supervisor
within five (5) working days following the supervisor's oral response. The written grievance at
this step and at all steps thereafter shall contain the following information:

A. A statement of the grievance and the facts upon which it is based.

B. The Article(s) and Section(s) of the Agreement alleged to have been violated.

C. The manner in which the provision is purported to have been violated,
misinterpreted, or misapplied.

D. The date or dates on which the alleged violation, misinterpretation or misapplication
occurred.

E. The specific remedy or adjustment sought.

F. The signature of the aggrieved employee.
The immediate supervisor shall respond in writing to this grievance within five (5) working
days of its receipt. The written response at this step and the district's responses at all steps
thereafter, shall contain the following steps:

A. An affirmation or denial of the facts upon which the grievance is based.

B. An analysis of the alleged violation of the grievance.

C. The remedy or adjustment, if any, to be made.

D. The signature of the appropriate district representative.

Within five (5) working days the aggrieved-employee - and the district shall mutually
agree upon an arbitrator pursuant to Chapter 41.56 RCW. If the parties fail to agree, a list of
seven (7) qualified neutrals shall be requested from the American Arbitration Association
(AAA) or the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service (FMCS).

Within five (5) working days after receipt of the list, the agsrieved-employee union and the
district shall alternately strike the names on the list and the remaining name shall be the

arbitrator.

In the hearing on the grievance, normal standards for the admission of evidence in
administrative hearings shall apply. The arbitrator shall not have the power to add to, subtract
from, or modify the provisions of this Agreement in arriving at a decision on the issue or issues
presented, and shall confine his/her decision solely to the interpretation, application or
enforcement of this Agreement. The arbitrator shall confine himself/herself to the precise
issues submitted for arbitration and shall have no authority to determine any other issues not so
submitted to him/her. The decision of the arbitrator shall be final and binding upon the
aggrieved employee and the district subject to appropriate judicial review.

The district and the union shall share equally in the arbitration fees and expenses.

Section 5. The district and the union agree that every effort shall be made to settle grievances
at the lowest level possible.
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ARTICLE 17:

Savings, Modification Clauses

Should any part hereof or any provision herein contained be rendered or declared invalid by
reason of any existing legislation or by any decree of a court of competent jurisdiction, such
invalidation of such part or portion of this Agreement shall not invalidate the remaining
portions thereof, and they shall remain in full force and effect.

ARTICLE 18:

Subcontracting

If the district shall propose to subcontract or otherwise change the operation of the program
covered by this Agreement such that it is operated by any other party, the district shall notify
the union of such proposal at least thirty (30) days prior to such subcontract or change.

The district shall also notify prospective subcontractors that consideration in employment of
employees covered by this Agreement shall be given such employees on the basis of seniority.

The district shall make every effort to assure that any subcontracting or other change shall not
result in the lowering of working conditions or benefits of current employees.
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ARTICLE 19:

Term of Agsreement

This Agreement shall be effective as of the first day of September, 2009, and except as
otherwise provided, shall be in full force and effect until the 31 day of August, 2012, with an
opener for one (1) wage proposal and one (1) benefit proposal at the end of year two. The
Agreement shall be reopened no later than the first week of April 2011 for the opener and 2012,
for a successor contract.

A conflict of interest arises when a
public official is unable to devote complete loyalty and singleness of purpose to the general
public interest.

For purposes of this policy, a conflict of interest is considered to exist whenever a board member
is in a position to request or receive, directly or indirectly, anything of value for or on account of
his or her influence as a member of the Board of Directors.

1. A Board member who, in the discharge of his/her official responsibilities, is required to
take an action or make a decision which affects an economic interest of the Board
member, a member of the Board member’s immediate family, an individual with whom
the Board member is associated, or a business with which the Board member is
associated shall provide to the Board Chair a written statement which describes the
matter requiring action and the nature of the Board member’s potential conflict of interest
with respect to the action or decision. The Chair shall cause the statement to be printed in
the minutes and shall require the member to be excused from any votes, deliberations,
and other actions on the matter on which the potential conflict of interest exists and shall
cause such disqualification and the reasons for it to be noted in the minutes.

2. A Board member may not cause the employment, appointment, promotion, transfer, or
advancement of a family member to a position in the District. Similarly, a Board member
may not participate in an action relating to the discipline of the Board member’s family
member. “Family member” includes the Board member’s spouse, parent, brother, sister,
child, mother-in-law, father-in-law, son-in-law, daughter-in-law, grandparent, godchild,
or a member of the Board member’s immediate family.

3. The Board shall not hire any of its members as employees of the district. Members may
be reimbursed for authorized expenses in carrying out Board duties as provided for in
Policy GP-12 (Board Member Reimbursement of Expenses).

4. The Board shall not enter into any contract with any of its members or with a firm or
corporation in which a member has a financial interest unless the contract is awarded to
the lowest responsible bidder based on established competitive bidding procedures, and
the Board member performs no official function regarding the contract.

5. A Board member must avoid conflict of interest with respect to his or her fiduciary
responsibility. Accordingly, a Board member will not:

a. Disclose or use confidential information acquired in the performance of official
duties to substantially further the Board member’s own personal financial
interests.

b. Use the Board member’s position for personal financial gain.

Solicit, accept, or receive any gift, which would tend to improperly influence
a reasonable person in that position or which the Board member knows or should
know is primarily for the purpose of a reward for official action taken.

d. Solicit, accept, or receive any gift from companies doing business with the
District.

e. Accept anything of value for speaking before a public or private group when
acting in an official capacity as a Board member.

f. Engage in a substantial financial transaction for private business purposes with
employees of the District.

g. Perform an official act which directly confers an economic benefit on a business
or other undertaking in which the Board member has a substantial financial
interest or is engaged as a counsel, consultant, representative, or agent.

h. Use District personnel, equipment, or materials in an election campaign.

6. It is permissible for a board member to receive:

a. Campaign contributions and contributions in kind which are reported.

b. An occasional non-pecuniary gift which is less than $50 in value, in recognition
of public service.

c. Payment or reimbursement for actual and necessary expenditures for travel and
subsistence for attendance at a convention or other meeting in which the board
member participates in his/her official capacity as a board member.

d. A meal provided in conjunction with a speaking engagement where all
participants are entitled to the same meal and the meal is incidental to the
speaking engagement.

7. Annually, prior to April 15, each Board member shall file a Personal Financial Affairs

Statement with the State Public Disclosure Commission.

State board member Eric Liu said at the board's meeting Thursday that La Center is not alone in its housing market
desire to "get ahead of the curve" on education reform. He said school officials around the state are

watching the process and figuring out how to adopt the changes that seem inevitable.

La Center Superintendent Mark Mansell said his district didn't feel it had a choice about implementing
the new high school graduation standards — the students and parents in his community were
demanding higher academic expectations.

"We kept hearing the same thing," Mansell said.

So he decided to study the transcripts of the district's high school graduates and find out how far away
they were from meeting the "Core-24" guidelines being developed by the state board.

"It was very, very enlightening. I wish that every district in the state could do this," Mansell said.

La Center already required 23 credits to graduate, but they weren't the same credits the state board
had put into its new guidelines. "Core-24" calls for more math, more science, and two years of a world
language, among other requirements.

Mansell discovered the kids in his district weren't that far from already meeting the new guidelines: 60
percent of 2008 graduates earned 24 or more credits; 45 percent met the proposed "Core-24"
standards; 54 percent met the requirements the state Higher Education Coordinating Board says are
needed to get into a four-year university in Washington state.

La Center learned it needed to increase requirements in math, science and the visual and performing
arts to make the district's diploma more closely mirror the proposed new state standards.

They came up with a plan, moved some money and people around and made it happen.

"I've never been one who has let money stand in the way of what we wanted to accomplish," Mansell
said. "This was the right thing to do for our kids."

He emphasized, however, that money wasn't the biggest hurdle to making such a change happen since
his district already had a six-period day even though the state only pays for about five and a half
periods. The biggest hurdle for any district would be to making the leap toward the unknown, Mansell
said.

Mary Jean Ryan, chairwoman of the State Board of Education, said she would like to help other
districts find the money and the will to move toward the new graduation requirements. She suggested
some districts may be able to get a federal grant for innovation to pay for early implementation.

Bellingham is another district working toward early adoption of the new standards and Ryan said she
expected would find they are close to the new standards if study their transcripts like La Center did.

Ryan said she was delighted the project the state board has worked so hard on has such an articulate
champion in Mansell. "Core-24" was adopted by the state Legislature earlier this year as part of its
education reform bill.

The state's new Quality Education Council has been charged with creating a plan to phase in many
education reforms, including "Core-24," and with finding the money to pay for them.

La Center calls its new high school plan Pathways to the Future.

Students are given the choice of three different paths to follow in high school: one would prepare them
for technical college or on-the-job training, the second would get them ready for college, and the third
would prepare them for a more competitive four-year university and graduate school.

Mansell described the 24 credits as a means to the end. The real goal of the new diploma is to help
kids think about what they want to do with their life and then get the education they need to make
their dream happen.
