Elementary Board Report 
 


A Paws-itive Community  Learning and Playing Together 


It has been a great start to the school year.  This includes some wonderful learning 


opportunities.  The following shares just a bit of what has been happening at the 


elementary: 


 


4-Day-K, Art Specialists & Intervention Support 


Kindergarten is off to a wonderful start.  Our students and teachers both appear to be 


enjoying themselves and learning.  It is a great bunch of students with a great group of 


teachers.  We have worked hard to try and anticipate everything possible to help our 


students have a great year.  With that, learning opportunities have arisen.  One example is 


that of lunch.  The beginning of any year can be challenging for new kindergarteners.  It 


takes time to learn how everything works in the cafeteria.  Now imagine twice as many 


students as normal going through this learning time.  We have learned a lot. 


 


I have enjoyed having opportunities to watch our kindergarten teachers work together.  


They work very hard with their students for four days, no planning times built in.  Then 


on Fridays they have 305 minutes of planning and collaboration time together.  It is 


incredible.  If you ever want to see a living definition of “synergy”, watching them work 


together certainly shows it.  They bring up their agenda items.  Then it happens.  They 


begin sharing, and almost magically, their shared ideas begin growing to a completely 


impressive result.  Their results are obviously greater than the sum of the parts.  Our 


teachers are truly positive energy together. 


 


This positive energy has led to a wonderful start to their work as art specialists at our 


school.  They strive to develop arts skills with our students, K-5, and in different medias 


than students may be exposed to otherwise.  Each full Friday, our kindergarten teachers 


spend an hour in each of two grade level’s classes teaching art.  Furthermore, they are 


working to integrate mathematics into what they do with each grade level. 


 


As students are gaining experiences in art, the grade level teachers have the opportunity 


to collaborate.  First they work with our intervention support for 20 minutes.  This has 


been well worth the time.  I have appreciated seeing our classroom teachers, special 


education teachers, and Learning Club teacher work together to support our students.  To 


give an example of how our teachers may view it, each team so far has chose to go 


beyond the expected 20 minutes and meet for the full 60 minutes to learn more.  The 


collaboration has been effective and very worthwhile. 


 


Water Event 


You most likely have heard about the unfortunate event we learned of Thursday morning 


the first week of school.  The water supply hose taking water to the toilet in Kim 


Hollopeter’s room split and shot water overnight, leaving a great deal of water damage in 


Kim's room and the preschool room next door.  Luckily, very few teaching materials 


were damaged.  Kim had kept books and much more off the floor.   


  


Unfortunately, both rooms in the portable will be out of commission 3-6 weeks.  


Insurance will cover damage and the portable will be totally restored, including drywall, 


flooring, siding, etc.   







Many people have shown great efforts to help out.  Kim has been a real trooper.  Her 


class spent Thursday and Friday in the library classroom.  Kim's classroom was moved to 


Tonya McCord’s portable room and all set up by the end of that Friday.  Tonya has been 


kind to help us out by teaching in the hallway that first Friday and from then on teaching 


in the library classroom until restoration work is completed.  Rita Peterson (our librarian) 


has been doing much of her teaching in our computer lab (She has wanted to work with 


students on such ideas as utilizing the internet for research.).  The middle school has been 


kind to let us use the computer lab when they do not have their 2:00 class in the lab.  Our 


preschool was moved up to the home-ec room at the high school.  They will soon be 


moving into the resource room at the middle school for the remainder of the year. 


  


While this is not an event we would ever wish to happen on the second day of school (or 


any time for that matter), there has been a great deal of positive.  Not the least of which 


includes a great deal of hard work, flexibility, and collaboration by many in our learning 


community to support our students and staff.  I would like to thank all involved for their 


impressive efforts.   


 


New Third Grade 


As I would imagine you know, we grew in third grade over the summer months.  Rather 


than starting school with the projected 25 students per class, we grew to around 28 


students per class.  This is a concern when considering how we may effectively support 


student learning.  The district has been very supportive and is allowing us to hire a fifth 


3
rd


 grade teacher.  I am please to share that we have chosen a great teacher, Peter Poppert, 


to teach third grade through the remainder of the school year.   


 


Our water event was not overly supportive of adding another room.  We went into this 


school year having made quite a few room changes that helped us to compress and create 


space for such classes as two new kindergarten and a music class.  The water event 


helped us to temporarily lose two more rooms.  Peter and his new class will start up in 


what was previously the preschool room when the portable restoration is complete.  Our 


preschool staff and middle school have been very kind to set up our preschool in a middle 


school room for the remainder of the school year. 


 


Students Supporting One Another 


I have appreciated having the opportunity to experience many students supporting one 


another so far.  They obviously collaborate and support each other in the learning.  I have 


observed students walking others to class before school starts.  They walk friends in need 


to the nurse’s office during recess.  When a student wants to enter a playground game and 


one says they may not, others speak up and remind that we need to.  I have overheard 


students reminding to treat others as they would like to be treated.  And the vast majority 


are great about saying “please”, “thank you”, and holding doors for others.  We have so 


many who realize that we all do our part to contribute to our Paws-itive Community.

They have met once to review the WA Association of Green Schools 


certification process, review what took place last year and devised a plan for completing 


the steps necessary to obtain Level 1 certification for LCHS, by the end of November.  


The next undertaking for the team is a second waste audit and assessment of the impact 


of SOS upon LCHS as a method for waste reduction.  Then the team will spend the 


remainder of the school year designing classroom lessons that will lead to the awareness 


and completion of Level 2 of the program. 







S Students-  Our new ASB officers and Leadership class planned and 


implemented a successful Fall Assembly.  Recognitions of all the athletes participating in 


their sport took place including a challenge of skill and agility in a fun competition.  The 


Casino Foundation  presented a check to the school to help complete the grant for 


equipment in the weight room.  Yoga mats and benches will be purchased.  Also, Lacey 


Dykgraaf and Eden Walker were presented a „Certificate of Recognition and 


Achievement‟ from Western Washington University and the American Association of 


University Woman recognizing their achievement in Science, Technology and Math as 


part of the STEM program  This is a wonderful honor for our students and school.   


 


The Phoenix Program is just around the corner, October 21-23.  26 students and 4 


teachers will be selected for this leadership program which includes 5 workshops that 


follow, taking them into November. This is a fantastic leadership opportunity for students 


that help break down barriers and increase confidence within one‟s self.  This is the first 


of two groups going this school year.

HAWK REPORT: SEPTEMBER 2011 


 
September is always an interesting time of the year as the changing of the guard occurs at 


the middle school.  As the principal, you become accustomed to the school social groups, 


students who thrive, students who struggle and other dynamics among the kids. This year 


brings a new group of 6
th


 graders trying to find their place, seventh graders who are 


learning from their first year of middle school as well as dealing with everything that 


happens at this age, and then there are the eighth graders who now have the chance to be 


the ‘big dogs’ at the school and hopefully be positive leaders. What is most exciting for 


me is watching the kids who start to emerge from the pack and start to shine. This is one 


of the many rewards of being a middle school principal. 


 


At the start of the school year we hit the magic 400 student mark for the first time at La 


Center Middle School. This has gradually worked its way down to 392 but it is still the 


highest on record. The 6
th


 grade class is the biggest we have had with 141 students. 


Fortunately they are a mature group who has made good choices. This is evident in the 


way that they conduct themselves in the classrooms and the hallways. I have a really 


good feeling about this group. This group is currently enjoying CISPUS and I look 


forward to hearing about their many adventures. I just hope they listened to their teachers 


and didn’t bring white clothes because they are going to get dirty. 


 


On the topic of CISPUS I would like to thank the La Center Casino Charitable Funds for 


supporting our kids program for the ninth year in a row. Their generous donation of 


$10,000 makes it possible for our district to fund CISPUS for our excited 6
th


 graders. I 


would also like to thank community members for helping to fund scholarships which 


allowed students who could not afford to attend CISPUS the opportunity to go. The 


school understands that generous funding by the Charitable Fund and the community 


members may not always be available so we are now looking to find other ways to fund 


CISPUS. Any suggestions from the community would be greatly appreciated as we want 


CISPUS to remain a part of our school despite the economic times.  


 


This year I am very fortunate to have an administrative intern working with me. Joe 


Bosch will be working with me until December and it has been wonderful to have an 


administrator in the office next door to bounce ideas off. He has taken on some large 


projects already for me and has been extremely visible in the classroom supporting 


teachers and kids. I am working on convincing him to volunteer for the rest of the year 


but I am pretty sure that Woodland Middle School, where he works as a math teacher, 


may not like that idea.  


 


In late April, when we decided the date for the Back to School BBQ, the last thing that 


we were thinking of was how hot it would be that day. After about 97 days of straight 


rain, we weren’t sure if the sun would ever come back. Unfortunately the hottest day of 


the year coincided with our Back to School BBQ. We moved it to the back of the school 


for shade but it was still very toasty. Mr. Shucka and I played our own version of 


Survivor by cooking on our large BBQ in that heat. Our numbers were down from the 


previous year but 300 people still braved the scorching temperatures and came for one of 







Mr.Shucka’s famous hot dogs. It is always fun to meet the new parents and we thank 


everybody who came out.  


 


Athletic competition has started at LCMS. This year we are a lower for numbers in 


Volleyball and Football and maintained similar numbers in cross country. The Volleyball 


and football teams are working hard and I hope that some wins are right around the 


corner. The cross country team continues to dominate and is helping to continue the 


strong legacy of future high school cross country runners. 


 


Last Friday was a half day followed by an in-service. Half days are always tricky as 


teachers can end up being a day ahead of other classes and students don’t always 


concentrate on the half days. We have made some changes for our half days to promote 


school spirit, reward achievement and focus on the District Ends policy through our 


Advisory Program. Students met for the first two hours completing some Advisory 


competitions and then met with their home advisory group to do activities based around 


teamwork and goal setting. At 10.30am, our assembly acknowledged students on honor 


roll and also kicked off our Advisory Spirit Competition. Our students are broken into 


Super Advisory Teams comprising of a 6
th


, 7
th


 and 8
th


 grade team. I am fortunate this year 


to share a 7
th


 grade advisory with Mr. Sutton. A wonderful moment in our school was at 


the beginning of the assembly. Staff had the 7
th


 and 8
th


 grade students sitting in the 


bleachers in their advisory group and a space was left for the 6
th


 graders. As each 6
th


 


grade advisory group walked in the 7
th


 and 8
th


 grade groups in their Super Advisory team 


cheered loudly for them and made them feel very welcome. A great kickoff to the year. 


 


At this stage I would like to let Mr. Bosch inform you on what he has been working on 


since the beginning of the year.  


“David has given me several opportunities to take advantage of my administrative 


internship. We consolidated a middle school survey taken last spring and presented 


the data to the staff during in-service training. The staff analyzed the data and 


presented suggestions that would improve the learning experiences for grades six, 


seven, and eight grades. The staff also provided us with methods of improving the 


survey for next year. I was very impressed with the enthusiasm and ownership of 


the results the teachers demonstrated during this work session.  


We are currently in the pre-planning stage of creating a transition plan for fifth to 


sixth grades. The plan is to reduce the stress level so there will be few, if any 


students that struggle making the jump from elementary to middle school. 


I am also organizing a community job fair that is sponsored by the La Center 


School District. The job fair’s goal is to connect our students’ parents with 


employers. The event is scheduled for October 27
th

Staff enjoyed the process and would like to develop questions on the next survey so that 


they can get data more specific to their subject to gather feedback to improve their 


practice in the classroom. I appreciated how staff took the data, owned the problems of 


practice and came up with strategies to address it.  


 


We are off to a great start this year and I look forward to seeing our students continue to 


be energized in the classroom even if the temperatures outside start to fall.

Teaching and Learning Update September 2011 


 


Testing/Assessment- Here are some highlights from the final scores on our “Measure 


of Student Progress” (MSP) and the “High School Proficiency Exam” (HSPE).  We 


met “annual yearly progress” (AYP) in math in every grade tested K-12!  Our high 


school scores on the new “End Of Course” (EOC) math assessments were awesome, 


outpacing the state averages by 10-12% on both EOC 1 and 2.  Our 5
th
 grade math 


scores that were such a concern last year at 32% almost doubled to 58%!  This is a 


direct result of the hard work of our teachers, their focus on that curriculum and 


another year of experience creating successful learning environments in math. Our 


science scores were at the highest levels ever in all three grades tested, 5
th


, 8
th


 and 10
th


.  


In addition we again out-paced the state averages by large percentages! 


 


On the other side of the ledger, our reading and writing scores were a mixed bag.  In 


writing we were better than the state average in two of the three years tested and 


maintained relatively high success especially at the high school.  In reading we were 


close in all grades to previous years scores, up in a few down in a few more.  Overall 


we failed to meet “Annual Yearly Progress” (AYP) in reading at the middle school 


and elementary school as our AYP bar was raised this year to 87.5% per “No Child 


Left Behind” (NCLB) law.  Not to be a pessimist but we will likely not meet the 


NCLB AYP goal again as it will be at 100% in 18 months.  That 100% as you are 


probably aware includes all special needs students as well as regular education 


students.  Got to love federal mandates! 


 


For anyone who wants to look at our results in-depth you may go to www.k12.wa.us 


and click on the “State Report Card” link.  From there, use the pull down menu at the 


top left to select our district. 


 


Curriculum/ Materials Adoption- I should have two textbook adoption approvals to 


you for the October board meeting.  We have reviewed an AP statistics book and an 


anatomy physiology book; the teacher and parent/community members have reviewed 


both of these and our IMC (instructional materials committee) should be reviewing the 


choices right before your October meeting.  Both of these texts are for new classes this 


year at the high school. (these are being piloted right now) In addition there will be a 


number of miscellaneous literature books for your approval. 


 


Professional Development- Our summer PD opportunities for staff were very well 


attended and I am extremely pleased with the results which I perceive that we gained.  


This fall I have a second Google Doc’s class scheduled for Monday, 9/26 and a 


second round of iPad’s for educators happening on 10/10.  Anyone interested and has 


the time available, there is space in the Google Doc’s class and you are invited to

attend.  We will be doing a 3
rd


 round of the summer institute learning opportunity on 


10/14, which is the state in-service day.   


 


Lastly, we are in the process of forming this year’s “Lab Classroom Project” (LCP) 


teams around common problems of practice. (POP)  As in years past those groups will 


be granted substitute time to pursue collegial work, observation and planning 


opportunities. 


 


CTE (career and technical education)- We have our first CTE parent/community 


advisory meeting set for Wednesday night 10/5 @6:30 pm in Mr. Lambert’s room.  


We will be among other things, discussing bringing back student of the month and 


year programs along with expenditures of Perkins grant monies. 


 


ELL- Upon Sally Doss’s resignation we posted the ELL position and have hired 


Kellie Braaten as our new provider of services.  Kellie has hit the ground running and 


is doing a really nice job taking ownership of her new position. 


 


Grants- Are done!  


 


Community Linkage- Tammi Honeycutt from AWARE will be presenting their 


newest material on Internet safety/ sexting and teen sex trafficking along with bullying 


and harassment in the social media.  You are all invited to attend this evening event 


which will be on Wednesday, 9/28 @7 pm in the middle school choir room.  


 


I am again holding volunteer training classes this year.  I have a number of them 


completed and more scheduled for the rest of this month.   Sheri Bergensmith is up 


and running early with her D.O.G.S (dads of great students) volunteers.

Technology Director
Board Report

Web Filter
Last spring we installed a new web filtering solution for our network. We purchased and installed the Barracuda 
Web Filter 410 from Barracuda networks. This system is significantly different than the previous solution 
(squidGuard) in that it is in-line rather than functioning as a proxy. The significance of having it in-line is that 
it now intercepts all network traffic (not just web page requests) that go in and out of the network. This in-line 
configuration will help tighten security as well as providing a higher level of reporting about our network traffic.
 
With these new features comes the opportunity for us to continue our life-long learning. There is an abundance of 
new tools and reporting available which were not previously available. As we learn how to understand and modify 
these controls, we should see opportunities for more effectively managing what is going on within the network.
 
lacenterschools.org webmail
We have expanded significantly our use of the features within lacenterschools.org's Google Apps for Education 
account. We have begun to provide online management of some shared resources so that teachers can find open 
times and reserve the computer lab all from a web page. This will replace the three ring binder system that has 
been in place for so many years. The speed and convenience of the online reservations system should be quite an 
improvement.
 
We have rolled out student accounts on Google Apps so they can take advantage of the myriad tools found there. 
The most significant of those are probably the availability of communication, creating and managing documents, 
and the use of the calendaring system.
 
I was very pleased to find out that Google has included access to Postini, an email retention interface. Access to this 
service has saved us many thousands of dollars which would have normally been spent purchasing the hardware/
software solution for an email retention system as mandated by the CORE Retention Schedule.
 
iPads
The introduction of iPads into the district is also a very big change presenting a significant number of challenges. 
Joel Shaw (Technology Support Specialist) has been in charge of this project and has done a wonderful job getting 
these systems ready for distribution to staff and students. This is all brand new territory in the area of technology and 
there is no general consensus for any “best practice” with these in an educational setting. As an example, Joel had 
warned me that printing was going to be one of the thorns in our paw with iPads. Luckily, Tanna Colwell (the ESD 
person who provided the initial training for these devices) did me a huge favor without my even asking. At the initial 
training, she said something along the lines of “Now I'm sure you'll all come to the point where there's something on 
your iPad you'd like to print. My advice? Forget it. It isn't going to happen.”
 
SuccessMaker Enterprise
Dave Holmes, Scott Lincoln and Colleen Wing have really stepped up their integration of SuccessMaker into the 
learning environment. Scott was able to secure the funding needed to expand the number of computers and licenses 
we have for this year by nine. Josh Soske did the legwork to identify notebooks that would meet the requirements 
with an eye toward minizing costs. He put me in touch with the vendor and the computers are being shipped now. 
Josh, Scott, Dave, and Colleen have all worked extremely hard to make this project a success.

BOARD UPDATE 


 Start of School – We have had a relatively smooth start to school again this year (except for 


our flooded portable – see update below).  One of the things I have noticed in the elementary 


is more comfort with those staff teaming again this year.  In fact, all those who have their 


teams still in place are once again teaming (16 of 18 classrooms from last year).  Because we 


had one retirement and one grade level change, two classrooms returned to being self-


contained that were utilizing the team model last year. I see this as a strong signal of the 


value teachers see in this new way of doing business.  We also have started a blended (multi-


age) 4-5 classroom this year, which is new for us. Furthermore, our kindergarten team is 


sharing students as well.  Looking at the entire elementary, we have 22 of our 30 elementary 


classrooms involved in either some form of teaming or cross-grade level learning 


environments, which is pretty exciting.   


 Class Size Numbers Across the District – As you know, we have worked very hard to keep 


our class sizes across the district low.  Below are the average class size numbers per grade 


band (aligned with the CBA) from 2008 to present as compared to the contractual limits.

 Making AYP in Math Across the District – It is very exciting to see that our students made 


Adequate Year Progress (AYP) at all levels in Mathematics this year.  This is something 


everyone has worked very hard at.  Kudos to our students, staff, parents and volunteers for all 


their hard work.   


 Declining State Revenue Forecast – The State‟s regularly scheduled revenue forecast 


recently came out and we are once again facing a projected shortfall.  This time they are 


saying they will be short $1.4 billion dollars over the biennium.  Since they just passed their 


budget less than four months ago, this is obviously very concerning news.  As a result of this 


sharp decline in projected revenues, Governor Gregoire has directed all state agencies to 


prepare for up to a 10% cut in their budgets.  Please know that schools are not part of this 


directive.  However, she has stated publicly that “[even a 10% cut to state agencies] is not 


enough to cover the current projected shortfall” (Spokesman-Review, September 22, 2011).   
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She is planning on calling a special session following the State‟s November revenue forecast 


to address the issue prior to the regular legislative session that begins in January.  In the same 


Spokesman-Review article, Gregoire was quoted as saying “everything is on the table”.  She 


went on to say that “the State can‟t make many more cuts to the Department of Corrections 


without closing prisons or eliminating community supervision for most released inmates.  


[The State] may have to cut early learning programs and even basic education „is not 


sacrosanct‟.” The length of the school year is part of basic education, and with the uproar 


around the 1.9% teacher salary reductions I doubt the legislature will go there again (at least I 


am hoping so).  In short, I am really concerned about levy equalization, which is $600K in 


our annual budget as it is not under the umbrella of basic education.  It would be hard to 


imagine a solution that saved levy equalization, yet shortened the school year.  Loosing levy 


equalization is equivalent to the cost of eight certificated teachers.  Clearly we have many 


changes ahead of us, but as we have done in the past, we will do our best to get ahead of this 


in the process of minimizing the impacts on our students. 


 Flooded Elementary Portable – As previously shared, we had one of our elementary 


portables flood from a broken water line to a toilet sometime during the evening between the 


first and second day of school.  We immediately began the work to relocate classes and start 


the clean-up and restoration process.  Kudos to Kim Hollopeter and the ESD‟s preschool staff 


for all their understanding and hard work.

A huge shout out also needs to go to 


our students for their resilency in how they handled this incident and the moves.  A big 


thanks also needs to go to Rob Williamson, Brian Mangus, Skot Barker and all the other 


maintenance and tech folks who chipped in to get everything cleaned up and back on track.  


Finally, I would like to let the Board know how much I appreciated our administrators 


(especially Scott Lincoln, Bonnie Lock, Carol Patton and David Cooke) for their handling of 


this issue.  Their leadership in solving this matter cannot be ignored.  Thank you to everyone 


for their hard work and composure in working through this significant incident.  


 


Regarding the repair of the portable, the following work has been or will shortly be 


completed: 


 All new floor insulation; 


 All new flooring (i.e. carpet and vinyl); 


 Damaged drywall (approx. 18 inches up from the floor in 75% of the portable) was 


removed and replaced along with the wall insulation; 


 Damaged siding (approx. 75% of the exterior) has been replaced; 


 All the damaged cabinetry was replaced; 


 All the interior walls were retextured and painted; and 


 Ramp decking boards were replaced as necessary.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret district facilities to include all buildings, structures, play fields, parking lots, 


etc. owned by the La Center School District.  These facilities should be appropriate, well 


maintained and cared for as entrusted assets of the patrons of this district.  Additionally, I 


interpret the expectations set forth in this policy as direction from the Board to complete 


the necessary tasks to forecast future growth, plan for anticipated needs, garner support to 


fund needed additional new facilities, facility upgrades and/or repairs in order to provide 


the highest quality teaching and learning space possible for students, staff and patrons.  I 


further interpret this expectation to mean the work must be completed in advance of the 


actual need for the greatest value to the district at the lowest possible price. 


REPORT 


 


There are two specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 


specific area of EL-9 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 


district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent shall not fail to maintain a continual ten-year plan 


(minimum) for managing and developing facilities.  IN COMPLIANCE 


Over the course of the past few years, our enrollment has stabilized given the 


economic conditions of the area.  Therefore, we have simply extrapolated our 


long-term facility plan that was previously approved by the board.  Given the state 


of the economy, it most likely will be several more years before we will see an 


increase in our enrollment that would allow us to garner the community support to 


put before the voters another facility bond request.  


 


2. With respect to the district’s facilities program, the Superintendent shall not 


cause or allow actions that violate or materially deviate from voter-approved 


building and renovation projects, state law, state regulations, procurement code, 


or building codes.  IN COMPLIANCE 
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We have no current unfinished voter approved projects. 


 


This summer we completed a long-term goal of trying to connect the K-8 campus 


parking lot to Ivy Street in order to improve traffic flow and enhance safety by 


dispersing the cars out two exits instead of the previous one (which is used for bus 


departures as well).  This project was completed on time and in line with all laws 


both local, state and federal. 


 


All other projects, such as ongoing electrical upgrades, plumbing upgrades, 


fencing, etc. have been completed in accordance with state laws and regulations 


as required.  Permits for all projects that required them were obtained through the 


City of La Center and/or the State of Washington.  All current projects requiring 


permits have been inspected, approved and signed off by building and electrical 


inspectors.

SUPERINTENDENT’S INTERPRETATION OF POLICY 


I interpret District assets to include financial assets, real property, facilities, equipment, 


staff, elected directors, and the District’s local and statewide reputation as a quality 


school district. 


REPORT 


 


There are ten specific areas described in this policy.  The following will address each 


specific area of EL-10 as best as possible. At the time of this report, I believe that the 


district is in compliance with the Board’s expectations with all ten expectations. 


 


1. The superintendent shall not fail to obtain insurance coverage against theft, 


casualty, and liability losses in accordance with Risk Management Pool 


directions.  IN COMPLIANCE 


The district is part of the Southwest Washington Risk Management Insurance 


Cooperative, Southwest Washington Workers’ Compensation Trust and 


Southwest Washington Unemployment Compensation Pool through ESD112.  


The district has liability coverage of $20 million per occurrence, property 


coverage of $50 million per incident along with money and securities coverage of 


$1 million per occurrence.  


 


2. The superintendent shall not allow un-bonded personnel access to funds in 


excess of $50,000.  IN COMPLIANCE 


The District’s system of financial control tightly limits direct access to cash and 


securities by any one person in the District.  No one person in the district has 


access to that amount of money at any given time.  All property tax, state funding 


transactions and federal money transactions are handled directly by the Clark 


County Treasurer’s Office. Together these sources represent approximately 97% 


of all receipts. 
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As extra coverage, the district has a blanket public official bond of $50,000 to 


cover Brett Blechschmidt as our fiscal officer and myself as superintendent.  Our 


Insurance Cooperative also provides crime insurance coverage in the amount of 


$1 million for money and securities crimes. 


3. The superintendent shall not fail to take steps to ensure that a program of 


preventive maintenance is in place for district facilities and equipment.   


IN COMPLIANCE 


This past year the district has completed several projects that reflect our 


commitment to maintaining the facilities entrusted to us by the patrons of the 


district.  The following is a list of some of the most significant projects completed: 


- Painted and made repairs as needed to numerous classrooms, offices and 


hallways throughout the district over the summer. 


- Screened and refinished the high school, middle school (both upper and 


main gyms) and elementary school gym floors. 


- Performed annual maintenance on equipment such as HVAC systems, 


emergency generators, etc. 


- Trimmed shrubs and trees on both campuses. 


- Power washed bleachers on the main athletic field on the K-8 campus. 


- Repaired bleachers on the visitor’s side of the main athletic field on the K-


8 campus. 


As part of this effort to maintain our facilities, our maintenance supervisor and 


principals touch base weekly to determine any specific needs that should be met 


as well as review the progress of any work requested. 


 


4. The superintendent shall not fail to conduct energy assessments and to make 


modifications, which result in energy savings.  IN COMPLIANCE 


Our maintenance department monitors our HVAC equipment through the use of a 


computer tracking system and completes system trend analysis as needed.  We are 


also in the process of initiating a preliminary energy audit as part of an effort to 


potentially apply for a State energy grant.  If the results of this preliminary energy 


audit show promise, we may engage a firm to complete what is called an 


“Investment Grade” energy audit.  This type of detailed review of energy usage 


and potential savings over time is required by the State to apply for the grant. 


 


5. The superintendent shall not recklessly expose the district, its Board, or staff to 


legal liability.  IN COMPLIANCE 


Our district leadership team works hard to follow state statutes, board and district 


policies, student and staff handbooks and good professional practices to reduce our 


likelihood of exposure to risk.  To assist us with some of the legal matters that go 


beyond normal issues, the district has access to attorneys with various specialties.  


For capital facility planning and growth management issues we use Marnie Allen 


from ESD 112. For real estate issues we utilize the expertise of LeAnne Bremer 


from Miller Nash, LLP.  For student and staff matters, as well as all other legal 


issues, we utilize the services of Rockie Hansen, PLLC.  Additionally due to a 


lawsuit resulting from actions by a district employee from nearly 30 years ago, the 
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district is using the services of Patterson, Buchanan, Fobes, Leitch & Kalzer Law 


Firm to provide legal council on this matter. 


 


6. The superintendent shall not approve any purchase in violation of the district’s 


procurement code.  IN COMPLIANCE 


All purchases are approved through the district’s procurement process established 


by our fiscal officer, Brett Blechschmidt, and called for in the State of 


Washington’s accounting manual.  The district’s accounting system and fiscal 


processes have consistently passed state audits. The procurement protocol 


originally developed in the spring of 2007 with several updates since that time 


continues to prove itself as a valuable tool for aligning the actions of staff and 


ensuring that proper oversight is occurring.  


 


7. The superintendent shall not fail to implement procedures to protect 


information, records, and files from loss or damage.   


IN COMPLIANCE 


The high school has a fire-resistant room.  The middle school has a storage room, 


but it is not fire rated and would require significant expense to upgrade.  Physical 


security from theft for all records is at an acceptable level due to upgrading 


security of the record area in the MS loft area.  The main area of concern 


continues to be that the district office has no fire protection due to not having any 


sprinkler system or fireproof records storage.  The cost of these upgrades would 


be significant.  Therefore, given our continued efforts to have more and more of 


our records digitally stored offsite (i.e. Skyward, AESOP, etc.) and considering 


the limitations of our current facilities and fire systems, I believe I am in 


compliance with these expectations as best possible. 


 


8. The superintendent shall not receive, process, or disburse funds under controls, 


which are insufficient under generally accepted accounting principles for 


governments. IN COMPLIANCE 
Our controls and procedures follow the state’s accounting manual and auditor 


recommendations.  As evidence of meeting this expectation, the district has a long 


record of successfully passing its bi-annual state audit. This past year was no 


different as we successfully passed another state audit as well as received many 


commendations for good fiscal practices. 


 


9. The superintendent shall not acquire, encumber, or dispose of real property 


without approval of the Board. IN COMPLIANCE 


Each month, the board agenda includes any and all property and other donated 


material/funds for board approval.  The agenda also shows requests, as per district 


policy, for board approval when the disposal of district property of significant 


value is needed.   
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10. The superintendent shall not knowingly or recklessly endanger the district’s 


public image or credibility, thereby jeopardizing the district’s ability to 


accomplish its mission. IN COMPLIANCE 


Part of this responsibility is to keep the board and the district leadership informed 


of issues and possible issues so proactive steps can be taken.  There are many 


examples of this type of action that could demonstrate meeting this expectation.  


The continued work on the legal issue facing the district from the 1982/83 school 


year immediately come to mind due to the sensitivity of the matter and the public 


attempts by the plaintiffs’ attorneys to leverage the media to their advantage.  


Another example would be our current work with our certificated employees and 


our collective work to address the State’s reduction in teacher salaries.   I believe 


we have a strong track record of achieving this expectation.

Board Members Conflict of Interest  GP-11 
 
Public office represents a trust created by the confidence the voters hold in the integrity of local 
government officials for the common good of the people. It is the desire of the Board that all 
Board members operate under the highest ethical standards. A conflict of interest arises when a 
public official is unable to devote complete loyalty and singleness of purpose to the general 
public interest.  
 
For purposes of this policy, a conflict of interest is considered to exist whenever a board member 
is in a position to request or receive, directly or indirectly, anything of value for or on account of 
his or her influence as a member of the Board of Directors.  
 
1. A Board member who, in the discharge of his/her official responsibilities, is required to 


take an action or make a decision which affects an economic interest of the Board 
member, a member of the Board member’s immediate family, an individual with whom 
the Board member is associated, or a business with which the Board member is 
associated shall provide to the Board Chair a written statement which describes the 
matter requiring action and the nature of the Board member’s potential conflict of interest 
with respect to the action or decision. The Chair shall cause the statement to be printed in 
the minutes and shall require the member to be excused from any votes, deliberations, 
and other actions on the matter on which the potential conflict of interest exists and shall 
cause such disqualification and the reasons for it to be noted in the minutes. 


  
2. A Board member may not cause the employment, appointment, promotion, transfer, or 
 advancement of a family member to a position in the District. Similarly, a Board member 
 may not participate in an action relating to the discipline of the Board member’s family 
 member. “Family member” includes the Board member’s spouse, parent, brother, sister, 
 child, mother-in-law, father-in-law, son-in-law, daughter-in-law, grandparent, godchild, 
 or a member of the Board member’s immediate family. 
  
3. The Board shall not hire any of its members as employees of the district. Members may 


be reimbursed for authorized expenses in carrying out Board duties as provided for in 
Policy GP-12 (Board Member Reimbursement of Expenses). 


  
4. The Board shall not enter into any contract with any of its members or with a firm or 
 corporation in which a member has a financial interest unless the contract is awarded to 
 the lowest responsible bidder based on established competitive bidding procedures, and 
 the Board member performs no official function regarding the contract. 
  
5. A Board member must avoid conflict of interest with respect to his or her fiduciary 
 responsibility. Accordingly, a Board member will not:  
 a. Disclose or use confidential information acquired in the performance of official  
  duties to substantially further the Board member’s own personal financial   
  interests. 
 b. Use the Board member’s position for personal financial gain. 
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Board Members Conflict of Interest  GP-11 Cont. 
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 c. Solicit, accept, or receive any gift, which would tend to improperly influence  
 a reasonable person in that position or which the Board member knows or should 
 know is primarily for the purpose of a reward for official action taken.  


 d. Solicit, accept, or receive any gift from companies doing business with the 
 District.  


 e. Accept anything of value for speaking before a public or private group when 
 acting in an official capacity as a Board member.  


 f. Engage in a substantial financial transaction for private business purposes with  
 employees of the District.  


 g. Perform an official act which directly confers an economic benefit on a business 
 or other undertaking in which the Board member has a substantial financial 
 interest or is engaged as a counsel, consultant, representative, or agent.  


 h. Use District personnel, equipment, or materials in an election campaign. 
   
6. It is permissible for a board member to receive: 
 a. Campaign contributions and contributions in kind which are reported. 
 b.  An occasional non-pecuniary gift which is less than $50 in value, in recognition 


 of public service. 
 c. Payment or reimbursement for actual and necessary expenditures for travel and  


 subsistence for attendance at a convention or other meeting in which the board 
 member participates in his/her official capacity as a board member.  


 d. A meal provided in conjunction with a speaking engagement where all 
 participants are entitled to the same meal and the meal is incidental to the 
 speaking engagement. 


 
7. Annually, prior to April 15, each Board member shall file a Personal Financial Affairs 
 Statement with the State Public Disclosure Commission.
